Great Plains W ind energy 

overcame the first hurdle in the 
possible construction o f w ind 
turbines in the county as 
Hansford C ounty
Commissioners voted to o ffe r a 
95% abatement fo r  years I -.3, a 
90% abatement fo r years 4 and 
5. a 70% abatement fo r years 6 
and 7, and 0% fo r year 8.
The vote represented a major 

step in making the proposal by 
Great Plains W ind energy o f 
C aliforn ia closer to  reality. 

Hansford County Banker 
M ike  Schnell seemed to 
express the view o f the dozen 
or more interested county resi­
dents present fo r the meeting 
when he stated his be lie f that 
the turbine construction would 
diversify and stabilize the tax 
base o f the county w hile  possi­
b ly offering a lowering o f taxes 
in the future.
"W ith  minerals on the tax base 

being depleting and varying in 
price, we must d ivers ify  the tax 
base." Schnell said, c iting  the 
on ly other taxing sources in the 
county being land, home, and 
businesses.
" It would be nice to have taxes 

coming from  outside Hansford 
^ ity  fo r a change,"Schnell 

said.
The lack o f demand by the 

proposal fo r new or expanded 
infrastructures such as schools, 
hospitals, and law enforcement 
were other positive  factors 
mentioned by Schnell.
Hansford H ospita l

Adm in istra tor Steve Hartgraves 
agreed, " It is a loss o f opportu­
n ity i f  we don't move forward," 
Hartgraves said. "The benefits 
outweigh any risk. It is a good 
opportunity, and 1 support it."

A  report by Jay Lob itt o f  Great 
Plains W ind energy empha­
sized that w ind energy is the 
fastest-growing segment o f  the 
electrical power industry in the 
United States.
C itin g  his company's tw o 

decades o f experience in con­
tract development, Lob itt gave 
a report o f  the background 
work that had been completed.

W ith the in itia l phase studies 
completed. Great Plains is now 
structuring financing plans and 
seeking bids from  large con­
struction companies.
G iv in g  an overview  o f the 

function ing  o f  w ind  energy 
fields, Lob itt stated that a m ajor 
problem that o f  find ing a con­
nection system to transmit the 
energy produced was already in 
place.
"W ith  the merger o f  Southwest 

Public Service and Public 
Service o f C olorado, the 
Federal Energy Regulation 
Committee required the bu ild ­
ing o f a connecting transmis­
sion system." Lob itt said.
The system, unlike old sys­

tems. is capable o f transmitting 
the 240 megawatts o f power 
expected to be produced by the 
Hansford County fie ld w ith  no 
problems.
Comparing the proposed ener­

gy fie ld  to the W hite Deer field. 
L o b itt stated that over 
160,000.000 gallons o f water 
are saved by the use o f w ind 
energy in comparison to ther- 
m al-produced energy since 
water is used to cool thermal 
equipm ent. The proposed 
Hansford w ind energy fie ld , 
w hich w il l  be three times the 
size o f the W hite Deer fie ld , 
w ou ld  in  turn, save 
4.800.(XK),(XX) gallons o f water 
compared to therm al energy 
production.

Reminding commissioners o f 
the proposal's advantages. 
Lob itt listed an increase in the 
tax base w ith  possible lower 
taxes in the future, a d iversity 
in the economy, and the lack o f 
pollutants o r odors. A lthough 
few  workers w il l  be needed 
upon com pletion o f the energy

fie ld . Lob itt stated a boost to 
the local economy during the 
construction phrase fo r local 
goods and services.

"W ind  energy is s im ple ," 
Lob itt said, " It doesn't use a lot 
o f  water, there is no pollution 
by having to haul fuels to and 
from  the energy producing 
source, and there is no environ­
mental perm itting required."

"It's  an incredible opportuni­
ty," C lay Schnell said o f the 
w ind energy proposal.
W h ile  the tax abatement 

offered by Hansford County 
Commissioners marks the first 
hurdle in making the turbine 
fie ld  a reality, the biggest hur­
dle may lie  ahead as Great 
Plains W ind energy works w ith 
the Gruver Independent School 
System.
W hile  both G ISD  and Great 

Plains W ind energy have 
expressed a desire to w ork 
together, any tax abatement 
given by G IS D  must be finan­
cia l sound for the school sys­
tem w hile also being attractive 
to investors in the project.

In add ition , any abatement 
proposal by G ISD  is com plicat­
ed by both the Texas school 
financing law that has caps on 
taxes that may be kept by 
school d istricts and House B ill 
1200 w h ich  was passed last 
January to deal w ith  new indus­
tries in the school d istricts. 
Since H B 1200 is so new, only 
one Texas school, C rockett 
County, has had any experience 
w ith  w ind turbine fie lds and 
school taxation under its p ro v i­
sions. And even C rockett 
County has not had suffic ient 
experience w ith  the new b ill to 
o ffe r conclusive results.

COPD
(Chronic Obstructive 

Airway Disease)
COPD is an often-uscd acronym 

for "Chronic Obstructive Airway 
Disease" which is the end result o f 
many different lung diseases that

end up damaging the tubes and 
bags o f the lungs.
Anything from Asthma to Cystic 

Fibrosis to Cigarette smoking, i f  
not cared for appropriately, can 
end up with COPD. In the past 
when appropriate treatment for 
Asthma was not available, COPD 
developed in these people just as if  
they had smoked for years. In peo­
ple who do not smoke, lung func­
tion declines slowly over the 
years, so some shortness o f breath 
on exertion in an 85 year old is 
probably normal (depending on 
the state o f his/her overall health 
o f course).

People who smoke end up with a 
significantly faster decline in Lung 
Function resulting in shortness of 
breath at a much earlier age (60 for 
example in somebody who has 
smoked for 40-45 years). What is 
fascinating is that only 15-20% o f 
smokers end up developing 
COPD. Winston Churchill smoked 
up to the time he died without sig­
nificant symptoms!
Up to 14 million persons in the 

United States are thought to be 
afflicted with COPD. Most cases 
are because o f Lung damage con­
sequent to long term Cigarette 
Smoking. In most cases symptoms 
arc a chronic productive cough, 
shortness o f breath and occasion­

ally, a bluish discoloration o f the 
fingers ("cyanosis"). Most people 
present to the doctor with a cough 
that won’t go away, or increasing 
shortness o f breath enough to lim it 
activities previously enjoyed (c.g. 
golfing, swimming, walking, etc). 
Diagnosis is usually evident i f  
physicians take a good history and 
obtain a chest x-ray although spe­
cialized testing (called Pulmonary 
Function Testing, offered here at 
Hansford County Hospital) is usu­
ally necessary to confirm the diag­
nosis.
What can be done about this? The 

obvious solution to the problem is 
quitting smoking, which is in the 
majority o f cases easier said than 
done. A  good working relationship 
w ith your physician is paramount 
to successful quitting as that is the 
only intervention that w ill slow the 
otherwise rapid deterioration in 
Lung Function. Once that has been 
achieved, an assessment o f severi­
ty is important as is an assessment 
for other conditions that may be 
causing shortness o f breath, such 
as heart disease which not infre­
quently coexists w ith Lung 
Disease in heavy smokers. An 
assessment o f severity is only pos­
sible through Pulmonary Function 
Testing (PFT), which is offered at 
Hansford Hospital. It is important

to understand that significant 
amount o f damage to the Lungs 
should have occurred before 
symptoms appear, hence the 
importance o f obtaining P f Is to 
characterize the severity of dis­
ease. Frequently, demonstration o f 
severity on PFTs is the impetus 
needed for smokers to finally quit.
Your physician w ill also want to 

evaluate you to sec it you have 
concomitant asthma, heart disease, 
evidence o f congenital lung dis­
eases, or Lung Cancer, which, as is 
common knowledge, more fre­
quent in smokers. Your physician 
w ill also evaluate the need for 
Oxygen, whether or not you w ill 
benefit from a sleep study or a 
study o f your oxygen levels when 
vou sleep to determine needs for 
interventions that w ill help you 
breathe better.

I f  unfortunately, you are found to 
have severe Lung Disease, your 
physician can also evaluate your 
elig ib ility for surgical treatment o f 
the Lung Disease, which MAY be 
o f some benefit. Most patient with 
COPD w ill benefit from an exer­
cise program, inhalers to help open 
up bronchial tubes and decrease 
mucus production as well as inter­
ventions to prevent Pneumonia. 
Influenza etc. An occasional 
patient w ill benefit from w ith ­
drawal o f blood (just like donating 
blood) to help decrease the load on 
the heart from an expanded blood 
volume.

High Plains Public Radio Now On Air a t  89.5-FM
High Plains Public Radio’s 

broadcast service is now available 
to nine counties in the Northeast 
Texas Panhandle and surrounding 
areas of Oklahoma over KTOT- 
FM. a new non-commercial radio 
station at 80.5 FM.
The newly constructed station 

broadcasts 24 hours a day at a 
power o f 100,000 watts from a 
l .(MM) foot tower located in the far 
southwest corner o f Ochiltree 
county.

HPPR programming heard over 
KTOT-FM includes comprehen­
sive international, national and 
regional news, classical, jazz and 
folk music, a variety o f  other arts 
and entertainment programs, as 
well as coverage o f regional events 
and issues. As a member o f 
National Public Radio and Public 
Radio International. HPPR carries 
award-winning news and enter­
tainment programs such as A ll 
Things Considered, Morning 
Edition, Car Talk. A Prairie Home 
Companion. This American Life, 
and BBC World Service.

High Plains Public Radio was 
founded in 1977 for the expressed 
purpose of enriching the educa­
tional, cultural, and community 
life o f the High Plains region. It is 
also dedicated to developing the 
self-identity o f the High Plains so 
that the region might better appre­
ciate its common heritage and

build a sustainable future. It pur­
sues this mission through public 
radio broadcasting because the 
medium is economical and acces­
sible to nearly everyone. HPPR 
began broadcasting in 1980 in 
Southwest Kansas. Over the past 
22 years it has incrementally 
expanded its service to reach all o f 
Western Kansas, portions o f 
Southeastern Colorado, the 
Oklahoma Panhandle, as well as 
the immediate Amarillo area.
III’ PR first started broadcasting 

in the Texas Panhandle in January 
of 1998 with two low power trans­
lator stations in Am arillo at 94.9 
and 91.3 FM. Planning and engi­
neering studies for a “ Top O ’

year. In January, 1999 applications
