National campaign kicks off for traffic safety
Saying it's been too long since 

most Texas drivers had any formal 
driver education, five state agen­
cies and 3M Corporation are con­
ducting a campaign to emphasize 
the meaning and importance of traf­
fic, signs, signals and lane mark­
ings.

"Sixth percent of the licenses 
drivers in Texas are more than 35 
years of age," said Carlos Lopez, 
engineer o f traffic for the Texas 
Department o f Transportation 
(TxDOT). "It may have been 20 or 
more years since these drivers first 
got their licenses or had any formal

driver education. Our campaign, 
Vital Signs, will help fill this educa­
tional gap."

The campaign is a joint effort 
between the Texas Department of 
Public Safety (DPS), the Texas De­
partment o f Health (TDH), the 
Texas Education Agency (TEA),

TxDOT, the Texas Transportation 
Institute (TTI), and 3M Corp.

The goal of the campaign is to 
make Texas' roads and highways 
safer by providing information to 
motorist on the meaning of the vari­
ous traffic signs, signals and lane 
markings they encounter while 
driving.

"We call it Vital Signs because 
that is exactly what traffic signs 
are, signs that are vital to your 
safety," Lopez said. "We want Tex­
ans to learn their vital signs, to 
understand them and to follow 
them."

The campaign is part of the re­
search implementation plan for a 
TTI study sponsored by TxDOT. 
The study evaluated the effective­
ness of 52 traffic control devises 
through surveys and focus groups 
involving more than 2,400 Texas 
drivers.

"We're always working to im­
prove what we have," said Lewis 
Rhodes, the study's Project Direc­
tor at TxDOT. "We're continuously 
trying to make thing more helpfiil 
to the driver."

TTI Associate Research Engi­
neer Gene Hawking and Research 
Scientist. Kati Womback shared 
responsibility for the study as co­
principal investigators.

"Through this research, we in-

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DPS offers advice on 
driving in school zones

We've all heard the saying, "Kids 
say the darnedest things!" Well 
kids do the darnedest things, espe­
cially around school zones. With 
school starting up again, there's 
sure to be trouble afoot. Now is the 
time for drivers to start thinking 
f bout the dangers this presents.

Whether you drive in school 
zc.nes once a year or work there 
evviry day, you can never forget cer­
tain lessons. One is that you have 
to use better judgement that the 7 
year olds who surround you, ac­
cording to Trooper Wayne Beighle, 
Public Information Officer for the 
Texas Department of Public Safety.

"It’s important to remember that 
kids aren't small adults, and they 
don't always act logically. When 
you sound your horn, for instance, a 
child may think its okay to cross the 
street in front of your vehicle," 
Beighle added.

Children also have limited per­
ceptual skills. Sometimes they can't 
even tell if your vehicle is in motion 
or stopped. They can't accurately 
judge the speed and distance of 
vehicles or detect safe gaps in traf­
fic.

"Elementary school aged chil­
dren often aren't tall enough to be

seen on the other side of a parked 
car, or as they move between ve­
hicles to cross the street when 
they're being picked up. School 
zones are not the time to light a 
cigarette or call the office on your 
car phone," Beighle says.

The key is to see children in time 
to avoid a collision. Search from 
curb to curb for kids who could 
enter your path. Everyone who 
enters the roadway is vulnerable to 
injury, but children on foot are even 
more at risk.

Many times the kids probably 
have their minds on school or 
friends, not on the vehicle moving 
around them. That means it's your 
job to be even more aware of what's 
going on around you. Since it’s 
hard to predict kids action near 
schools, tiy to avoid these areas. 
Reroute your trip, if possible, to 
avoid peak drop-off and pick-up 
times and getting stuck behind a 
school bus.

However, if you can't avoid a 
drive through a school zone, the 
best strategy is to just slow down 
and stay alert. It's up to us to take 
precautionary steps to keep kids 
alive and safe.

Ed and Alva Gamer returned 
Sunday eveningfrom Wichita Falls 
where they attended the 51st re­
union of the "Lost Battalion".

Many local readers of the ac­
count in the Sunday News-Globe 
may not be aware that one of the 
survivors of that atrocity is 
Spearman's Ed Gamer.

He was a member o f the group 
from Jack County, Texas that were 
in the 36th National Guard divi­
sion o f Texas. They served with 
Battery F, 2nd Battalion, 131st 
Field Artillery Regiment.

In the fall of 1942, the regiment 
was on a ship enroute to the Philip­
pines when it was forced to alter 
and try for Australia due to the 
Japanese presence in the Pacific. 
They couldn't get to Australia and 
were diverted to the Dutch owned 
island of Java.

After hard fighting with little 
ammunition or supplies, they were 
forced to surrender and 539 were 
taken prisoner. The Japanese never 
let it be known th ey were prisoners, 
therefore the name "Lost Battal­
ion".

Most of the 539 were taken to 
Bunna to work on the railroad, but 
Mr. Garner was one of 29 soldiers 
and 30 sailors who were taken to 
Japan to work in the iron ore mines. 
The ship on which they were taken, 
after stops at Singapore and Saigon, 
made port on Honshu Island. They 
went by train to O'Hase where the 
mines were, and they stayed for 
three years until the fall of 1945 
after the atomic bomb was dropped 
in August, bringing the surrender.

The group was reunited soon 
after which was their first reunion, 
and they have held one annually 
since.

Lately, since thisyear isthe50th 
anniversary of the dropping of the 
bomb, the national media has em­
phasized statements from those 
people who are not knowledgeable 
of the circumstances, expressing 
regret, and o f course the usual 
moaning by the liberals. Somehow 
no mention is made of those, like

Mr. Gamer, who would not be here 
and the many, possibly millions, 
more young men had it not been 
used.

Those here who know Mr. Gar­
ner, and know of the dreadful bru­
tality o f that imprisonment are 
amazed at his upbeat, optimistic 
outlook and wholesome attitude, 
but not amazed at his deep sense of 
patriotism.

THCA combats fraud
The Texas Health Care Associa­

tion (THCA) has been working for 
more than a year with federal offi­
cials and THCA membership to 
combat Medicare and Medicaid 
fraud and abuse. In addition to 
meeting with officials in the U.S. 
Office of the Inspector General, 
THCA has recently ofFered a suc­
cessful seminar aimed specifically 
at teaching providers how to iden­
tify, avoid, and report cases of fraud

and abuse. Industry leadership 
hopes that in making nursing fa­
cilities more aware of factors which

The Tenth Farm Credit District 
today reported continued improve­
ments in its loan portfolio and an 
increase in loan demand during the 
first half of 1995.

At June 30, 1995, the agricul­
tural lending cooperative showed a 
$9.6 million decline in total high 
risk loans from their year-end 1994 
level. Nonaccrual loans have been 
reduced by 6.5 percent during that 
period, and other property owned 
totalled $18.5 million, down by 
nearly half from a year earlier.

Despite crop and weather-re­
lated concerns in some areas of the 
district, demand for both produc­
tion and mortgage loans edged up­
ward during the period. The pro­
duction lending portfolio experi­
enced an $8.9 million increase in 
total loans, and the mortgage lend­
ing portfolio posted a $3.2 million 
increase during the first half of the

year. Total loan volume at June 30, 
1995, was $3.68 billion.

District net income for the first 
six months of 1995 was $41.5 mil­
lion, and increase of 41.1 percent 
over the same period last year. 
District capital totalled $880.8 mil­
lion at mid-year, up 4.8 percent 
from year end.

The Tenth Farm Credit District 
is composed of the Austin-based 
Farm Credit Bank ofTexas; 48 Fed­
eral Land Bank Associations in Ala­
bama, Louisiana, Mississippi, and 
Texas which make long-term land 
and rural housing loans; and 17 
Production Credit Associations in 
Louisiana, New Mexico, and Texas 
which make short-tern and inter­
mediate-term operating loans. The 
bank and associations are coopera-

Jr. High kids go through changes
The middle school years can be 

tough for even the best of students.
"Not only are children going 

through adolescence and puberty, 
but they are experiencing changes 
at school," said Dr. Lou Ann Todd 
Mock, a psychologist at Baylor Col­
lege of Medicine in Houston.

The nurturing environment of 
elementary school is a dramatic 
contrast to the middle school, or 
junior high, world of class changes, 
increased disciplines, larger stu­
dent bodies and fewer personal re­
lationships with teachers.

All this change tends to inten­
sify any existingbehavior problems.

"Conduct problems may in­
crease, and the larger school often 
makes it easier to skip class," Monk 
said. "Children who have been de­
pressed or withdrawn may become 
more so."

Mock urges parents to be aware 
of the following events common to 
middle school:

* Peer groups begin to exert tre­
mendous pull.

* Independence is shown in cloth­
ing and hairstyles.

* Grades may fluctuate at the 
start of school due to new class 
rotations.

* Identity questions arise-Who 
am I? What am I going to be?

* Substance abuse becomesmore 
prevalent.

* Sexual identity and sexual ac­
tivity become issues.

"This also is the time when chil­
dren become terminally embar­
rassed by their parents,' Mock said. 
"Wise parents understand that they 
do not take it too personally."

She suggests that parents help 
bridge the gap between elementary 
and middle school by being aware 
of and willing to talk about the 
additional stressors their child is 
facing.

"Communication is vitally im­
portant during the next few years," 
Mock said. "Remain non-judge- 
mental, non-critical and available. 
Your goal is to raise a child who is 
independent but can also feel com-

fortable talking to you."
Parental involvement at school 

can be a positive influence, as can a 
child's involvement in after school 
activities.

"Be supportive of any interest 
your child shows in developing a 
talent or skill," Mock said. "These 
activities provide your child with a 
supportive and positive peer group."

Focusing on the positives is an­
other key to surviving this often 
confusing time.

"Work-toward an encouraging 
environment at home," Monk said. 
"When discussing some needed 
change, let your children know that 
you still think they are wonderful. 
Even as they try their wings, your 
approval and support remain im­
portant.

Pringle-Morse CISD today an­
nounced its policy for providingfree 
and reduced price meals for chil­
dren served under the National 
School Breakfast Program. The 
school has a copy of the policy, which 
may be reviewed by any interested 
party.

The households size and income 
criteria identified in any previous 
charts will be used to determine 
eligibility for free and reduced price 
benefits. Children from households 
whose income is at or below the 
levels shown are eligible for free 
reduced meals. Foster children that 
are the legal responsibility of a 
welfare agency or court may also be 
eligible for benefits regardless of 
the income of the household with 
whom they reside. Eligibility for 
thefoster child is based on the child’s 
income.

Application forms are being dis­
tributed to all households with a 
letter informing households of the 
availability of free and reduced price 
meals for their children. Applica­
tions also are available at the 
principal’s office. To apply for free 
and reduced price meals, house­
holds must fill out the application 
and return it to the school. Applica­
tions may be submitted anytime 
during the school year. The infor­
mation households provide on the 
application will be used for the pur­
pose of determining eligibility and 
verification of data. Applications 
may be verified by the school offi­
cials at any time during the school 
year.

For school officials to determine 
eligibility for free and reduced price 
benefits, households receiving food 
stamps or AFDC only have to list 
their child's name, food stamp of 
AFDC case number and an adult 
household member must sign the 
application. Households who do 
not list a food stamp or AFDC case 
number must list the names of all 
household member, the amount and 
source of the income received by 
each household member, how often 
the person received it and the social 
security number of either the pri­
mary wage earner responsible for

the care of the child or the social 
security number of the adult house­
hold member who signs the appli­
cation. If neither household mem­
ber has a Social Security number, 
the household member must indi­
cate that a social security number 
is not available. The application 
must be signed by an adult house­
hold member.

Under the provision of the free 
and reduced price meal policy the 
superintendent will review appli­
cations and determine eligibility. 
Parents or guardians dissatisfied 
with the ruling of the superinten­
dent may wish to discuss the deci­
sion with the superintendent on an 
informal basis. Parents wishing to 
make a formal appeal for a hearing 
on the decision may make a request 
either orally or in writing to Ron 
Womble, Box 120, Morse, Texas 
79062, telephone 806-733-2794.

Households thatlistafood stamp 
or AFDC case number must report

when the household no longer re­
ceived these benefits. Other house­
holds approved for benefits based 
on income information must report 
increases in household income over 
$50 per month or $600 per year and 
decreases in household size. Also, 
if a household member becomes 
unemployed or if the household size 
increases, the household should 
contact the school. Such changes 
may make the children of the house­
hold eligible for benefits if  the 
household's income falls at or be­
low the levels shown above.

In the operation of child feeding 
programs administered by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, no child 
will be discriminated against be­
cause of race, color, sex, national 
origin, age or handicap. If any 
member of a household believes they 
have discriminated against, they 
should write immediately to the

That's 18, and those 
are the 18 varsity players starting 
this year, the juniors and seniors.

It is never to early too start talk­

ing about the Gruver-Spearman 
matchup, this year at Greyhound 
Stadium. Here is a look at the 
histoiy of "The Game" - the Hans­

ford County Championship.
The Lynx-Hounds gridiron 

matchup is set for this year on Oc­
tober 27, at Greyhound Stadium. It 
may decide which team makes the 
playoffs, and which doesn't

In the first 11 games versus the 
Lynx since 1954, the Hounds were 
9-2. A  12-0 victory over Spearman 
in Gruver in 1954 may have been 
the Hounds' first victoiy over the 
Lynx, as least since the WWII years. 
Early scores included Gruver victo­
ries of 50-14 in 1958, and 38-16 in 
1965.

Then the roof caved in, and the 
Lynx have dominated this series 
since. Before the series was stopped 
in 1974, the Lynx had won six 
straight times - the last five by 
scores of 15-14, 7-6, 14-12, 22-21, 
and 14-0. Talk about heart-stop­
pers, and all Spearman victories! 
That left the series standing 9-8 in 
favor of the Hounds.

Then the series was resumed in 
1980, with eight games played con­
secutively through 1987. Again it 
was to Gruver's disadvantage, as 
they lost six of the eight, including 
a couple by scores of 22-18 and 14- 
12; and the Lynx at that point had 
won 12 o f the last 14 played, and 
really knew how to win the close 
encounters with the Hounds. Then 
the series was again stopped in 
1988.

Recently, in 1992, the series was 
again resumed, with the Lynx win­
ning the first two games, for a 14-2 
record versus the Hounds since 
1968; before the Hounds finally re­
bounded last year and bruised the 
Lynx egos 18-0, for their first vic­
tory at Lynx Stadium since 1966. 
For along with all those close victo­
ries over tlie Hounds, were also 
scores o f28-0,47-0,34-6, and 26-7, 
all in favor of the Lynx, since 1984. 
The series now stands 16-12 in fa­
vor of the Lynx since 1954.

The Lynx had grown accustomed 
to beating the Hounds, and is it 
now the Hounds turn to go back on 
a long winning streak versus the

Lynx? Will the games all turn out 
to be heart-stoppers again, maybe 
this time in the Hounds' favor. Or 
was last year just a momentary 
skip in the Lynx heartbeat, and will 
they again resort to beating up on 
the Hounds? We will see October 
27!!

Consolidated Farm 
Service helps collect

Amarillo Tri-State Fair 
expands concert series

If producers who were unable to 
plant their winter wheat crop have 
not requested the insurance pay­
ments due them, they should con­
tact their local Consolidated Farm 
Service Agency office. Recent 
changes in the crop insurance pro­
gram allow producers with pre- 
vented-planted wheat areas who 
had already planted an alternate 
crop to claim their insurance pay­
ment. But, producers must request 
those payment as soon as possible.

The changes were brought about 
when the National Grain Sorghum 
Producers, the Texas Grain Sor­
ghum Association, and the Texas 
Wheat Producers Association, 
working in conjunction with the 
Texas CFSA office, pushed for the 
rule changes. The groups have been 
persistent in their claim that pro­
ducers in the Southwest who were 
unable to plant their insured win­
ter wheat crop because of adverse 
weather have been treated unfairly.

Under the old rule, producers

had been told that they could not 
participate in farm program options 
if they collected the crop insurance 
prevented-planting payment they 
were entitled to. Most of the pro­
ducers with unplanted winter 
wheat were forced to forget the in­
surance paymentandplantanother 
crop, since they could not afford to 
leave the fields unplanted.

"Were very pleases that the rule 
has changed," said Harold Bob 
Bennett, CFSA acting state execu­
tive for Texas. 'We were happy to 
work with the commodity groups to 
correct the problem. Producers af­
fected by the new rule must contact 
their local CFSA office to file for 
their indemnity payment."

"The crop insurance rules were 
unfair," said Jack Eberspacher, 
NGSP executive director, "Since 
many sorghum growers plant win­
ter wheat and were affected by this, 
we were very vocal in telling USDA 
and our legislators about the prob­
lem."
