Rodney W. Sumner, superintendent in 
Spearman Independent School District, has 
been named Superintendent of the Year for 
2007 In Region 16.

AUSTIN - Gov. Rick Perry 
on Sept. 13 declared Orange, 
Jefferson and Galveston 
counties a disaster area 
resulting from Hurricane 
Humberto. 

Gov. Perry ordered state 
agency 	and 	military 
resources and personnel to 
the area before the storm hit. 
Relief workers delivered gen-
erators, water and ice to 
stricken areas. 

Humberto took only 18 
hours to develop from a trop-
ical depression into a 
Category 1 hurricane with 
sustained wind speeds in 
excess of 85 mph and heavy 
rains. 

No tropical cyclone on 
record ever reached the 
intensity of Humberto at a 
faster rate near landfall, the 
National Hurricane Center 
reported. After striking 
Texas, the weather system 
moved across Louisiana and 
Mississippi 	and 	into 
Alabama. 

Entergy Texas, a major 
power provider in 26 coun-
ties including the three in 
the disaster zone, reported 
power outages to 118,019 
customers. 

Seventy-two hours after 
Humberto struck the coast, 
Entergy said power restora-
tion to customers was almost 
complete. A widely reported 
early estimate of damages 
caused by the hurricane 
came to about $500 million. 

The Texas Department of 
Insurance urged residents 
affected by the hurricane to 
call the consumer hotline, 1-
800-252-3439 for answers to 
storm-related 	insurance 
questions.

Perry appointed 11 
members to the newly creat-
ed Texas Border Security 
Council to serve at his pleas-
ure. 

The council was created by 
Senate Bill 11 of the 80th 
Legislature. 

The council's job will be to 
devise performance stan-
dards, reporting require-
ments, audit methods and 
other procedures for home-
land security fund allocation 
and use.

Fifty percent of those who 
took the test in 2006 identi-
fied themselves as minori-
ties. In 2002, the figure was 
45 percent. 

High school students who 
score highly on AP exams 
can earn college credit for 
courses, saving their families 
thousands of dollars in 
tuition costs and giving stu-
dents a head start on a col-
lege education, the TEA 
reported.

Texas 

Texas' new Secretary of 
State Phil Wilson, on the Job 
since July I, took a trip east 
to drum up business for the 
Lone Star State.

Words from Taith Cr Grace, 
by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister 

As the Jewish faith community celebrates Yom Kippur 
(the Day of Atonement). we study "forgiveness' in Jeremiah 
8:18-9:1, Psalm 79:1-9; I Timothy 2: 1-7, and Luke 16:1-13. 
Godgrieves that His people have strayed so far from Him 
that they have been defeated. The Jewish people are going 
through a crisis of faith. They believed in their status as 
"God's chosen" and failed to abide in faithful service to God. 
The Psalmist sings of the judgment of God and pleads for 
His forgiveness of His people and the destruction of their 
enemies. 

Paul is advising Timothy on his ministry and worship. 
Paul commends first prayer. Prayer is to be made for all 
persons, good and evil so that the Christian can lead a quiet 
and peaceful life in all godliness and dignity. Paul tells us 
that God our savior wants everyone to be saved and come 
to a knowledge of the truth. To emphasize this, Paul quotes 
lyrics from an early Christian hymn in verses five and six. 
Paul then tells Timothy that he was called as a herald, to 
proclaim Christ, as a witness to testify of Christ, as an 
envoy to commend the teaching of Christ and as a teacher 
to lead men to an understanding of Christ. Consider 
Christian that to obtain God's forgiveness, to live a life of 
godliness and dignity, we must worship. Now worship is 
both a noun and a verb. Our worship is at 11:00 a.m. = 
worship as noun. If we experience a transformational meet-
ing between us and God, that is worship = verb. A person 
of faith can be at worship (noun) at 11:00 a.m. and never 
experience "worship" (verb). Yes, I am intentionally med-
dling with your sense of faith. To obtain forgiveness we 
must first pray, we must enter into a state of worship (verb). 

Jesus is teaching his disciples something about the use of 
money. There are seven passages in Luke regarding money 
and five of them are in this Chapter 16. In this passage a 
master has returned to find a dishonest steward. This 
steward was an embezzler, he had used his position to ben-
efit his master's debtors, so that if he were discovered, he 
would still be able to make a living from the debtors. The 
master still fired the steward, but the master commended 
his shrewdness. As Christians. we are stewards of God's 
money which has been given to us. We can use this money 
to advance the Kingdom by charity to the poor. hungry, sick 
and homeless; we can advance the Kingdom through schol-
arships for others to study and then serve and to send oth-
ers to preach/teach the gospel. We can use this money to 
relieve the need of our friends in their trials. We can use 
this money to build us bigger, more comfortable houses of 
worship, or we could use it to build churches in poorer 
areas. (Yes. Urn meddling again). How will you be rated by 
the Master? 

May the Holy Spirit grant you forgiveness, a sense of true 
worship, that you may share your money and your joy with 
others.
