Windmills fascinate me! They
have...ever since | saw my first one
when we moved to the Texas
Panhandle, specifically Tulia, in
1956
There was no need for windmills
in my birth state of Tennessee,
where | spent my first thirteen years
of life. Neither was there a need for
windmills in the Hialeah-Miami,
Florida area where | completed my
freshman and sophomore years of
school at Hialeah High. (How my
farnily got to Texas via Tennessee
and Florida will be separate chap-
ters in my potential book---if I am
ever home for a long enough stretch
to indeed write a book! - As a mat-
ter of fact, a windmill was instru-
mental in my Texas mother and my
Tennessee dad meeting in the first
place, but that explanation can wait
until later, too!)
Suffice it to say | have kept a
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windmill album ever since we came
to the Texas Panhandle in 1956.
Now, thanks to Mr. J.B. Buchanan, |
am blessed to live right in the heart
of a living Windmill Museum right
in my hometown of choice .
Spearman, TX, USA. With all the
exciting events going on here in
Spearman pertaining to the wind-
mills, my family knows it may be
ever more difficult to convince me
that I need to move closer to physi-
cal family!

Yes, something about a windmill
strikes a chord deep within me.

Southwest Pioneer
Windmill Association News

The Southwest Pioneer Windmill
Association is readying approxi-
mately six mills for erection as part
of the SPWA's windmill collection.
Thrée of those mills will be erected
at local businesses, one will be
located at "Crazy Corners" and the
other two will be in the windmill
park. One of the six mills is already
up at. First State Bank, and by the
time this column appears, the mills
at First National Bank and Crazy
Corners may be up
A very unique mill 1o be erected
at First National Bank is a
Woodmanse mill on a cable tower. A
Woodmanse mill is not particularly
unusual, but the cable tower is.
Windmill experts across the nation
are unaware of any other cable tow-
ers as the towers were somewhat
fragile and were not practical so
they were not used often or for long.
The tower will draw the interest of
windmillers all across America and
will be the focus of much attention
at the Windmillers' Trade Fair in
2002

The cable tower came to the
SPWA from the Oklahoma
Panhandle. Several inquiries have
been made but no manufacturer has

been found
The tower and mill were erected
in Texas County in the SE 1/2 of
Section 20, T-2N, R 19, which is
almost exactly 20 miles due north of
Waka. The tower was erected by Mr
Warreri Shorb "Warnie" on a home-
stead that he filed on in 1906 near
Cottonwood Draw, 3 miles east of
Range.” Range is on the Palo Duro
Creek 6 to 7 miles south of where it
flows into the North Canadian River
and about 15 miles north of Lake

Palo Duro.
= “The windmill is remembered by
Ray Phelps of Spearman as being on
* sthe-fanh site in the late 20's or early
_30's."The mill and tower were aban
.-dored -and unused since sometime
¢ during the late 30's or early 40's.

The wheel was off the mill since
WW II years.

Upon the death of Warren Shorb's
son Ronald in 1996, the mill and
tower were given to the SPWA by
the executor of the estate, Ray
Shorb, Jr., now deceased.

Origin of the tower and its manu-
facturer are all lost in the past. Mr.
Warren Shorb's brother Ezra operat-
ed a hardware store in Liberal,
Kansas, from 1911-1956 so it is an
educated guess that the tower was
sold by his store, but the wholesaler
to that hardware, Blish-Mize of
Atchison, Kansas, has no record of
supplying it to Shorb Hardware.
However, the tail of the mill had
“Sold by Jackson Hardware of
Guymon, Ok," so it is a possibility
also that the tower was sold there.

A neighbor of Mr. Ronald Shorb
had been told that a second tower
had been sold, but no one knows
when or where.

Mr. J. B. Buchanan, Burl
Buchanan, Roger Buchanan and
Dwayne Mitchell went to move the
tower in the spring of 1997. Much to
their surprise, the wheel was located
at the base of the tower, and the tail
was leaning against an old building.

The head was brought to H & H
Water Well and restored to working
condition. As far as is known, this is
the original head on the tower.

So what you will see at First
National Bank is a piece of genuine
local-color history. The old mill has
stood in silent witness to the scenes
of three quarters of a century. A
church house is within the section
that it was located on, and
"Sixteen." a one-room school, was
located a short distance from the
mill site. A family lived and pros-
pered under its shadow and drank
from its water.

The land home-steaded by the
Shorbs was sold in the spring of
1997, and the mill came to
Spearman to reside, hopefully for
another 75 years,

}
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order to have the physical need for
water met. The spirit of man must
likewise make a positive response to
the wooing and prompting of God's
Holy Spirit if he or she is to receive
the Living Water of God.

Windmills sing of a time when peo-
ple, God's ultimate creation, had
time...time to rejuvenate, reflect
upon, and absorb the wonders, mys-
teries, and miracles of life. They
sing of a time when life was simpler
and lifestyles were purer and more

personal. They sing of a time when
the majority of humankind took
time 1o be still and to know the Lord
is God.
