The law gives property owners the right to profest actions
concerning their property tax appraisals, You may follow
these appeal procedures if you have a concern about:
* the market or special value appraised value on
your property
* the unequal appraisal of your property
« the inclusion of your property on the appraisal roll
* any exemptions that may apply to you
* the qualification for an agricultural or timber
appraisal
* the taxable status of your property
* the local governments which should be taxing
your property
* the ownership of property
* the change of use of land receiving special
appraisal
* any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal
district or appraisal review board that applies to
and adversely affected you

Informal Review

he first option a taxpayer may use to protest a value is to
visit with the chief appraiser or a staff member. Records
on individual properties are available for review by every
taxpayer. This informal review is to the benefit of the
laxpayer. as many protests are resolved at this level

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

It you can't resolve your problem informally with county
appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have your case
heard by the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above.
It has the power to order the CAD to make the necessary
changes to solve problems. If you file a writien request
for an ARB hearing (called a notice of protest) before the
deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hearing. You'll
receive written notice of the time, date and place of the
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the
evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior (o your hearing, you
may ask 1o review the evidence the CAD will use to
uphold their determination. The CAD may ask you for a
copy of the evidence you plan to present. The hearing will

evidence for the ARB 1o review at your hearing
CAD representative will present evidence about your §
case. You may cross-examine the CAD representativi
The ARB will make its decision based on the evidenc
presented. The CAD has the burden of establishing 1
property's value by a preponderance of the evidence

presented. You can get a copy of a protest form from ¢
appraisal district office at
Spearman, TX. !

Note: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outsid

of the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an
affidavit saying that they haven't talked about your cise
before the ARB hears it. )

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy
of its order by certified mail. If you're not satisfied with §
the decision, vou have the right to appeal to distriet courl

If you choose to go o court, you must starl the process by
filing a petition within 45 days of the date you
the ARB’s order

Tax Payment i
If you appeal and your case is pending, you must an the §
lesser of the amount of taxes due on the portion of th
taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on |
the property under the order from which the appeal is

Saturday was an active day and
night at the Lake with many
visitors from our neighboring
towns. The fishing was not as good
as last week, but Jim had a great
time on Friday night, since e got
to fish instcad of just admiring
other people's catches. He started
out to fish for catfish with perch,
but he had wisely taken some
minnows so he could fish for
crappie, too. He cleaned 13 nice
crappie, but no catfish. That was
such fun that he took Mandy back
with him on Saturday evening, bul
they only caught a few.

Two or three people got stuck
this week and had to be pulled out,
so watch where the water has
receded, as it can be treacherous.

The answer to when the last
buffalo was killed in Hansford
County came in time for Heritage
week. Clate McCrea wrote in 1938
of an incident when he ran the store
at the Zulu Stockade and Jim Cator
with his sister Clara had moved to
the Rock House 3/4 of a mile

North. On seeing buffulo making
for the timber of the creek, "I was
not anything of a shot, So I
grabbed up the Big 50 (it weighed
better than 12#) & the Belt of
Cartridges. Sneaked out to the
corrall, got on Miss Cator's saddle
pony "Little Mak" and headed for
the Rock House going down on
East side of the creek--had a hard
time convincing J. H. there were
any buffalo in the country. Got
him “coming my" way at last.
Guess the buffalo had scented me
and the pony for they turned back
and gone West. J. H. overtook
them on a prong of the Hannah
Ranch Arroyo. Killed 5 and could
have gotten them all. We wanted
them mostly for the robes they
make. J. H. came in and we hooked
up the Mules to the wagon and
went out for the kill. We had
plenty of buffalo meat then at
Zulu. We distributed it up and
down the creek and there was no
waste. That was the last buffalo
killed in the Country or County
Feb. 1887. The remnet that J. H.
let pass eventually got to the
Buffalo Spg. Country and Joined
up with another remnet ranging
there and around the 101 range.
