Railroads Crowded to the Utmost and
Shortage of Cars a Serious
Consideration.

The Denver road is not the only
road suffering from a shortage of
cars, and is not the only system
giving dissatisfaction in the hand-
ling of freights. All roads, the
whole country over, are in a similar
position, and a freight shipment of
any kind rerely ever gets through
on schedule time. The situation over
on the Pea Vine branch of the
Santa Fe is shown in the following
from the Canyon City News:

There are now some ten train
loads of cattle awaiting shipment
here,

They are being held all about
town, many of them on short grass,
at great expense, by the shippers.
and aside from this expense, to
say nothing of the worry atten-
dant on delay and uncertainty
combined, the stock are shrinking
in market value every day.

A ‘‘shortage of cars' isthe ex-
cuse rendered by the railroads.
This the shippers, from their
conversation are not inclined to
believe and in their desperation
they are appealing not ‘only to the
State Commission, but to the
National authorities at Washing-
ton.
