- In a study of the world economig situa-

tion, Peter G, Peterson, the President’s
assistant’ for international economic
affairs, notes that.the U.S. now has two
basic -trade -options; "

“We could choose the route advocat-
ed by some of erecting a variety of
new restrictions, and intensifying the
long and growing list we already main-
tain against the products of our trade
partners,”’ he said. i

“‘However, I believe this to be a pre-
scription for defeat and an admission
of failure. Our preferred alternative is
to meet head-on the essentoal—if. de-
manding—task of improving our pro-
ductivity and our competitive in
an increasingly competitive world.”

Such a declaration is more than wel-
come from an administration whose
actions at times have appeared to con-
tradict its professed dedication to freer
trade. Also encouraging is the news
that President Nixon soon - will seek
broad new powers to negotiate reduc-
tions in international trade barriers.

New administration initiatives * to-
ward freer trade will have to over-
come “strong protectionist . sentiment
both in this country and abroad. The
administration, moreover, will have to
try to inject more common sense into
the world trade debate.

With considerable justice Europe
long criticized the U.S. for its lax fi-
nancial policies, which permitted the
steady deterioration in the value of
the dollar: When the deterioration reach-
year some
Europeans were still urging the US.

to attack its problems with internal re--

forms.

The trouble with that was that the
dollar had skidded so far that its inter-
national status could be restored only
by severe deflation and a deep reces-
sion or worse in the U.S. For Europe to
expect American politicians, of either
party, to initiate such a program was
unrealistic, to say the least,

It would hardly have been in Eu-
rope's interest either. World business
may not follow the U.S. pattern pre-
cisely, but it's still strongly influenced
by it. The U.S. is still the world's larg-
est market, one that both Europe and
Japan have been finding highly lucra-

tive in recent years—and one that is
not nearly so rich amid recession.

Only after the U.S. began acting
tough on Aug. 15 did other nations be-

*gin to accept these realities and finally

agree to a more. realistic alignment of
exchange rates. The agreement is re-
luctant and far from total, as the Com-
mon Market's penalty tax on farm im-
ports—aimed directly at the US.—
plainly shows.

The outlook thus is still highly un”
certain. The U.S. will be talking to-oth-
er countries on trade matters, and Mr.
Peterson made it clear that this na-
tion expects- - significant concessions
from Europe and Japan as a result of
this administration’s decision to de-
value the dollar officially by asking
Congress to raise the legal gold price
to $38 an ounce from $35.

Even if the U.S. gets all the conces-
sions it seeks from other countries, its
own businessmén must be considered.

. Numerous American industries contin-

ue to favor more trade restraint, not
less. If the U.S. is to resume movement
toward freer trade, the political realit-
ies alone: demand that the govern-
ment make a credible effort to help bus-
iness adjust to meet increased competi-
tion.- -

Mr. Peferson said the Council on In-
ternational Economic Policy, which he
heads, is considering various ap-
proaches to adjustment assistance. De-
signing such a program isn't easy,
since it could easily degenerate into a
massive welfare setup for businesses,
some of which would be suffering more
from ihadequate management than
from excessive import competition.

The obstacles thus are enormous but
the potential rewards are even greater.
Among them are increased vigor for
American industry, friendlier coopera-
tion among the world's nations, and
help for the poorer countries™ that
woull be especially hard hit by trade
war among the industrial nations.

Mr. Peterson didn't talk about spe-
cifics of administration trade initia-
tives, but said “the thrust of our pro-
posals will be in the area of reducing
barriers.” The thrust is surely in the
right direction.

Such_revelations as there - were in

the “secret-sensitive’’ India-Pakisfan
policy documents which unknown to
U.S. government officials leaked to
columnist Jack Anderson are less than
startling. -
" Predictably, administration -critics
claim that they expose a Machiavel-
lian intrigue by Messrs. Nixon, Kissin-
ger, Helms et al in handling U.S. poli-
cy towards the India-Pakistan dispute.
That view presumably was shared by
whoever in the government risked his
career to leak the documents, if that is
what happeneéd.

- —But suchelainrs are gi'ossly over-

done. The documents are matniy=mter-
esting for the peek they provide at the
working level conduct of foreign policy.

And with a few exceptions which we
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have previously alluded to here, U.S.
policy in this complex quarrel was con-
ducted in a reasonably straightforward
and defensible way. : .

The U.S. public statement of policy,
largely authenticated by the docu-
ments Mr. Anderson revealed, was
that the U.S. sought to prevent India
from marching into East Pakistan un-
til further efforts could be made to
peacefully -settle the issues involved.
In other words, U.S. policy was to at-
tempt to prevent the animosities be-
tween the two sides from boiling into a
war,, The- policy failed and it annoyed

the Indian government, but it is hard

to understimd -claimigs*sthat <tie U.S.
should have supported India’s military
conquest. .

There have been claims that Mr.

Kissinger misled the U.S. public by

saying in a background press briefing _

that the U.S. policy was not anti-Indian.
Thére"is, however, a world of differ-

ence between disagreeing with an In- -

dian policy and being anti-Indian in a
general sense. Evidénce that the U.S.
has not been anti-Indian is fairly clear-
cut, contained as it is in the large a-
mounts of U.S. economic aid that were
going to India at the time the war
erupted.

It can of course be argued that the
implementation of .U.S. policy was
faulty. It is possible that if the U.S. had
moved earlier and more forcefully to

" apply pressures-to Pakistan some of

the tragedy could have been avoided.

. But that is a judgment that has the

benefit of hindsight and also implies
that the U.S. had more power and influ-

‘ence in a volatile situation than it may

in fact have possessed.
We.have previously objected to a

+ U.S. decision to send a US. Navy car-

rier task force into the Indian Ocean in
the late stages of the conflict as an un
necessary risk of becoming directly in-
volved. But little apparent harm came
of this in the event. 3
