Since the last visit-at- Glad's
Jarden Gate, | have entered a
wmber of garden gates, into
world l[amous gardens. One was
the Botanical Gardens-By-the-
Sea in the port city of Norfolk,
Va.

Norfolk was the [lirst ol
Virginia's cities to devise both
conducted and self-guiding
lours. 1972 marks the 19th year
they have had the famed gar-
dens, which serve as the focal
point of both the International
Azalea Festival and city tours
of historical significance.

It has grown to become one of
the flinest springtime at-
tractions of the Old Dominion. It
was established as an honor to
the Atlantic Treaty
Organization, and has very
strong appeal to visitors from
many states and other coun-
tries. NATO headquarters are
located in Norfolk, adding a
drawing interest Lo tourists.

The gardens have a great
appeal in that various types of
gardens are within the large
garden. . Some of these are
colonial style gardens, with
boxwood featured as well as
many of the old-fashioned
flowers and flowering trees,
also azaleas and dogwoods.

I was much interested in the
fragrance garden, with its
flowering plants .all of which
had sweet fragrances. There
were many herbs which added
interest in form, texture and
flavor to the garden. This
garden was especially planned

for the blind and handicapped.

Was a real pleasure to stroll
leisurely through the Japanese
gardens. One can either see
these gardens via boat,
trackless, noiseless train (with
lecturer) or the sightseerer can
take his own tlime, stroll
through the gardens and climb
lo the top of the Japanese
lookout building, and see great
vistas of beauty from the
hilltops.

We did both as we wanted to
hear the lecture then to see for
ourselves by quietly and
leisurely looking.

It is one of the most magnificent
of the James River estates, with
superb garden extending to the
river.

The garden is reached from
the beautiful colonial house
across an ample lawn ap-
proximately 300 feet in width,
and is bounded on the north and
west by double rows of English
boxwood and magmflclem
poplars.

The boxwood is beautiful and
one can readily note the
strength of the plant by the
twisted and gnarled trucks. It
has been preserved through
tender and proper care
throughout the years. Really to
me it was as beautful as the
plantings of boxwood at
Williamsburg on the Palace
grotnds : ,

Another thing which was
thrilling to me was the massive
wisteria vine which was
growing near the door, which
one went through to approach
the garden walk to the river
edge. The wisteria has grown to
such proportions (age not
known) that it hangs from the
lops of ancient trees

Crape myrtle has also grown
lo extraordinary heights. |
stood for sometime looking at
these ancient plantings. The
span around the trunk of the
wisteria was the largest | have
ever seen, denoting its age and
greal strength.

Nearby thefe is an ancient
and gnarled mulberry tree,
which is noted as a relic of the
silk industry which was to have -

been established at
Jaméstown when it was first
established.

The Super Rich

Now, it is true that some corporations oc-
casionally pay no federal income tax? It
probably is. The reason is not hard to figure out,
Corporations are taxed on their profits. When
profits are low, or nonexistent, they pay little or
no tax. We have just been through a business
slump, during which corporate profits hit record
lows, 50 it’s not surprising that some firms would
have no income tax liability for this period.

Profit is what a business has left after it meets
expenses. It is this “extra’ money that finances
business growth and expansion, which in turn
creates new jobs. Thus, a society that taxes
profit too heavily risks business stagnation, or
even collapse, And if business provides fewer

How do you promise people more and more
costly federal programs without admitting that
their taxes will have to go up to pay the bills?
This is a preblem that has obviously been
bothering many of the presidential candidates.

For most of them, the solution has been to
suggest that there are huge, untapped sources of
revenue among the “‘super rich” and the “‘giant
corporations.”

It just isn't so, but the facts seldom bother a
political candidate in ardent pursuit of votes.
Actually, confiscating all the income of those
who make more than $100,000 a year would
produce only about $8.5 billion more revenue.
That's not much for a government that spends
more than $245 billion a year.

What about the corporations? Well, first let's
see if they have gotten a better tax break than
individuals. -

The Tax Reform Act of 1969 increased the tax
liability of corporations and decreased thé tax
liability of individuals. The Revenue Act of 1971
reduced both corporate and individual tax
burdens. What’s the net result of the two
changes? Over the fiscal years 1970 through 1973,
individuals will be paying $22.2 billion less in
federal income taxes, while .corporations will be
paying $2.2 billion less. Clearly, the corporations
did not do better than the individual taxpayer,

jobs, then the government gets less from the tax
on individual income. Therefore, a soak-the-
corporations tax policy is ultimately self-
defeating. .

Conversely, when business is doing well, and
profits are high, the government automatically
gets more revenue from the corporate income
tax That can reduce the need for an increase in
the individual income tax. It's something to keep
in mind the next time you hear someone calling
for a “limit” on profits. {

Finally, there is the question of whether the
present corporate tax burden is already higher
than should be.

Americans are awakening to the fact that
foreign trade has become vital to the main-
tenance of our high standard of living. But, our
industries seem to be having an increasingly
difficult time competing with foreign producers.
Why? Well, we certainly don’t have a labor cost
advantage over other countries — our wages and
benefits are the highest in the world. So it is our
technological superiority and our high capital
investment in plant and equipment that have
given us our competitive edge in the past.
However, both research and development and
the acquisition of new capital facilities require a

y.

If money that might be used to finance
these things is siphoned off by government, then
our industries will be left with no competitive
advantage at all in international markets. We
have just run our first balance of trade deficit
since 1893,

The fact is, total income taxes on corporations
~are already higher for the U.S. than for any of
our major overseas industrial competitors. They
are over twice as high here as the average for the
European Common Market countries.

In short, if the government continues spending
at the present rate, it’s ‘the great American
middle class that will have to pay for it, as usual.
There just isnt any other segment of our society
that has enough money to make a dent in the
deficit. The politicians know this. But they are
hoping you won't find out until it's too late.

Wallace Phenomenon

George Wallace has been disabled by the
bullets of a would-be assassin but his political
strength has hardly suffered, as any reading of
the Michigan and Magyland primary results will
attest

As everyone knows by now, the Alabama
governor scored impressive victories in both
states, taking nearly half the votes cast for
Democrats in Michigan and nearly 40 percent in
Maryland.

It is unlikely that any politician now remains
unimpressed by the Wallace phenomenon. But
there are many politicians who may not fully
tinderstand why so many voters have listened so
raptly to what the little Alabamian has said and

'lhe‘_checkcd his name in the voting booths.

Mr. Wallace, before his brush with disaster,

was inviting his listeners to give “them" a .

message and a good many have responded. In
other words, he has invited a protest vote and
The “them’ he refers to are the
mainstream politicians in government and
Congress

Regardless of how one feels ‘about Mr.

- Wallace, and certainly we have our own doubts

about his_political background and style, the

support he has attracted now must be regarded
as one of the main political currents in this

S
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election year. The protest can no longer be
written off entirely as a fringe phenomenon. It
deserves more careful examination.

One popular explanation of the Wallace
strength holds it to be mainly racist in nature,
connected as it is with the issue of school busing
to achieve racial balance. Some politicians also
think they see a rebirth of old-fashioned
populism, perhaps arising out of a nostalgia for
simpler times,

There are no doubt both racist and populist
elements in the Wallace vote but these are not
really adequate explanations of the Wallace

. political strength. Such explanations do not do

adequate justice to the powers of discernment of
the electorate or to the validity of the democratic
process, It would be extremely depressing to
have to assume that so many people are béing
guided in their vote by sheer bigotry or illusions.

That isn't necessary, however, because suchw

interpretations most likely miss the point of why

the Wallace campaign is proving to be so ef-~

fective. What Wallace has been saying is that
government, particularly at the federal level, is
not responding to the real needs and wishes of
that majority-of people who work hard, pay their
taxes and try to lead responsible lives. The fact
that he is getting cheers and votes of assent to

this message-suggests-that a lot of people think

he is right.

When the "busing issue, for example, is in-
terpreted in this light, rather than' purely in
racial terms, it has a different appearance. The
simple fact Is that'most people, white and black,
don't want their small children made pawns in
social experiments. When government insists on
doing it anyway, they assume, with some

to their wishes and to their own concepts of what
is socially possible and desirable. ’

Moreover, they know, by simply looking af the,

“fax Bite Thal comes oul of théir paychecks, that =

they are paying ever increasing sums for such a
government,

Significantly, it was with thrusts at.
Washington bureaucrats “‘with nothing in. their
briefcases but pegnut butter sandwiches,” that
Mr. Wallace wads drawing some of his biggest

~weoheoers..And his principal opponents in the

Democratic race, all of whom have been sitting
in a Congress that has had a big role in expanding
the federal bureaucracy, could easily be iden-
tified with this target.

This public concern about government itself —
s size, its cost and its often clumsy
management of social programs that affect the
lives of millions of citizens directly and in-
directly — should not be ignored by any can-
didate. To mistake it for bigotry or some other
unworthy sentiment could be a serious mistake.

And to ignore it could be of some considerable -

danger to us all, because there is a serious threat
posed to a democreatic system when  the
government no longer responds adequately to
the wishes and concerns of the electorate.

Humphrey of Minnesota, had
balanced the ticket by picking
Muskie to run for V. P.

Sixteen months after
McGovern threw his hat in the
ring and after 14 primaries, not
all of.which McGovern entered,
he has emerged as the
Democratic front-runner
Muskie has been forced to with-
draw as an active candidate and
McGovern is now leading the
Democratic race.

A recent tabulation of pledged
delegates showed McGovern
leading with 332';, Humphrey
with 239, and Governor George
Wallace of Alabama with 206.

When John F. Kennedy
became President in 1961, he
named McGovern a Special
Assistant, and later put him in
charge of the Food for Peace
program.
