“We are trying to get some
laws changed to give us some
tools with which to assess and
get property on the tax rolls and
get fair market values,’’ Click
sald, "*We have worked for
years on changing some of the
laws because it is not fair for
oné person to pay and another
not to pay,

“If we could get everything
on the tax rolls at actual mar-
ket value, we probably wouldbe
able to lower our tax rate and

still raise the same amount of
money for the operation of the
school district,’’ he said,

Present laws under the
scruitny of the investigation
committee include those deal-
ing with taxaton of intangible
property, compulsory rendition
by businesses and penalty and
interest rates set on deliquent
taxes,

*“"We have a law that says all
{ntangible property is taxable,
but we must get the law to
either give us room to work on
this or exempt it,"" Click said,

Under the intangible property

law, all monies drawing in or
out of the state, all public
stock and securities and mon-
fes in personal estates, ' are
all taxable, However, tax
assessors are unable to find out
exactly how much money aper-
son has becsuse banking insti-
tutons have other laws that
counter act those of taxator,

““We go to a bank, ask for the
number of depositors they have
and how much money is in the
bank, but they have & law to
protect them from giving this
information,’’ the tax assessor
uplilned. ’

The law also uyl that all pro-
perty must be rendered, but a.
gain there is no penalty if &
person or business fails to
meet the obligations of the law,

Household furni lso is
taxable, but few make
an attempt at trying to collect
taxes on those items,

“*The first $250 value of
household {tems is exempt,'
Click said, *but that doesn't do
much these days, A lot of us
feel at the time this law was
passed, $250 probably would
have exempted all of aperson's
furnishings. That isn't true to-

dq. 'h-"

Another area being consider-
ed for change is in the collect-
ing of taxes. Where the penalry
for deliquent taxes now s 8 per
cent, the committee has sugges -
ted that figure be changed to 10
per cent and to change the in-
terest rate from 6 per cent to
12 per cent per year,

“l think this would make
people pay their taxes that they
have been letting ride,"” he said.

The new recommendation would
raise the maximum payment on
deliquent accounts from 14 per
cent per year to 22 per cent per

year, *

“It amounts to this,”" Click
sald, "*Our tax laws are out.
dated, Most were made up years
ago. and like any other laws,’
they don’t fit any more.

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Jury Finds County

Was Not Negligent

A jury of five women and sev-
en men deliberated an hour and
40 minutes Friday and returned
with a verdict of no negligence
on the part of the county in the
$332,000 suit filed in comnec-
don with the Sept. 22, 1971
drowning death of Joe Adam
Benavidez,

The jury heard testimony for

a day and a half before it ent
into deliberation at 11:50 a.m,
Fridey and emerged at 1:30 p.
m, with its decision.
. The wife of the dead mamwas
seeking $332,000 on the grounds
the county was negligent in not
putting up warning signs at the
creek crossing where her hus.
band and his pickup were swept
off into the then-flooded Tierra
Blanca Creek,

The $332,000 figure was ar-
rived at on the grounds the
drowned man would have earn-
ed $5,000 per year with a life
expectancy of 46.3 years for a
wtal of $230,000. Also, an ad-
didonal  $100,000 was being
sought for the wife's loss of
companionship ‘‘snd other
economic benefits as would have
accrued to her’" had her hus-
band lived,

The defense, represented by
Oscar Flelds of Amarillo and
Ed Line of Hereford, contended

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Are You Hung Up On Cereals?

Do you get hung up at the cereal
counter of the supermarket? Do you
stand there in hopeless confusion, un-
able to choose among the competing
brands and varieties” .

The Federal Trade Commission fears
that you may have this problem. And
they have a solution for it, too. Break
up the major cereal producers. Snap!
Crackle! Pop!

How’s that again . . . it's wrong to
give the consumer a choice? Evident-
ly. The four leading producers make too
many brands, the FTC suggests; the
consumer is confused by the quanity
and by advertising that mainly stresses
“artificial” differences.

- Ok, too many brands. So the solution
must be fewer cereal producers, and
therefore fewer brands, right? No,
wrong again. We need more cereal pro-
ducers, the FTC says. And it wants to
the present producers to foot the bill
for establishing their new competitors:

Now, let's be fair to the FTC. Let's
not ask how more producers will solve
the problem of toa many brands. Let's
not even speculate about the amount
of intelligence the FTC gives the aver-
age consumer credit for.

Why So Many Brands? %

Instead, let's examine this question
of “too many” brands. If the cereal
producers are in business to make a
profit (and the FTC says their profits
are too high) then they cannot afford
to make products no one will buy, right?
So it is a reasonable assumption that
someone is buying all, or nearly all, of
those brands on the shelves. That means
that someone wants all, or nearly all of
those brands. So the “‘crime’ of the ce-
real producers seems to be in providing
what the consumer wants.

Ah, but suppose the producers, by
their very size, can ‘‘foree'’. consumers
to buy new brands. Well, that should
be easy to answer. Do all new brands
sell? No. Over half of the brands in-
troduced in the 1960s failed. And the
three most popular cereals were intro-
duced over 30 years ago. Evidently the
consumer can't be forced to buy some-
thing he dosn’t want. Which is. the way

it should be, whether a cereal producer
or a government agency is trying to do
the forcing.

But the FTC also feels the success
of these four companies in the break-
fast cereal business results in unnecess-
arily high prices. How? Because the four
firms are conspring to ‘“fix" prices?
No, the FTC doesn’t accuse them of
that. Well then, is it because the four
producers can't sell enough, individu-
ally, to lower costs through high-vol.
ume production? No, that can't be the
answer, or the FTC wouldn't propose
still more producers ni the industry.

In fact, it is difficult to see what gro-
unds the FTC has for this action. At
a time when the cost of almost every-
thing has been rising steeply, consumer
spending for cereals has remained re-
markably stable. Out of every $20 spent
on food by the average shopper in 1960,
22 cents went for cereal. Ten years la-
ter, that figure had risen only one pen-
ny, to 23 cents.

The Real Problem .

The real problem here is not what the
cereal industry is doing to the consumer,
‘but rather, what the FTC would do to
both the cereal industry and to the con-
sumer. There are bureacrats in Wash-
ington who believe their judgement to
be superior to that of the marketplace.
What that comes down to is that they
believe their judgement is superior to
yours; as a consumer, So they want to
“protect” you by insuring that the only
choices open to you are those meeting
with their approval. They are really a
warmhearted bunch. Just a little con-
ceited, that's all.

Will it stop with the cereal industry?
Probably not. The FTC is known to have
at least four other industries under in-
vestigation . . . for now.

The FTC has a valuable role to per-
form in protecting the consumer from
false advertising and hazardous or mis-
represented products. Re bus-
inessmen support htis function, because
they, too suffer from corner-cutting com-
petition. But protecting the consumer
from having “too much” choice is not
a proper regulatory function,

A Unifying Thread

voters mean what they vote on one
question and don't mean what they
vote on the next one, and similar
mind-reading exercises.

It will be much like the ancient as-
tronomers trying to patch up the equa-
tions for an earth-centered universe in
order to refute Copernicus.

Cosmopolitan Americans tend to be
motivated by what they call principle
and others might call ideology. In the
Democratic Party, of course, the ideol-
ogy is a liberal one. The cosmopolitan

‘Americans are also those with the

money, leisure and interest fo invest
heavily in politics rather than merely
vote on election day. Thus they have
far, more influence between elections
than during them,

_ Senator Muskie has paid dearly fok
this simple lesson.
