with Lubbock
dice supplier?

Hereford was mentioned in a
story in the Lubbock Avalanche
Journal Saturday concerning a
raid Friday on a Southeast Lub-
bock “‘dice plant.”

The story quoted First Assis-
tant District Attorney Bob Od-
om as saying. “known gam-
blers from Lubbock, Plainview,
Brownfield and Hereford” were
seen during a one-week surveil-
lance period, entering and leav-
ing the house which was raid-
ed.

Odom also was quoted as
saying:

“We discovered records in
the house indicating the dice
were going to known Lubbock
and South Plains gamblers, as
well as gambling houses in
Houston, Lake Tahoe and Las
Vegas, Nev., and Mississippi.”

Dist, Atty. Blair Cherry Jr.
of Lubbock told the Brand Sat-
urday he personally is not a-
ware of the particulars concern-
ing  Hereford gamblers, that
that information had come
from his assistant

“1 do know this guy was sup-
plying all the gamblers in this
area, as well as in other states.
If any Hereford gamblers are
involved, the chances are they
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are playing with crooked dice.
There were many thousands of
them in the house in various
stages of manufacture,” Cherry
said.

Odom, when contacted, said
he believed Department of Pub-
lic Safety officer Ed Richards
of Lubbock gave him the infor-
mation about the Hereford tie-
in.

Richards, reached at the DPS
offices in Lubbock, said it was
not he that told Odom and that
“I didn’t kmow Hereford was
involved.”

Neither the Deaf Smith
County sheriff’s office or the
Hereford Police have received
any information on a Hereford
connection with the dice raid
in Lubbock, according to De-
puty Harold Wheeler and Police
Chief Don Brush.

Several thousand pairs of dice,

from blanks to the finished pro-
duct, were confiscated, along
with a box of croupier sticks,
boxes of cards, loading mater-
ials, poker chip trays, magnets,
records of transactions and a
blackjack table.

Several thousand dollars of
dice-making machinery was
found in the raid. Numerous
loaded dice were found in the
garage, along with thousands of
legitimate dice, Also found were
slivers of metal usdd in mak-
ing loaded dice, a DPS spokes-
man said,

munity Grain at Easter, said
the moisture did little to help
the drought situation farmers
have faced for the past several
months, He said the snow storm
actually did more harm than it

did good.
“Cattle are dead all over the
place and lots are scattered

around the area. It just did a
lot of damage,” he said of the
snow that measured about eight
inches,

The snow, King said, did little
for the crops because it all
“blew off the fields” and did
not add much moisture to the
soil,

Ed Blackwell, with the Soil
Conservation service, supported
King’'s statement, saying the
moisture will not serve its nor-
mal purpose because of the
winds that swept it from the
fields.

*“It is hard to tell right now,
but we know it won't be as
good as it might have been had
the wind not blown. Most of the
snow was blown out of the fields
and into the turnrows and ditch-
es,” he said,

AUSTIN Gov. Preston
Smith placed a new $470 million
revenue-raising program before
the Legislature, and prompt ac-
tion toward consideration in the
House was promised by Speak-
er Gus Mutscher.

The governor proposed raising
the general sales and auto sales
tax rates to four per cent and
boosting tuitions in stae suppor-
ted colleges and universitics.

He stuck by his original re-
commendation to appropriate
welfare funds for only 10 mon-
ths of the biennium,meanwhile
trusting that the federal govern-
ment will take over 100 per
cent of welfare costs. Latter as-
sumes a shift of nearly $300
million state load to Washing-
ton.

Smith, addressing a joint ses-
sion of the House and Senate,
served notice he is again insis-
ting on a biennial (two-year)
budget—except for welfare—and
hinted strongly he would veto
a one-year appropriations bill
favored by Lt, Gov. Ben Barnes,
as he did in 1969.

Here’'s how Smith calculates
the yield on his revenue plan
which replaces the spend-now-
pay-later scheme he outlined
January 20:

*Boosting general sales tax
rate from 3.25 per cent to four
per cent $300 million for the bi-
ennium.

*Raising auto sales tax rate
from three to four per cent, for
a §70 million gain.

*Hiking Texas student tuit-
ions from $50 to $125 a semester
and out-of-state-student fees in
state institutions of hicher edu-
cation from $200 to $500 a sem-
ester, estimated to yield an-
other $100 million

While lawmakers found the
new plan more realistic than
the no-new-tax message, many
expressed the view it would not
pass unless coupled-with some
form of business taxation. Some
legislators labeled it insufficient
to meet budget needs. Most
criticism centered on ‘“‘lack of
balance" belween consumer-bu-
siness levies and the stiff tuit-
ion increase recommendation,
