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CAPT. PAT SWEENEY DEAD
Another Old Confederate Gone to Ills 

Reward—Died Suddenly at 
Home Near Silverton.

Many Clarendon people will be 
grieved to learn of the death of 
Capt. D. H. Sweeney, better known 
to his friends as “ Pat”  Sweeney, 
which occurred at his home near 
Silverton, Briscoe county,'on Mon­
day of this week.

It seems that a week or two ago 
Capt. Sweeney received injuries 
by falling from a wagon, and while 
laid off from his usual duties as a 
result of the fall his injuries were 
not considered very serious. His 
death Monday was quite sudden 
and altogether unexpected. The 
funeral jvas held Tuesday at the 
Silverton cemetery.

Mr. Sweeney was one of the 
Panhandle’s old timers, and one of 
her most esteemed and highly 
respected citizens. He was a mem­
ber of the Clarendon camp ex- 
Confederate Veterans, and among 
his old comrades there were none 
more universally beloved than him­
self. A  frequent visitor to Claren­
don, he numbered his friends here 
by the hundreds, and the Banner- 
Stockman was proud to be among 
the number, and joins most sin­
cerely in the universal sympathy 
uowd)eing extended td the family. 
Concerning the accident which 
happened to Capt. Sweeney the 
Silverton Enterprise said:

While crossing the canyon, Sat­
urday morning coming from the 

"railroad, D. H. Sweeney was thrown 
from the w&gon and severly hurt. 
It seems that when ascending the 
bank the wagon wheel ran upon

a tussock and by the sudden creen- 
ing of the wagon Mr. Sweeney lost 
his balance and fell out striking on 
his side and hip. A physician was 
called who ministered to him. At 
last accounts he was getting along 
as well as could be expected.
