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Clarendon College Commencement.
Another Term Closed Under the Most 

Auspicious Conditions.

Another Commencement occasion 
has become a pari of the history of 
Clarendon College, and the unani­
mous opinion seems to he that no 
other C o m m e*n c e ill e n t  h a s  
ever been replete with such interest 
as has this one. The very ele­
ments seemed to lie m our favor— 
the weather was delightful almost 
all the time. As early as Wednes­
day visitors began to arrive, und 
they kept- coming until the very 
last day. They were here from 
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Amarillo, 
Canyon, Claude, Memphis, Quan- 
ah, PlainvieW, Silvertoiv, Stratford, 
Shamrock, Wellington, Matador, 
Hale Center and from all the sur­
rounding counties. Never before 
have so many of the fathers and 
mothers honored us with their in­
terest and presence, and besides 
them many friends, old students, 
and pros{>ective students were with 
us and helped to make tiie occasion 
pleasant. Even within the few 
years of the existence of the College 
its Commencement occasions have 
become reunions of old friends, and 
they look forward to them from 
year to year.

The first entertainment of the oc­
casion was the piano contest by 
sixteen young ladies from Mrs. 
Wedgworlh’s class. Three pieces 
were played by the three classes 
classes represented. A crowded 
auditorium greeted these young la­
dies, and thej’ were listened to with 
intense interest. Misses Chamber- 
lain and Auderson and Mrs. Wil­

liams acted as judges. The result 
was not announced until Tuesday 
when it was found that Miss Mamie 
Harrington had won' the medal, 
while those deserving honorable 
mention were Misses Helen Powell, 
Florence Crews and Ruth Harring­
ton.' This contest proved a most 
delightful opening of the Com­
mencement occasion and reflected 
great credit on Mrs. Wedgworth as 
a teacher.

On Friday morning at 9:30 after 
the chapel exercises, a short 
program was rendered in honor of 
the Senior class. Music and speech 
making was the order of the hour, 
the young ladies furnishing the 
music, while the young men fur­
nished the speeches. It was an 
hour of reminiscence and farewell 
on the part of the class, as they 
knew they should never again take 
their places as students of the 
school. By 3:30 Friday afternoon 
the chapel was again crowded for 
the Art Levee. A short program 
of music and elocution was render­
ed after which printed lists of the 
pictures with which the walls were 
decorated were furnished the guests 
and they were asked to inspect the 
work. The work brought many 
flattering commendations to Miss 
Felder, the Art Teacher. The con­
test pictures were also on exhibi­
tion— three by each pupil entering 
the contest, the first and second 
and last picture of the year’s work. 
The result of this contest was also 
kept secret until Tuesday w hen it

was found that Misses Anna Talley 
and Carrie Smith had tied, so two 
medals were awarded.

On Friday evening at 8:30 was 
rendered the joint entertainment of 
the Sappho and Euterpean Societies 
this being the first joint entertain­
ment by the young ladies since 
the division and formation of two 
societies. The program proved 
quite interesting. Among its most 
attractive features were the chorus­
es by Miss Burk head’ s large chorus 
class, consisting of about 25 or 30 
young ladies. “ Sleep Kentucky 
Babe" was especially bright and 
“ catchy’ ’ and was loudly but un­
successfully encored. Miss Annie 
Laurie Buie’ s rendition of “ The 
Jlners”  was also much appreciated.

On Saturday morning at 9.30 the 
Board of Trustees met in the library 
and spent several hours in consider­
ing questions of vital interest to the 
school, among them the selection 
of a faculty for the ensuing year. 
The resignation of Bro. Hardy as 
president a short time ago necessi­
tated the election of a president of 
the institution. Rev. J. R. Mood, 
an A. M. of Southwestern Univer­
sity ami A. B. 1). of Vanderbilt, 
was elected tc his place. Bro. 
Mood is a son of Dr. Francis As- 
bury Mood, the great Methodist 
educator of Texas. He came here 
the day before the election and is 
making friends and winning an in­
terest among the people already. 
He comes highly recommended and 
the Board felt that in him they for­
tunately secured a worthy succes­
sor to Bro. Hardy whose loss to the 
school was so greatly regretted.

Prof. Johnston having decided 
not to remain with the school, Prof. 
W. B. Quigley, of Amarillo, was 
elected to take his place. Prof. 
Quigley was notified of his election

and after coming down and study­
ing the situation he accepted. He 
also is an A. M. from Southwestern 
and a teacher of experience and 
ability, especially in mathematics 
and physics, which he has made a 
specialty. The general opinion is 
that the school is greatly to be con­
gratulated on securing him.

Miss Betts was retained for the 
primary department, and Mrs. 
VVedgworth as director of the mu­
sical department. Miss Burkhead, 
voice and piano, and Mrs. Tresise, 
stringed instruments and elocution. 
Dr. Burkhead had been elected for 
a period of three years at the elec­
tion of teachers last year, so he and 
Mrs. Burkhead will still have 
charge ot the young ladies. These 
constitute the faculty so far select­
ed. The art teacher will he select­
ed later.

Rev. J . T. Griswold, of Colorado 
City, Rev. C. N. N. Ferguson, of 
Amarillo, and W. F . White, of 
Dallas, were here for the board 
meeting in addition to the local 
members. Bro. Hardy was asked 
to act as financial agent for the 
school until conference, which he 
consented to do. Various plans 
for the improvement of the school 
were agreed upon.

At 3:30 Saturday afternoon the 
chapel was full to overflowing for 
the primary entertainment. The 
small people did their best, and the 
people seemed very appreciative of 
that “ best.”

One of the most attractive fea­
tures ot the commencement to 
many of our guests as well as the 
home people is the joint debate 
between the Panhandle and Ad- 
kissonian societies This was held 
at the opera house at 8130 Saturday 
evening. The subject was, “ Re­
solved, That the United States

Should not Declare War Without 
F’irst Obtaining the Consent of the 
People by Ballot." The affirma- 
ti\e was championed by Messrs. 
Geo. Palmer and Kenneth Bain ot 
the Adkissonian society and the 
negative by Messrs. W. P. Mc- 
Mieken and Clinton Small of the 
Panhandle. After a hotly contest­
ed debate the decision was render­
ed in favor of the negative by 4 to 
1 votes. The usual scene of indis- 
cribable panic followed in which 
the victors rejoiced and the defeat­
ed side learned to smile over their 
defeat.

The commencement sermon on 
Sunday at 11 o’ clock a* the Meth­
odist church was preached to a 
large audience by Rev. J. T. Gris­
wold, presiding elder of the Colo­
rado district. After the sermon 
Bro. Sherman took up a collection 
to put a porch on the b >ys’ dormi­
tory. At 8:30 p. m. Rev. C. V. 
Oswalt of Missouri Ave., F'ort 
Worth, preached a sermon to the 
young people. Both sermons of 
the day were strong, earnest and 
helpful to the young life of the 
College.

At 10 o’clock Monday morning 
was held the oratorical contest 
which was participated in by six 
young men as follows: Hermaii 
Gibson, Clint Lee, Floyd Teague, 
Arthur Neeley, Roy Wilson and 
Ernest Wilson. This was a con­
test of unusual interest, each of 
the young men acquitting them­
selves with great credit. The de­
cision was rendered for Ernest 
Wilson.

At 3:30 the elocutionary contest 
took place. Five young ladies 
spoke for the medal.

Paitry, where kaffir corn is one of 
rthe staple and best crops, was 
shown on the late market Wednes­
day. Just before the closing hour 
of the market, after the remainder 
of the day’s receipts had been sold 
and weighed up, a load arrived of 
the best Texas hogs received here 
for a month or more, and a load 
that would have been a credit to 
any feeder in tlit? country. These 
hogs were fed and m -1 (if then 
raised by Joe Kendall of Donley 
county. Mr. Kendall's farm is 
situated near the town of Rowe, 20 
miles this side, of the high plains, 
lie is an oM-liuu. hog and cattle 
feeder of Andrian, Missouri.

Eighteen months ago Mr. Kendall 
purchased a section and a half of 
Donley county land, and soon l>e- 
gau the feeding of hogs and 
cattle for the market. He now 
has a Section in hog-proof fence 
and is well started in the pork and 
beef making business.

The hogs in this, liis first ship­
ment to Fort Worth, were about 
ten-months-old pigs, I’oland-Chinas 
of high grade. They crossed the 
scales at this market with an aver­
age weight of 232 pounds, a weight 
at. their age which betokens care­
ful handling, good blood and a 
good feeding ration. There were 

1 < ) hogs in tire shipment, of 
which 60 were harrows.

Mr. Kendall is feeding about two 
more carloads of hogs, which will 
be ready for the market in the 
near future.

fil’d, prepared in the same manner

Mr. Kendall says of kaffir corn, 
hogs and the Panhandle country: 
'* 1 am convinced that kaffir corn, 
properly fed, will produce fully as 
many pounds of pork per bushel of 
grain as Indian corn, and I am 
further convinced that when North­
west Texas becomes more thickly 
settled it will become one of the 
greatest hog producing sections of 
the country. I can see no reason 
why this should not be the case. 
Kaffir corn is a much cheaper feed 

1 than is Indian corn in mast 
sections. I11 the Panhandle coun­
try hog, diseases are unknown. I 
have not had a single hog die from 

i diseases, nor have I had any dis­
eased hogs since I have been in 
that country. Land there is 
obtainable at from 55 to $25 an 
acre, owing to the locality. I 
bought a section of good pasture 
land, located 7 miles from Rowe, 
last Monday at 55 an acre, and 
would not take S 10  an acre for it 
today.

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Clarendon College Commencement.
Another Term Closed Under the Most 

Auspicious Conditions.

Another Commencement occasion 
iias become a part of the history of 
Clarendon College, and the unani­
mous opinion seems to he that no 
other C o m m e t i c e  m e n t  h a s  
ever been replete with such interest 
as has this one. The very ele­
ments seemed to he in our favor—' 
the weather was delightful almost 
all the time. As early as Wednes­
day visitors began to arrive, and 
they kept coming until the very 
last day. They were here from 
New Mexicp, Oklahoma, Amarillo, 
Canyon, Claude, Memphis, Quail- 
ah, Plainview, Silverton, Stratford, 
Shamrock, Wellington, Matador, 
Hale Center and from all the sur­
rounding counties. Never before 
have so many of the fathers and 
mothers honored us with their in­
terest and presence, and besides 
them many friends, old students, 
and prospective students were with 
us and helped to make the occasion 
pleasant. Even within the few 
years of the existence of the College 
its Commencement occasions have 
become reunions of old friends, and 
they look forward to them from 
year to year.

The first entertainment of the oc­
casion was the piano contest by 
sixteen young ladies from Mrs. 
Wedgworth’s class. Three pieces 
were played by the three classes 
classes represented. A crowded 
auditorium greeted these young la­
dies, and they were listened to with 
intense interest. Misses Chamber- 
lain and Anderson and Mrs. Wil-

! liams acted as judges. The result 
was not announced until Tuesday 
when it was found that Miss Mamie 
Harrington had won the medal, 
while those deserving honorable 
mention were Misses Helen Powell, 
Florence Crews and Ruth Harring­
ton. This contest proved a most 
delightful opening of the Com­
mencement occasion and reflected 
great credit on Mrs. Wedgworth as 
a teacher.

On F'riday morning at 9:30 after 
the chapel exercises, a short 
program was rendered in honor of 
the Senior class. Music and speech 
making was the order of the hour, 
the young ladies furnishing the 
music, while the young men fur­
nished the speeches. It was an 
hour of reminiscence and farewell 
on the part of the class, as they 
knew they should never again take 
their places as students of the 
school. By 3:30 Friday afternoon 
the chapel was again crowded for 
the Art Levee. A short program 
of music and elocution was render­
ed after which printed lists of the 
pictures with which the walls were 
decorated were furnished the guests 
and they were asked to inspect the 
work.

Palmer and Kenneth Bain rtt 
the Adkissonian society and the 
negative by Messrs. W. P Mc- 
Micken and Clinton Small of the 
Panhandle. Alter a hotly contest­
ed debate the decision was render­
ed in favor of the negative by 4 to 
1 votes. The usual scene of indis- 
cribahle panic followed in which 
the victors rejoiced and the defeat- ' 
ed side learned to smile over their 
defeat.

The commencement sermon on 
Sunday at 11 o'clock a‘ the Meth­
odist church was preached to a 
large audience by Rev. J .

Best Hog Country.

An evidence of what can lx- done! 
in the way of hog feeding iii the j
Panhandle and West Texas 
country, where kaffir corn is one of 
the staple and best, crops, was' 
shown on the late market Wednes- 
d.ty. Just bettire the closing hour 
oi tlic market, after the remainder 
of the day s receipts had been sold 
and weighed lip, a load arrived of 
the best 1 exas hogs received here 
tor a month or more, and a load 
that would have been a credit to 
any feeder in the country. These 

, hogs were fed and must of them, 
raised by joe Kendall of Donley 
county. Mr. Kendall’s farm is 
situated near the town of Rowe, 20 
miles this side of the high plains, 
lie is an old-time hog and cuttle , 
feeder of Andrian, Missouri, 

Eighteen mouths ago Mr. Kendall 
purchased a section and a half of 
Donley county land, and soon be­
gan the feeding of hogs and 
cattle for the market. Fie now 
has a section in hog-proof fence 
and is well started in tlie pork and 

1 Beef making business.
The hogs in tins, his first ship­

ment to Fort Worth, were about 
ten-months-old pigs, Poland-Chiuas 
of high grade. They crossed t-he 
scales at this market with an aver­
age Weight of 232 pouf ids, a weight 
•t their age which betokens care- 
lul handling, good blood and a 
good feeding ration, T here were 
( , hogs in the shipment, of 
which 60 were barrows.

Mr. Kendall had been told by a 
few of his neighbors that hogs 
would star1 to death cm kaffir 
corn. Hop r, he was from 
Missouri a - 1 laid to be shown. 
Me b< gar. by i s .n;:'g his pigs on a 
gOod ••»v Zed j .1 1 . and by ! eding
a light i.it.0:1 ot a.;, iked kaffir corn, 
threshed and whole. The pigs 
thrived and gained ill weight as 

Range on Salt R.rk rapidly as any he had ever fed on 
Indian corn in Missouri. Three 
months -ago lie gut th ■ hogs on 
full feed in a small pasture and 
■ continn •' feeding the kaffir corn, 
night 1 uiOrir.ng,'. feeding about 
the same amount as he would of

ground grain, as they drink all the 
time instead of eating.”

Mr. Kendall is feeding about two 
more carloads of hogs, which will 
be ready for the market in the 
near future. He also lias a good 
crop of pigs coming on for the 
late fall market. In about two 
weeks he will put 100 head of 
4-year-old steers, which he 
wintered on seed, on a kaffir corn 
feed, prepared in the same manner 
as he feeds it to his hogs.—F'ort 
Worth Daily Live Stock Reporter.

I am convinced that kaffir corn, 
properly fed, will produce fully as 
many pounds of pork per bushel of 
grain as Indian corn, and I am 
further convinced that when North­
west Texas becomes more thickly 
settled it will Itecome one of the 
greatest hog producing sections of 
the country. I can see no reason 
why this should not be the case. 
Kaffir corn is a much cheaper feed 
than is Indian corn in most 
sections. In the Panhandle coun­
try hog diseases arc unknown. I 
have not had a single hog die from 
diseases, nor have I had any dis­
eased hogs since I have been in 
that country. Land there is 
obtainable at from $5 to $25 an 
acre, owing to the locality. I
