That the price of Plains land was
once $75.00 per section or about 11
cents per acre can hardly be realiz-
ed but this is the price that C. L.

- When the fath-
er died, he left 8 sections to his four
children one of whom was H. E.

Mr. Pow-
ell bad never seqn the land and sup-
posed it worth™ but little, but the
other day he came to Hereford and
in company with Mr. and Mrs. L.

Truck Growers and 'fmm Ralan
Ask Questions About the
Amount of Water.

———

The question of the amount of
water needed and equipment neces-
sary to secure such of natures
liquid has prompted the writer to in-
vestigate. The government reports
will state that an irrigation project
that will insure from 24 to 36 inches
of water during the year is a safe
thing. At the maximum figure,
this means 54,300 gallons of water
per acre which may be applied every
twenty days during the year. Agp-
plied to the surface, evaporation
would effect the actual amount used
by the plaats.

But in this section much less water
will suffice. Begioning, say in’
April, an average of three inches of
water per month will produce all the
crops that can be harvested. Run-
ning for five months in the year,
from April to September, that am-
ount is all that is needed.

Taking for graated that no rain
should fal! in that period, the pump-
ing equipmeant to supply that amount
of water which would be about 81,
457 gallons per acre each month,
could be determined. Remember that .
an acre-foot of water is 325,829 gal-
lons, with one foot of water
the surface of one acre.

For alfalfa, a good flooding after
each cufting would be all that is
pneeded. Then to handle 120 _acres
of land under the pumping and sur-
face system, a run of 40 days at
two different periods would answer.

The cost of installing such a’
pumping plant will depend upon
several items, the depth of the well,
the kind of machinery used, the

He is
quite anxious.to see Hereford make
a city and he says-somethings which
sbould put the Club on notice.
THE LETTER
Des Moines, Iowa, 2-6-’10
.Editor Brand : :

I received a copy of your

issue of the 21st, ult. and was much
interested in reading of the progress
of the Hereford country. I own a
quarter section in the Kelso district
' and am, I presume, a typical “‘non
. resident owner,’”’ and thought my
ideas and views as such might be of
interest and possible value to your
,community.

I the first place plank No. 14 - in
our platform for 1910—Five bun-
dred new farms opened up in the
county this year’’—should be the
slogan of Hereford for several years
to come. The earth is the source
of all wealth and unless it is pro-|
ducing no material prosperity is
possible. Mr. John Gregory in his
letter from Kelso told some plain
truths when he said that ‘‘more
fa¥mers is the essential need in de-
veloping the country’’ and *‘that as
long as one waits for the other to
develop bis land and does nothing
himself it will be a long time
before we all get rich out
of the advance in price of raw
land.” Likewise it will be a long
time before a town surrounded by a
" lot of idle, raw land will ever be-
come much of a city. A man who
owns land and neither goes on it
himself, nor improves it, nor puts
some one else on it is of no value to
a town or county—he’s a detriment.
Now we are getting down to the
question that confronts all new ag-
ricultural countries. How to get

the actual settlers on the land.

In the case of Hereford, as I
undetstand it, it is not a question of
selling the land, it is practically all
sold. Who owns it? Huadreds of
fellows just like myself, 1 suppose,
. and Frank S. Reed who wrote you
f rom Holton, Kansas—hundreds
whose business and training make it
impossible for them to go on .the
land themselves and who are not
able to improve it for renters. This
class includes resident and non res-
ident owners, possibly more of the
latter. And it is on the subject of
taking care of this great class that
I am going to offer a suggestion.

Suppose your commercial Club,
through proper committees, would
make arrangements with responsi-
ble contractors so they could say to
these land owners: ‘‘Here now, we
~ can contract and put it through in
good shape, to fence your quarter,
half, or whatever amount they had
to develop, put up a four room
house, a suitable barn, put down a
well and erect a mill” for so many
hundred dollars, we have made ar-
angements with financial institutions
80 that if you will advance part of
this money they will loan the bal-

Gregory says ‘‘in’'% union there is
streogth” and]ifsthe united organ-
ized effort of the Hereford Commer-
cial Club were put into action alcog
the lines I have outlined, with such
modifications as conditions made
necessary, :the Hereford country
would be settled up in a remarkably
rapid manner, and as the production
increased so would the city populat-
ion, and thejconsumption of all mer-
chandise and every merchant, man-
ufacturer and professional man—
every manjin every business would
feel the impetus [of an increasing
prosparity and Hereford would grow
and become & commercial center and
thriving city.

If I have offered any thought or
any suggestion ‘that will start
thought and action, and eventually
result in material gain for all, I
have accomplished my aim. The
ideas advanced are not new—they
are the ideas put in action, in mod-
ified form, that made Kansas City—
that made Chicago, that are mak-
ing Des Moines and hundreds of
other cities today, and I sincerely
hope to see Hereford catch the
spirit of the times, and outstripping
all her rivals, become a great and
growing city, the home of a happy,
healtby. prosperous people.

haps there is no greater danger
, the fruit growers of the
" United States at the present time
n-m danger of losing their crop
of fruit and even trees by late frosts
freeze which occur in spring fre-
after fruit has budded or
" even inbloom. Therefore practically
' every fruit grower where this dam-
. age bas occured is turing the at-
. tention to some means of protecting
. his fruit from this danger. The
4 conditions causiog this loss are fre-
quently only from one to three hours
duration and as a means of over-
coming this difficulty, orchard heat-
ing (or sometimes called smudgiog)
bas become quite general in Colorado
and I wish to say the results obtain-
ed surpass all former expectations,
. fruit being saved by this means
against a temperature as low as 17
degrees above zero, or 15 degrees
below freezing.

As a fruit grower I look upon this
subject as a matter of great interest
to the industry, and I will offer the
following explanation of the methods
I employed, trusting you may see fit
to give'it space in your most valu-
able publication. I also have bor-
rowed a plate of one of these devices
used to heat orchards which you can
use if you will to show the reader
more clearly the idea. This of
course is only one of many devices’

‘used to burn crude or gas oil. Some
heaters are made to burn coal.

Haviog two orchards in this vicin-

ity, Idecided to heat ten acres of |3

each orchard, consisting of various
varieties of trees, and secured satis-
factory results with the minimum
number of heaters to the acre, get-
ting a good setting of fruit on the
-earliest-blooming wvarieties, which

" .showed a total loss of fruit outside

the heated zone. Ip one orchard
t he self-registering thermometers
showed 19 degrees above zero, while
those inside the heated zone register-
.ed 27 and 28 degrees, respectfully.

I ysed seventy-five of the Bartow
oil heaters to the acre, in the other,
with the best results with the last
named.

In describing the operation of the
oil heater, which is more generally
used here, I will say that the oil
burners are made to hold about one
gallon of oil, which will burn from
four to five hours without refilling..

. The oil most commonly used is what
is'called gas or smudge oil. It is
the crude oil with the gasoline taken

out, and is a cheap oil, costing as a | :

rule from 24 to 34 cent psr gallon in
tank cars.

- The length of time these heaters
will burn depends largely upon the
wind and the way they are operated
although there is seldom any wind to
speak of at the time and the season
. of the year that this damage occurs.
The heaters are placed in the orch
ard sometimes between the rows of
trees, but usually under the tree
about three feet from the base, about
oné heater to each tree. Some use
less, some more, but I would recom-
mend using at least one to the tree,
and lighting them as the temper-
~ature demands. :

After the heaters are in place,
they are filled with oil, the usual
‘method employed being to place one
or two barrels on a sled. The bar-
“Yelsare then filled from a cement
cistern that has been previously
built, or in a tank, where the oil
may be stored. A common suction

- pump may be used in iling the bar-

When you are ready to ll.llt. |
off the cover, take out the flue, and -
place both in position ; then you are
ready for lighting, which is done by
preparing the wicks. This is done
by making a sort of wad or ball out
of waste, old rag or burlap, and
wrapping around it a piece of wire,
leaving one end of the wire about.
two or three inches long and making
a hook at the end. One of these
should be made for each heater, and
they can be made in a very short
time and at practically no cost.
They should be thrown intoa vessel
and coal oil poured over them, and
remain ther& until you are ready to
light. Then a man or a boy takes
these wicks and hangs one on each
heater by hooking the end of the wire
into one of the drought holes on the ¢
cover. G :
 Now the worst is over, and the
lighting is a small job. The light-
ing is done by a man or a boy walk-
ing down the rows of heaters with'a
lighted torch and applying it to each
wick as he passes. The wicks be-
ing saturated with coal oil, they can
be lighted as fast as a man can

‘walk. After the wick has created

sufficient heat on top of the oil to
cause the gas to rise, the heater
burns the gas and the wick is requir-
ed no longer, although it is not in
the way if you prefer to'leave it.

The heater in operation can be
regulated to burn fast or slow and
burning porportionately less oil by
moving the flue over the drought
hole to suit the occasion.

I bave described more fully the
accompanying cut, but all oil burn-
ers are operated in a similar manner
it simply being a question in your
mind as to which is the best. It is
the general opinion ‘ that orceard
heating is a success, but I would

| not attemipt to ga about it in a slip-

shod manner as ‘some do, nor take
the recommendation of some, that -
any old heater is sufficient, for what
is worth doing is worth doing right,
and orchard heating is a scientific
operation and'is no boy’s play.
