Senator Sends Paving Recipe.

‘Commissioner A. J. Lawton has
received from United States Senator
Charles Hughes a recipe for- a new
kiod of street pavement which, it is
claimed, has all the dustless, mud-
less and noiseless features and in
addition; the adnnnge o[ being
sanitary. ' v

The Pavement is composed of the
following ingredients:  Water gas
tar, cement, liquid aspbhaltum, road
oil, carbolic disinfecting powder,
sulphate of copper, and oil of win-
tergreen. The sulphate of copper
is used to keep the oils from igniting,
the wintergreen is used to counter-
act the odors, the cement binds the
dirt and the oils make the surface
waterproof.

A stretch of this pavement, ac-
cording to the clipping sent by Sen-
ator Hughes, has been laid oo the
Hummelsville pike, pear , Harris-
burg, Pa.

CITY WELL TESTED

Water Sufficient” for All Purposes
Secured on First Trial.

A test was made beginning Mon-
day of this week of the city well.
The well is located near the electric
light plant and 100 feet deep and
penetrates to the second strata of
water, the first strata being at a
depth of 50 feet.

The pump was. started and run

. continiously for 36 hours, and some-

thing less than 150,000 gallons was
pumped, or about 500 gallon§ per
hour. At the close of the test and
after the water had cleared, the big
J inch stream was turned into the
100,000 gallon concrete reservior.
This was filled in a short time.
duplex power pump is installed in a
brick building adjoining the light
plant and will be used to pump the
water direct from the big reservior
