Seventh Annual Meeting' Panhandle 
ttocKm en’i Association.

The seventh annual convention 
of the Panhandle Stockmen’s Asso­
ciation was held in Amarillo Tues­
day, Wednesday and Thursday of 
this week. The meeting as a 
whole, was well attended and a 
good interest was manifested by all 
the members. In point of numbers 
in attendance and sales of cattle the 
meeting does not compare well 
with the convention of a year ago. 
The bad weather * the first of the 
week is doubtless responsible for a 
falling off in the attendance, while 
the scarcity of cattle deals is doubt­
less the result of the fact that the 
buyers were not present in great 
numbers as they were last year.

The meeting was called to order

Congress has appropriated $1,000,000 toward 
relief of stricken city. Other California towns destroyed.

On motion the convention ad­
journed until 9 o’clock Wednesday 

j morning. In the afternoon the 
crowd sought various amusements 

! which were provided by the city, 
such as a baseball game, balloon 
ascension, etc., while a good part 
of the cowmen went out to the 
stock yards for the auction sale of 
registered cattle. This sale was 
engineered by Judge O. H. Nelson, 
who reports a fairly successful 
afternoeu’s bidding. Forty-three 
head were sold, the top price being 
$800 for a Hereford bull. Another 
bull sold for $300, and from that 
figure the prices ranged on down 
as low as $40.

Tuesday night the cattlemen and 
visitors were entertained with a 
smoker. It was a most pleasant 
little affair. Entertainment pro­
vided consisted of two three-round 
sparringbouts between light-weight 
pugilists, stories and speeches, and 

j a generous supply of Rood smoking 
material. Senator Decker and 
Judge Browning were the most 
popular in the anecdote line.

Tuesday at ten o’clock by Presi­
dent Bugbee, with a prayer by 
Rev. C. N. N. Ferguson. The ad­
dress of welcome wfas delivered by 
Governor J. N. Browning, in his 
usual happy vein of thought and 
expression. Hon. J. G. Wither­
spoon of Quanah, responded. Mr. 

Browning, 
was given close attention and a 
great deal of applause.

President Thos. S. Bugbee of 
Clarendon, then delivered his an­
nual address, which we print in 
full on another page.

The next order of business was 
the report of Secretary Ed. H. 
Brainard, which was as follows: 

Mr. President and Members of 
the Panhandle Stockmen’s Asso­
ciation of Texas:

I herewith submit my annual 
report.

During the past season we have

The secretary’s report concluded 
the program for the morning ses­
sion, but as the contention had 
yet an hour before noon Col. John 
N. Simpson and Col. C. C. Slaugh­
ter of Dallas, were called on for 
speeches. Col. Slaughter paid the 
Panhandle country some glowing 
tributes, and as an instance of the 
rapid advance in the prices of lands 
stated that a few years ago he sold 
a section of plains laud for $5 per 
acre. A short time ago he tried to

“ neater,”  and is the biggest fanner in the Panhandle, cultivating this year 3000 
acres, using modern methods and appliances.

PROCEEDINGS.

The Wednesday morning session 
of the convention was transferred 
to the court house. Amarillo has 
labored under difficulties this year 
in handling the convention. The 
recent destructive fire in that city 
deprived them of both a place large 
enough to hold the meetings and a 
place of entertainment for the 
guests, especially the ladies. 
Neither the opera house nor the 
district court room would seat half 
the people who applied for admit­
tance, and so unsatisfactory was 
the service in this respect that the 
Wednesday afternoon session of 
the convention was not held; the 
people simply would not gather.

Wednesday morning was devoted 
to a general discussion of the sub­
ject, “ State Markets and State 
Manufactories.’ ’ The speakers 
were Judge M. M. Brooks, of Dal­
las, candidate for governor; State 
Senator D. E. Decker of Quanah; 
J. N. Browning, of Amarillo; L. 
B. Watkins, of Quanah; J. C. 
Paul, of ^marillo, and J. J. Eger- 
ton, of Channing. Mr. Watkins’ 
speech was the feature of the con­
vention. Purely extemporaneous, 
it abounded in a rich fund of anec­
dote, wit and humor, which kept 
the convention in high good humor 
for some thirty minutes. Senator 
Decker was also plainly a favorite 
with the convention, and notwith­
standing this was the third time he 
had spoken publicly during the 
meeting it was noted that not one 
hint was given by him to the effect 
that he was e candidate for office 
at the hands of the people of the 
district. Much time w-as given to 
the discussion of factories for 
Texas, and a packing plant in par­
ticular for Amarillo. Judge 
Browning called attention to the 
development of the section of 
country just below the plains, the 
cotton farms of Donley couuty, and 
said he hoped to see a cotton fac­
tory in Clarendon, his old home, 
before many years. W. B. Slaugh­
ter, of Dalhart, stated that the 
Big Four packing combination, 
otherwise known as the beef trust, 
hail expressed to a member of the 
association their determination to 
establish a plant at Amarillo just 
as soon as the people of the Pan­
handle would begin to raise enough 
hogs to supply same. The couveu-

tion here adjourned until 1:30 p. m. 
but as above stated no session was 
held at that hour.

The fine stock sale was again the 
feature of the afternoon, and was 
reported more of a success than on 
the preceeding day.

T h u r s d a y ’ s p r o c e e d in g s .

The morning session of Thurs­
day was devoted to speech making 
and general discussion of subjects 
of interest to the live stock trade. 
Judge C. K. Bell, candidate for 
governor, was one of the Speakers.

A t the afternoon session the re­
port of the treasurer was heard, as 
follows:

Election of officers was then 
taken up, resulting in the re-elec­
tion of all the old officers, without 
opposition as follows:

The selection of place for next 
annual meeting proved to be the 
hottest proceeding of the conven­
tion. Roswell, N. M., was on 
hand with a big delegation which 
had been hard at work all the time, 
and the anticipated fight between 
that town and Amarillo proved to 
be all that was expected. The 
usual speeches were made, then 
the ballot spread, resulting in the 
selection of Roswell by a good 
majority, which was afterward 
lnade unanimous 011 motion of 
Mayor Miller, of Amarillo. The 
general opinion seemed to be that 
it would do Amarillo good to lose 
the meeting for one year. The 
convention then adjourned.

PRES. BUGBEFS ADDRESS
Delivered at Amarillo Tuesday at the 

Panhandle Stockmens' Seventh 
Annual Convention.

Mr. Bugbee said:
Members of the Panhandle Stock- 

men’s Association, Ladies and 
Gentlemen:

We again meet on this, the 
seventh anniversary of the Pan­
handle Stockmen’s Association, in 
this, the metropolis of Northwest 
Texas, where we have been the re­
cipients of most generous hospital­
ity in the past; and I think I voice 
the sentiment of all when I say 
that we feel we are with home 
folks. To keep us away you must 
not ask us to come.

In appearing before you today I 
feel entirely out of place. Speech 
making is not in my line as you 
who have known me longest are 
well aware. You, however, are 
responsible for my being before you 
today.

I had the pleasure of attending 
the Cattle Raisers’ Association at 
Dallas on March 19, 20 and 21, and 
I can assure you that I heard be­
fore that meeting some of the most 
instructive and Able talks that I 
have ever heard, Which makes me 
feel more than ever that, as a 
speaker, I am in the wrong place; 
but I will not detain you long with 
what I have to say. During our 
session you will be entertained by 
many able speakers of prominence, 
and I hope you will feel that you 
have gained some knowledge while 
here.

The great investigation and trial 
of the beef trust which has been 
going on for the past two yesrs has 
come to naught and we are just 
where we started. The railroad, 
oil, insurance, and many other 
trusts are now on trial. It seems 
more than probable that the ap­
parent results will be the same; yet 
the energy, honesty and zeal of the 
president of this great nation, as­
sisted by a few fearless, patriotic, 
public men, who know their duty 
and dare to do it, have created in 
the minds of these grafters and 
managers of these trusts a whole 
some fear and respect for the right­
eous irdignation of the people.

I feel more at home in talking of 
the past, present and future of this 
great Panhandle. For thirty  ̂years 
I have basked in its warm sun­
shine and withstood its wintry 
blasts, which has endeared it to my 
heart as no other spot on earth. 
From a young man starting out in 
life I have grown old within its 
borders. I saw it when buffalo 
hides was its only product. I saw 
it again when grass cattle was its 
only product. I see it today with 
aii hundred products that come 
from its virgin soil. I was here 
when lands were almost valueless.
I see it today with land worth from 
$5 to $20 per acre; and yet we 
have just begun. What has 
brought about this happy change? 
We have the same climate and soil 
we had 50 years ago. There can 
be but one answer— railroads and 
the man with the plow. It was 
said by one of our great men, 
“ Civilization begins and ends with 
the plow.”  Give us more rail­
roads, more farmers, and I might 
say a little more capital, and we 
will fulfill the scriptural prophesy 
which says, “ The first shall be last 
and the last shall be first.”  In­
stead of being the handle or tail *o 
Texas as we now are, we will be 
the head.

To the railroad and farmer I 
will say, we greet you with open 
arms; will gladly co-operate with 
you in any movement which has 
for its object the upbuilding of this

country which nature has done so 
much for. Every cow man is a 
land owner and at present prices it 
is unprofitable to raise range cattle 
on the native grasses alone. We 
must turn our attention to the rais­
ing of the various kinds of stock 
and of better grades, to all of which 
our country iŝ  well adapted; must 
raise more feed and give our stock 
better attention. We have proved 
that almost all grasses and grains 
grown on this continent can be 
grown in the Panhandle if given 
intelligent cultivation. We should 
keep in close touch with both the 
state and tfalional experiment sta­
tions. The federal government 
will always gladly furnish free of 
cost bulletins covering experiments 
with grasses, forage and grains. 
These should be obtained by both 
stock growers and farmers and 
carefully studied. They can be 
had by writing to our congress­
man, John II. Stephens, at Vernon, 
Texas.

What we need now is a concert 
of action by the farmers and «tock- 
raisers. First of all we need an 
experiment station right here on 
the plains; not a garden but a large 
farm under the direction of the 
state. It would have the assist­
ance of the government. I am 
confident almost every land owner 
would contribute liberally to its 
support if necessary.

I most earnestly appeal to all 
our Panhandle brethren to join us 
and help to secure favorable legis­
lation. Singly we can do nothing, 
but by concert of action many 
abuses can be remedied. When 
we ship to market, whether it be 
live stock, grain or produce, we 
ship to a member of an exchange 
who fixes commission charges as 
he sees fit. We are not consulted, 
yet these commission firms could 
not exist without us.

Our government has been stead­
ily at work for <several years trying 
to get forests started all over this 
western treeless country. In the 
inevitable change from ranches to 
small farms think what an amount 
of posts it will require to fence the 
Panhandle into sections or even 
smaller tracts. Where are they to 
come from? I have demonstrated 
that a black locust tree can be 
grown here in five years that frill 
make three or four good posts, and 
they are as durable as cedar. 
This county took up the forestry 
move more than a year ago. It 
has had at its head Dr. Cartright 
who has kept it moving. He has 
interested the ladies who work 
with him in this great enterprise.
I hope other counties will take the 
matter up and not stop until every 
farmer and ranchman has a forest 
on his place. It will furnish him 
not only posts but wood for fuel.
I hope to see the day when forestry 
and agriculture are taught in the 
public schools.

Our association is making a 
steady growth as the secretary’s 
report will show; but it is not 
where it should be. Concerted 
action, as stated before, is the only 
way by which we can hope to 
better our condition. If we would 
keep up with the procession we 
must work in unison as do other 
organizations,.

The completion of the Panama 
canal will open new markets to us 
for over half tj»e world’s popula­
tion, and make* Galveston the 
greatest exporting port on this 
continent, because it will be the 
natural gateway through which 
will flow the coal, grain, oil, 
cotton, both raw and manufactured, 
lumber and other export products 
of not only the Empire of Texas, 
but the whole Mississippi valley. 
No one within the sonud ef my
