ALPINE GUIDES.

Some Are Experts In “Ouon and leo
Work,” Seme In “Rock Work.”
SBome of the Alpine guides are ex-
perts In climbing. There are a num-

what the Alpinist calls “snow and lce
work.” That means going up g peak
which has so many snow. flelds and
glaciers that Its sides and summits
may be nearly covered with them
The glicier guide can tell you all
abeut “cornices”—enow masses which
project from the edge of precipices
and overhang the valley beneath like
the roof of a house. Experience has
told him whether & cornice can be
crossed safely or whether it may
break off If one ventures upon It. Ie
is also an expert with the ice ax car-
ried in his belt, cutting footholds in
the glittering walls that may rise fif-
ty or a hundred feet above your head.
These Iice precipices are frequently
fourid at the heads of glaclers, which,
as the schoolboy knows, are merely
rivers of frozen water slowly moving
down the face of a mountain on ac-
count of the force of gravity and tbe
great pressure of the Ice masses
which form their source on the upper
part of the slope. Other guides make
a speclality of “rock work,” conduct-
ing persons up peaks which may be
only partly covered. with snow and iee,
but having sides of bare rock so steep
that in places the cliffs may be almost
straight up and down. Ilere it would
seem that one must be as spry and as
sure footed as the chamois—-the rare
goat that lives up amid the Alps.
{ WhHe the crevasse and other dangers
of the snow and ice fields may be ab-
sent, the mountain may be so abrupt
that the climber must ascend hun-
dreds of feet pulling himself up with
arms aiding his legs, while often the
guide hauls him to the top of the
most difficult slopes by main strength.
