If it were it would never be a aafe diet. 
What observing physician hut has seen 
time without number the mother with A 
homing fever, sick almost untd death, 
and her little babe at the breast nursing 
with no apparent injury to the infant. 
A wise provision of nature safeguards 
tbe milk. It is found from careful sta­
tistics that about five per cent of all the 
typhoid fever in the United States is 
traceable to milk, and that, never in the 
milk as it comes from the cow. Milk af­
fords a good culture medium and if tbe 
typhoid germ gains access from any 
source, such as from tbe vessel having 
been washed with infected water or ban­
died with infected bands or iufected from 
tbe common house fly. tbe milk at once 
becomes dangerous and a sure method of 
transmitting typhoid fever. The cow. 
herself never hss typhoid fever, and 
never gives milk infected with typhoid 
germs, though she may drink from a 
<ewer polluted with t» phoid germs in 
abundance. The cow does not and can 
not so to speak convey a disease through 
her milk which she dues not have.

[The superstition was exploded loug 
ago that a cow can transmit typhoid 
bacilli in her milk. Every spread of ty­
phoid fever by milk on record, and we 
now have snores of such records, can lie 
traced to the handling of milk by persons 
suffering from uiild forms of typhoid or

In an­
swer to your second questioi)as tp,wheth­
er tbe cow can transmit through her milk 
the germs of a disease that she does not 
have, I will state that it is not possible 
for her to do so. In other words, tor the 
cow to transmit typhoid fever it will be 
necessary, for the cow to base the disease.

To T he Banw eb-Stockmaw:- 
Perhap* tbe public will be interested in 

this statenmetof the doings of the city 
council. ^ '

During the past 2 or 3 months tbe 
al define % have been meeting as 
often as two or three times a week in a 
legislative capacity, makiug a new code 
of civil and criminal statutes for tbe 
government of the city, This was nec­
essary because all of the ordinances of the 
city heretofore were invalid.

I should like to be able to add 
some stress to the wise and able ar­
gument of our superintendent of 
city schools, Prof. W. R. Silvey, 
which was gjveu space in the last 
issue of your paper, favoring the 
extension of the boundaries of the 
Clarendon independent school dis­
trict.

The records .of my office show 
that there are some tweuty-five or 
thirty pupils within the scholastic 
age, residing in close proximity to 
to the said independent school dis­
trict, as it now exists, who, foe 
their convenience and benefit are 
transferred, as is provided for by 
law, from their respective rural 
districts to the city schools. Un­
der the provisions of otir statutes, 
only the funds arising from the 
state and county apportionment, 
amounting to about $6.00 per 
capita, is permitted to follow these 
transfers; so that under; the present 
arrangement these pupils are get­
ting the benefit of a long term of 
efficient training for therjiusignif- 
ieant sum of $6.00 per capita—  
about sixty-five cents j>er month—  
wYtereas, uponThe basis _£>f the es­
tablished rate and schedule of tui­
tion for those not entitled to free 
school benefits, the amount to 
which this school would be entitled 
is from $12.50 to $27.00per scholar 
for the term (according to the 
grade), the injustice hf which is 
patent and easy to be seen. From 
another viewpoint, the parents of 
these same children are annually 
contributing, through the process 
of local taxation, to school districts 
other than the one patronized by 
them, to the extent of school taxes 
levied and Collected on their hold­
ings within the district in which 
they reside, and for which, under 
the present arrangement, they are 
receiving no benefit whatever.

As if appears to me, these diffi­
culties can best be overcome, and 
the ends of fairness and equity 
met, by .the enlargement of the 
Clarendon independent school dis- 
district, as has been suggested by 
Mr. Silvey.

IT  Was George Stephenson who, ob­
serving the lifting of a teakettle's 
lid by the hissing and bubbling 
within, conceived and created the 

first crude steam engine, but it was 
James W att who divined the Itntnehse 
possibilities of steam as a motive force 
and adapted the engine to practical 
uses. So many and so important were 
the Improvements added by Watt that 
he shares honors with the inventor of 
the original engine. Watt perfected 
tbe steam eftglne, adapting It to gen 
eral Industrial service. He took an 
embryotlc contrivance and developed 
it practically to a' finished creation.

This Scotchman was an instrument 
maker by trade. Employed in that ca­
pacity for the University of Glasgow, 
he took advantage of hls association 
with the professors to Increase hls acl 
entitle knowledge. In the laboratory 
wns n little steam- engine vast tn pos 
slbllltlea, but little more than a play­
thing when Watt began to tinker with 
i t  Hla first great Improvement xp tbe 
engine wa^ the Invention of tbe Inde­
pendent steam condenser, which con­
served much of the power that wns 
lost tn tbe original machine. Watt also 
Invented the centrifugal governor, the 
water gauge, the mercury steam gaug£ 
and many other features, leaving the 
steam engine In its essential construc­
tion very much as it stands today.

Watt worked at hla task with unflag­
ging seat. He made the Improvement 
of the steam motor hls life’s work- 
From 1759 to 1774 he wag almost con­
stantly engaged In perfecting the mech­
anism of tbe engine. It Is said that 
republics are ungrateful. This cannot 
be said of the kingdom of‘Great Brit­
ain In the case of James Watt, for the 
government extended the Watt pat- 
ants beyond the prescribed term of 
years In recognition of the long period 
e f time which the tireless inventor de­
vote* tn M i work of Improvement and

PITFALLS OF ENGLISH.

Our Puzzling Language and Ita Word* 
• f More Than One Meaning.

Of all modern languages Eugllsb is 
undoubtedly the moat difficult to ac­
quire. In addition to tbe ordinary 
pitfalls of forms and Idioms that en­
trap tbe foreigner struggling for mas­
tery of a strange tongue, there is one 
so peculiar to oura that -nothing even 
remotely similar presents Itself.In any 
other ' language, whether ancient or 
modern. ,0

This Is the paradoxical word, the 
word which has two meauiDgs diamet­
rically opposed to each other. It la 
not enough that, with all the wealth 
of fo rd s borrowed from bulf a score 
of other languages, we must Impose a 
double and often a multiple burden on 
some poor little monosyllabic word 
like “get,” for Instance, whose mean­
ings are legion. Our language must 
needs confound tbe student at tbe 
gates with tbe paradox. To give a 
few examples:

Tbe word “let” meanB to “allow” 
or "permit" and likewise to “ pre­
vent,” "hinder” or “ refuse,” meanings 
diametrically opposite. ”1 will let you 
do It" In the former sense la hardly 
more common In use than the phrase 
“without let or hindrance.” and 
Shakespeare has It, “ By heaven. I’ll 
make a ghost of him that lets (pre­
vents) me:". *

"Cleave” means to split asunder as 
well as to "adhere*" or "bind’' closely 
Scott makes Munition threaten to 
“cleave the Douglas’ head.” while 
holy writ enjoins upon tbe husband to 
“cleave unto his wlfte.” *

Another example Is "‘lurid," which 
menus both a "dull red” and also a 
“pale green" hue, tints that are exact­
ly opposed in the scale of color. While

But It Can Be Seen as Such 
With the Microscope.

Yeast is a small plant which can !*• 
seen only with the aid of the micro 
scope, says Good Health. There are 
two varieties, wild and cultivated, for 
these tiny "plants can be improved 
through cultivation, as larger plants 
can be.

Firms which make yeast for the 
market must grow these plants quite
as-eSrv-fullv :: t the'florist grows hU 

! flowers. Care must4 e tik es  that they 
do not become mixed with other vnrle 
ties, therefore destroying the culture.

In some laboratories where yeast Is 
grown two separate^mllilings are kept 
for this purpose. These Are both care­
fully disinfected, and .if it is found 
that the yeast ltechnics contaminated 
In one building the culture Is started 
anew and the other building previously 
disinfected before moving Into It

This plant, like bacteria, requires 
warmth, moisture and food. The mate­
rials out of which tbe bread fa made 
gin-aid always he warmed, aud the 
dough should always he kept lu a 
warm place. The 'teiinteruture most 
favorable Is about that of tbe body, a_ 
little less thau 100 degrees.

There Is always considerable mois­
ture In bread and plenty of food for 
the p lfn t Tbe food which It requires 
Is sugar. This It Obtains from the 
wheat, there being some "sugar In the 
flour, aud more sugar Is also formed 
from, the starch.

As the yeast plants feed upon sugar 
they break It down-Into two sub­
stances, alcohol and a gas known as 
carbon dioxide’ or carlxmlc acid gas. 
As file gas Is formed It-Is field by the 
glu.ten, which is a very elastic suit- 
stance. When the bread is put Into the 
oven tbe beat expands the tiny bub-
