This reading involves 
thosa activities in which the 
children read stories to help ex­
tend their personal interests, 
needs, skills and weaknesses 
that center around the central 
basic reading theme The supple­
mentary rending may be done 1 
under teacher guidance or done 
independently by the chi'd. The 
manual gives an excellent list of 
library books to supplement un­
its in our basic readers. Most of 
these books are in our libraty. 
Some of these Ixmks can be 
mad by the children, however, 
many are read by the teacher 
at Story Time. The teacher must 
provide the children with many 
experiences from good literature. 
An excellent book, Teachers 
Anthology compiled by Mary 
Hill Arbuthnot is used for Story 
Time. The children receive a 
weekly newspaper. My Weekly 
Reader, imhlrihed by Wesleyen 
University, Middletown, Connec­
ticut. It is on average reading 
level and brings current news in 
second grade language. Many 
other subject activities can tie 
outgrowths from this paper.

How rapidly children move 
aking in reading must be adjust­
ed to their needs by grouping 
children for reading instruction. 
We have our slow - reading child­

Our Basic Reading Program 
states that children will differ 
in their physical well - being, in 
their inner tensions, in their lan­
guage development, in their work 
habits, in the background of 
knowledge and experience and 
in their mental capacity. The 
teacher must understand these 
differences in her children as 
they come from First Grade. 
The teacher should then evaluate 
these differences and use them 
as guide signs in group place­
ment for reading instruction.

Free reading involves those 
activities in which children read 
books and stories at their own 
level of reading and of their own 
choosing. They have opportuni­
ty to check out supplementary 
readers and library books. These 
are not read under teacher guid­
ance.
PHONICS:

The series used in the phonics 
program in the Muieshoe Scho­
ols is "Phonetic Keys to Read­
ing” published by The Economy 
Co. of Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.

The purpose of Phonics is to 
provide the reader with an ef 
word perception in reading. Phon­
ics is the most important phase 
of word analysis, and is a tool 
and a key, which when its prin­
ciples are applied, will unlock 
approximately 85 percent of the 
words al  the EngUt*. Isohcor*. 
This means that about 15 percent 
of our words are non - phonet­
ic; that is, \ve learn these word* 
by the way they look, rather than 
by the way they sound. Those

children whose auditory precep- 
tion is not keen etj mgh to detect 
the sounds, must lie taught the 
sight word method. These child­
ren have no woid attack skills 
as far as hearing sounds is con­
cerned.
SPELLING

The Spelling program for the 
Second Grade consists of thirty- 
six units found in “Goals for 
Spelling", Kottmeyer and Ware. 
Webster Co. The first six units 
comprise a readiness section. 
Spelling pawer cannot be devel­
oped in pupils until they are fa­
miliar with vowels sounds as 
well as consonant sounds.

K.M.P. Lake Pump 
Made At Earth

A widely known South Plains 
pioneerfarmer and his son have 
pump which water conservation 
ists of the area proclaim as a 
great step toward further lake 
preservation of our underground 
water supply.

Gus Parish, who moved to 
Earth, Texas, in 1923, Is the in­
ventor of the KMP Lake Pump 
which he and his son, Doug, are 
now manufacturing in a plant lo­
cated on the Parish farm, one 
mile south of Earth.

The pump eliminates time-con­
suming priming and will not 
clog under normal lake condi­
tions It was designed to allow 
farmers to quickly and econom­
ically pump water fiom the 
thousands of lakes which form 
throughout the South Plains each 
year.

The elder Parish, one of th< 
first to use a turbine typo in i-

gation well back in 1936, is a vet­
eran leader in water conserva­
tion of this area, having served 
on many committees *ind boards, 
including the High Plains Watei 
Conservation District.

The KMP saves money and 
time, Parish points out, “ be 
cause it eliminates priming of 
the supply pij>e that goes into th 
lake water.”

Another big advantage to the 
KMP Lake Pump is that it will 
pump in water 18 inches to IS 
feet without losing prime. If the 
pump sucks air along with wa­
ter, it continues to pump ns 
much water as is available, with­
out losing suction.

Parish explained that lake wa­
ter is “by far better for crops 
than underground water because 
it’s warmer and it contains many 
more nutrients accumulated as 
the water runs into the lake.”

Reading include simple material 
from social studies, language 
science and numbers. Each unit 
ends with comprehension exer­
cises which require the pupils to 
Write, Read and Spell.
WRITING

Gur writing program is devel­
oped through the "Stories in 
Script" series by W. S. Benson 
And Company.

Since handwriting is essenti­
ally a basic tool that is ured in 
written exjMession of thought, 
the main objective is to develop 
in each individual the habits and 
skills which will result in the 
ability to write legibly.

In teaching writing, the first 
step is to establish a purpose 
that has moaning for the child. 
The second step is to .study the 
child and his potentialities, his 
special needs, and his individual 
difficulties. The third step is to 
help the child identify and ana­
lyse his own errors and to put 
emphasis on correction of indi­
vidual errors.-

hi order for manuscript writ­
ing to be legible, emphasis is 
placed on the following ele­
ments; formation of letters, spac­
ing of letters in word- and s e e ­
ing of words in sentences, size of 
writing, alignment live qual­
ity, position Of the body, the 
way the pencil Is held, and the 
position of the paper.

Handwriting is correlated with 
everyday activities where writ­
ten expression is needed. Also 
children are motivated and en 
coo raged to do as much creative 
writing as possible.

Some teachers prefer to intro­
duce cursive writing during the 
second semester of second 
grade. A child that Is ready to 
begin cursive writing will show 
signs of readiness, such as; hav­
ing a desire to write the cursive 
style, having sufficient coor-

t

dination of the muscles of the 
aim, hand and fingers, having
manuscript, having the ability, 
to write with sufficient speed, 
pencil correctly, and having the 
habit of taking correct position. 
The teacher uses her own judg­
ment as to the times when she 
should introduce cursive writing.

"Science Around You," rublHb- 
ed by Ginn and Co. Th* expei 
ience- of this book a rt common 
to a majority of seven - year - 
old children.

We study the four seasons andj 
(lie seasonal changes in various 
places. Children lake pun in 
first - hand experiences to see 
what is in the air and to learn 
how to interpret changing wea­
ther. They learn some simple 
last accurate information about 
the earth and sky. They experi­
ment with sound and develop an 
understanding of vibrations and 
how sounds help us.
MUSIC

The "This is Music" series 
txiblished by Allyn and Bacon is 
an instructional program in mu­
sic based on the needs and in­
terests of Second Grade children. 
Since music is an essential part 
of the education of every child, 
the classroom teacher can make 
a significant contribution to the 
musical development of boys and 
girls.
ART

The “Art For You" series, pub 
Iished by Laidlaw Brothers. is 
the text for Second Grade. Art 
for primary children is a child's 
creative expression of what he 
has discovered about the world 
around him. He discovers a sense 
of pattern and design, a love of 
color, and a desire to experi­
ment and make things. Each 
child has hi; own interpretation 
of form, proportion, and relation­
ships. Art has a therapeutic qual­
ity which provides for emotion­
al, physical, and aetbetic out­
lets. Therefore, we. as classroom 
teachers, have an opportunity 
to help children to succeed in 
this area and to give self - ex­
pression to his creative skills.
