Local Office Being
Moved To Amarillo

Eying the time when there
will be an all-voluntary Army,
the Bureau of Budget has
slashed the Selective Service
Administration’s budget by
some $33 million, thus
necessitating a cutback in
selective service offices
throughout Texas.

The local selective service
office will be one of some 47
offices in the state that will be
‘“‘co-located''—that is, com-
bined with another office in a
regional area.

Major Ernest M. Howard,
information officer with the
Texas Selective Service office,
said Tuesday that the target
date- for the shutdown of the
local office is in November.

The target date for having all
the offices closed is Dec. 15 of
this year.

“We are not married to any of
these dates.

The local selective service
office, which employes one
person on a full-time basis, will
be ‘‘co-located’’ into the
Amarillo office.

pushers. Arrests are increasing

The “take” in Texas on illicit
drug traffic is almost im-
possible to reduce to dollars and
cents, partially because of
strong indications that in ad-
-dition to supplying users in the
state, the pushers also supply
the markets in at least nine
other states. Texas drug rings
are known, for example, to
supply connections in Chicago,
New York and Miami.

A Bexar County grand jury
report last spring ‘‘isolated”
nine criminal organizations
connected with narcotics
headquartered in San Antonio
and the surrounding area.
Since then San Antonio police
have put several of these out of
business and are actively
working on the others.

The report said “‘no in-
dications of a direct connection
San Antonio. District Attorney
Ted Butler says, however,
“organized syndicates are
directly connected as pur-
chasers and sellers of illegal

—Poetically, or jokingly,
dubbed the ‘““Wheels of Crime,”
no less than 40 auto theft rings
have been uncovered in Texas.
Last year in Dallas alone car
theft hit near the $7 million
mark.

Statewide there were 48,323
auto thefts reported in 1971.
Valued at over $60 million, these
hot cars were ‘‘fenced” in
Arizons, New Mexico,
Oklahoma, Alabama,
Mississippi, Louisiana,
California, Mexico and even
Europe.

Not only are cars stolen to be
stripped of their valuable parts
but also resold after changing
the true identification. Texas
law enforcement officials state
flatly that stolen vehicles figure
heavily as transportation for
crooks involved in armed

robbery, kidnapping and other

offenses.

In the theft area, the problem
of the “fence” is a major one.
Many of them recruit
newcomers, especially youths
for a car heist, with the thieves
thus launched on criminal
careers. Narcotics, car theft
rings, the “fence” (purchaser

“In seeking -this type of
limited law to assist’ our law
enforcement personnel, we
must be certain to build in
adequate penalties for those
who would undertake to
illegally invade the privacy of I-

But organized crime in Texas
s not limited to gambling,
prostitution, narcotics or auto
theft. There is evidence the
policy rackets have moved into
the Gulf Coast area. ‘“The
Numbers" long has been a key
part of mob business throughout
the United States, but ap-
parently it isn't that big a threat
in Texas yet, Poor people are
‘the major customers for
mumbers racket operators.

Loan sharking has not found
too fertile a field in which to
operate in Texas, although
there is some evidence it exists.
Organized - crime also. has
quietly moved in legitimate
business in Texas in recent

One of the oldest tools of
organized crime is the ap-
plication of pressure to coerce
potential victims. Operators
within criminal ranks will
resort even to murder if the
purpose suit their bosses. Even
office holders are not immune
from being the object of
criminal conspiracies.

For example, one office
holder found himself the target
of an alleged plot which resulted

in indictment of three South
Texas men at the conclusion of
a two-month investigation.

“The conspiracy involved the
attempt to hire some one to
commit murder,” said a court

Although it may not sound
like it from the above facts,
Texas organized crime really
isn't rampant at this point,
Organized crime is not
necessarily synonymous with
the Mafia.
