Chamber Views 
Fund Campaigns

The Muleshoe Chamber of Com­
merce is becoming increasingly 
concerned about the number of 
fund-raising activities in the com­
munity. The local chamber has 
always taken an interest in soli­
citations, acting as a coordinat­
ing or approving agency, and now 
the organization is taking a long 
look at the many drives for 
health, welfare, and youth funds.

Deeds and easements have been 
drawn up by the county, and the 
total acreage sought for widening 
of the man-killing road has been 
figured.

County Judge 
Glen Williams said, and then he 
must compare costs of such im­
provements and figure out how 
much it would cost to replace 
them.

Judge Williams said the apparis- 
er also must figure out just how

Paving Starts 
On Air Runway

Equipment moved in on the 
runway at Muleshoe Airport Wed­
nesday and began digging up the 
sod strip which will be replaced 
with a long-needed paved runway.

Jake Diel Construction Com­
pany has begun sub-grading, blad­
ing, leveling, and packing and soon 
begin putting down a 6 inch ca­
liche base.

The strip is to be 3.000 feet in 
length and 40 feet in width with 
plans pending for an additional 
600 feet in length and 10 feet in 
width. Should the decision be 
made to add the extra footage. 
Morgan Locker, airport manager, 
said it would be an ideal runway 
for Muleshoe and would likely be 
many years before additional run­
ways would be needed.

| 70 west of Earth.

The downpour, which flowed 
across the highway in a half-dozen 
places for a time Thursday after- 

J noon, did severe damage to the 
highway itself a mile west of 
Earth, and left many fields cover­
ed with water. Alfalfa farmers in 
the Four-Way to Springlake area 
said their crops again were 
“ drowned” by the heavy rain.

Muleshoe itself had light show­
ers. and the area west of Mule­
shoe in the Progress and West 
Camp regions received heavy! 
showers also. Little damage was 
believed to have resulted from J 
the rains.

Throughout the West Texas re­

gion, however, rains were gener­
al both Thursday and Friday 
with I he heaviest downpour re­
ported near Brownfield where an 
unofficial 10 inches fell Thursday 
afternoon.

Wellman, 13 miles southwest of 
Brownfield, was drenched, and 
roads were closed in many sec­
tions around Brownfield. Little­
field also got what was describ­
ed as a “ good”  rain. Report of 
a storm at “ Needmore”  near 
Brownfield, sent a number of folks 
here scurring to Bailey county’s 
Needmore to check damages. 
Marble-sized hail was reported 
25 miles southwest of Muleshoe.

A road was closed at Tatum 
and one family there was evac­
uated as a result of heavy down­
pours.

Ho Sugar Panic Here; 
Buying Levels Off

Muleshoe housewives are not 
going all out to buy sugar be­
cause of a sudden spurt in prices 
last week at the retail level.

This lack of panic buying was 
revealed Friday when a check of 
stores revealed that the buying 
splurge which was noticed at the 
start of the week, had tapered 
off until most stores said buying 
was “ at or near normal.”

Dough Haynes, manager of 
Piggly-Wiggly said an “ early buy­
ing splurge was noted last week 
when the threatened sugar short­
age first was heard.”  He added 
however, that buying was back 
down to normal again.

Thurman White at White’s Cash­
way Grocery said the same kind 
of trend was noted at his store, 
but that he had seen no panic

buying and that buying has level­
ed off. “ In fact by the last of 
week.”  White said, “ 1 believe buy­
ing of sugar was actually below 
normal.”

Red Simmons reported the same 
condition existed at his store, and 
W. B. Wagnon, Jr. said he had 
seen no panic buying at Wagnon’s.

Prices, however, have advanced 
considerably. Ten pounds of cane 
sugar prior to the sugar price 
spurt were selling for $1.09 to 
$1.12. Now the price is around 
$1.55 al most stores. The five- 
pound bag sold for 59 cents be­
fore the price boost and is now 
bringing 79 cents.

One of the statements which 
had tended to allay the minds of 
the uneasy housewives was one

made by W. H. Louviere, presi­
dent of Imperial Sugar Co.

The statement read:
“ Sugar supplies, which seem to 

be pretty well in balance with de­
mand, should be adequate for nor­
mal needs of consumers and food 
processors . . .but sudden hoard­
ing by consumers could tempor­
arily tax refiners' physical ability 
to ship fast enough to keep gro­
cers’ shelves filled.”

He said raw sugar prices in the 
world market have more than 
quadrupled since January, 1962, 
and although there may be some 
fluctuations up and down, the gen­
eral upward trend is expected to 
continue for some time, he said.

Louviere said that the “ disap­
pearance of the large Cuban su­
gar production behind the Iron 
Curtain has further aggravated 
the tight supply situation,”  add­
ing, “ an unfavorable forecast of 
Eurpoean beet plantings, and 
some activity by speculators had 
undoubtedly played a part in the 
price advances.”

His statement continued: 
Manufacturers of products con­

taining sugar, such as bakers, 
bottlers of soft drinks, ice cream 
manufacturers, candy makers and 
others to whom sugar represents 
a substantial cost item, are forced 
to either absorb the higher cost 
of refined sugar or increase the 
selling prices oi their products.

"Housewives currently are find­
ing higher sugar prices on the 
grocery shelf, as distributors, re­
tailers, and chain stores inevita­
bly have had to pay more for 
their supplies.

“ It may be some comfort to 
know that from 1947, when war­
time price controls were discon­
tinued, to 1962 at the time of 
the new Sugar Act, basic f. o. b. 
refined sugar prices in the high­
ly competitive Texas-Oklahoma

market had risen from the 1947 
price of $8.40 per hundred weight 
to $9 per hundred weight in 1962 
— an increase of less than seven 
per cent in 15 years.

“ This is far less than the in­
crease in commodity and food 
prices generally over a compara­
ble period and is due to previ­
ously depressed sugar prices and 
the general competitive nature of 
the sugar business, plus the sub- 
stant’ al reductions in refining 
costs as refiners spent huge sums 
of money to modernize plants and 
improve production efficiency.

“ Actually, present higher levels 
for refined sugar, although con­
siderably above levels of past 
years, represent no more than 
the relative values of many other 
commodities.

“ In spite of the narrowing ba­
lance between supply and demand, 
we do not foresee any shortage 
of sugar in this area. Unusual de­
mands brought on by ill advised 
hoarding or some major world 
disturbance could further affect 
the situation in the long run, but 
we feel that this is unlikely.

“ Imperial Sugar Company, in 
anticipation of some of these de­
velopments, has made heavy in­
vestments in raw sugar handling 
and storage facilities in Galveston 
and Sugar Land, has entered into 
long term contracts with suppliers 
of Hawaiian raw sugar, and in 
addition has access to raw sugar 
supplies in Louisiana Puerto Rico 
and various South American and 
Caribbean areas, other than Cuba.

“ It is entirely possible that the 
present situation could last for 
some time, during which time the 
higher price levels should encour­
age production of additional world 
supplies.lt is our feeling however, 
that a return to the previously 
depressed raw sugar prices pre­
vailing since World War II is 
unlikely.”

much the land to be bought would 
yield in farm products, determin­
ing just how much of a cash re­
turn the owner would receive if 
the crop were produced on such 
land.

After he has completed this te­
dious phase of his work, he must 
make a full report on each one 
of the 65 tracts, figuring out down 
to the penny just how much he 
figures each tract is worth.

All this information must be 
assembled and sent to the State 
Highway Department at Austin 
for their approval. Unless the Aus­
tin department approved each 
tract, the State will not partici­
pate in the purchase on a fifty- 
fifty basis with Bailey couny, 
Judge Williams explained.

MacNaughton has until Sep­
tember 15 in which to complete 
all his work and have it approved 
by the State. If the State rejects 
any part of the report, that por­
tion must be redone and submitt- 
ment before work can proceed.

Judge Williams says MacNaugh­
ton is “ making progr.ss” with 
his complicated pricing system, 
but added that it will take all 
summer probably for the apprais­
er to wind up so the next phase 
of the work can be started.

After MacNaughton has wound 
up his work, a negotiator will be 
named to contact the land-owners 
and make offers. Judge Williams 
said the commissioners have not 
decided how to handle this phase 
of the program since they must 
wait until complicated appraisal 
routine is finished before a nego­
tiator can be named. It is not 
expected that the contact man 
will be named wunil late in the 
summer.

If the land owner accepts the 
figure set by the appraiser, the 
task of actually drawing up the 
deeds transferring the tract to

■....... .. -  i
the county is simple. If, however, 
the owner holds out for more mo­
ney than the appraiser set as the 
value for the particular tract, the 
process is slowed considerably. In 
that event, the county can pay 
half the appraiser’s cost and the 
state half, but the county must 
pay the extra amount which the 
land-owner demands. Or the mat­
ter may be taken to court and if 
the land-owner wins, then the 
state and county will share alike 
in the land-purchase.

Thus it will be late this year 
probably before the tracts have 
been bought, and construction 
contracts cannot be let until some­
time in 1964 which probably 
means that actual construction on 
the widening process can’t start 
before the middle or late 1964 on 
widening the road which has seen 
33 deaths in the last seven years.

Am ericans must face is that the United 
States is suffering a black eye in the pub­
lic relations field over all the world as a 
result of events there.

It may well be true that along with 
Negroes who seek greater freedoms and 
privileges in these riots and demonstra­
tions are Communist organizers and mi­
nority group organizers who are more in­
terested in publicity, dues and member­
ship than is quite results.

been occurring in Alabama.
Any southerner who could see and read 

and hear the nows troatment givon those 
events all over tho world would appreciate 
the extent of the tragedy which has been 
in progress. Pictures showing police dogs 
in use gain the automatic sympathy of 
practically all outsiders.

Tho truth is, of course, that authorities 
were justified in using the dogs and that 
they did not abuse demonstrators to any 
degree. But the world public relations bat­
tle has been lost by Alabama & the South

and the sooner the incidents can be er 
the better it will be for the South.

The use of federal troops, which 
called in, is always unfortunate. N o  doubt 
agitating groups feel they have succeeded 
whenever they can get the federal govern­
ment to send the troops and take over 
local control —  and if federal troops are 
used often, this will prove a big incentive 
for more and more dem onstrations and 
more & more demands for federal troops.

Therefore, mass demonstrations, which 
set off counter pressures and sentiments, 
and emotions, must not be allowed lo  be­
come the ruling force in the South or a n y ­
where else in our country, no matter how 
just one considers the cause espoused.

Such tactics will lead to serious b lo o d ­
shed if continued, to greater division be ­
tween the races and to a continuous public 
relations black eye all over the world. Ours 
is a government by law and legal change, 
and mob pressures are volatile and dan- 
gorous instruments with which to force 
changes..

The task is to prevent more events like 
those in Alabam a —  and that is an ob li­
gation which fails equally on all citizens, 
white and black.
