We're not. going to change
anything on the strength of a radio
announcement. ..

President Bush and other U.S.
officials have said since the war
began that the fighting will top on Iy
when a massive Iraqi troop withdraw-
al from Kuwait is actually in
progress.

"In order to achieve a dignified
and acceptable political settlement,

the Revolutionary Command Council
has decided to accept U.N. Security
Council resolution 660 of 1990,
including the clause related to Iraqi
withdrawal," the Iraqi communique
said.

Resolution 660 was the first. in a
series of United Nations resolutions
russell after Iraq's stunn ing invasion
of Kuwait on Aug. 2. It called for an
unconditional Iraqi withdrawal from
the oil-rich emirate and urged the two
countries to discuss their differences
Ihrough ncgouauons.

The communique came after what
Iraqi. media had earlier said was an
overnight session of the country's
ruling five-man council.

During the night, Baghdad was
struck by the latest in a series of
punishing raids. one of which
damaged the headquarters of the
country's ruling Arab Baath Socialist
Party. AP correspondent Salah
Nasrawi, in Baghdad, said the
building in the heart of the capital
was apparently vacant at the time of
the allied attack. He quoted witnesses
as saying Lhe building was heavily
damaged,

On Aug. 6, four days after Iraq's
invasion. the U.N. Security Council
ordered and air, land and sea embargo
on trade with Iraq. The next day

to the Saudi Arabian desert 10 counter
Saddams invasion and to protect
Saudi Arabia and its oil field ..

Day by day the United Slates and
the other countries involved in the
international coal ilion built an annada
around the Saudi Arabian peninsula
and deployed the most modern jet
fighters, tanks and artillery in the
world.

Iraq moved its soldiers and lank
into Kuwait. and prepared elaborate
defensive positions based on a force
of 5.500 kinks, about. 700 combat
aircraft ..md a supply of rockets,
missiles and chemical weapons.

Iraq seized Kuwait, population 1.7
million, after a dispute over oil,
money and land. Saddam complained
that Kuwaiti overproduction had
driven down world oil prices and
Iraq's oil revenues.

The Iraqi invasion was widely
condemned. The U.N. Security
Council passed a resolution Aug. 3
demand ing Iraq's unconditional
withdrawal. Three day later, the
council ordered the worldwidc
economic embargo.

The Security Council authorized
the use of necessary force to dislodge
Iraq from Kuwait after January 15.
