But Europe dismissed the automobile as
a passing fancy.and stuck to their hbrses.

Western Lurope should have led the
world in the automobile business. It had
mony esiablished industrial centers, linked
together with fine roads. Sources of raw
materials . were many. Prospective custom
ers, or "'the market’' was there. Plenty of

skilled labor was available

. By way of contrast, the United States was
a mightly poor place 1o sell automobiles.
The people were primarily farmers of simple
tastes, Skilled labor was scarce, industrial
centers few and raw malerials undevelop-
ed.;

But the dutomobile took hold here, and in
the. short span -of 50 years changed the
country from one thal was g primitive back-
woods to o complicated network of paved
roads, . connecling ever expanding popu-
lation centers, and hurtling peoplé about
the country nwch more readily than people
were able to move chout their own neigh-
borhood 'fifty years before.
