Statistics are already beginning to em-
erge with predictions as o how many
Americans will lose their lives in 1963
Christmas holiday traffic mishaps. As vsual,
we will read them, shake our heads, and go
right on about our business.

These things happen to other people,
never to us, and it is logical to believe
that all of those ‘‘other people” must a-
dopt the same attitude; most of them,
according to statistics, are people pretty
well like ourselves. As civilized people, we
have been able to fairly well eliminate
murder and manslauvghter, but the same
civilization hos saddled upon us the greatest
killer in history — the outomobile.

In all of the U. 5. Wars, for instance
(1775 to 1961) this nation has lost a
jotal of 1,130,393 people over the 186-
year span. Yet, since the coming of the
automobile (900 to 1961) 1,378,854 Amer-
icans have died in U. S. highway accidents
during @ 60-year span. In other words, it
took 125 years longer to kill 48,000 few-
er people on the battlefield,- where our
enemies, using the most modern equipment
and trained intelligence, were doing their
very best to kill us, than on the highways,
where we ore supposed to employ every
known safety device.

No one will do anything about it, of
course, but it is likely that everyone will
agree that the condition is “a crying
shame"'.

What's more, we do not think that any-
one is going to park or trade in his auto-
mobile because of the danger involved,
through the vehicle can definitely be more
dangerous than a rattlesnake. The best
we can hope is that people will do a little
talking and thinking about the odds they
face when they drive out on the highway,
especially during holiday traffic; that they
will exercise every precaution possible by
not driving while intoxicated or under men-
tal strain, be sure that their vehicle is in
sound mechanical condition — and depart
soon enough to hold down their speed on
the highways.
