I live about 50 miles
from the Black Sea, in north
central Turkey.

*] am a-farmer in Turkey,
The result of - my year's work
there is about same ag that
of an American farmer. But ten
years ago this was not true. We
have made much progress in
ten years.

““This progress came from
the use of agricultural machi-
nery. On my farm we harvest
out sugar beets and vegetables
by hand. I have seen much
machinery here that I could use.

“1 also learned :to irrigate
here by using siphon tubes. At
home we irrigate from the ri-
vers. 1 want to take some of
these tubes back home, because
they will help us.

“We grow our vegetables in
small gardens, not In big
fields like you do here. My
farm Is larger than most of
the farms in Turkey however.
There the farms are as big
as 1,000 acres, but mostly a-
bout 40 acres,

*We also grow apples. They
are famouse apples the
ones that are grown in Turkey,”
Sefl sald with a.gmile. #

Commenting on the farm situ-
ation in the countries, Sefi point-
ed out that the Turkish govern-
ment is constantly trying to in-
crease the agricultural profluc-
tion there,

“The government helps the
farmer a lot. The government
helps make the prices good on

crops, and aids in financing the |

farmer.

“I think the American farm-
er hag it easier because of the
machinery,” he stated.

“In Turkey I work closely
with the young people. I am a
4K leader and my wile is a
4K and home economics teach-
er.

We have never heard of a criminal in-
dictment filed ogainst a community, but
this does not mean that such cases may not
occasionally be justified. Our -own com-
munity, in foct, may well face such an in-
dictment, which would be entitled: “‘Dr.
Llena Edwards vs. the People of Hereford
ond Deaf Smith County™.

To make a long story shorter, Dr. Ed-
wards came to this community, several
months ogo with the idea of devoting her
remaining years to the Christian cause of
helping her fellow man. She has conscienti-
ously pursued this goal so closely that she
finds herself today near a point of mental,
physical and financial exhaustion. Dr. Ed-
waords, following substantial contributions,
has even cashed annuities, earmarked to
core for her in old age. She has written
ocquaintances 'back Eost'' to collect some
$3.500 mostly in small denominations to
build @ small maternity clinic at the Here-
ford Labor Camp. Yet, today finds herself
some $6,500 short of enough money to
finish the clinic, where she proposes fo
handle charity coses.

This community has repoid Dr. Edwaords
in houghty indifference, nonchalant disdain
ond, we ore afraid, somefimes with self-
centered bigotry. Not one person or organ-
ization can fully escape ot least some re-
sponsibility of the indictment.

Mer work, to this point, has been on
assét 1o the medical profession, it has saved
the county ond city untold dollars in re-
lief money; most important of all, it has
brdught hope ond assistance to o “forgot-
ten people’’ ot times of drastic need.

In @ nutshell, Dr. Edwards has voluntarily
assumed o burden which our churches, our
clubs. ond we, as individuals, have found it
more pleasant and easier to ignore.

Frankly, we feel that most people are not
fully aware of the situation which surrounds
Dr. Edwards. We connot believe that a
community which erects community cenlers
and builds old people’'s homes and hospi-
tals, to say nothing of lavish churches and

residences, is one which says “No" to such
o cause as that which the good doctor
represents. We cannot believe that the
people who keep talking about the way
“Doctors used to function' would criticise
the modern profession — and, in the same
breath — tell Dr, Edwords that the com-
munity has no appreciation for her efferts
which are unquestionably beyond the call
of duty.

Dr. Edwards is perhaps weak when it
comes to public relations, and no one
could ever accuse her of being a sound
financier, but she has o heort atr~big as
West Texas and a skill whith she volunteers
to use in our behalf. Definitely she needs

‘a sponsor 1o organize o campaign, direct

completion of her clinic and perhaps estab-
lish a foundation 1o oversee its future wel-
fare.

Truly, she is one of our community's
greatest assets. Where else would we find
o qualified doctor who is willing to work
16 to 24 hours a day without pay? Where
else would we find o person who is willing
to face squalor of poverty and the stigma
of filth? To our knowledge, she hos never
complained or criticised; she has faced hard-
ships with sacrifice and with very little
appreciation or kindness.

We do not think that such devotion will
go unrewarded. We believe that she will

find o sponsor, one who will volunteer just |

as Dr. Edwards volunteered. We believe
that @ drive will be conducted, and it s
possible that every church in Hereford

might sponsor @ "Dr. Edwards Day". And -

when this time comes, we feel sure that
Mereford and Deaf Smith County will re-
spond, and generously. Certainly, we would
be foolish and heortless to foil to cop-
ilalize on this greot asset which has come
our way. l

Then, and only then, will we have cleared
ourselves of the indictment which we now
foce. Better still, then we will be able to

go to bed ot night without hanging owr |

heads in shame.
