Because Texas public schools now re-
ceive their “'state aid' on a basis of aver-
age daily attendence, it would probably
cost the distrcit much more to operate dur-
ing the fair than to close for the day—and
this would ultimately come from the pockets
of the tax payers. In addition, if half of

Protects Lives

Announcement by the Texas Safety Pa-
trol that highway officers will crack-down
on passing violations in regord to school
buses comes as an answer to the long-
time complaint of many bus operators in
the Hereford Rural district.

Without doubt, most of these violations
are due to carelessness. State laws require
that motorists come to a halt when passing
a school bus which is discharging children,
regardless of which direction the bus may
be headed.

Because highway patralmen cannot be at
all stops, it is also possible that the license
numbers of offenders may be noted and
sent to the Department of Public Safety
as a means to providing continved safety
for students, Like school crossing zones,
rigid enforcement of this regulation may
well save ontold agony and heatt-ache
for all concerned. )

Certainly, these laws ‘were passed in be-
holf of the welfare of our children, and
we should exert every possible opportunity
lo help see that they are enforced as com-
pletely as possible.

In addition, all indications point to the
foct that some 50 percent or more people
do want to attend the fair.

We will guess, however, that
should the Tri-State Fair ever close down
the hue and cry would be much louder —
all over the Panhandle.
