With the approval \f the $100,000 application by the Federal
Government, Knox County s dream of a new structure to house the
county offices is on its way to becoming a reality. \

That the county needs a new court house is a well known fact.
The present structure is old, obselete, and has been repeatedly con-
demned as unsafe. The cost of heating it in winter is high. The cost
of upkeep is high. It has served its time of usefullness and has out-
lived its bonds.

By taking advantage of the government loan of $100,000 of
which approximately thirty percent is a direct grant, the county can
build a new structure which will adequately house its county offices.

By taking advantage of this loan the county can take care of a
large number of the unemployed which, if teh drougth prevails, there
are going to be a goodly number in dire need of help this winter.

If it were a question of arising the taxes to build this struc-
ture, many of the thinking citizens of the county would have room for
hesitancy before adding their stamp of approval to the project.

But THE NEW COURT HOUSE CAN BE BUILT AND PAID
FOR AND AT THE SAME TIME THE.TAX RATE CN BE CUT TEN
CENTS ON THE ONE HUNDRED DOLLAR VALUATION.

For many years the tax payers of the county have been assess-
ed twenty-five cents on the hundred dollar valuation to pay for the
courthouse and jail fund.

The present taxahle valuation of the county is about $7,000,-
000 which with a 25¢ levy on the $100 valuation would bring into the
county $17,500 a year.

Now to erect a sturcture that costs about $70,000 and which is
to be paid out in ten years, it would cost considerably less than $17,-
500 a year.

A close estimate would be 15¢ on the$100 valuation. This
would build the new structure and would be a dime less than we have
been paying intot this fund for years.

Is it not the part of wisdom to build the new courthouse.

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FARM PURCHASING POWER
INCREASE 25 PERCENT

College Station, July 12.—Farm
purchasing power on the average
throughout the United States has
been 25 percent higher during the
first nine months in which benefit
payments have been distributed thru
the provisions of the Agricultural Ad-
justment Act than in the correspond-
ing period of the previous year.

This is the conclusion reached by
L. H. Bean, economic advisor to the
Agricultural Adjustment Adminis-
tration, following a study of  the
prices farmers receive for their pro-
ducts, compared with the cost of
commodities tehy buy. Cash income
including benefit payments, during
this nine month period increased 38
percent but this increase was partti-
ally offset by an increase in the cost
of commodities farmers buy.

Benefit payments on production
adjustment contracts contributed
nearly one-fifth of the net increase
of 25 percent in purchasing power.
Fo rthe first four months of 1934,
the net increase in farm purchasing
power was 28 percent over the first
four months of 1933.

Mr. Bean’s study also shows that
the purchasing power of the farmer
increased somewhat more than the
purchasing power of the country as
a whole during the first four months
of 1934. During this period, the total
national money income, including
the distribution of emergency funds,
was about 20 percent higher than in
the corresponding period of 1933,
but the cost of living for the country
as a whole increased eight percent,
leaving a net increase of 12 percent
in the national purchasing p ower.
The net increase in farm purchasing
power was 28 percent for the same
period.

the subject of spectacular exposures.
but I can say without reservation that

they were in no way typical of the acts |

and attitudes of the vast majority of
their fellow bankers. The public mind
was shocked into the belief that these
untypical instances were far more rep-
resentative than they really were, and
this belief has been encouraged by po-
litical and demagogic elements.

The Bankers Today

The bankers who are in charge of
our banks today represent men who
withstood the temptations and avoided
the economic pitfalls of the great
boom. If they had not they would not
be there, or their banks would not
have been able to survive the rack and
ruin of the economic hurricaune, by
which even many banks and bankers,
Whose conduct was above reproach,
thave been destroyed. The other types
of bankers, those that fell below the
high standards of professional ethics
and business prudence that character-
ized those that remain, have passed
out of the picture. But they have left
for those that remain a difficult herit-
age of suspicion and ill will.

How irrational this is, when we re-
flect that not more than three or four
per cent of our entire population suf
fered personal loss because of what
any banker did or neglected to do,
whereas literally millions of bank de
positors did not lose a single cent as
a result of banking difficulties and
really owe a vote of confidence and
thanks to their own bankers who were
true to the highest conceptions of their
stewardship and brought their institu-
tions and their customers safely
through the greatest business disaster
the world has ever seen. [t has been
a peculiar feature of the psychological
distortion of the times that many who

owe nothing but gratitude to their

sankers joined in Blaming the banker
far out of proportion with any rational
consideration of the facts.

Great interest in the Jones-Con-
!nally Cattle Relief act was manifest-
ed by those who attended meetings
'at which the Senator spoke in West
Texas. The act, sponsored in the Sen-
tate by Senator Connally, and in the
House by Congressman Marvin Jones
of Amarillo, carried an appropriation
| of $50,000,000 for use in buying in
'the cattle in the drought areas. Cat-
tle purchases are now being made,
under its terms, in a great many
counties in Texas and it has proved
of great benefit to the livestock men.

In his speeches, Senator Connally
reviewed hi srecord in the Senate
and stressed particularly the legis-
lation he had supported in the last
Congress which benefited farm and
home owners. ¢
i The Agricultural Administration
‘program, which included the ‘“plow-
up” plan, was the salvation of the
Texas farmers last year,” Senator
| Connally said.
|  The Senator recounted the work
“done by the Home Owners Loan Cor-
poration in saving Texas homes, ‘I
voted for this legislation when it first
came up in Congress,” he said. “I
was an early advocate of the plan for
Government guaranty of the prin-
cipal as well as the interest on the
Home Owners Loan Corporation
bonds. The past winter, Congress
amended the law to include this pro-
vision and the change has resulted
in many more borrowers being able
to take advantage of the relief which
Congress extended.

“In all of my speeches, I have ask-
ed if there is any farmer, laboring
man or business man who wants to

return to the dark days which pre-
ceded March 1933,” the Senattor
asserted. “I have found not a single
Texan who would willingly exchange
the situation our state and nation
are in today for that of those days.

“The Roosevelt recovery program
is slowly but surely lifting this nation
out of the economic mire. I am proud

sat
to have had a part in the enactmn;m'o
of the legislation which made 1
possible.

“My candidacy for a second term
is based entirely upon my record. I
hope that the Democrats of Texas
will thoroughly familiarize themselv-
es with it before going to the polls
on July 28th.”

While it
is perfectly natural to want tot crowd
as much pleasant activity as is pos-
sible into two weeks’ change, it most
decidedly does not pay to do this at
the expense of one’s health and vital-
ity, yet this is precisely what many
foolish persons do. It is therefore
slight wonder that many men and
women who have left for a vacation
with that ‘“tired feeling’ came back
home even more that way.

“While these facts are not furnish-
ed to take the joy oﬁt of the annual
sojurn, it might be well for adults
to figure a little physical benefit on
the proposition rather than to spec-
ialize on fun and devitalizing allure-
ments. The body, as well as the mind,
needs consideration. The wise vaca-
tionist will see that it gets it.”
