The 
new program calls not for a plcw-up 
but for an outright rental of cotton 
land, the rented acres to be held out 
of cultivation. This seems better than 
to. plant first and destroy afterward, 
bu to a mere onlooker fiom the road­
side it would appear to offer a good 
deal of opportunity for shenanigan. 
The thing will have to . be closely su­
pervised, and the whole deal made 

the
"as on the Government’s. The object
of the latter is to reduce the cotton 
crap of 1934. Every cotton farmer 
should sympathize with that object 
and co-operate fairly. He should im­
press his less circumspect neighbor 
with the s-eriousness of the intention 
and admonih him to fall in line, 
without any sharp practice. If the 
1934 crop should turn out to be as 
big as usual the whole idea of sub­
sidized reduction will blow up and 
these farmers who abide by the rules 
suffer along with those who don’t. 
Besides, there probably will be re­
strictions with teeth in them, restric­
tions unprofitable to ake liberties 
with.— State Press in Dallas News.

The Civil Works 
Administration has placed at the dis­
posal of Knox County Sanitary Sup­
ervisor the necessary labor for ckrry- 
ing on this program and to avail 
yourself cf this opportunity to sani­
tate your premises, it is only neces­
sary for ou to furnish the material. 
This means that an approved type of 
excreta disposal are made available 
for cost ridiculously low, and an op­
portunity afforded which should not 
be overlooked by a single person in 
Knox cc-unty. Mr. Yv̂ est is headquart­
ered in the County Administrator’s 
office in Benjamin and should you 
desire to discuss any of your prob­
lems with him regarding the sanita­
tion of your surroundings, he will be

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ECONOMIC HIGHLIGHTS
Happenings that Affect the Dinner Pails, Dividend Checks and Tax 

Bills of Every Individual. National and International Problems 
Inseparable from Local Welfare.

Short, sweet, snappy—that’s the general forecast for the pre­

sent session of Congress. Unless there’s a terrific reveral in the at­
titude of the members, the executive legislative honeymoon will go 
on much as it did last session. The least optimistic estimates place 
Mr. Roosevelt’s margin of control as being a ittle better than two 
thirds in each house. It will probably be larger han this, inasmuch 
as a member of Democratic senators and representatives who have 
been criticising Administration measures rather bitingly, are sure to 
fall in love when roll call time arrives. When it comes to enforcing 
party regularity, the Democratic leaders always have been except­
ionally good.

The Republican attitude is interesting. Neither house is over, 
populated with Republicans, and the leaders aren’t going to take 
chances of futher reductions in strength when the elections roll a- 
round once mere. Strategy will be to remain fairly quiet, to co­
operate with the President, to keep an eye out for changes in the 
flow of public opinion. A strange theory is the main cause of this. 
The press correspondents, of both administration and opposition news 
papers, practially unanimously report that in their journeys about 
the country, they find disappointment in the workings of the recov­
ery program, among the bulk of the voters— and find also that Mr. 
Roosevelt’s personal popularity is unimpaired, is perhaps greater than 
ever. ;

Mr. Roosevelt’s speech to the Congress was about what it was 
expected to be. He expressed the belief that his measures were 
getting somewhere, said recovery was actually on its way, forecast 
that in the main, the present program wauld be continued unchang­
ed. The speech was forensically persuasive, neatly phrased as al­
ways, met an execllent response.

— oOo—
When it comes to .one matter, however, Congress will not find the 
sailing as clear as it would like. That matter can be expressed in 
one word: Budget. Both houses will encounter pressure on one 
side for tax reduction, .on the other for Administration demands for 
gigantic appropriations with which to carry on.

Highest national debt in history was touched in war time—  
$26,000,000.000. Highest peace— time debt now: $23,000,000,00. 
Best guess is that when this extraordinary fiscal year ends in June, 
the debt will have caught up to the war level, and will be leading it 
by the handsome margin of three billions.

However, that isn’t all. The Administration plans to raise 
$10,000,000,000 within the next six months by bond sales or infla­
tion. On January 5, President Roosevelt started still another move 
which may increase the cost .of the recovery program by as much as 
$4,000,000.000, which would bring the national debt to $36,000,000- 
000 in 1935, instead of the $32,000,000,000 forecast in the budget 
message. The potential increase comes from two proposals— a gov­
ernment guarantee of payment of the principal of the $2,000.000- 
000 of Federal Farm Land Bank bonds authorized in the spring for 
mortgage refinancing; a similiar guarantee of the $2,000,000,000 of 
Home Owner’s Loan- Corporation bonds, whose interest is now fed­
erally guaranteed.

Mr. Roosevelt is certain that the $10,000,000,000 he requires 
to carry him through the current fiscal year can be easily raised by 
the sale of bonds in the ordinary manner. First offering of about 
one billion dollars’ worth will be made soon. The President seems 
to be turning a deaf ear to appeals from business for tax and debt 
reduction; is proceeding on the supposition that if income can be suf­
ficient! increased and industrial stability obtained, even extremely 
high taxes will not be overly burdensome. It begins to look as if 
there s great tax fight in prospect.

A short time ago a Federal business corporation receive 
checks for about $100,000,000. It was the Federal Deposit Insm 
ance Corporation— the checks were premium charges to guarante< 
for six months, deposits of $2,500 and less in the banks which a, 
cepted its offer. All of the 6,000 members of the Federal Reserv
r eroennnt0matiCally taken in— of the 9>000 non-member banks, doe 
to 8 000 applied for the guarantee. The Corporation’s potentn 
lability is $40,000,000,000— its assets less than $500,000,00. Yt

No Massachusetts savings bank applied for the guarantee 

Connecticut savings banks were forbidden participation by the Stat 
Attorney; the Governor and Bank Superintendent of New Hampshir 
which has had but .one bank failure in thirty years, advised agains 
joining on the grounds of expense. Elsewhere banks seemed eao-e 
for the most part to take advantage of the opportunity.— Industry 
news Review.

GOVERNMENT COTTON PLAN 
FOR 34-35 TO ELIMINATE 

11 MILLION CARRY OVER

College Station, Jan. 18— “ The 
big idea behind the 1934-35 Govern­
ment cotton plan is to wipe out the 
11,600,000 bale carry over without 
curtailing the cotton farmer’s purch­
asing power and without shifting 
production ffrom to other farm com- 

[ modifies in ah equally ad plight,” 
f explains G. E. Adams, special agent 
in cotton, Texas A and M College 
extention Service.

“ The carry over is to be ut down 
to 3 or 4 million bale normal by re­
ducing American acreage 40 percent 
and the cotton farmer is to be pro­
tected from decreasing income while 
he does this by paying him the money 
collected from a 4 cent per pound 
processing tax on the domestically 
used cotton in the Unitel States. The 
Government expects to collect about 
$130,000,000 in cotton processing 
taxes, of which about 95 millions 
may be paid to cooperating farmers 
in the form of land rentals and the 
remainder in the form of ‘parity’

They must also agree not to 
increase their total cultivated acres 
above 1932 or 1933, and further, 

mnst ap-ree not, to increase their 
acreage of corn, wheat, rice or tob 
acco, nor their number of dairy cat 
tie and hogs.

“ Through the new cotton con­
tract the Government undertakes i;o 
continue the restoration of the for­
tunes of cotton farmers, but in re­
turn asks that the farmer cooperate 
in the New Deal by refraining from 
unfair ompetition with already har­
assed corn and wheat and hog and 
rice and dairy farmers,”  he adds.

Austin, Jan. 18.— Measles is again 
prevalent in Texas, according to Dr. 
John W. Brown, State Health Of­
ficer. After the epidemic of this dis­
ease last year, it was thought there 
would not be so many cases thisyear 
but the numbers of reports received 
leads Dr. Brown to warn against the 
needless exposure of children to 
measles.

Especial care is required during 
the convalescent period. Complica­
tions at this stage, with end results 
of kidney trouble or impairment of 
sight or hearing, can easily take com­
mand. Obviously, everything should 
be done to' avoid such a possibility.

Contrary to the foolish notion of 
many parents, it should be quite un­
necessary for children to contract 
this disease. Youngsters, especially in 
tender year, can easily be kept from 
measles contracts, that is, if parents 
of measles victims fully realize their 
obligation not only to their own 
child, but to other children also.

It is a regrettable fact that so, 
many adults view the isolation of the 
so-called minor ailmens with indif­
ference. Nothing is further from the 
facts. The isolation not only keeps 
people in, but other out.

BISHOP McMURRY, METHODIST 
LEADER DIES AT ST. LOUIS

Attack of Influenza Superinduces 
Heart Failure for Prelate

St. Louis, Jan. 17— Bishop William 
Fletcher McMurry, 69, of the Metho­
dist Episcopal Chucrh, South, died 
in Barnes Hospital here Wednesday 
of heart disease resulting from an 
attack of influenza.

Bishop McMury lived at Fayette, 
Mo., seat of Central College, which 
he served as president until two years 
ago. He was president of the churchs 
board of finance with headquarters 
here.

Dr. McMurry was recognized as one 
of the foremost preachers and organ­
izers of Methodism. He had served as 
secretary of the church board of >ex- 
tention and helped organize the board 
of finance of which he was the only 
president. He built many churches 
and dedicated more than 500 build­
ings.

The funeral will be held at 9:80 a. 
m. Friday in Centenary Church here, 
of which Bishop McMurry was for­
mer pastor. It is expected Bishop A. 
Frank Smith, who presides over the 
Missouri conference of the church, 
will conduct the service, with Bishop 
Sam R. Hay, San Antonio, and Bish­
op U. V. W. Darlington, Huntington, 
W. Va., assistihg. Burial will be at 
Shelbina, Mo.

Disputes between landlords and 
tenant farmers threaten to delay 
serioulsy the sign up campaign to re­
duce the Texas cotton acreage in ac­
cordance with the Federal program. 
It would be a pity if owners and share 
cropers fail to get together to do the 
very thing which is to help both. The 
sign up is the very thing which is to 
help both. The sign up is to be fin­
ished by the close of January. Quar­
rels over the division of the Federal 
rental money will defeat the whole 
purpose of the Government’s cotton 
rehabilitation program and plunge 
Texas and Southern farmer back in 
to the abyss of 5c cotton.

Just as the cotton sign up cam­
paign was to enter what appeared 
to be its final stage of compliance, 
misunderstandings developed between 
tenants and landlords in the mateer 
of construction placed upon the term, 
“ producers.” The words “ managing 
share tenant” also are causing dis­
putes as to what class of Texas cot­
ton farmers belong therein. Recently 
C. A. Cobb, chief of the cotton reduc­
tion campaign, issued the statement 
that “ we are not going to interpret 
the meaning of this language. We 
shall in no way attempt to define or 
influence relations between landlords 
and tenants as determined by leases 
etered into between them.” In other 
words, it is for landlords and tenants 
to settle between them, bury their

difference for the sake of the success 
of the whole program, and not jeop­
ardize the interests of 6,000,000 cot­
ton farmers because of selfish mot­
ives.— Dallas Semi-Weekly News.
