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MOVE THE BRIDGE

The proposal to move the bridge on the 
Brazos between Vera and Munday to Rhineland 
and pave the cutoff fro mthe Rhineland lane on 
Highway 24 to intersect Highway 30 at Mun­
day is a movement which should receive the ap­
proval and cooperation of all Knox County. Add­
ed to the program of highway and construction 
in Knox County, on completion all the major 
trade centers in the county would be connect­
ed by all weather roads. On Highway 16, Knox 
City, Benjamin, and Truscott will soon be out 
o fthe mud. On Highway 24 Vera and Ben­
jamin are already linked by a hardsurfaced 
road. By adding the cut off from 24 to 30, all 
the towns above mentioned would be connect­
ed so that travel in any kind of weather would 
be possible. Rhineland has needed a bridge and 
has worked for one for many years. To cross 
the Brazos it is now necessary to either ford the 
river or to either go up or down for several 
miles to get to a bridge. The cost of moving 
the bridge below Rhineland to Rhineland has 
been estimated at $10,000. Federal funds have 
been made available for the construction of lat­
eral roads and the construction of the proposed 
cut off is the best bet that Knox County has 
to participatet. Let’s get behind it and make it 
a reality.

“ I am so proud of my new cel­
lar,” exclamed Mrs. J. C. Patter­
son, 4-H pantry demonstrator for 
the Benjamin Home Demonstra­
tion Club. “ When it rains, I do 
not have to lay awake thinking of 
how the water is running in the 
cellar and imaging I ill find every 
thing under water next morning. 
It is impossible for such a thing 
to happen to this cemented cellar. 
The cellar is 6-9 with 6 eighteen 
inch shelves on two sides of it, 
making adequate storage space 
for my pntry.”

“ Last year I had about 500 con­
tainers in my pantry for my family 
of 3 (at home), to say nothing of 
the stored products such as onions 
dried beans, and peas. After us­
ing from my pantry for almost 
one year. I have 125 containers 
left. To date, I have 300 contain­
ers in my pantry and plan to have 
quite a bit more.

MJrs. Patterson plans to have a 
well filled and well organized 
pantry so that it will save money 
by conserving foods for non-pro­
ductive months, save time by pro­
viding a variety of nourishing 
foods which may be well prepared 
quickly and preserve and improve 
health by provinding the foods 
necessary to nourish the body.

money he said that *he did not know what Harry 
L. Hopkins, federal relief administrator, would 
do. He asserted that the Federal Government 
had investigated the former administration to 
such extent that it would not sanction a return 
to that system, adding that while the costs of 
administration were lower, that litlte investiga­
tion had been made to dettermine whether or 
not relief was granted to only those persons 
who were entitled to relief. Williams said that 
the federal government would pay the cost of 
administering the relief money leaving the state 
funds free to go 100 percent to those in need.

The statement that the federal government 
is willing to pay the cost of administering the 
relief money' is one that will be welcomed by 
Knox County and others of like size. Under the 
present system a part of the cost of disbursing 
the relief money is borne by the county. The 
secretary is paid $12 a week out of the county 
funds.

Inasmuch as the purpos eof voting state 
bonds was to relieve the counties and cities of 
the strain of charity, the use of . county funds 
for this purpose is inconsistant with the wishes 
of those who voted for the state bond issue.

Because the people of the county are pay­
ing duplicate taxes, taxes to the federal govern­
ment for the federal unemployment money, and 
state taxes to retire the bond issue for the same 
purpose, it is not their desire to be further tax­
ed by the county for this work.

Under the old system of disbursing federal- 
funds, the cost of secretary hir-e was only about 
$4.50 a week and paid out of federal funds as 
it should be. With county finances in the shape 
they now are, and with the vast amount of fed­
eral and state funds to be used for the express 
purpose of aiding the unemployed, it is redicu- 
lous that the county should be called on to bear 
this expense.
