TolS _F_ armers

PACTS TO COVER PERIOD
OF FOUR YEARS,
READY SOON

Présent crop control contracts
of the Agricultural Adjustment Ad-
ministration will expire with the
1945 crop year. It hgs—been an-
nounced definitely there will be
new contracts.

New wheat contracts have not
been fully prepared but will be
within  the next few weeks. Fiarm-
ers will sign up for four years on
Lthe new agreements, from - 1830
| through 1939.

Wheat reduction for next year
has already been set at 15 per
cents, This year it was 10 per
cent. “It- was 15 per cent for
the first year of the contracts.

Stricter regulations as to com-
pliance will be enforced, officials
say. “Overplanting will not be tol-
erated, such action by farmers
heing comstrued as violation of
the contract. New contract signers
may execute contracts, using a
two-year base period to determine
acreage, but their allotment pay-
ments will be based on a three-
year average. The allotment will
still be bhased upon domestic con-
|uum fon, ™ per cent of the basic

Adopt St;'ict New
Waterfowl Rules

New and stringent regulations
covering the hunting of ducks were
approved last week by the Presi:
dent upon the recommendations
of J. N. (Ding) Darling. chief of
the Biological Burvey. The new
rules, Darling says, are designed
to save hailf -of “this year's in-
crease of ducks. )

No live decoys may be used-this
year and hunting over balted water
or land will be ‘prohibited. Shoot-
ing will be permitted only between
the hours of 7 in the morning and
4 in the afternoon.

Possession of more than one
day's bag limit, which was reduc-
ed from 12 to 10, will be illegal.
Automatic and repeating shotguns
will be limited to three-shell capa-
city. The season here will open
November 20 and last until De-

gones, all of Texas being open at
the same time and subject to the
same regulations,
