Candidates Talk Shakespeare,
Hollywood in Hot Campaigning

Ronald Reagan evoked
Shakespeare to criticize Jim-
my Carter and the president
suggested sending the former
actor back to Hollywood as
the two candidates cam-
paigned furiously toward the
denouement of the 1980 elec-
tion.

But whatever drama there
was in the campaign Thurs-
day came more from possible
embarrassments to the can-
didates than from their on-
the-road rhetoric.

For Reagan, there was the
withdrawal from the cam-
paign of his chief foreign
policy adviser amid a con-
troversy, and for Carter, the
disclosure of a Justice
Department report criticiz-
ing him in the handling of the
Billy Carter-Libya affair. ”

The campaign rhetoric had
Reagan continuing to ham-

mer away at Carter's
economic policies — ‘‘a
tragic comedy of errors,’’ he
dubbed them — while the
president again harped on the
Republican's statements
about calling out the troops.

“Let's make sure that we
don't have to find out when
he’ll call for use of American
military forces next year by
sending him back to
Hollywood, California, where
American military forces
won't listen to his voice,”
Carter said at a rally in New
York's garment district.

Independent candidate
John Anderson was making a
last desperate bid to get
Carter to debate him, mean-
while, calling on the presi-
dent to make good on the
statement that he would con-
sider other debate challenges
after his face-to-face meeting
with Reagan.

Anderson’s lawyer, Mit-
chell Rogovin, sent a
telegram to Carter campaign
manager Robert Strauss
reminding the president of
his pledge. While there was
no immediate answer, it was
highly unlikely Carter would
debate Anderson in the last
crush of the campaign.

Today, both major party
candidates were again racing
from political rally to
political rally, Carter trying
to keep an uneasy hold on his
native South, and Reagan try-
ing to tie up large and as yet
undecided industrial states in
the Northeast and Midwest.
Anderson was campaigning
in New England and New
York.

The Reagan campaign an-
nounced Thursday that
foreign policy adviser
Richard V. Allen was

Sr. Citizens in Close

Brush With Cold

The Hereford Senior
Citizens were almost left
literally in the cold following
an announcement by the
Community Action Agency
that it will move its office
from the old Central School
building that the two
organizations have been

sharing as headquarters.
But some quick negotia-
tions with the Hereford In-
dependent School District

have apparently eased the -

problem of heating the Senior
Citizens facilities, at least for
the moment.

The Senior Citizens Center
was put in somewhat of a bind
by the announcement from
the Community Action Agen-
cy, due largely to the fact that

CAA had been paying the
utility bills incurred at the old
school building.

According to Marjorie
Daniels, director of the
Senior Citizen Center, the
building, located at 406 W.
4th, is heated by an old boiler
and special care is needed to
operate it.

“While Community Action
was here, a Green Thumb
worker was employed to ser-
vice the boiler. A lot of ex-
pense and work is needed to
keep the boiler running, and
Community Action always
took care of itf“ Mrs. Daniels
said. v

The school building is still
owned by the Hereford In-
dependent School District.

Mrs. Daniels and Dr. Har-
rell Holder, HISD superinten-

dent, met this week to see if
some arrangement could be
made for continuing to heat
the Senior Citizens Center.

Dr. Holder reported that
following a meeting with Mrs.
Daniels an agreement was
reached under which the
HISD will continue to operate
the boiler this winter, while
the Senior Citizens Center
Works out more permanent
arrangements on heating and
utilities.

“The school district will
probably operate the boiler
this winter, but we can't be
spending $3,000 to $4,000 all
the time to keep the boiler
operating. The school district
will handle the boiler this
winter and then leave it up to
the Senior Citizens to find

Hostage Release
Hinted Anew

Iran has drafted a *‘just
method” for releasing the 52
American hostages, Tehran
radio said today, and Swedish
airline officials reported a re-
quest for a standby airliner,
possibly to fly the hostages
out of Iran.

The radio statement said
Iran’s hostage plan, which it
did not detail, should not be
viewed as a sign of weakness
because it will ‘‘expose the
long criminal history of the
USA"

Tehran radio announced to-
day that President
Abolhassan Bani-Sadr would
hold a news conference Satur-
day, but shortly afterward a
spokesman said the con-
ference was cancelled
because the president had to
‘“get out of town on urgent
business.” There was a brief
flurry of speculation the con-
ferencce had been called to
deal with new developments
in the hostage crisis.

In Stockholm, airline of-
ficials said a 199-seat DC-8
airliner is on standby
possibly to fly the hostages
out of Tehran on two-hour
notice. The officials of
Scanair, a subsidiary of SAS,
Scandinavian Airline System,
told reporters an unidentified
company in London, acting
on behalf of an undisclosed
client, made the request.

Swedish Foreign Ministry
spokesman Erik Pierre said
the Foreign Ministry had
been notified by Scanair of
the request for a plane.

Foreign Minister Ola
Ullsten, in a separate phone
call to The Asspciated Press,
said “the Foreign Ministry is
not involved in this case.”

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Two Men Dead;
Policeman Wounded

LAREDO, Texas (AP) — In-
vestigators were attempting to deter-
mine what ignited a gun battle that
killed two men and left a policeman
wounded after an undercover in-
vestigation of a gang suspected of
mugging illegal aliens in this border
city.

Police said the shootout occurred
about 9 p.m. Thursday when under-
cover police and Webb County
sheriff's deputies encountered the
men near a railroad line in a largely
Hispanic section of the city.

Authorities suspected the gang of
robbing Mexicans crossing the Rio
Grande into the United States.

The identities of the dead men were
being withheld pending notification of
relatives. Police officer Tony Reyes
was in good condition in Mercy
Hospital with a bullet wound in the
leg, authorities said.

Police Chief Victor Garcia said it
had not been determined which group
opened fire. Two witnesses told of-
ficers they heard about 25 shots.

The task force had dressed as Mex-
icans crossing the border to try to lure
the gang of muggers. police said.

Lifts 1,800 Pounds

SOUTHGATE, Mich. (AP) — Ar-
nold Lemerand says he avoided pick-
ing up heavy things after a heart at-
tack six years ago. But he didn't stop
to think before picking up an
1,800-pound cast iron pipe to save
5-year-old Philip Toth, officials say.

According to Philip’'s mother,
Patricia Toth, and Southgate Police,
the child was playing on one of
several 18-foot lengths of pipe near

their kindergarden when one of the
pipes rolled slightly.

Philip fell under it.

“I was out of my car when I
heard these teenage girls
screaming,” Lemerand, 56, said
Thursday of the incident the day
before. ‘“The pipe was on his head. He
couldn’t make any noise.

“I just walked over, picked it up,
and the girls dragged him out of
there. When I picked it up I thought it

When Lemerand went back later,
he could not budge the pipe. Neither
could his grown sons, 33-year-old
police officer John Piquard or
newspaper reporters and

“God just had to have given him a
surge of strength, that's why my son
is still here,” said Mrs. Toth.

Philip was undergoing tests at a
Lincoln Park hospital, she said, but
could be released today.

White: Candidates’

Names Public Record

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The names
of unsuccessful candidates for school
superintendent or police chief are too
important to the public to keep them
secret, Attorney General Mark White
has held, reversing his earlier opi-
nion.

White responded to inquiries from
William Bingham, lawyer for the
Austin Independent School District,
and Robert Nordhaus, city attorney of
Plano.

His opinion reversed a previous
holding that names of unsuccessful
applicants could be withheld from the
public if they could show disclosure
would jeopardize their present jobs.

White said he based the original opi-
nion on a 1978 Florida court decision,
which was reversed this year by that
state’s Supreme Court.

White said the request to the Austin
Independent School District seeks the
names and addresses of all original
applicants for the superintendent’s
job, as well as the names of the seven
finalists selected by a screening com-
mittee.

NYC Woman
Arrested in Manila

MANILA, Philippines (AP) —
President Ferdinand Marcos an-
nounced today the arrest of a Filipino
woman from New York City who he
said has “‘tearfully confessed" to
planting the bomb that injured 18 peo-
ple at an American tourist agents’
convention earlier this month.

Marcos identified the woman as
Doris N. Baffrey, who he said is a
Filipina married to an American. She
had been working as a contract
employee at the Philippine Tourism
Office in New York, he said.

Fifteen other people linked to
previous terrorist bombings had also
been arrested in connection with the
Oct. 19 explosion, Marcos said, but he
did not release their names.

The announcement came in a
presidential palace news release bas-
ed on an interview Marcos had with
local reporters.

The release said Mrs. Baffrey
“tearfully confessed that she thought
the device she had planted at the
(convention center) was just an over-
sized firecracker and that nobody
would get hurt.”

It said that while the woman was
alone when she planted the device,
one other accomplice was in the
vicinity.

Bandar Shahpur highway.

Iraq claims its forces
severed Abadan’s highway,
railway and pipeline links
with the rest of Iran, in-
cluding Tehran, two weeks
ago and have since been
pounding the besieged city of
350,000 with air raids and ar-
tillery fire to soften its
defenses. Abadan’'s giant
refinery complex, which pro-
vided 60 percent of Iran's
petroleum products, has been
in flames since the early in
the 40-day-old war.

Tehran Radio said revolu- '

tionary guards continued to
‘hold the vital river bridge
connecting Abadan with
Iran’s oil port city of Khor-
ramshahr, nine miles to the
north. The bridge is the key
link in Iraq’s long-awaited
drive on Abadan.

An Iraqi tank commander
told Western correspondents
in Kkhorramshahr on Thurs-
day that he was waiting for
orders to send a demolition
team to check that the Ira-
nians had not wired the bow-
shaped concrete bridge with
explosives before he storms it
with his tanks. He said he ex-
pected Iraqi forces to cross
the bridge within the next day
or two.

Williams Claims Innocence

In Abscam Charges

NEW YORK (AP) —
rison A. Williams Jr., the first
U.S. senator and the seventh
member of Congress indicted
in the Abscam political cor-
ruption inquiry, says he is in-
nocent of any wrongdoing in
the case. '

The New Jersey Democrat,
a 22-year Senate veteran who
is chairman of the Labor and
Human Resources Commit-
tee, was indicted Thursday
by a federal grand jury in
Brooklyn on bribery and con-
spiracy charges involving
alleged dealings with under-
cover FBI agents posing as
an Arab sheik and the sheik’s
business associates.

Two members of Congress
have been convicted on
Abscam charges, and one of
them has been expelled from
the House. Since the turn of
the century, three other U.S.
senators have been indicted
on federal charges. One was
convicted and imprisoned.

“I am innocent,”" the
60-year-old Williams said of
the charges. I did nothing
wrong. A suggestion was
made which was improper. It

was immediately rejected.
And that was the end of that.”

The nine-count indictment
charged Williams with
bribery, conspiracy, receipt
of an unlawful gratuity,
receiving illegal compensa-
tion and interstate travel in
aid of a racketeering enter-
prise.

Williams ‘‘did promise to
introduce in Congress a
private bill that would enable
‘Sheik Yassir Habib’ to enter
and remain in the United
States and take such other of-
ficial action as would be
necessary to achieve that
end,’ the indictment said.

Also charged were Alex-
ander Feinberg, 72, a Cherry
Hill, N.J., attorney on leave
as counsel for the Delaware
River Port Authority and a
Williams associate; George
Katz, a New Jersey and
Florida businessman and
former Democratic fund-
raiser in New Jersey; and
Angelo Errichetti, a New
Jersey state senator and
mayor of Camden convicted
of Abscam-related charges in
a‘ earlier trial.

Reza Proclaims
Himself Shah

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) -
Reza Pahlavi, 20-year-old son
of the late shah, today pro-
claimed himself ‘‘Reza Shah
I1,” the king of Iran, from his
exile in Egypt and called on
patriotic Iranians to join
forces in ending ‘‘the
nightmare'’ wrought by
Ayatollah Ruhollah Kho-
meini’s revolution in their
homeland.

Pahlavi, a six-footer, wore a

dark blue suit and tie and sat
on a chair in Kubbeh Palace
behind a marble-topped table
as he read his 11-minute ad-
dress. When he finished, he
said, “‘Long Live Iran. May
God protect its people,” lean-
ed forward and kissed a copy
of the Koran lying on the
table, then stood at attention
while the imperial Iranian
anthem boomed out in the
400-room palace from a tape
recorder turned on by a
palace worker six feet away.

At the outset of his speech,
Pahlavi also kissed the
Koran, the holy book of
Islam, said he was the
rightful successor to the
Peacock Throne and swore to
defend Iran's ‘‘independence,
national sovereignty, and the
legitimate rights of its peo-
ple” as the “lawful king of
Iran.”

Pahlavi, whose speech
coincided with his 20th birth-
day, told his countrymen,
“We must unite in love” to
rebuild Iran and ‘‘construct a
compassionate society’’ bas-
ed on ‘‘the civilized values of
justice, freedom, order and
the rule of law."”

“I can understand and
sympathize with your suffer-
ings and your inner
torment,”” Pahlavi said to the
Iranian people more than
1,000 miles away. ‘I share
your misery and frustration.
1 shed the tears which you
must hide.

“Yet there is, I am sure,
light beyond the darkness.

“Deep in your hearts you
may be dent that this
nightmare, like others in our
history, will pass.”

Turning to the Persian Gulf
war, he sald “At one of the

darkest peiiods in the history
of Iran, there has been an
assault from within upon the
foundations of our na-
tionhood.

‘*‘As a result of social anar-
chy, political isolation and
economic paralysis... we
have suffered an act of exter-
nal aggression against our
territorial integrity,"’
Pahlavi said, referring to
Iraq's 40-day-old invasion of
Iran.

He paid tribute to the Ira-
nian army officers who he
said had ‘‘shrugged off in-
justice and humniliation to rise
heroically in the defense of
their homeland’ against
Iraq.

“I am proud of their
courageous resistance.”

Polish

Leaders
To Meet

WARSAW, Poland (AP) —
After receiving an apparénts
Kremlin vote of confidence in
a lightning trip to Moscow,
Polish leaders faced a critical
meeting today with indepen-
dent trade union leaders
threatening new strikes tc
protest what they see as
government interference in

.their fledgling labor move-

ment.

Premier Jozef Pinkowski,
who accompanied Com-
munist Party chief Stanislaw
Kania on Thursday’s visit to
Moscow, is to meet with Lech
Walesa and other leaders of
Solidarity, Poland’s largest
independent trade union
movement. They are to
discuss a court-ordered
change in the union charter
declaring Communist Party
supremacy in state affairs.

Leaders of the two-month-
old union, which claims seven
million members, have
threatened a new wave of
strikes for Nov. 12 unless
their charter is approved as it
was submitted

Along with Williams, the
three other defendants were
charged with conspiracy and
interstate travel in aid of
racketeering. ‘On the other
counts, Williams was charg-
ed with the crimes and the
others were accused of aiding
and abetting in the offenses.

Henry A. Willjams III, a
former New Jersey
newspaper publisher not
related to the senator, was
named as an unindicted co-
conspirator.

Bribery, the most severe
offense alleged, carries a
maximum penalty of 15 years
in prison and a fine of $20,000
or three times the value of the
bribe, whichever is greater.

Arraignments are expected
to be held next week.

The indictment alleges that
on Aug. 5, 1979, Williams ac-
cepted a financial interest in
a titanium mining operation
in Piney River, Va., at a
meeting in the Northwest
Airlines Terminal at Ken-
nedy International Airport.

In return for endorsed
stock certificates, the indict-
ment said, Williams agreed
to seek military contracts for
the company. And he agreed
to help a sheik — supposedly
bankrolling the venture with
a $100 million loan — with an
immigration problem, the in-
dictment said.

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — The wife of a slain
U.S. border patrol agent was
charged with murder Thurs-
day in connection with her
husband’s shooting death.

Justice of the Peace Roy
Weaver set a $5,000 bond for
Selina Veloz, 29, who was ar-
rested Wednesday night and
put in the Cameron County
jail, Texas Ranger Bruce
Casteel said.

The body of Jose Jorge
Veloz, 28, was discovered
Saturday afternoon by fellow
officers when he failed to
show up for work. He had
been shot once in the head,
said Gene Wood, chief border
patrol agent in McAllen.

The body was found in the
couple’s Los Indios home.

Veloz had joined the border
patrol June 2 and only recent-
ly graduated from its training
academy.

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — A federal judge has
tossed out charges against
two seafood businessmen who

were accused of illegally im-,

porting and selling 8'2 tons of
meat from the Pacific Ridley
turtle.

Pat Pace, owner of Pace
Fish Co. of Brownsville, and
Ben Soloff, a Philadelphia
seafood distributor, were in-
dicted by a federal grand jury
in July following a year-long
investigation by a special
U.S. Justice Department task
force.

Judge Filemon Vela said
Wednesday that government
lawyer Joe Toro failed to pre-
sent enough evidence in 1'2
days of testimony to prove his
case.

Vela said Pace may have
violated the law.when he
brought turtle meat into the
county labeled as fish filets,

escorted by Iraqi Information
Ministry officials, found Iraqi
forces in control of Khorram-
shahr, which Iraq said it
overran a week ago. But they
said Iranian defenders still
held the bridge to Abadan.

“The heros of Islam are
again preventing the heretic
forces of Iraq from the cross-
ing'’ the Khorramshahr
bridge, Tehran Radio said.

The radio claimed two of
Iraq’s Soviet-made MiG jet
fighters were shot down and
one tank was destroyed in ac-
tion along the rest of the
300-mile-long warfront in
western and southwestern
Iran.

The Iragi military com-
mand claimed its troops kill-
ed 64 Iranian soldiers when
the Iranian’s tried to break
through an Iragi siege line
near the town of Qasr-e-
Shirin on the northern end of
the border thursday night.. A
communique said 28 Iraqis
were killed in the fighting.

It also claimed two
U.S.-made F-5 Iranian jets
were brought down by ground
fire during a Thursday night
raid on the northern Iragi city
of Suleimanieh that killed one
civilian and wounded two
others.

To Keep Carter

WASHINGTON (AP) —
They're not wild about their
candidate. Yet, they're spen-

“'ding more than $10 million

and have mobilized 140,000
volunteers to work like never
before to keep Jimmy Carter
in the White House.

They are the political
machines of the labor move-
ment — among the most ef-
fective campaign organiza-
tions in presidential politics.
And they are using com-
puterized precision to sell
President Carter to an
estimated 35 million unionists
and voting-age family
members.

Except for two big unions
— the Teamsters are backing
Ronald Reagan and the
Machjpists are neutral —
organized labor has united to

mount the biggest effort in its-

history on behalf of a
presidential candidate, ac-
cording to a score of union of-
ficials.

This campaign lacks the
passion and devotion to a can-
didate such as John F. Ken-
nedy generated in 1960,
Hubert Humphrey in 1968, or
even Edward M. Kennedy in
this year’s primaries. To
much of the labor movement,
Carter is what Kennedy
branded him: a Republican
in Democratic clothing.

But good political machines
do not run just on emotion.
They run on money, com-

puters, discipline and smart -

strategy. On these measures,
labor’s drive in 1980 appears
unsurpassed.

The strongest emotions in
this campaign are negative, a
hatred for Ronald Reagan
and a fear that he would cut
the labor movement down if
he gets into the White House.

At least Carter believes the
labor movement should exist,
and he is a part-time sup-
porter of its causes, lmjpn
leaders reason. :

The 550,000-member
American Federation of
Teachers, a diehard Kennedy
supporter in the primaries
And among the last unions to
join the Carter effort, is now
running a predominantly
anti-Reagan campaign.

‘““We're doing more for
Carter and we're doing it bet-
ter than ever before,” said
Rachelle Horowitz, the
union’s political director.
“It's a very determined effort
as opposed to wild en-
thusiasm.”

“Our people are working
enthusiastically, not because
they've changed. their feel-
ings about Carter but because
they’re afraid of Reagan,”
said James B. Booe, political
director of the Communica-
tions Workers of America.

Reagan is slashing Carter
over unemployment to at-
tract-‘union members who
normally vote Democratic.
Labor’s job is to keep Reagan
from getting more than the
one-third of union votes that
Republicans traditionally
get.

The hardest working unions
include the auto workers,
steelworkers, communica-
tions workers, food and com-
mericial workers, clothing
and garment workers,
teachers, seafarers and the
building trades. Union
political directors say their
efforts are paying off and
members are returning to the
Democratic fold.

. Federal law lets unions tap
general dues for partisan pur-
poses as long as the activities
are limited to members. And
the money has been flowing
for the past two months,
perhaps $11 million or more,
first on voter registration
drives, more recently on sell-
ing Carter and congressional
candidates, nearly all of them
Democrats.

Pope Ends Two-Year

Dispensation Freeze

VATICAN CITY (AP) —
Pope John Paul II has ended
a two-year freeze on granting
dispensations from vows of
priestly celibacy with
guidelines that appear more
relaxed than the standards
used by Pope Paul VI,
Vatican experts said today.

“It will depend on the
Vatican’s interpretation of
the pope's guidelines,” said a
top-ranking Rome cleric who
asked that his name not be us-
ed.

The new papal directive,
which refers only to priests
and not to nuns, was contain-
ed in a letter sent Wednesday
to bishops and heads of
religious orders from Car-
dinal Franjo Seper, the
prefect of the Vatican's
Sacred Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith.

The Roman Catholic
Church’s celibacy rule is
believed to be the reason for
the sharp increase in the
defections of priests in recent
years. Defections are running
at the annual rate of about
4,000, or one percent of the
world’s 400,000 priests. In the
United States alone, nearly
8,000 priests are said to have
left the priesthood since 1965.

In 1963, there were 167 re-
quests for dispensation

worldwide but by 1968 the ,

number soared to 2,263 and
most of them were granted by
Pope Paul.

However, sources said
Paul, who died in 1978, had
tightened the rules in the last
years of his pontificate and
would not, for example, con-
sider the case of a man only
ordained for a few years.

Consultant Hired To Decide
Who Gets Medicaid Contract

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
The State Board of Human
Resources has decided the
lowest and best bidder for
Texas’ $2 billion Medicaid in-
surance business will get the
four-year contract — even if
it is not Bradford National
Corp.

Board members made their
decision Wednesday and
hired Touche Ross Co. as con-
sultant to help them choose
between Bradford and H.
Ross Perot's National
Heritage Insurance Co.

A state district court judge
had scheduled a hearing for
today on Perot's suit to pre-
vent the board from signing a
contract with Bradford, a
New York firm.

Former Attorney John Hill,
Perot's lawyer, said he would
announce today whether the
suit would be dropped in view
of the board’s latest action.

The board voted July 15 to
give the contract to Bradford
after its staff and actuarial
consultant said Bradford
would do the job cheaper than
Perot’s firm. Attorney

General Mark White said this
month the vote created a bin-
ding contract.

Marshall Doke, Bradford's
attorney, insisted Bradford
has a binding contract but
said the firm would codperate
with the Touche Ross study
“to the extent we can do so
without prejudicing Brad-
ford’s rights.”

After White held earlier
this month that Bradford had
the contract, board Chairman
Hilmar Moore said the board
had no choice but to sign.

‘Edith Bunker’s’ Death
Arrives Sunday Night

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
I've had this nagging sense of
remorse about the new
season, a feeling born months
ago that has remained at
large in my head. I've
isolated it now. It is a dread of
“Archie Bunker’'s Place,”
production No. 0201 ( second
season, first episode of the
renamed ‘‘All in the
Family”).

With the broadcast of this
episode, Edith Bunker is
dead.

The long-suffering first
lady of Queens, America’s
beloved dingbat, died during
the off-season, victim of reali-
ty’s rude intrusion into a love-
ly fantasy.

Jean Stapleton, who played
Edith on “All in the Family”
for 10 years, wanted to ap-
pear less often on the show so
she could pursue other oppor-
tunities. Last year, Carroll
O'Connor decided that occa-
sional Edith wasn't enough. It
limited Archie.

The death sentence was
pronounced.

The actors’ strike delayed
the melancholy moment. It
arrives at last on Sunday
night in a special hour-long
premiere.

The death of Edith Bunker
passes by with only a tiny
fraction of the noise attending
the revelation of who shot
J.R. Ewing, but it is a special
moment in television's

powerful relationship with
our culture. Edith Bunker,
for better or worse, was the
personification of TV's per-
vasive reach. She was real, so
rendered by creative minds
and a thousand living room
visits.

The 10-year metamor-
phasis of Edith Bunker saw
her progress from a crude,
Archie-like suburban wretch
(the earliest episodes) to
easy-natured dingbat - (the
middle years) to mature,
slightly liberated grand-
mother who had last learned
to stand her ground (at
selected moments).

Through it all, she was
America's Ma, much less the
shallow caricature the occa-
sional viewer might have sup-
posed. In the course of her
residence on Queens' Hauser
Street, Edith Bunker was
assaulted by a rapist, con-
fronted with menapause,
tempted by the ‘‘Total
Woman" fad, tempered by
feminism and made a grand-
parent.

Through most of it, her
basic character — warm, out-
wardly involved, happy —
prevailed. She was carefully
sewn info the American
fabric and isn't easily ripped
out.

Sunday’'s ripping out of
Edith is gently done, focusing
on Archie’s typically reten-
tive response to Edith's

death. It's less a requiem for
a dingbat than a device
meant to move the series
along. Archie refuses to sleep
in their bed or move Edith’s
things, refuses even to sign
her death certificate for in-
surance before finally letting
the grief through.

It's a heartfelt moment,
guaranteed to loosen a
million prime time tears.

So long, Edith. See you in
the reruns.

ABC stressed throughout
its survey that the poll was
not . scientific, but simply a
bid to gauge quickly the im-
pact of the debate on voters.

However, its results drew
quick criticism.

“No credence at all should
be given the figures,” said
Dr. George Gallup Sr., a
leading poll taker.

Harris and Carter pollster
Pat Cadell faulted the AT&T
system because one side
could “‘stack the deck" with
repeated calls; Republicans,
traditionally wealthier, could
better afford to participate;

Proposed Constitutional

Amendment 9 attempts to
relieve this situation by pro-
viding for the conversion of
marital communily property
into separate property.
Under this proposed leg-
islation spouses would be al-
lowed to agree in writing
that the income or property
arising from one spouse's
separate property will be
separate property of that
spouse. This agreement
could effect present prop-
erty and property acquired
in the future. The amend-
ment would permit in-
dividuals to partition prop-
erty before being married,
and it creates a presumption
in the constitution that the

scope of a gift of property
from one spouse to the
other includes all income or
property that might arise
from that gift.

Thus, this amendment
provides new mesans of de-
viating from the Texas
marital community property
system. This system is
basically that ell property
acquired during & marrisge,
other than .,'9:;9‘ ty spe-
cifically exempted by law,
becomes the community, or
shared property of -both
SpouUSes.

There are advantages to
having this amendment. It
