“If you have not been vaceinat-
ed against typhold fever within the
last two or three years, go to
your doctor and' be protected
against 1t.” Dr. John W. Brown,
state health officer, advides pros-
pective campers, Boy and Girl
Scouts, summer vacationlsts, and
all other users of the open road,
whether for business or ure-—
as the out-of-doors ap-
proaches.

“Typhold fever,” he continued,
“is unnecessary and preventable.
Every case Is due either to com-
munity negligence or to the ignor-
Ance or carelessness of some In-
dividual

“A tarrier is a person who has
had typhoid at some time and who
even after recovery  carries the
germs of the disease in the yrine
and the discharges from the bowels,
Carriers whe are careless in their
personal habits are lkely to in-
fect any. food they handle with
unwashéd hands. Some of the
most serious and far reaching out-
breaks of the disease have been
cansed by drinking milk or eating
foods that have been handled by
~arrlers. Persons may be ecar-
riers without knowing it

“Typhold germs are hitch-hikers.
They are. picked up and spread
fram person to person hy water,
milk, flies, fingers, food. Every
case of typhold Is contracted by
way of mouth and the digestive
system. The State Department of
Health and the local health depart-
ments can be depended upon to
continne their fight against the
disease, but there will still be
sources of infection that can be
warded off only through the protec-
tion afforded by vaccination against
the disease.”

HEALTH DEPARTNENT TARNS
* AGAINST TYPHOID DANGERS

BF
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Urﬂe Tnereased
Road Program

All but _lpproxlnntul.v £5,000,000
of the present $26,000,000 NRA
road-bullding program “for Texas
i now under contract, and unless
Congress sets aslde added funds
for .highways in the new public
works appropriation, tens of thous-
ands of Texans will be thrown out
of work this autumn and the
state’'s hope for adequate main
roads for m Centennial will be
blasted.

This was the warning Issued by
the Texas Good Roads Assoclation
recently through Its president,
Judge W. 0. Huggins of Houston,
who appealed to all Influential Tex-
Ans to impress upon.  members of
Congress thelr wishes regarding
provision of funds for roads.

Col. Tke Ashburn, mansger of
the Assoclation, has been In Wash-
ington for two weeks urging the
case of road ecomstruction wupon
congressmen, senators and admin-
Istration leaders. In company with
officials froin other under-improv-
ed states, he has been pleading
for an added $400,000,000 Pspe-
clally for highways. H

This would provide Texas with
another §24.000,000, duplicating the
present program which spreads
over every one of the state's 204
counties ‘on a minimum' basis of
$4 per capita.

The present program will reach
its peak in June or July and be
gin dropping off thercafter at the
rate of two to four milllon dollars
per month, throwing thousands out
of work, unless the supplemented
appropriation Is ‘made, the state-
ment sald.

Col. "Ashburn wired his office
this week that congressional lead-
ers have promised early considera-
tlon of the $400,000,000 fund, which
was * reported  favorably by thes
House Committee on Roads last
Wednesday, and asked all infer-
ested motorists to let their opin-
lons be known to their represen-
tatives.
