New Law Provides
For Absentee Vote

Absentee votes may be cast in the
election on the Texas Constitution-
al Amendments August 24 whether
a person is out of the county or
not if the person is unable to ap-
pear at the  polling place because
of sickness. or physical disability.

The last legislature changed the
absentee voting law to this effect.
It now reads: “Any qualified elect-
or of this state who, through the
nature of his business is absent
from the county of his . résidence
or who begause of sickness or phy-
sical disabllity cannot appear at
the polling place. In the election
precinet of his residence on the
days of holding any general or
special primary election, may,
nevertheless, cause his vote to be
cast at such election in the pre
cinct of his residence.” £

Heretofore, only absence from the
county gave the right of an ab-
sentee vote, ;

In order to secure this privilege
the voter must make application
in writing to the county clerk,
sending the poll tax recelpt or ex-
emption or in lleu thereof, his
afidavit in writing that the re
ceipt or exemption has been lost
or misplaced. If the cause Is
lliness a certificate from a licens-
ed physician must accompany the
application. ;

Absentee voting must be
not more than 15 days
than three prior to t election
and will be at the office of the
county alerk.
