Tierra Blanca pledge pushes total over $130,000

Look at the percent total for the
1995 United Way of Deaf Smith
County fund-raising drive and it will
read 100 percent.

Technically, though, the United
Way has reached 100.000576461
percent of its $130,000 goal.

As of Friday, the United Way
reported donations and pledges of
$130,074.94.

Karen Sherrod, executive director
of the United Way, said a $100
pledge last week from the Ticrra
Blanca Primary School third-grade
class was just was nceded to top the
magic goal.

As a result, she said, the United
Way has reached its goal for the first
time in "probably eightor 10 ycars."”

In fact, she continued, the amount
raised this year is "at least $2,000
more than we did last year” when the
goal was $150,000.

The United Way began its annual
fund-raising drive on Sept. 14, 1995,
with six weeks set aside for working
toward the goal.

During that time, voluntcers
conducted employee campaign
meetings, wrote letters, visited
employers and spoke to civic groups
about the need to support the United
Way and its member agencices.

While the actual goal was not
rcached until last week, Mrs. Sherrod
said a lion’s share of the funds were
raised during the official campaign,
with "clcan-up” efforts rcmaining
until the end.

"The businesses rcally cooperat-
ed,” Mrs. Sherrod said, noting that
volunteers visited some companics

this campaign for the first ime ever.

Altogether, more than 50
employee meetings were held.

"I would really like to emphasize
a big, big ‘thank-your’ to all the
agencies, all the volunteers, the
division heads,” individuals,
companies and employee groups who
gave this year, she said.

"They are United Way. The United
Way is the people of this community
supporting the people of this
community."

Mrs. Sherrod said the key to this
year's success came from the core of
voluntcers who helped raise the
moncy.

"The board is just really working
hard," she said. "We are working on
a five-year strategic pian to get us
more organized.”

Having a larger number of
volunteers, she said, made it easier
to get the work done.

"We were just so pleased how
much better it scemed to go when we
go the volunteer help.

Endeavour needs headlights to land
Nighttime touchdown brings end to 74th shuttle mission

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) -
Space shuttle Endeavour and its crew
glided to a safe landing in darkness
today, bringing back a Japancse
science satellite that had been in orbit
ncarly one year.

Commander Brian Duffy piloted
Endeavour to a smooth 1:42a.m. CST
touchdown on a floodlit runway at
Kennedy Space Center. The
descending shuttle was a ghostly
white against the black sky in infrared
camera views.

“Can’t tell you how glad we are
10 be back after a very rewarding,
very successful mission,” Duffy told
reporters. ““Things went just the way
we wanted them to. We couldn’t be
happier.”’

It was only the eighth time in 74

missions that NAS A shuttles landed
in the dark. The middle-of-the-night
landing was dictated by the course the
shuttle had to follow in chasing down
the Japanese satellite.

Duffy, an Air Force colonel, said
the touchdown was the highlight of
his 21-year aviation career and turmed
out to be just as he had expected,
despite some slight turbulence.

Endeavour logged 3.7 million
miles during the busy nine-day flight,
spent fetching satellites and walking
in space. Besides the Japanese
satellite, the shuttle held a NASA
probe that the six astronauts relcased
and retrieved two days later.

*“You did a great job of getting us
started in 1996, Mission Control
told the crew.

Before returning to Earth, Duffy
called it *‘one fantastic mission."”

About 50 Japanese space
representatives  gathered at  the
landing strip to welcome back
Endeavour and crew, in particular
Japanese astronaut Koichi Wakata.
Wakata said he was looking forward
to celebrating “ig the near future with
all the crew members over Japanese
sake."”

Capturing the Japanese satellite
and its astronomical, newt and crystal
experiments was the No. 1 priority for
Endeavour's U.S.-Japancse crew. The
Japanese space program paid NASA
about $65 million for pickup and
delivery.

The satellite is missing its two
fold-down solar panels. They had to
be cut loose by ground controllers last
week afier failing to latch into place.

Crew membefs also took two
spacewalks, on Monday and

Wednesday. Leroy Chiao, Dr. Daniel
Barry and Winston Scott gave mostly
favorable reviews to the heated
spacesuits and station-building tools
and techniques they tested for a total
of 13 hours in the frigid void.

Construction of the international
space station is supposed (o begin in
1997 and take five years. NASA plans
practice spacewalks on three more
shuttle missions, the next one this
spring.

‘““This mission contributed
%igniﬁcamly to moving in the right

irection,” shuttle program manager
Tommy Holloway said.

Overall, Holloway said he was
pleased with how well the mission
went “in spite of a three-week
(govermnment) furlough and a threat
of closing our shuttle program down
for lack of budget.”

Erin spends most of her after
school time exercising and feeding
her animals. The more she works with
the animals the more they respond to
her.

"You really want your lamb
muscled,” she said. "I have been
setting them up and bracing them
since I've had them."

Raising animals to show is not a
short-term project. Erin has had her
lambs since mid-summer.

Close attention to the animals’
nutrition is a special job. Erin must
be sure that the lamb or goat is in the
specified weight range for showing.

"We are hoping to do good this
ycar," she said. "I really would like
to make the sale with all of my
animals.”

Being involved in 4-H does not

come new to Erin -- her three sisters

also are active in the organization.
Her sister, Cady, a senior, has been
very involved in 4-H and the two

have worked together on projects.

Not only does Erin participate in
animal projects, she is involved in the
4-H food, clothing, livestock judging,
public speaking and beef projects and
all this while -- maintaining her honor
student status.

Her most recent accomplishment
was going to Washington D.C., for
placing first in the state record book
competition.

Erin also attends various 4-H
camps during the summer.

"l goto sewing camp, lamb camp
and clothing and textile camp. I also
attend State Round Up, where I'm a
County Council Secretary, " she said.

She also serves as vice president
of her 4-H Showmanship Club.

Erin is dedicated to her family and
church.

HOUSTON (AP) - Speaking before hundreds of mourners, President
Clinton said the life and public service of Barbara Jordan were symbolized
by “‘the poetry of her words and the power of her voice.”

School group uses skits to teach
dangers of the ‘lure of assistance'

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) - Amanda
Norris’ voice climbs to a pleading
and desperalte pitch.

“Do you seec my dog? Can you
help me?”” the 14-ycar-old actress
asks.

In the next split second - when
Amanda’s classmate comes close 1o
view a photo of lost Fluffy - she grabs
her victim.

That skit at All Saints Episcopal
School dramatized what ninth-graders
here call the lure of assistance, one
way that molesters and abductors get
their hands on unsuspecting children.

Amanda and three of her class-
maltes were in training Friday for a
community scrvice project performed
by ninth-grade classes at All Saints
since 1990. These teen-agers tcach

younger students in Lubbock and
some nearby towns how to get out of
dangerous situations.

“This can really make a visible
and apparent difference,” said
14-year-old Ryan Kuratko. ‘““Because
it does happen.”

And it happened again Jan. 13,
when a man in a pickup dragged
Amber Hagerman off her bicycle in
Arlington and drove off with the girl.
The 9-year-old’s body turned up in
a creek late Wednesday; her throat
had been cut.

Students at All Saints use props
and skits to demonstrate how casily
a victim can be trapped by a
perpetrator who approaches with
bribery, affectionate words or a fake
emergency. Audience members
participate.

““The response is very positive,”

Clinton calls third shutdown
'unbelievably irresponsible’;
wants increase in debt limit

WASHINGTON (AP) - President
Clinton told the Rcpublican-led
Congress today that using the budget
impasse as an excusc to shut down the
government for the third time in two

months would _be “unbelicvably
irresponsible.”
Congress would be cqually

wayward, Clinton said, if it refuses
to increase the national debt limit,
forcing the government into default
and putting ‘‘the creditworthiness of
the'United States at risk.”

“Don’t shut the government
down,’” Clinton said in his weekly
radio address, taped Friday. “Don’t
make America defaulton its debt. My
door is open. Let’s talk.”

Republican leaders say they want
to avert another federal shutdown
next week with a stopgap bill, but
they are still trying to decide how to
satisfy adamant House conservatives,
Senate moderates and the president.

In the GOP radio response, Rep.
Bill Paxon, R-N.Y., kept up the
party’s criticism of the budget
proposal Clinton has submitted.
While the president now agrees the
budget should be balanced in seven

years, Paxon said, he has refused to
make the policy changes the GOP
demands.

Paxon said Clinton’s proposal
remains based on ‘“‘thc same tired
liberal answers that got us into this
mess years ago. His plan is a quick
fix that puts off the tough choices
until well after the election. ... The
president’s budget supports
Washington’s old liberal spending
ways.”

Clinton put Republican leaders on
notice in his own radio talk that if a
partial shutdown does take place on
Jan. 26 - for the third time since
November - he will do all he can to
make sure the GOP gets the blame.

He urged Republican leaders to
return to the table and resume
negotiations and said:

_ ““The budget talks are suspended
now because the Republican
congressional leaders walked away
from the table. I wish thcy hadn’t
done that, and I hope they’ll come
back, and soon.”

Clinton also said he continues to
believe the budget can be balanced
in seven years without the kind of
cuts that would devastate Medicare,
Medicaid, the environment, and

support for education.

“Two government shutdowns so
far have cost taxpayers about a
billion-and-a-half dollars,” Clinton
said. “That’s not Monopoly money.
Shutting down the government again
would be unbelievably irresponsi-
ble.”

A decision on legislation to avert
a shutdown won’t be made until
rank-and-file Republicans meet on
Tuesday. And confervatives might
insist on slashing and even eliminat-
ing some programs the president
values.

That would make a confrontation
with Clinton likely - at a time when
top Republicans have decided they
have little to gain by prompting yet
another partial federal shutdown.

““There’s going to be some tense
moments” before a bill keeping
government open can be crafied, Rep.
David Hobson, R-Ohio, amember of
the House leadership, said Friday. “A

lot of people feel this is time to stand'

for principle, not polls.”
With most lawmakers due to retum
to the Capitol from a winter recess
* next week, House leaders scheduled
a lcadership meeting for Monday .

Death toll climbs from severe weather

Melting snow from the Blizzard
of "96 combined with lashing rain to
unleash a torrent of mud slides and
flooding in the East that forced entire
cities to seck higher ground today.

Atleast 15 deaths were blamed on
the weather and four people were
missing.

More than 100,000 residents of
Pennsylvania’s Wyoming Valley,
including all of Wilkes-Barre, were
ordered 10 evacuate today as the
Susquehanna River rose to alarming

levels. It was expected to crest this
afternoon at up to 36 feet - just below
the wop of the levee.

“I don’t want to leave,” Grace
Fetter yelled from her front porch.
*“This 1s my house.”

Buses, ambulances, trucks and
vans carried residents to Red Cross
shelters in high schools and town
halls, said Luzerne County emergen-
cy official Al Bardar. g

One county jail made plans to
evacuate inmates, volunteers began
filling sandbags and the American
Red 5100 began notifying shelters

outside the flood plain.

“'I grabbed my Bible, because I'm
a Christian, and my crocheting so I
have something to do,” said Mary
Scott, 32, as she was leaving her
home.

Several towns were also wamed
to evacuate in West Virginia, which
saw rivers swell from a combination
of 3 feet of melting snow and 2.5
inches of rain Friday. It was the worst

since the November 1985
floods that left 47 dead and caused
$570 million in damage.

Search on
for killers
of Amber

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) - As

the gruesome reality of the Amber .

Hagerman tragedy sinks in with her
friends, family and the strangers who
became gripped by the saga,
authorities hope to be on the trail of
the girl’s killer.

*“We have a couple of leads that
are kind of promising, but nothing
that we are ready to go public with,"”’
Arlington’ police spokesman Dee
Anderson said Friday. **We feel like
the trail is there that is going to lead
us to a suspect.”

Police are focusing on about 500
tips and continue to comb the area
where Amber’s nude body, her throat
cut, was found late Wednesday by a
man walking his dog outside an

tcomplex. The site is about:

eight miles north of the working-class
neighborhood where a witness saw
aman drag Amber off her bicycle as
she fought and screamed.

Exactly one week after she was
snaiched, mourners were set to bid
her farewell. A funeral was scheduled
for Saturday afternoon, to be
followed by a burial at Moore
Memorial Gardens. The girl’s parents
want Amber to be buried along with
about 30 other children in an area of
the cemetery called Babyland, which
overlooks a small body of water.

The case quickly captured the
hearts of the community, as well as
much of the country. The emotion
continued pouring back to the
grieving family Friday, much of it
from people who never knew the
brown-haired, blue-cyed Girl Scout.

PresidentClinton called Amber’s
parents to offer his condolences and
thousands of others attended a
six-hour wake at an Arlington funcral
home, filing slowly past her blue
casket surrounded by pink floral
sprays. Her body was clad in a pink
satin dress and she was clutching a
teddy bear.

I just wanted to see her and feel
the grief that her family is feeling,”
said Willie Randolph, 19, who attends
the same technical school as Amber’s
mother.

Other mourners have turned the
abduction site into a quasi-shrine to
Amber’s memory. Cards, flowers,
ribbons and stuffed animals have all
been placed by a loading dock of the
abandoned grocery store just a few
blocks from her ts’ house.

So far, the only clue police have
released is that Amber’s abductor
drove a black pickup truck. Tapes
from a surveillance camera outside
the apartment complex near where
her body was found may turn up some
information. :

-*I don’t know if it’s the kind of
thing that is going to lend itself to
something popping up at us immedi-
ately,” Anderson said. ““It’s probably
going to take days or weeks of
analysis before we can determine
whether it’s of any value to us.”

A more high-tech test was
conducted after dark Friday in hopes
of pinning down the murder scene, or
at least where Amber’s body was
dumped into the creek.

Director Simpson found dead

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Don
Simpson, an Academy Award-
nominated producer who along with
Jerry Bruckheimer made the
blockbusters “Top Gun'” and
“Beverly Hills Cop,” was found
dead Friday, police said.

Simpson was found around 5 p.m.
at his Bel-Air estate, Officer Don Cox
said. The cause of decath wasn’t
immediately released, but both Cox
and Simpson’s lawyer, Robert
Chapman, said it appeared to be
natural causes.

*“The matter has been turned over

to his family,” Cox said.

Paramedics found him on the floor
of an upstairs bathroom after business
associates of Simpson’s, working
elsewhere on the estate, called 911,
fire department spokesman Brian
Humphrey said.

Simpson wasn't breathing and was
declared dead a short time later,
Humphrey said.

Simpson’s age was givenas 52 by
his publicist and police, but “The
Film Encyclopedia™ by Ephraim Katz
listed his birthdate as Oct. 25, 1945,
which would have made him 50.

Pasta-dumping alleged
against foreign makers

WASHINGTON (AP) - Four
companies from Italy and two from
Turkey are dumping pasta in the
United States and will be assessed
special anti-dumping duties in the
spring, the Commerce Department
charged Friday.

The department’s Intemational
Trade Administration made the
determination in mid-December that
the companies were selling pasta in
the United States at less than fair
value, harming American competi-
tors. The official notice was
published only Friday because of the
government shutdown.

Three U.S. makers - Borden Inc.,
of Columbus, Ohio; Gooch Foods, of
Lincoln, Neb.; and Hershey Foods
Corp., of Hershey, Pa. - complained
last May that the foreign companies
were competing unfairly through their
pricing policies.

The International Trade Commis-
sion found in June that imports werc
hurting the U.S. industry.

In October, the Commerce
Department said that the Italian and

Turkish companies should pay special
countervailing duties to offset export
subsidies from their governments.
The finding announced Friday would
impose a new sct of dutics known as
anti-dumping duties.

Both the countervailing and
anti-dumping duties should be
announced in April.

Companies found to be dumping
are, from Iwaly, De Cecco, Dec
Matteis, La Molisana and Liguori;
and from Turkey, Maktas and Filiz.

AUSTIN (AP) - Teresa Farris
barely has enough money to pay the
bills each month. She has three grown
sons and a 9-year-old boy who. is
emotionally handicapped. She docsn’t
vote unless it's a presidential election
and doesn’t think her voice matters
to officials in Washington.

But on Friday, Ms. Farris was in
a classroom at the University of
Texas with 15 strangers discussing
U.S. foreign policy as part of the
National Issues Convention.

The NIC is a political experiment
that has brought rdughly 500
randomly selected Americans 10
Austin to debate on three issues - U.S.
foreign policy, the economy and
family - and allow them to interact
with presidential candidates.

The number of Republican
candidates who will personally aucnd
the convention had dwindled to one,
Sen. Dick Lugar, R-Ind. Three other
Republicans - Sen. Phil Gramm of
Texas, former Tennessee Gov. Lamar
Alexander and publishing executive

Steve Forbes - will participate via -
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Issues being debated at
experimental conference

satellite TV. Vice President Al Gore
will attend in place of President
Clinton.

Butconvention officials and many
of the delegates say the forum would
meet its goal of articulating citizen
views, with or without a large number
of candidates.

Delegate Chris Kelsaw, a 34-year-
old industrial worker from Fort
Wayne, Ind., said he hopes the
convention will allow *“the voice of
America to be heard.”

““The voice of America has been
silenced for a long time,” said
Kelsaw, who is married and has seven
children. ““It’s great to allow people
to speak on how they fecl. The
polling itself may be a bunch of

paperwork, but I hope the candidates'

listen 1o us.”

Ms. Farris said she was impressed
by the cross section of people who
were selected as delegates and the
wide range of ‘opinions they have
voiced during small-group scssions
on the issues.

‘I sat in today’s discussions and
felt stupid in some ways because
there are other people more educated

than I am,” said Ms. ‘Farris, of
Midlothian, Va.

‘“But people are listening to
others’ opinions without getting
angry. It’s better than I expected. 1
almost didn’t come,” she said.

Ms. Farris said if she could ask
one question of the candidates or
Gore it would be, “Why aren’t there
any truthful politicians?"

She may get her chance.

The GOP candidates will take
questions from the delegates Saturday
night, while Gore will do the same
Sunday. The interaction is part of a
concept developed by convention
crcator James Fishkin known as
dcliberative polling.

Fishkin,a UT professor, says such
polling differs from ordinary polls,
which offer a snapshot of the current
statc of public opinion. Instead,
deliberative poll samples opinion on
specific topics before and after people
have the opportunity to learn about
and discuss those issues.

Edith Wolpin, a delegate from
Howard Beach, N.Y., said she
doubted that many people weould
change their minds about an issue.

FAA outlines plan
to improve system

WASHINGTON (AP) -

Struggling to recover from a year

of dismaying failures at air traffic

control centers, the Federal
‘Aviation Administration detailed
efforts Friday to improve asystem  \
they insisted already works well.

Officials said their complex
system to handle 39 million flights
per year works 99.4 percent of the
time. But, at least in 1995, that 0.6
percent focused a lot of attention
on the agency and its antiquated
computers and creaky power
supplies.

The FAA admits to at least 23
instances when air traffic control
centers went out of service last
year.

New power supply systems
have been installed in 15 of the 21
centers; controllers and techni-
ciansare getting more training on
handling computer problems; 265
new maintenance technicians have
been hired and new compulters are
to be installed, FAA Associate
Administrator Monte Belger said.

““The air traffic control system
is safer today than it was last year,
it is more efficient today than it
was last year,” Belger said.

He released reporis by
independent experts who, whilc
faulting some FAA actions,
endorsed the steps the agency is
taking.

The FAA announced Oct. 25
that it has ordered $87 million in
backup electrical generators for
its troubled centers for installation
over the next five years.

Last August the agency said it
would install new computers in
five failure-plagued centers. The
FAA will spend $65 million to
upgrade the computers in Chicago,
Dallas-Fort Worth, Washington,
Cleveland and New York. But

developing compuler programs;
and purchasing the equipment
could delay installation of the new
units until late 1997, officials said.

Those computers will be interim
replacements, for 30-year-old
computers that have grown
increasingly balky. Officials are
no longer confident they can be
kept in service until a national
computer replacement program is
completed over the next several
years.

Belger said a team of FAA
officials also has visited all 21
cenlers o review procedures.

The clfort was prompted by a
scrics of heavily publicized
outages across the country last
ycar. For example:

- The main air traffic control
compuler serving a large part of
the Midwest failed on Nowv. 1, for
the scventh time'in a year,
interrupting flights at Chicago’s
O’Hare International Airportand
other airficlds across the nation.

- On Oct. 17, flights were
dclayed and some were canceled
when a  brief power failure
disrupted the Fort Worth, Texas,
computcr that supplies air traffic
information to controllers in a
five-state arca of the Southwest.

- For 84 icnse minutes on Aug.
12, air wraffic controllers were
forced to work from memory after
a lightning strike knocked out a
Miami radar that tracks aircraft
across 400,000 square miles.

-On Aug.9,an on-board alarm
systcm may have been all that
prevented acollision between two
passcnger jets during an hourlong
radar outage over northern
California.

- On May 25, a power failure
atthe New York air traffic control
center forced controllers to hold
ncarly 200 planes on the ground,
somc for hours.

Probe asserts arms on
crossing did not work

ALBUQUERQUE (AP) - Sheriff’s
investigators have concluded a
railroad crossing arm was faulty atan
Albuquerque crossing where a Texas
man was killed by a train.

They say the railroad crossing
. guard-arm didn’t come down in the
train-car collision in November that
killed Raul Ricardo Zertuche, 44, of
Eagle Pass, Texas.

That conclusion was at odds with
investigations by Burlington
Northern-Santa Fe Corp.

Railroad spokesman Mike Martin
said in Chicago that a splintered
crossing gate and a lack of skid marks
indicated the driver ran the gate.

Martin said the railroad stands by
its conclusions and that its conclu-
sions are backed by fests on the
warning equipment.

But Bernalillo County sheriff’s
spokeswoman Ronni Sparks said her
department’s investigation had
concluded the driver was not at fault.

“The lights were flashing,
however the arm did not come
down,” she said.

Deputies based their conclusion on
statements from 11 witnesses,
evidence from the vehicle and the
road and statements from the Amtrak
train’s engineers, according 10 a
sheriff’s report.

Witness Steven P. Tomita of
Gilbent, Ariz., told sheriff’s investiga-
tors that the signal devices were not
working when his car pulled up to the
crossing after Zertuche and another
motorist.

“The,white car (Zertuche's) was
suddenly struck by the Amtrak train
and carried down the tracks. We
barely stopped in time to keep from
hitting into the train,”” he said.

“No bells were ringing, the
barricades were notlowering. ... The
bells began to ring shortly after we
came o a stop. ... The barricades
never attempted to lower,” Tomita
said.

NEW YORK (AP) - To get the
best performance from your car you
must fully understand the purpose and
operation of all the interacting parts
and be able to manipulate them - or
hire someone else to do it.

The same applies also to income
taxes. Well, not really; a car, even
with all its electrgpic parts, is a
simple piece of machinery compared
with the thousands of interacting
clauses, bclauses and definitions of
the tax Jaws.

Perhaps it would be fairer to say
the tax laws are as baffling to most
peole as are the guts of a computer.
But that wouldn’t be true either. The
computer is logically designed, with

all parts working together.

The truth is you could never reason
your way through a tax code strewn
with redundant and contradictory
parts accreted over years of tinkering.
Having been amassed with no master
design, it doesn’t make common
sense.

Nobody understands it fully,
including those who contributed to its
parts, those who interpret its demands
and those who make a living of it. All
conclusions can be challenged, which
adds interpretations to the chaos.

It is, in the words of the National
Commission on Econamic Growth
and Tax Reform, “‘beyond repair.”
It is “impossibly complex, outra-
geously expensive, overly intrusive,
economically destructive, and
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Cars are simple machines; computers
are logical; IRS is none of the above

manifestly unfair.”

It thwarts initiative, slows
economic growth, limits job creation,
destroys initiative, places an unfair
burden on families, intrudes into
private matters, and violates the
principle of innocent until proven
guilty.

It’s all there in the report of the
Commission, popularly known as the
Kemp Commission (for its chairman,
Jack Kemp), and formed at the
invitation of Senate Leader Bob Dole
and House Speaker Newt Gingrich.

Because of this, the document
seems destined to become wrapped
into the political debate, treated as
propaganda for a flat tax, and perhaps
distorted and graded as meaningless
to intelligent, unbiased discussion.’

How much better it would be, the
rcport suggests, o ‘‘imagine an
Amcrica where the IRS becomes the
‘TPA’ - a Taxpayer Prolection
Agency - 1o ensure that no one pays
more than is owed.”

The Kemp Report proposes a flat
tax for consideration, although it does
not specify a rate. It is also a
Republican program, still another
recason why it might be viewed as
strictly a political document.

But there is much more in it for
thosc without political affiliation or
in fact any political preference and
who simply want a clear exposition
of how troubled America is about its
tax system and how badly it wants
change.

Sweden’s Magnus Larsson kept
the match close for just one sct before
No. 4 seed Becker won 7-6 (7-5),6-3,
6-3 today, advancing to the round of
16 at the Australian Open.

In first two matches, Becker
needed five sets to come from behind.
Another member of the tough
Swedish contingent, Thomas
Johansson, won the first two sets
against Becker. Butnow witha 30-13
record in five-set matches, he has
won more than any other active
player.

This time, he said, serving was
easier because the Center Court roof
was closed because of rain, and there
was no sun or wind to contend with.

“I felt my serve was very, very
good, and he didn’t have much

chance to get on it. The match didn’t
go to five because of that,” said
Becker, who has won five Grand
Slam titles, but none since the 1991
Australian Open.

Becker had just eight aces, to
Larsson’s seven, but he faced only
one break point in the match.

Still, Larsson could have tumed
the match around when he came up
with three outstanding shots with
Becker serving at 5-3 in the sccond
set. Butthe German closed out the st
with a strong serve and a
serve-and-volley attack.

Larsson was moving up the
rankings, going as high as No. 10 last
April, before he broke his right foot
in June. He now is 19th. \

“I didn't move. 1 didn't do
anything to really bother him. ... At
least, I have no pain in my foot. I'll
just have to go home and practice
more and harder to get back to the
form I had here last year,”” when he
rcached the fourth round, Larsson
said.

Mcanwhile, another Swede was
victorious today. No. 7 Thomas
Enqvist won his third-round match
against Heman Gumy of Argentina.

No. 6 Yevgeny Kafelnikov of
Russia beat Australia’s Michael
Tebbutt 7-5, 5-7, 6-4, 6-2 on Center
Court. The first two sets were played

with the roof open, and temperatures
as high as 84 degrees, dropping
suddenly to 61. Then came the rain.
The roof was closed, and play
resumed about an hour later.

On the outside courts, play was
interrupted for 3( hours.

American MaliVai Washington
won one interrupted match, beating
Mauricio Hadad of Colombia 6-4,
6-2, 6-3.

Australian Mark Woodforde
ousted Francisco Clavet of Spain 4-6,
7-6 (8-6), 6-2, 6-4.

Three of the top women players,
including teen-agers Martina Hingis
of Switzerland and American Lindsay
Davenport, beat the rain with quick
morning victoriés, but had to deal
with winds that moved shots and blew
plastic bags and other trash onto the
courts.

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New year good time to update or write, will

SAN ANGELO, Texas - It's 1996.
A new year. A new dicl. A new

outlook on life.

A new wilt and testament.

What?

Most people don’t like to think
about decath, especially at the
beginning of a new year.

But attorneys who handle estates
and other probate matters say a good
New Year's resolution for people
may be to write or update their wills.

“1 think all of us know we need a
will. It’s just human to postpone it,”
said Jim A. Carter, a partner in the
San Angelo law firm of Smith,
Carter, Rose, Finley and Griffis.

“We all know we're going to die,
but we think, ‘Not today.” "

Carter handles a lot of probate
cases and gives presentations on the
subject  for various civic and
professional groups.

Rac Lcifeste, an attormey at lhc
Hall and Lanc law firm, also does
cstate work. He said a lot of people
don’trealize how much their estates
arc actually worth,

“You may have more property
than you think you do,” Leifcste said.
“"Many pcople don’t think their estate
is that large. But what if they have a
$500,000 1o S1 million life insurance
policy? That sncaks up-on a lot of
people.”

Besides life insurance coverage,
items such as reurement plans, the
value of owned property and other
asscts can add up quickly:

If an individual’s estate adds up to
S600,000 or more, orif a couple’s
cstate 1s worth $1.2 million or more,
it1s subject to estate taxes which may
be difficult for heirs o pay off.

Estaie tax “1s a huge tax that
pcople don’t hear much much about,”

Leifeste said estate taxes can take as
much as 39 percent to 55 percent of
a person’s estate, depending on how
how large it is.

For example, a $10 million estate
could be taxed more than $5 million.

Some of that money goes to the
Internal  Revenue Service, while
another portion of it goes to the state,
Carter explained.

In some cases, inheritors of an
cstate sometimes have to sell land,
houses and other items received from
a dcceased love one just to pay the
estatc tax. Leifeste said there are
ways to reduce or redistribute the
amount of one’s estate value, such as
donating or selling a certain amount
of the estate to heirs before death. But
he said people are limited in the ways
they can become exempt from paying
the tax.

With all the other technical laws
involved in estate planning, attomeys
belicve it is wise to seck legal advice.

“If they're not trained todo it, |
rccommend they getan attorney who
does estate work,” Carter said.
“Listento the attorney's recommen-
dation and then decide what to do.™

Accountants also do estate
planning.

Phillip Schneemann, a certified
public accountant at Evans and
Schneemann, said getting a CPA is
especially helpful when estate taxes
come into play.

‘“Attorneys and accountants
generally have the same goal in
preparing the estate plan,”
Schneemann said,**Accountants, |
would think, generally know more
about the aspects. of the tax. The
attorncys know how to get those
things accomplished through the
writing of the wills.”

Even if a person’s estate is not
taxable, Schneeman said getting the

advice of those who are
knowledgable about their financial
situation can be helpful.

**Sometimes it’s difficult to get
clients to talk about what is going to
happen when they die,” he said.
“But it’s going to happen, and it’s a
lot easier to plan for it rather than
have those you leave behind sort it
out. It's your opportunity to make
sure those who you want to leave
your property to get it.”

Instead of getting an attorney,
there are *‘will kits™ available, so
people can draft a simple will
themselves.

However, both Leifeste and Carter
warn that not all kits are applicable
to Texas laws and may end up being
worthless. Also, they may not fulfill
the needs of every person.

*“I wouldn’t recommend them,”
Carter said. “‘They generally are done
in such a way that they leave everything
to the husband or wife. That is not
necessarily wise.”

Something the will kit doesn’t
prevent is the stacking of estates that
could be placed on the surviving spouse
inthe event that thé other dies. Carter
said such lack of planning can cause
a large amount of estate tax 1o be owed
when the surviving spouse dies.

And Leifeste said that because of
this, having a will kit can sometimes
be worse than having no will at all.

““Will kits are something that could
be a problem,” he said. “‘It’s like
pulling your own teeth without going
to the dentist. They do not do very good
planning for anyone othcr than those
with a very modest estate.”’

Both Carterand Leifeste said it is
casicr and often cheaper for people
to get a personalized, legal document
now than to have others go through
the process after they dic.

“I'think it’s very important to do.

Sculptor does double duty as
ringmaster for real flea circus

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - Maybce
it's because Maria Fernanda Cardoso
wears a silver cape and wiclds a tiny
whip.

Or maybc it's because she
harnesses fleas with tiny wires, gives
them names like Teeny and Tiny and
then blows on them to coax them to
walk across a minitightrope or jump
from a high dive.

Whatever it is, audicnces at the
Cardoso Flea Circus often leave her
weekend shows at the Exploratorium
science center with bemused looks on
their faces.

“People don’t think it's rcal,”
Cardoso says.

Close examination reveals that
there arc fleas attached to wire
harnesses or dressed in costumes -
live fleas that dance, juggle and lift
wceights.

One of them, a mighty mite named
Tarzan, pulls a toy big rig.

““He's the strongest, but not the
smartest. Otherwise he wouldn’t do
this,” Cardoso says.

Then there's Harry Flee-dini, the
world’s smallest escape artist.

“Oh,"” shec says as she opens his
box. ‘““He’s gone alrcady.”™

Some think Cardoso’s show 1s
strange. Many think it’s funny. And
at lecast one person in the audience
always asks if the fleas are alive.

“They're  very skeptical,”
Cardoso’s assistant, Heidi Zednik,
says.

For the ringmaster and creator of
the show, it’'s more than a circus
sideshow. “I don’t know if they
know I'm a scrious artist,”” says
Cardoso, who carncd her Master of
Finc Arts at Yale University.

A native of €Colombia, she is a
sculptor and installation artist who
has exhibited work-at major gallerics
in the United Sudies, Canada and
South Amecrica. Her picces often
includc animals, including lizards,
snakes and starfish.

This latest project, she says, is

‘“‘art and life”’ - a\chance for her to
show her sense of ﬁumor and interact
with her audience.

“It's nothing like I have ever
done,” she says. ‘I have never
performed anything in my life.”

Cardoso began lcaming about fleas
four years ago. She wanted to use
human fleas, as have most traditional
flca circuses. Those were too hard to
find, so she buys cat flcas from a lab
for seven to 10 cents cach.

The fleas live about two months -
long enough, Cardoso says, for her
10 become attached to them. The first
stcp is to harness them; using
tweezers and magnifying goggles.
Then she teaches them to walk on two
lcgs and designs an act for them in
her cver-cvolving show.

““I tried to find somebody from
which to learn. But there was no
one,” says Cardoso, who won’t

reveal how she feeds the fleas, which
of course dinc mainly on blood.

In her resecarch, she found
suggestions in books about an Italian
namcd Bertolotto who designed
claborate flca circuses in Europe in
the 1800s. His audiences included
royalty. In New York in the 1950s,
a man simply known as Prof. Heckler
herded fleas at his show on 42nd
Street.

As far as Cardoso knows, the last
flca circus met its demise in the
1970s.

“Irevived it because it was lost,™
says the sclf-proclaimed Prof.
Cardoso, Queen of the Fleas - still a
scrious artist who teaches sculpture
at the San Francisco Art Institute.

She often finds herself daydrcam
m;, about fleas.

‘““This is an obsession of mine,”
says Cardoso, who wants to be buried
in a flca-shaped coffin. “‘Iam totally
hooked. I got the flca bite.”

She didn’t know her audiences
would, too.

“I knew it would be fun,” she
says. “‘Ididn’tknow it would be such
a big deal.”

It enables a person 10 decide themselves
who receives their property ... rather
than the state of Texas," Carter said.

A lot of people wait until they get
older to draw up a will, Carter said.
But having a will is especially important
for parents with young children.

“Young adults with children should
have a will, whether they have taxable
property or not,”’ Carter explained.
“Through that will, a parent can
designate who they wish 1o raise their
child.”

The court is not required to go along
with those wishes if it fecls the guardian
would not be fit. But Carter said the
will is a way for people to make their
desires known. |

Also, Carter said that just because
parents have chosen godparents for
their children, it doesn’t mean those
godparents will get legal custody of
them.

“Being a godparent doesn't bestow
any legal rights to be guardian,” he
said.

Without a will, the state intervenes
in the distribution of an cstate through
laws called “intestate succession.”’

Leifeste said if the deceased has
children, intestate succession divides
up the estate among them. If pcople
have a will, they can make that
determination on their own, he
explained.

*“If a parent dies without a will,
some of it's going to achild. And if
a child is under 18, he can’t own
property, so there has to be a guardian
established,” he explained. “A
parent really needs a will to avoid the
complications of guardianship.”

Once someonc dics, a probate
hearing usually is held to appoint an
executor or an administrator of the
estate, which pays outstanding dcbts
and distributes the estate among the
surviving relatives.

“The executor is sort of like a
closing officer in a recal cstate
transaction,” Leifeste said. *“They
ask for all bills to be submitted to pay
them and make arrangements for
disbursements of what's left after
that.”

An important note Leifcste makes
about the probate process is that if a
will hasn't been probated properly,
then a person who trics to scll
inherited property will have problems
with the sitle to the property.

County Judge Mike Brown usually
presides over probate hearings in
Tom Green County, which can be
simple or complex depending on the

thoroughness of the will and whether
it is contested.

Attorneys often handle the filing
of applications for probate hearings,
but sometimes people file for the
hearings themselves at the county
clerk’s Office. To file an original
probate application costs about $100.

Once an application is received,
there is a minimum 10-day waiting
period before a probate hearing can
be held:

During the hearing, an applicant
is sworn in and must téstify to the
proof of death or other facts pertinent
to the case.

There are different laws that apply
to each case, such as when a will is
handwritten or when it is drafted by
an attorney.

Self-written wills can be tricky,
because there are various require-
ments regarding signatures and how
the will was written,

*“A self-written will is similartoa
kit,” Leifeste said. “‘It's very
difficult to know whether it meets all
the complicated requirements. If it’s
written in anything other than your
handwriting, it has more stringent
rcquirements.”’

Another difficult part of a probate
hcaring is when the participants are
still grieving over the deceased.

“I just try to be as caring and
compassionate as possible,” Brown
said.

Sometimes people can avoid
probate hearings and wills altogether,
if thcy have what is called a living
will.

Onc type of living will allows a
person to communicate their wishes
to donate organs after their death.

However, a living will dealing
with estates sets up trusts for each
person with the assets you want o
give them. It actually transfers titles
to real property to inheritors while the
property owners are still alive,

““What you do is basically probate
your estate while you're alive,”
Leifeste said.

Living wills can also be referred
to as powers of attorney in which
another person can do all the business
for another living person. There is
also a ‘“health care power of
attomey” or a “directive to a
physician,” which allows a designat-
ed person to make health decisions
for an extremely ill person.

There are also specific rules and
regulations that apply to the issuing
of both types.

"Planting in April sccms 10 be a
little too soon for the plant to
withstand any climate change,” he
said. "March is a safer time to plant
because the plants are established and
arc usually at the two leaf stage, or
further, before significant weather
comes along.”

Dr. Charles Rush, plant pathologist
for the Texas A&M Research and
Extension Center in Bushland, bricfed
produccrs on 1995 irrigation results.

Rush said the rule of thumb is that,
for cach additional inch of water put
on the crop, a producer will get an
additional ton of sugar beets.
However, he said, beets that sit in
walcr may acquire some soil borne
pathogens.

Soil borne pathogens, according

to Rush, will damage the beet by

jamming up the vascular system,
rendering the beet unable to utilize
watcr cfficiently.

"We found that an incrcasc in
waler sometimes may also increase
the potential for discase,” he said.
"For sugar beets grown on ground
with a high discase potential, less
waler is actually better.

Rush found that a decrease of
irrigation on pathogene-infested
ground decrcased discase by 20
percent, increased tonnage by 2-1/2
and increased sucrosc by .08.

"This is very consistent of the
results for 1994." he said. "In the
futurc we (producers) nced to figure
an cconomic threshold for irrigation
for growing beets in pathogen rich
soils."

He also said producers should
focus on delaying irrigation if at all
possible.

Rush said his study in the future
will include sprinkler irrigation
systems. He said he was very
optimistic about the industry in the
Hereford area.

"I rcally believe that sprinklers are
the future for the beet crop,” he said.

SAN ANTONIO - The shot that
clipped the wing of a juvenile bald
cagle last month could be just the
latest volley in a decades-old cross
fire pitting environmentalists and Hill
Country ranchers.

. Middle ground in the conflict that
covers thousands and thousands of
acres of rugged brush and grass land
is hard to find.

On one hand are individuals,
backed by federal law, who say that
eagle populations must be maintained
to preserve the majestic birds of prey.

On the other are the ranchers, who
complain they are suffering unaccept-
able livestock losses from the
federally protected aerial predators.

Everyone agrees that the main
culprits in the conflict are golden
eagles, whose population is estimated
at 20,000, and not the bald eagles,
which are fish eaters. The bald eagles
arc bigger birds, but are fewer in
number.

Unforwnately, juvenile bald eagles
resemble golden eagles until they
reach the age of 4 and develop the
distinctive, white heads.

“The issue is far from black and
white,” said Jim Stinebaugh, senior
resident agent of the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service office in San
Antonio. *‘Partof the problem is that
the (golden) eagles don’t nest in this
part of the country. They are
migrating birds.

““If a rancher has cliffs where the
eagles like to perch, they can have
large populations and that is where
there might be some losses.

““Most ranchers probably never
lose anything to eagles. One cold
norther where the temperature stays
in the 20s for a couple of days will
kill more lambs than eagles kill in 10
years."”

Stinebaugh’s comments come as
a surprise to Bill Luce, whose family
has been in the sheep-raising business
in the Rocksprings-Camp Wood-
Montel area for nearly a century.

“All my life I've heard people
cuss eagles,” Luce said as he looked
out the kitchen window of his home
near Montel. *“The rule of thumb by
the old-timers is that you can expect
to lose about two lambs a day to
cagles.

““There are many nesting pairs in
this country that never leave. Our
problem is that the way the law reads,
we can’t do anything not even honk
ahorn or disturb an eagle if itis in the
process of eating a lamb.

“Idon’t have $10,000 for the fine,
and I don’t have two years to spend
in jail."”

Stinebaugh and Luce agree that
actual losses are hard to document
because eagles generally carry off
their prey and ranching areas are so
vast and inaccessible.

However, the U.S. Department of
Agriculture Animal and Plant Health
Inspection Service does provide
estimates. In 1994, Texas lamb losses

to eagles were estimated at 16,726. *

Sheep losses were estimated at 200.

Eagles rank second among
predators, falling behind coyotes, in
both lamb and kid goat Kkills,
according to the department’s figures.

Gary Nunley, director of the
regional Texas Animal Damage
Control office in San Antonio, said
there is very little anyone can do with
the eagle situation.

“It is possible to get a permit to
£0 out and attempt to trap an eagle
that has become a problem, but it is
a very costly process,” he said.
‘““There are some sheep raisers who

LAWRENCE, Kan. (AP) - Grain
traders in Chicago will soon be able
to look in their computers to find how
well a wheatfield in South Dakota or
a comfield in lowa is growing.

Starting next month, *‘ vegetation
greenness maps’’ derived from a
National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration weather satellite will
go on the market. They were
developed by Ecosystem Testing
Designs Inc. and the University of
Kansas.

John Lomas, a research analyst for
the university’s Kansas Applied
Remote Sensing program, analyzes
the data and creates the index on
which the maps are based.

The new technology will help
farmers and commodities traders
determine when crops are ready for
harvest and whether they are
or behind schedule, Lomas said. A
lush crop shows up dark green on the
maps; less-than-ready crops look
brown.

Subscribers will receive four
different maps on their computers,
with updates every two wecks. Lomas
has data from the past seven years.
Similar maps are being prepared for
China, South America and other
areas.

“If one person would do it, it
would take me 2-1/2 days,” he said.

know when the eagles move in for the
winter and put their lambing season
back, but I don’t know how success-
ful they have been.”

The frustration is echoed by Bill
Sims, former state senator from San
Angelo and a spokesman for the
Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers
Association.

““This has always been a problem
in Texas and in seven or eight areas
of the state itis a hell of a problem,”
Sims said. “‘I'm not about to go out
and tell people that these eagles

should not be protected, but the only
way (o solve the problem is to lower
the number of eagles.

““Back in 1968-69 we had a bill
before Congress that if an eagle took
livestock, the owner could get
reimbursed. It died because the
people wouldn’t support it.

““By the time most lambs or kids
have been found, you can’t tell what
killed them.”

John Karger, executive director of
the Last Chance Forever Bird of Prey
Conservancy in San Antonio, said he

believes the number of eagle kills is
far less than reported.

““There are eagles that kill lambs,
but a lot of times they are blaming
animals when they didn’t really do it,”
he said.

Karger said he thinks much of the
problem lies with bad management
by ranchers attempting to raise 100
many animals on a piece of property,
poor pasture conditions and failing
to monitor sick or weak animals.

“There is never going to be a
solution until we educate people to

the fact that nature is harsh,” he said.

Officials estimate that the golden
eagle population has reached 20,000,
with the migrating birds arriving in
Texas in carly fall on their way to
northern Mexicoand returning to the
northwestern United States by May.

“The eagles are part of our
biosphere. I'm afraid a generation will
have totlic to make a change because
of a lack of rapport with the federal
government,”’ Karger said.

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following a decade when AFC teams
won eight of nine.

It’s hard to call it cyclical any
longer.

In the last 11 Super Bowls, the
NFC teams have outscored the AFC
428-181, or 38.9 points to 16.4.
That's approximately the score of the
first game of the streak - San
Francisco 38, Miami 16, at Stanford
Stadium Jan. 20, 1985, Dan Marino’s
only Super Bowl appearance and Don
Shula’s last.

Almost nobody expects the
Pittsburgh Steelers to beat the Dallas
Cowboys next Sunday. They only
question if the Steelers can keep it
close.

Even Steelers fans.

“Of course I'm glad they got
there, but I don’t have much hope,”
said Adam Wolfson, a New York
insurance broker and a longtime
Steeler fan. “In fact, sometimes I
wonder if it would be better if they'd
lost to Indianapolis on a ‘Hail Mary’
than to have them win then get
embarrassed by Dallas.”

If that’s a Pittsburgh fan, what
does the rest of the world think?

The world according to Las Vegas,
has been raising the line since it
opened at 11 1/2 right after the
Cowhboys' 38-27 win over Green Bay
that set upSunday s game. It jumped
a point in the next three hours,
mecaning a lot of heavy money came
down kerplunk on the Cowboys.

But that's been the trend.

This will be the third straight game
in which the line will be double

figures - Dallas was favored by 10
over Buffalo two years ago and San
Frapcisco by 19 over San Diego last
season.

Both covered.

In the last 12 years, the NFC team
has been favored by a touchdown or
more nine times and the AFC team
has been favored just twice - Denver
by three over Washington in 1988 and
Buffalo by six over the Giants in
1991.

Only two of the last 11 games have
been truly competitive.

The first was in 1989, when Joe
Montana led the 49ers on a 92-yard,
11-play drive and hit John Taylor
from 10 yards out with 34 seconds
left to beat Cincinnati 20-16. That
was the third of San Francisco’s five
Super Bowl wins.

The second was in 1991, whcmhc
Giants edged Buffalo 20-19 as the
Bills’ Scott Norwood was wide right
with a 47-yard field goal attempt on
the game's next-to-last play.

That jay have been the only game
in which the AFC team was demon-

strably better on paper, but New York

won it by holding the ball for 40
minutes and 33 seconds, keeping
Buffalo’s high-powered, no-huddle
offense off the field.

In only two other games did the
AFC team even lecad at the half.

The most recent was two years
ago, when the Bills, in the last of their
four straight losses, led the Cowboys
13-6 at intermission. But just 55
seconds into the second half, Leon
Lett stripped the ball from Thurman

Thomas and James Washington
picked up the fumble and returned it
46 yards for a score, irrevocably
turning the game.

The other was in 1987, when the
Broncos led the Giants 10-9 at
intermission afid might have been up
more had Rich Karlis not missed two
short field goals.

In- the second half, New York
converted a fake punt on the first series,
outgained the Broncos 162 yards to
2 over a 20 minute span, scored five
straight times to go ahead 39-10 and
won 39-20.

The others were monumental
blowouts: Chicago’s 4610 rout of New
England in 1986; San Francisco 55-10
over Denver in 1990; Dallas’ 52-17
win over Buffalo three years ago.

And most often they're over almost
before they start, like last year's 49-26
San Francisco win. Take that 55-10
game. : '

*“After the second series, Bill Walsh
looked at me and said, ‘It’s over,'”’
said Carmen Policy, the 49ers’
president, who happened to be sitting
with the man who had coached San
Francisco'’s first three viclon'cs.

“I said, ‘Not so soon.” And he
replied: “There’s no way they can slop

you.

Why such domination by the NFC?
Just about every theory has been
debunked:

- Styles. The NFC was supposed
to be the conference of power and
defense, the AFC of finesse. But Dallas
and San Francisco, who have won the

last three games, have quick-strike
offenses that were supposed to be the
AFC province.

- Coaches and general managers.
Bobby Beathard, who won three Super
Bowls in Washington, is iow general
manager in San Diego and Bill Parcells,
who coached the Giants Lo two, is now
in New England. San Diego has made
itonce but the Pats haven't come close.
Will Jimmy Johnson make a difference
in Miami?

- Cycles. True, the AFC won eight
of nine Super Bowls between 1973
and 1981, but six of those wins were
by two of the best teams in NFL history,
the Dolphins and Steelers. The
aggregate score in those eight wins
was 200-111 - an average 25-14 - and
Dallas’ 27-10 win over Denver in 1978
gave the NFC at least a taste of victory.

In fact, the conferences are far more
competitive than the Super Bowls show.

Over the 12 years of the streak, the
NFC leads just 323-308-1, in part
because the AFC’s bottom teams may
have been better than NFC teams like
the Cardinals and Buccaneers.

And things might have been
relatively even the past four years if
Dallas and San Francisco, clearly the
class of the league, had been lopped
off the NFC.

Buffalo, despite going 0-for-4 in
the final game, is clearly the third
best team of the '90s, behind the
Cowboys and 49ers.

But in the Super Bowl, only first
place counts.

Cowboys to try their luck in Arizona

DALLAS (AP) - The Dallas
Cowboys are off o their eighth Super
Bowl but the first time they’ve ever
tried to win one in Arizona.

The Cowboys have won four Super
Bowls, two of them in New Orleans,
one in Pasadena at the Rose Bowl and
a fourth down south in the Georgia
Dome.

Miami has been death on the boys
in silver and blue. Dallas has lost
three times there. Don't bet the
Cowboys when they play in Florida.
Take the Dolphins and the points
when Dallas plays Jimmy Johnson
next season in Miami.

Having been an in-stadium witness
to the Cowboys Super Bowl triumphs
and tragedies, I'd say the gamc in
Tempe in two wecks against the
Pittsburgh Steelers could be one of
their most important, atleast to their
fans.

Of course, the best Dallas Super
Bow! will always be the first time
they won, 24-3 over Miami in New
Orleans at the finish of the 1971
season.

The Cowboys had a rcputation

~ then of being *‘Next Year's Champi-

ons.”

They had blown Supcr Bowl V, a
game they should have won, losing
on a last-second ficld goal to the
Baltimore Colts. Dallas outplayed the
Colts but fumble recoveries, tipped
passes and strange calls from the
zebras doomed Tom Landry’s tcam.

Of course, Dallas had lost twice
10 the Green Bay Packers in NFL title
games in 1966 and 1967.

Fans were beginning to wonder if
Dallas would ever win a title. Hello
out there, anybody from Minncsota,
Buffalo or Denver reading?

The frustration factor was high. I

can still remember Bob Lilly’s helmet
soaring across the field in the Orange
Bowl after Jim O’Bricen kicked the
game winning field goal for the Colts.

The length of the helmet toss will
never be equaled by any human.

So it was very swect to see the
same Lilly in the locker room,
wreathed in cigar smoke from a stogic
almost as long as his arm, following
the 24-3 win over the Miami
Dolphins and Don Shula.

~ Even the writers didn’t mind
geuing wet when general manager
Tex Schramm was tossed into the
shower. Of course, Landry got aride
off the field on the shoulders of his
players. None was brave enough to
toss him in the shower.

This was the big breakthrough for
the Cowboys. This released them
from their mental shackles and gave
the franchise confidence in what it
was doing.

Unfortunately for Dallas, the road
to a second Vince Lombardi Trophy
was blocked by the Steelers.

Dallas lost 21-17 in' Miami but
bounced back two years later to beat
Dcnver 27-10 in the Big Easy, good
ol’ New Orleans. This was the game
where defensive linemen Harvey
Martin and Randy White shared
co-MVP honors for the sacking of
former Dallas quarterback Craig
Morton.

The Steeler shadow hovered again
in 1978 with Dallas losing 35-31 in
the cursed Orange Bowl, despite the
heroics of Captain America, Roger
Staubach.

That was the end of the Landry

run. He finished 2-3 in Super Bowls.

Then came Jimmy Johnson, the
Port Arthur kid who proved he had
the correct formula for collecting
Super Bowl hardware.

The Cowboys won in 1992 in
Pasadena and 1993 in Georgia with
Buffalo the victim on both occasions.

Now, Barry Switzer has the
Cowboys meeting Pittsburgh again.
The Cowboys settled an old score by
taking out the Packers 38-27 in the
NFC championship game.

To longtime Dallas fans, who have
suffered and celebrated with' the
franchise since 1960, there is still a
big score to scttle with the Steelers
who became the tcam of the '70s
behind Terry Bradshaw and Franco
Harris at the expense of the Cowboys.

Current Cowboys don’t know or
carc much about the rivalry.

But the fans do. It would be a big
payback for the Cowboys to take the
Steclers down.

Then that would lcave only one
championship game skcleton in the
closet.

Courage, faith help local nurse -
achieve one of her goals in life §

In May 1994, Gwen Keeping came
to the United States, a single mother
of two, with all she owned in three
suilcases.

She came to a new country, a new
town and a new job, sight unseen. She
had nothing to sustain her except her
courage and faith that she was doing
the right thing. :

This same courage and faith,
combined with her nursing skills,
sustained her following a tragic
accident and as a result she was
credited with saving the life of a
friend and co-worker.

Prior to coming. to the United
States, Keeping had graduated from
St. John'’s Newfoundland School of
Nursing with an associate degree.

" "There were no jobs in Canada,"
said Keeping. "They were laying off
nurses who had worked for 20 years."

Keeping felt that her only options

. were to go back to school and get her

bachelor of nursing degree or work
casual (on an as-nceded basis.)

She retuned to school, but after
aycar the grant which was financing
her education was cut.

"I had three fricnds who had found
employment in the United States. It
secmed like there were lots of nursing
positions available. So I figured out
how to goabout getting in touch with
hospitals in the U.S.," Keeping said.

Working on the assumption that
similar zip codes were withinagiven
arca and using a listing of hospitais
prepared by the Amcrican Hospital
Association, Keeping began calling
hospitals in the Panhandlc arca.

After numerous calls and prospects
that did not matcrialize, Kecping
spoke with Pat Ancona at Hercford
Regional Medical Center.

"Pat told me that thcy had an
opening in home care, which was my
ficld, and they would put me to work

whenever 1 could get here," said
Keeping. :

And she did get here, three months
later with her two daughters, Michelle
and Lindsay, and what possessions
they could carry in three suitcascs.

The trip provided a lot of "firsts”
for-Keeping, including her first
airplanc flight, her first look at what
was Lo be her new home and her first
time away from her family.

Leaving her parents, two brothers,
five sisters and their families behind
was an ecmotional experience,
especially since her parents were
preparing for their 50th wedding
anniversary in August 1994,

But, Keeping explained, she
boarded the plane, found a window
scat "(and) I took Lindsay by the
hand, told her to hold Michelle’s hand
and | said, ‘It’s going to be okay.""

The Keepings were met at the
Amarillo Airport by Pat Ancona.

"They had balloons that said
wclcome and candy when they met
us at the airport,” said Michelle. "It
was ncat."

So Keeping and her daughters
began a new life that would lead to
the dramatic events on a Sunday
aftcrnoon in the summer of 1995.

Keeping, her daughters and some
fricnds were on an outing to Ute Lake
where Keeping was leaming to water
ski.

"I had just gotten up on the skis
successfully for the first time and
when I fell T looked up and saw
everyone in the boat cheering for
me," said Keeping.

Or so she thought. But the
passcngers were  scrcaming  that
Beverly House, a friend and co-
worker, had fallen out of the boat and
been struck by the propeller.

Housc was retrieved from the lake
by her father, who then pulled
Keeping into the boat.

"I was afraid Beverly was gone.
Her injurics were extensive and she

B en had a good idea. When he took his idea to his employers,
they weren't interested. "Business is good," they said. "We
don't want to invest in an untested area."

However, the idea kept nagging Ben. He watched industry
trends and knew the time was right. Benresigned and worked his idea
into abusiness plan. Thenone evening ata churchdinner he casually
mentioned the idea to a recently retired executive.

Immediately the executive expressed his interest. Was Ben
looking for partners? Did Ben need capital? Ben said yes,and they
metthe next nightto discuss the idea. The meeting went well and the
executive suggested bringing in.a third partner. Ben wasn't sure at
first, but finally agreed because he needed additional capital.

Each partner received one-third ownership. Ben got his third

for the idea and industry knowledge. The other partners supplied
capital and management expertise for their shares.

The company started quickly and early production was strong.
Led by Ben's knowledge of the industry and his marketing ability, the
company established solid accounts quickly and profits came early.

Then unexpectedly one moming early in the second year,
Ben's partners fired him from his own company. The partners
controlled two-thirds of the stock and they wanted Ben out. Ben kept
his stock and demanded his third of the profit. The partners immedi-

. ately raised their salaries and the leftover profit was meager.

Ben hired an attorney, but was told the partners were within
their legal rights. Ben was out and had no legal recourse.
Common problems

Situations like Ben's happen every day. |'ve watched more
than a dozen partnerships come apart, and it isn't a pretty sight. It is
sad to see a business deal tum friends into bitter enemies.

Common causes of these breakups include lack of planning,
unclear objectives, lack of capital and no written agreements. How-
ever, the most common reason is simply that the partners themselves
are not compatible.

You should select your partners for their skills, experience and
compatibility factors. Good partners should have similar work ethics,
ambition, motivation and personality attributes.

Successful partner attributes

Here are some attributes that partners should possess.

* Honesty and integrity. All successful relationships are based on
trust. No partnerships can last lone-term if one partner is dishonest.
* Willingness to work hard. Though no two people work alike, each
partner must be committed to the cause. You should define job
responsibilities before you begin.

» Competence and skills. Each partner must bring useful exper-
tise to the business. Money can start a business, but ability keeps

it going.

'« A good team player. A partnership, regardiess of the number of

partners, is a team sport. Partners must work independently when
necessary, together when beneficial.

* Good people skills. Good partners get along well with all types
of people. They treat others with respect and are enjoyable to be
around.

« Can control their emotions. All partnerships will have periods of
stress and strife. Good partners controltheir anger, keep cool under
pressure and don't overreact.

* Communication skills. Everyone profits by improving listening,
speaking and thinking skills. Listening with understanding is the first
step in solving problems.

* Works toward "win-win" solutions. A good partner will see both
sides of every situation. They are adept at proposing solutions
where everyone comes out ahead. .

* Ability to organize and prioritize. Good partners stay focused
on acoomplnshmgthe mostimportanttasks.

Minister hopes
his empire will
become model

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - When
the Rev. Cecil Williams was a child,
onc of his favoritc games was
“funeral.”

He and his six siblings would kill
cockroaches, round up decaying rats
and gather stiff birds to provide them
with proper burials. Williams always
played the role of pastor.

“*We were having two or three
funcrals every day,” he remembers
with a laugh.

Unlike most services in his
hometown of San Angclo, Tcxas,
Williams® make-belicve funcrals
were integrated.

He would assign cach of  his
brothers and sisters a race - red,
yellow, white or black. Togcther, they
would sing hymns, pray and give
theirinsector rodent friends a proper
send-off.

Williams went on to become a
preacher of national stature. His goal
15 Lo create a model that churches of
all denominations can use Lo mlq,ralc
their congregations,

Williams ministers to’ San
Francisco’s largest congregation -
ncarly 6,000 homcless people,
prostitutes, drug addicts, gang
members, Jews, Muslims  and
Buddhists, who crowd into Glide
Memorial United Methodist Church
cvery day for free meals, self-help
classcs, sermons and inspiration.

The church’s members didn't take
well to Williams’ egalitarian views,
but he defied their prejudice and
invited in the destitute from the strip
clubs, X-rated movic theaters and
flop houses that surrounded them in
the city’s infamous Tenderloin.

Within a month, he was involved
in a battle to protect prostitutes from
police brutality and became active in
the homosexual community.
Eventually, he began offering classes
to help people kick drug and alcohol
habits. .

Those grew to include 37 programs
tcaching everything Iermmpulcrs
Lo anger management.

Glide eventually became the city's
most comprchensive  nonprofit
provider of human services, feeding
mcals to 3,500 pcople who every day
form a line that snakes around the
block.

Adding 10 the services it offers,
Glide will break ground in the fall for
a $9 million homeless shelter next
door.

Williams, now 66, hopes his
cmpire will one day become a model
and training center for other churches,
where ministers, priests and rabbis
can lcarn to promotc the diversity and
tolerance he thinks is essential to the
naton’s survival.

“It secems to me that Sunday
morning is still the most scgregated
hour in America,”” Williams said.
“Thatrcally does spcak against what
the church should be doing. I'd like
to have an exodus occur where the
churches begin to move to a real
critical point in their lives where they
will bccome more inclusive and stop
worrying about a person’s sexual
identity or a person’s color, a
person’s class or whatever. We've got
to move beyond that.”

Patients say weather can affect their health

Could this be true or is it just an old wives' tale?

WACO, Texas - With the cold
blast of winter storms, people may
say they're “‘under the weather.”
Some say they can predict acold spell
or rain storm when an old injury
flares up. Or they may blame the
dampness and cold for their.aches and
pains.

Is it true or is it an “old wives’ \

tale” that weatheggean affect one’s
health?

Dr. William Shay of Providente
Medical Clinic says he has many
patients who say the weather
aggravates their condition.

‘“Sore throats, coughing,
bronchitis kind of come with the
scason,”” he said.

Shay said a person’s immune
system doesn’t change with the
secasons, but viruscs scem to be more
active when the weather is colder.

“l think certainly that cold
weather affects a lot of things,” said
Dr. Michacl Stoncs of Robinson
Medical Clinic. *““Cold wcather
activates your body’s mechanism to
conserve body heat:”

To preserve heat in the trunk of the
body, he said, the blood vessels going
to the limbs may be constricted.

While this helps maintain the
proper temperature to the vital
organs, it can cause peripheral body
parts-- such as the arms and legs,
hands and feet, to ache. Both joints
and muscles can be affccied. (

Decreased sunlight may contribute
to depression, Stones notes. Doctors
have also found that pcople’s scxual
urges are lessened on winter days
when there is less sunlight.

There also may be a basis for the
claim that arthritic joints hurt more
in cold weather, said Carcy Dalton,
executive director of the Arthritis
Foundation's Heart of Texas branch
office.

“Temperature affects a lot of
people with arthritis,” she said. “It
makes them hurt.” _

Arthritis affects the joints of the
body, making them stiff and painful.
Cold scems to make the pain flarc up,

According 10 a fact sheet issued by
the Arthritis Foundation, weather or
climate does not cause the disease
itsclf. Nor does cold weather make
the discase better or worse, but it may
affcct sympioms.

Weather factors that may increase
pain and stiffness include cold
tecmperatures, dampness from rain or

snow, a fall in barometric pressure
and a rise in humidity just before a
storm.

And, yes, living in a hot, dry
climate may improve arthritis
symptoms for some people, the fact
shect goes on to say.

But before you pack up fora move
to the desert, the fact sheet says, you
should discuss it with your doctor -
and take short visits at different
scasons of the year to see how you
feel.

In the meantime, Dalton said, a lot
of arthritis patients find they get relief
from taking warm showers.

Shay said he tells his patients to
keep aching joints warm with a
hcating pad.

Many times, paticnts complain that
their old injuries flare up in cold
weather.

““Alotof my paticnts come inand
say their knees hurt more in the cold
weather,” said Dr. Brett Bolte,
director of rehabilitation medicine at

Hillcrest Baptist Medical Center. “Or’

they’ll predict when the weather is
going to change because of a
previously injured joint.”

He said, however, that these are
subjective complaints and it would
be difficult to prove or disprove
whetherthere is a scientific basis for
them.

“There'’s not a lot of scientific
cvidence to verify what people are
saying,” Bolte said.

Scanning the Internet, Bolte did
find a scientific article in a 1994

Scandinavian Journal of Rheumatolo-*

gy on a study of the cffect of weather
conditions in acute gouty arthritis.
“What they found was that the
average temperature was a little bit
higher prior to the attack of gout,”
Bolte said. *“The barometric pressure
was higher and the humidity was
nigher than the day of the flarc-up.”

If the barometric pressure then
decreased with a cold front, he said,
the pressure inside a person’s body
could possibly be higher than the
barometric pressure outdoors. This
might causc the joints to swell more.

Stones said when a pressure front
comes through, it pay cause sinus
problems or headaches. This can happen
anytime of the year. He's even
experienced it in the summer.

A pressure differential will affect
a plugged up space anywhere in the
body, including the joints or sinuses,
he said.

If the pressure inside the body differs
from barometric pressure outside, a
person may feel under the weather.

The differences in pressure will
“make it bulge out or suck in,”
regardless where a body cavity is
located, Stones said.

Still, not all doctors are convinced
the weather’s relation to how we feel
is anything more than a widespread
belief we have.

“I don’t know if it comes under

the adage of ‘an apple aday keeps the
doctoraway’ ornot,” Bolte said. “It’s
hard to say if it’s an-old wives’ tale
that people repeat because cveryone
says it, or whether it’s rcally true.”

He said warm joints scem to flex

better, and wonders if cold wind chills
affect a painful joint that much. But,
at the same time, the standby treatment
is to put a cold pack on a painful knee,

“It would be neat if we could prove
this theory one way or another,” Bolie
said. “But I don't think we’ve ever
been able to do that yet.”

The call came in to the Hercford
Fire Department at 9:44 p.m. on Nov.
9 -- a structure fire at the intersection
of County Roads GG and 13.

For brothers Clint and Trip
Robison, watching their family’s barn
burn to the ground that night was the
end of adream -- that they could have
success in the 1995 Hercford Young
Farmers Junior Livestock Show hog
compeltition.

Inside the 40-year-old wood frame
barn were five show hogs purchased
1-1/2 months before. With the blaze
apparently starting in the gencral arca
of their pens, nothing could be done
to save the animals.

Just. over two months latcr,
however, Clint Robison rcached the
top -- claiming County Grand
Champion honors in thc HYF show
with one of two hogs he bought 1o
replace those killed in the fire.

Robison recently recalled the days
following the firc and the ensuing
work that brought him to the show
arcna last Thursday for a date with
destiny.

Robison’s molhcr Terry Robison,
noticed the fire when she went to the
kitchen that night. She immediately
called 911 and voluntcer fircfighters
hcaded for the scenc.

The only clectricity in usc at the
time of the fire, Robison said, was

heat lamps keeping the fnvc hogs
warm in their stalls.

The morning aflcr the fire, the
HHS senior looked at the ruins of his
project and wondered if it was 100
late to start over. Stock show rules
required animals be purchased by
Dec. 1, but Robison had owned his
hogs since the first of October.
Buying ncw animals would be
possible, but he had lost 1-1/2 months
in time working with them.

The day, he said, he spoke with ag
teacher Kevin Kelley at school.

"I did want to get more," he said,
but "only if I could get onc that would
be competitive.”

Brother Trip, a sophomore at HHS,
decided against pursuing new hogs,
focusing instcad on basketball.

Both Robison and his parents
praiscd Kelley for his dedication to
helping get the hog project back on
line.

While Robison and a friend
traveled 1o Chickasaw, Okla., the
weekend after the fire, they were
unable to find any hogs that suited his
nceds.

It was Kelley the next weekend

who found a breeder in Duncan,
Okla., who sold him two animals --
a Hampshire and a Spot.

Buying pigs was just the first step
in Robison’s attempt to come back
from the fire.

His father, Steve, said the family
lost cverything relating to hog raising

- feed, pails, feed pans, brushes,
whips and stalls.

Ncighbors pitched in with a new

pen and hog house.

Others donated financially to help
purchase the animals.

"It was just starting from scratch
all over,” Clint Robison said.

To help make up the lost time in
working with the animals, Robison
chtcred seven jackpot shows during
Dccember, traveling as far as
Kerrville to show his two pigs and get
them some experience in the show
arena.

"We spent a lot more time that a
lot of people do” working with the
animals, he said, showing them and
"just basically feeding, getting them
where they look right.”

Ironically, Robison said, the hog
that won county champion honors
hecre did not do as well as the other
onc did at the jackpot shows.

When they arrived at the Hereford
show, the classifier determined both
pigs would be shown in the Cross
catcgory rather than under their
formal breeds.

While this mcant Robison was
competing against himself in the
mediumweight Cross division, italso
mcant his county champion Hamp-
shirc hog avoided a run-in with
ultimate Five-County Grand
Champion Jessica Smith, who
brought her winner through that
breed.

In the hog show, Robison won first
placc in the mediumweight division
with one hog and drove the other to
a third place county (fifth in five-
county) finish.

When the dust had clcared in the

Cross breed championship, Roblson
had claimed five-county rcserve breed
champion and county Breed champion
honors, second only to Five-County
Reserve Grand Champion Clint
Patterson.

Before entering lhc show, Robison
said his goal was simply 10 get his hogs
into the sale.

Although he had been pessimistic
about the quality of his sccond set of
entries carly on, working with them
for two months showed him they were
quality animals.

Still, he said, "I felt like we had a
good chance to do well with them,”
but never dreamed he would do that
well.

Robison said throughout the ;udgmg
he never knew judge Jerry McLemore

was focusing more aticntion on his
hog than on any others.

"It surprised me to win the county
and it surprised me to win reserve of
the breed,"” he said.

"I was looking at placing high in
the class, maybe win the class.”

Once he got to the county
championship drive, Robison knew
he’was the winner when McLemore
began describing the county winner.

During the breed championship
drive, he said, McLemorc specifically
mention that his hog was a "fresh'
looking pig, meaning onc that had not
been held off full feed rations 1o prepare
for the show.

McLemore also said the animals

But it was still a good night for
Friona’'s Jessica Smith, who emerged
from a gruclling seven-hour show

with Five-County Grand Champion

honors in the 1995 Hereford Young
Farmers Junior Livestock Show hog
competition.

Miss Smith drove her champion
Hampshire hog to the top of the 266-
hog heap, claiming the top spot over
Five-County Reserve Grand
Champion Clint Patterson of Parmer
County 4-H.

Patterson entered the champion-
ship drive with his medium-heavy-
weight Cross hog.

Top county honors went to Clint
Robison, who was named Deaf Smith

County Grand Champion hog with his
mediumweight Cross entry.

Robison is a member of Hereford
FFA.

The last of four top hog winners
also was a Cross breed, as Camille
Vasck duplicated her 1994 County
Reserve Champion victory with the
same honor in 1995.

Miss Vasck showed the champion
hecavyweight Cross, then entered the
championship drive after Robison’s
selection as county champion.

Overall, the competition lasted
until midnight, eight long hours after
Judging was supposed to have begun
at4 p.m.

The start of the hog show was
delayed an hour, however, when
judge Jerry McLemore was late
arriving from Oklahoma.

counties paraded their hogs through
the show arena at the Deaf Smith
County Bull Bam in cight different
breed classes -- Berkshire, Chester
Whites, Durocs, Hampshires, Poland
Chinas, Spots, Yorkshirc and
Crosses.

McLemore praised the exhibitors
as he judged the championship drive.

"I think we've got a great bunch
of youngsters," he said, commenting
especially on the neat appearance of
the 4-H and FFA members who wore
clcan pants, had their shirts tucked in
and who had their hair neatly combed
and styled.

| McLemore said he looks for a
long-bodied hog as his champions,
onec with a lengthy neck, tension in
the front end and is tall footed.

He said his message to the
competitors is to "always be
competitive,” adding that young
people who lose should not "go away
laughing,” but should "have the
competitive edge to do back and do
what you need to do" o win next
time.

McLemore concluded his remarks
by saying he docs not like to have to
Judge a class all the way through.

"It’s the hardest thing to do to look
at onc of these youngsters, 1o say

5 ‘You're No. 14’ or ‘You're No. 18.""

Miss Smith’s Hampshire, he said,

is "extremely tall . . very, very correct
in his skeletal design.”

At the conclusion of the hog
Jjudging, small groups of exhibitors
returned to the ring for the showman-
ship competition.

The showmanship was broken into
two divisions -- Junior Showmanship
for entrants age 12 and under, and
Senior Showmanship for those 13 and
older.

This year, the showmanship
winners will receive personali
jackets.

McLemore praised the young
people in the Junior Showmanship
drive, telling them that "I think it's
an honor to get picked.”
