expansion since recession

WASHINGTON (AP) - The U.S.
cconomy expanded by just 2.1
percent in 1995, the weakest
performance since the last recession,
with partial closures of the federal
government worsening the slowdown
at the end of the year.

The Commerce Department
reported woday that the increase in the
gross domestic product, the broadest
measure of economic health, for all
of last year was the slowest since the
economy actually shrank by 1 percent
in 1991. The GDP had expanded by
3.5 percent in 1994,

The severity of the slowdown was
underscored by the fact that growth
in the final three months of the year

was a barely discernible annual rate
of 0.9 percent, just half of what
private economists had been
expecting.

Growth in the fourth quarter was
rcduced by 0.25 of a percentage point
by the adverse effects of two partial
government shutdowns. They
occurred because President Clinton
and the Republican-controlled
Congress could not reach agrecment
on a seven-yecar balanced-budget
plan.

Other factors dragging down the
fourth quarter's growth were
weakness in consumer spending and
a big decline in business inventorics
as businesses made an intense effort

to reduce their stockpiles of unsold
goods.

Many cconomists belicve that
growth in the current January-March
period will show little pickup from
the fourth quarter rate. The most
pessimistic  forecasters arc cven
warning of the rising possibility ol a
recession

Last year's cconomic slowdown
also occurred becausce of a doubling
of nterest rates engineered by the
Federal Reservé as a pre-emptive
strikc against inflation.

“This s a soft landing on a bumpy
runway, "’ said Robert Dedenck, chief
cconomic consultant at Northern
Trust Co. in Chicago.

Housing starts jump in January
after deep decline in December

WASHINGTON (AP) - Housing
starts rcbounded 4.4 percent in
January despite a weakening
economy and severe weather that
analysts had cxpected to block
builders from laying new foundations,
the government said today.

Starts had plunged 5 percent in
December, helping to push new
construction last year down 7.3
percent from 1994,

In January, construction of new
homes and apartments totaled 1.45
million at a seasonally adjusted
annual rate, up fram 1.39 million in
December. Starts had jumped 7.9
percent in November, 10 a 1.46
million rate.

Starts rose in all regions except the
South last month, while in December,
they fell in all regions except for the
West.

The report combined the data from
December and January, which had

been postponed by the partial federal
government shutdown at the end of
the year.

Many analysts, citing the sluggish
cconomy and the East Coast blizzard
and severe cold in the Midwest, had
expected starts to drop to a 1.26
million rate in January after falling
to about 1.37 million a month carlicr.

The Commerce Department
reported earlier today that the
economy grew just 0.9 percent in the
final three months of 1995, and many
analysts believe it will remain weak
until gradually rebounding this
spring.

Analyst have said the sluggish
economy is offsetting the stimulus of
falling mortgage rates for the housing
industry. The 30-year rates were
below 7.5 percent in January, down
from more than 9 percent a ycar
carlier.

The monthly payment on a
$100,000 mortgage with a 7.5 percent
interest rate is $699, whilc the
payment on the same loan with a 9
percent rate is $805.

Despite the January rebound, a
membership survey in carly February
by the National Association of Home
Builders suggested builders remain
cautious about the housing outlook.

Applications for building permits
fell 7.1 percent in January, to a 1.37
million annual rate. They had risen
2.1 percent in December, 1o a 1.48
million rate.

Single-family starts rebounded by

1.4 percent in January, to a 1.13
million rate.

It was a different story three weeks
ago, when the city’s lemperature
dipped o0 a record 22 degrees.

“I hated that cold,”” Ms. Weesner
said. “‘I'm happy.”

The grass fire ncar Poolville, 35
miles northwest of Fort Worth,
injured at least 49 people, said Joe
Clement, a spokesman for the Texas
Department of Safety. Another 90
buildings and an cqual number of
vchicles were also destroyed or
damaged, he said.

Unseasonably hot, windy and
tinder-dry weather has been feeding
fires across Texas. The moisture level
across the state is about 2 percent; by
companison, construction-grade wood
is 14 percent, said Jo Schwickhard
Moss, a spokeswoman for the state
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Even in far South Texas, residents
celebrated the oven-like heat.

‘‘Because the weather has been so
yucky, as soon as the sun pops oul
people want to go to the beach, they
want to cook out, and they want to go
fishing," said Betty Vela, manager
of the Fisherman's Wharf on South
Padre Island. ““It"s the sun that makes
things happen.”™

A cold blast earlier this month
brought frigid weather to the region,
worrying citrus growers who were
halfway through harvesting this
year's grapefruit crop. Ice, sleet and
snow blanketed much of the state,
closing highways, busincsses and

es across the

Division of Emergency Management.

Gov. George W. Bush asked for
a federal disaster declaration for the
entire state.

More help was on the way today
from Tennesee, which sent 15
specially rained state firefighters and
six fire plow units totry help dousing
the blazes.

Officials instituted a ban on
outdoor burming across about a fourth
of the state. They also warned of
automobiles sparking dry grass,
moltorists  tossing cigarettes or
maitches, and arson.

More than four dozen fires
occurred on Wednesday and
Thursday alone, burning tens of
thousands of acres.

As of Thursday, 2,912 blazes had
consumed 79,000 acres in the first
seven weeks of 1996, Ms. Moss said.
She cautioned that for every fire
reported, cight go unreported because
local jurisdictions can contain them
without help.

In all of 1995, 1,500 fires charred
18,000 acres.

WASHINGTON (AP) - President
Clinton may have had to engage ina
little arm twisting to ass.iable his trio
of nominations for the Federal
Reserve, but initial indications are the
team will pass muster with the
Republican Senate, even in this
politically charged election year.

Clinton announced late Thursday
that he would nominatc Alan
Greenspan to a third four-year term
as Fed chairman and that he had
chosen White House budgetdirector
Alice Rivlin for the No. 2 spot at the
central bank.

Clinton also chose Laurence H.
Meyer, a respected cconomic
forecaster and professor at Washing-
ton University in St. Louis, for a third
scaton the seven-member Fed board
that has been vacant since Boston
banker John LaWare resigned nearly
a year ago,

First reaction to the new nomina-
tions was favorable, in sharp contrast
to the strong Republican objcctions
that had forced the withdrawal last
wecek of Clintons’ first choice for vice
chairman, New York investment
banker Felix Rohatyn.

Sen. Alfonse D’Amato, R-N.Y.,
chairman of the Scnatc Banking
Committee, promiscd a speedy
consideration of the nominces and
said he was *“‘not awarc ol any
impediment” to their approval.

Sen. Connic Mack, a Banking
Committee Republican who had led
the opposition to Rohatyn, said, *'I
haven’thad an opportunity toreview
in depth their positions on price
stability, but the first indications are
positive.”

Rep. Jim Leach, R-lowa, chairman
of the House Banking Commitice,
hailed Greenspan's renomination as
“extremcly recassuring’™ to financial
markets and praiscd Rivlin and Mcyer

for their “impeccable credentials”
as economists.

The selection of Greenspan, a
Republican who has good ties with
the Clinton administration and Wall
Street, had been expected. But
Clinton’s choice of Rivlin to replace
Alan Blinder, who resigned in
January as vice chairman, came as a
surprise.

Just three weeks ago, she had
bluntly signaled her desire to remain
as budget director, saying ‘‘no way,
no how" was she interested in the
Fed post. -

Asked about this by reporters in
the Oval Office, Clinton joked that
he hadn’t “lost all my powers of
persuasion. Battered and bloodied as
I may be, [ can still, once in a while,
make a good argument.”’

Administration officials said
Rivlin had been convinced that she
was nceded more at the Fed, an
agency with vast powers over the
cconomy through its control of
interest rates.

Clinton’s re-clection chances
hinge in no small part on how well
the cconomy performs. He had
wanted o nominate Rohatyn, who has
been openly critical of Fed policies,
arguing that the economy can grow
at a faster rate than the Fed's current
target of around 2.5 percent without
generating higher inflation.

Clinton had complained bitterly
last week after Rohatyn removed
himself from consideration, saying
he had hoped to spur a debate inside
the Fed over whether technological
changes had madec it possible for the
cconomy to grow more rapidly.

Clinton told reporters Thursday he
believed Rivlin and Meyer would be
able to carry out that debate. He noted
that Greenspan during two days of
testimony this week had acknowl-
cdged it was an issue the Fed already
was studying.

Texas Congressman

Moon found not guilty

RICHMOND, Texas (AP) - Felicia
Moon begged prosecutors to drop
misdemeanor assault charges against
her husband, Minnesota Vikings
quarterback Warren Moon.

NEW YORK (AP) - Mr. Televi-
sion sits in the deserted, expansive
dining room of the Friars Club, an
expensive stogie plugged in his
mouth. He puffs a little, ponders a bit
and lands plenty of punchlines.

With Milton Berle, the typical call
and response routine of an interview
quickly drifts away in acloud of cigar
smoke. And what ‘billows forth
instcad is a steady strcam of
consciousness.

You mlghl think Unclc Miltie is
saying, “Go ahcad, ask your
questions,”” but his answers spiral
into digression upon digression.

After 83 years in show business,
it’s beyond Berle-esque.

It's been almost 50 years since
Berle ‘appeared on a ‘new-fangled
gadget with moving picturcs on a
tube, and became the most popular
entertainer on Iclevision as host of
“The Texaco Star Theater.”” And at
87, he continues to work.

Within the last year, he's received
an Emmy nomination for playing an

Alzheimer's sufferer on “Beverly
Hills, 90210,” shown up on
“Roscanne’™ in drag and portrayed

a character named Uncle Manny on
“The Nanny."

And just within the last few weeks,
he's appeared on the sitcom “ Sister,
Sister” and reccived a lifcume
achievement citauon at the 10th
annual American Comedy Awards
show, which airs March 6 on ABC.

Mr. Television also can be called
Mr. Video, since he also came out
with an exercise tape.

He says himself that he hasn’t had
to work for 35 years, since he's done
so well in show busincss and by
investing smartly. He lives in Beverly
Hills with his third wife, Lorna.

It's vers simple why retirementis |

out of the quesuon: I don’t know

anything else but show business. ...
I wouldn't know what to do.”

Berle has been performing since
he first stepped on the vaudeville
stage at age 5. He made his Broadway
debut in the 1920 revival of “The
Floradora Girl,” and his radio debut
in 1929 with Rudy Vallee. By his
carly 20s, he was enjoying a
successful vaudeville and nightclub
career, 100.

In 1931, he became the youngest
master of ceremonies ever at the
Palace and his one-week booking got
extended to 10. And he was the only
performer ever to be billed above the
title of *“Ziegfeld Follies" in 1943,
He cven appeared on some early
experimental TV broadcasts in 1929

«./and 1933.

*l guess the word is, quote,
dedication, I'm dedicated to my art.
| love 10 make people laugh ... or
make them cry if I'm doing some-
thing serious,” says Berle, ‘'who's
done some dramatic acting over the
years in between the pie-in-the-face
pratfalls. **But I love what I do. It
may sound square or phony, but I can
think of nothing eclse, or any

_pmfcv.-ion lhal I would be happier

in.

He recalls downcrs like getting
panncd, and he talks of the “tremen-
dous schooling™ he got by *“flopping
in Pittsburgh, or dying the death of
a dog and not getting a laugh in
Sheyboygan.”

While reminiscing, Berle - whom
Walter Winchell dubbed *“the Thief
of Bad Gags" - dusts off the Fred
Allen joke that he played in theaters
so far back in the woods that the
manager was a bear.

He hasn’t played those backwalers
in a long time, and these days he
doesn’'t feel old.

*“The numbers don’t count tome.
It's how I feel. And | feel like a
20-ycar-old. But unfortunately,

a rimshot after that,” he says, then
supplies one on the table.

Berle remembers' how he once
wrole a column for Daily Variety
called ““The Berle-ing Point.” He's
supplied jokes for various presidents
and once aspired to be a boxer -
““until my mother hit me harder than
the guy in the ring."”

Berle pulls up short on the
rambling reminiscences and says:
*“This is very bad what I'm saying.
I'm saying ‘I, L." | hate that. ‘He was’
is better,” he says, concerned that his
words might sound too self-
aggrandizing. Then he adds:

“Butit’s true. If it's truisms, you
can't doubt it. They can look it up in
the annals.”

There also were low moments in
Uncle Miltic's life, like having a
gangster rip his chin with a fork as a
young man, and starting out dirt-poor
in Harlem.

““My mother gave her whole life
to me, even though she had five
children. And my father was sick,"
with a heart condition, he said. **We
had more rice to eat than there is in
China. Every dinner; every lunch was
rice, because maybe it was a penny
apound. ... Rice pudding, rice pie, and
a lot of bread to fill us up. She was
some kind of a woman. She was a great

woman. ...

“Through her guidance, | worked
through all the trials and tribulations
of flopping in small-time dumps.”

Life lessons aside, what does Mr.
Television watch on television?

“lonly watch events ... and | waich
PBS a lot. Biographical shows. All
sports,” he says. “*And above all,
something you don’t have
concentrate on that much, but I love
the show and I've been watching it
for years, and that's ‘Jeopardy’ ... and
‘Wheel of Fortune.’ ™

The GOP's best chance to take
over open seats are in Fort Worth, in
the 12th District seat being left by
conservative Democrat Pete Geren;

Republicans are widely expected
to hold onto the Houston-area 8th
District seat being vacated by Rep.

Valley. The 16th and 15th are being
vacaled by Democratic incumbents
Ron Coleman and Kika de la Garza,
respectively.

In contested primaries, no
incum’bent has a tougher row to hoe
than Democrat-turned-Republican
Greg Laughlin. He finds himself in
a four-man race for the GOP
nomination for the 14th District,
which stretches from south and east
of Austin to the Gulf Coast. In the

presidential candidate Ron Paul, and
the 1994 Republican nominee, Jim
Deats.

The Laughlin race has proved a
headache for the Republican Party.
GOP leaders find themselves tom
between their desire to support Deats,
who ran a credible race against
then-Democrat Laughlin in 1994; and
their need to demonstrate a warm
Wwelcome to party swiltchers. Paul,
mcanwhile, has tapped a network of
Republican and libertarian donors to
raisc an impressive war chest.

On the Democratic side, incumbent
Solomon Ontiz, D-Corpus Christi, faces
an interesting party challenge from
state Board of Education member Mary
Helen Berlanga in what has been billed

as a feud between two powerful South
Texas political families.

Three incumbents are unchallenged
both in the primary and general
clections: Bill Archer, R-Houston;
Sheila Jackson Leée, D-Houston: and
Sam Johnson, R-Dallas.

The primary sets the scéne for a
heated fall campaign season. National
Republican and Democratic leaders
have identificd Texas as one of the
most competitive battleficlds this year,
as the GOP sceks to hold onto its
newly-gained majorities on Capitol
Hill.

*There are some other Southern
states that will have a whole bunch
of good races going on, but in terms
of open seats and number of incumbents
who are vulnerable, Texas has definitcly
more 'han its share,” said Liz Wilner,
managing editor of the Cook Political
Report, which closely monitors
congressional races.

Political corruption charges taint
Democratics in Rio Grande Valley

HARLINGEN, Texas (AP) - A
county commissioner is indicted on
charges of defrauding his constitu-
ents. A slale representative awails
trial on DWI charges, while another
is fined for illegally obtaining a
document. A district atlomey is
accused of misusing his powers.

These politicians have more in
common than the taint of legal
troubles - all are Democrats, all arc
incumbents and all arc running for
re-election in the Rio Grande Valley.

And if some political analysts are
right, almost all will have a tough
time winning.

“Whenever you have negative
publicity, it puts you on the defen-
sive. This creates in the .minds of
voters a notion that there is somcthing
wrong,” said Dr. Joscph Bindcr, a
political science professor at the
University of Texas at Brownsville.

*“That tends to reinforce a growing
attitude among people that politicians
are dishonest, and it justifics a vote
for a different candidate,” Binder
said. “They'll say, ‘Well, it’s time
for a change.”

Political corruption is nothing ncw
in the Rio Grande Valley, but the
number of candidates running this

year who either directly or indircctly
arc linked to alleged wrongdoings is
unusual, analysts said.

Here's a rundown:

- Hidalgo County Commissioner
Samucl Sanchez is indicted along
with five other county officials in an
alleged bid-rigging scheme.

Federal prosccutors contend the
officials awarded S1.1 million in
county business to favored companies
in return for cash and airline tickets.
Their first trial ended in a hung jury
in December. The retrial is scheduled
1o begin April 1. Sanchez is charged
with conspiracy to commit mail
fraud, bribery, moncy laundering and
cxtortion. :

State Rep. Sergio Munoz,
D-Mission, is awaiting trial on
driving-while-intoxicated charges.
Munoz was arrested Dec. 17, 1994,
in Austin after leaving a topless bar.

This isn’t the first ime Munoz has
faced legal troubles. In July 1993, six
months after he first was elected o
the House, Munoz was acquitted of
federal drug conspiracy charges
following a weeklong trial.

- State Rep. Rene Oliveira,
D-Brownsville, was charged in
December with obtaining a criminal
history record for an unauthorized
purpose. Oliveira pleaded no contest

‘days

to the charge, a Class B misdemean-
or, and was fined $250 and sentenced
to 30 days deferred adjudication,
meaning the charge did not remain on
his pcrmanent record.

The charge siemmed from a
tape-recorded conversation turned
overtoagrand jury investigating the
Cameron County district attorney's
office. DA's investigator George
Gavito isrecorded saying he planned
to get a rap sheet for Oliveira. Gavito
also was fined and sentented to 30
deferred adjudication. A
onc-time candidate for Cameron
County sheriff, Gavito dropped out
of the race last year after the grand i‘
jury's probe heated up.

Cameron County District
Auorney Luis Saenz also has come
under fire by the grand jury, which
in February 1995 began looking into
allegations that he sexually harassed
a former receptionist.

The panel cleared Saenz of the
harassment charge but found other
problems. It indicted Saenz’s
longtime secretary for allegedly
taking bribes to use her influence to
have DWI cases dropped or reduced.
Saenz denied any wrongdoing, but the
grand jury this month issued a
scathing report saying he permitted
the pleas and dismissals “‘for no

suitable reason.” The report accused
Sacnz of misusing his powers and
repeatedly failing to prosecute cases,
including two DWI cases againsl
former assistant district attorneys.

- While not charged himself,
Hidalgo County sheriff's candidate
Genevevo “Bevo' Quintanilla’s sons
arc named in a five-count federal
indictment charging them with
conspiracy to possess with intent to
distribute cocaine, use of weapons in
adrug-trafficking crime and witness
tampering. The brothers, who
maintain their innocence, are
awaiting trial.

Except for Oliveira and Munoz, the
candidates did not return telephone
messages left at their offices by The
Associated Press.

Oliveira said he was a victim in the
investigation into Saenz's office. “'I
felt I was singled out because of who
I was, and I was dragged into this net,”
he said.

*“The only thing I did was obtain
my client’s crimimal record so thathe
could report it to the United States’
Treasury. It was his own criminal
record, and I don't believe that's a
violation of (the law),” he said.

Munoz, who faces two opponents
in the March 12 primary, called his
DWI charge a mistake.
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‘'Therapeutic' grass fires being used to control weeds

Dangerous conditions in most of state still may keep producers from using method

COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP)

Some producers are resorting 1o
burnig pastures to eliminate weed
competuon for next year while others
are trying 1o avoid the destructive
path ol fire, the Texas Agricultural
I viension Service reports.

Farmers, and ranchers in some
arcas ol Texas are using prescribed
or controlled burning in order to
cnsurce a good quality yield of grass
for next year. Late February is the
time 10 burn - pastures in
cparation for the spring planting

firés which are not being controlled.
Many areas of the state are fighting
this natural disaster, but are losing the
battle.

Grass fires are becoming
extremely hazardous in parts of
northeast Texas with three to four
large fires being reported each day.
Much of Texas is in a state of scvere
danger.

*Dry conditions across the state
have put many-areas in a ‘no burn’
proclamation,’’ said Randy Upshaw
of Dallas, district Extension director
for the North Texas district. ““High
winds and lack of soil moisture has
resulted in several major grass fires..
They are casily started, but not casily
controlled.”

With the lack of moisture in the
area there is not much of a chance of
regrowth which means crop yields
will fall even lower than before. Fires
will destroy anything in their path
including fence lines that will
eventually need to be repaired or
rebuilt,

“*Much of North Texas has had
extremely dry conditions over the
past several months which has
precipitated numerous fires,” said
James F. Cadenhead III of Vernon,
Extension range and brush control
specialist. “Producers have to be
aware of the fires and fight wildfire
to protect their range.”’

These uncontrollable fires have
spread over the entire state of Texas.
Texas Forest Service fire fighters in
the eastern region have been called
out for more than 350 fires, which
have destroyed more than 20,000
acres of pasture land and have
threatecned many homes in the
52-county area. These numbers do not
include fires that rural and local
volunteer fire departments have
extinguished without alerting the
Texas Forest Service.

“It is bad all over. We've had
several large fires every day,” said
Mahlon Hameuter of the Texas Forest
Sorvice in Lufkin. “There are no
more resources to send out. Tennes-
sce and Arkansas are now aiding the
East Texas region.”

The economic implication of these
destructive grass fires has not been
determined, however grass resources
have been destroyed. '

“Itis difficult for me to say what
the economic impact has been for
producers,” said Upshaw. “Small
grains and forages will be lost for at
lcast two to three months.”’

Even though it will be difficult to
stop the fircs, some precautions can
be taken by farmers and ranchers.

According to Cadenhead, some of
the precautions include not using
cquipment that is likely to spark
around dry grasses. Outdoor welding
and trash burning should also be

avoided. Producers should make.sure
fire guards are clean. Cadenhead went
on Lo say that a fire guard is a small
strip of land by fence lines that are
cleared in order to break the fire's
pathway. ;

There is no guaraniee that fires will
not spread uncontrollably. Substantial
rajnfall is the only thing that can
alleviate the destructive fires. Many
areas of Texas have suffered drought
for two and three years. The pastures
are fuel for these fires that can casily
spread from pastures to bamns and
homes.

“All we need is a goodrain,” said”

Dr. Rick Machen of Uvalde, Extension
livestock specialist.

Karen Shelton-Mur, meteorologist
at the National Weather Service
Agricultural Service Center in College
Station, said the precipitation outlook
for the next 6 1o 10 days indicates little
to no precipitation for the North and
South Plains, Trans Pecos, and Concho
Valley. Other parts of the state are
predicted 10 have normal to above
normal precipitation. Possible showers
on Friday and Saturday could break
the dry spell for some regions of Texas
andeliminate some of the dangerous
fires. ;

Shelton-Mur also predicts that very
warm temperatures will continue
throughout the month of February.
Increasing clouds on Thursday and
Friday will cool temperatures 1o more

Vatican documents arc now
available on the Internet.

The revised rulebook reveals a
John Paul worried about the perils
modem technology can pose for the
secrecy surrounding papal elecuions.

In the new rules, John Paul decrees
that “‘two trustworthy technicians™
check out the Sistine Chapel 1o make
sure no hidden recording devices
have been installed in the chamber.

He reminded the faithful that the
penalty for violating the strict secrecy
of a papal clection is excommunica-
tion.

Everything from cellular tele-
phones to highly sensitive sound
recording devices could posc a
danger, Mcjia said.

Those assisting in the conclave
must also ‘‘swear to refrain from
us.ng any audio or videco equipment
capable of recording anything which
takes place during the period of the
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eléction,’’ John Paul wrote.

Elections will continuc to be held
in the Sistine Chapel, under the
frescoed ceiling of Michelangelo,
“where everything is conducive to
an awarcness of the presence of
God.”

But John Paul, who has sat through
two conclaves - the 1978 election of
John Paul I and his own election two
months later - decided the cardinals
should have more comfortable
quarters and more privacy in a new
residence within Vatican City's walls.

Up to now, some cardinals
participating in clections have slept
in improvised bedrooms in such
places as the modern art wing of the

I successor but leaves tradition intact

Vatican Museums.

Under John Paul’s rules, the only
way of choosing the pope will be
sccrete paper ‘balloting, with .a
two-thirds majority mandatory. If the
cardinals repeatedly deadlock over
scveral days, an absolute majority
will be enough.

Cardinals will longer be able to
choosc a new pontiff by acclamation,
in  which electors unanimously
proclaim one name as their choice
without voting, presumably divinely
inspired.

That ancient method, the pope
writes, “‘isno longer an apt means of
interpreting the thought of an
clectoral college so great in number
and so diverse in origin.”

"

expected w have normal temperatures,
however below normal temperatures
are predicted for the Panhandle and
extreme western portion of the Trans
Pecos.

The following specific livestock,
crop and weather conditions were
reported by district Extension directors:

PANHANDLE: Soil moisture short
to very short. Ranges dry with extreme
fire danger. Wheat growing, but limited
due to little moistufe. Green bug
problems being reported. Land

preparation for spring crops underway.

Livestock in fair condition.

SOUTH PLAINS: Soil moisture
very short. Ranges are very dry;
supplemental feeding continues. Land
preparation underway including
application of herbicides and pesticides.
Pre-irrigation continues.

ROLLING PLAINS: Soil moisture
very short. Wheat fields in poor to fair
condition. Supplemental feeding
continues. Stock ponds low; need water,
Pruning fruit trees and spraying pecan
trees still underway. Grass fires being
reported.

NORTH TEXAS: Soil moisture
very short to short. Pastures and
ranges poor to fair. Onions, potatoes,
cabbage being planted. Grass fires
resulting from lack of moisture.
Fertilizing wheat and spring crops.
Pruning peaches.

EAST TEXAS: Soil moisture very
short to short. Soil moisture critical
to winter pastures. Supplemental
feeding continues. Land preparation
for vegetables continues. Some
planting underway. Pruning and
spraying underway for pecans and
peaches.

FAR WEST TEXAS: Soil
moisture very short to short. Pasture
and range feed fair: Supplemental
feeding of livestock continues. Seed
bed preparation underway. Moisture
needed to sustain forages. Lambing
and kidding started.

WEST CENTRAL TEXAS: Soil

moisture very short to short. Ranges
and pastures poor and continuing to
deteriorate. Livestock in fair to good
condition. Heavy supplemental
feeding.

CENTRAL TEXAS: Soil moisture
very short. Yield prospects decreas-
ing due to dry conditions. Short on
hay supply. Cattle losing weight.
Stock tanks low on water supply.

SOUTHEAST TEXAS: Soil
moisture very short to adequate.
Pastures short and dormant.
Supplemental feeding of livestock
continues. Limited garden activity.
Need moisture and warm tempera-
tures. Pastures and forest fires
rcported in some arcas.

SOUTHWEST TEXAS: Soil
moisture short to adequate. Pastures
and ranges poor. Heavy supplemental
feeding of livestock. Harvesting
cabbage, spinach, and southcmn
greens. Irrigated farms planting
sorghum and corn; dryland farms
delayed.

COASTAL BEND: Soil moisture:
very short. Winter pastures short.
Supplemental feeding continues.
Land preparation for spring planting.

SOUTH TEXAS: Soil moisture
short. Pastures in poor condition,
Planting corn and grain sorghum.
