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Budget plan may delay 
middle-class tax relief

WASHINGTON (AP) - M iddle- 
class tax relief, a centerpiece of the 
Clinton administration’s budget plan, 
could be delayed this year as a 
momentum builds in Congress to 
concentrate first on balancing the 
budget.

House Majority Whip Tom DeLay. 
R-Texas, the third highest member in 
the House GOP leadership, is 
proposing a new strategy to push for 
a balanced budget first, and after 
that’s achieved, pursue tax cuts that 
could be even larger than what's 
currently possible.

“ We may find ourselves in a 
position where we are better served 
fighting over spending first and then 
going after tax cuts,’’ DeLay said in 
an interview Wednesday. “Let’s fight 
the fight over spending.’’

DeLay’s remarks come as leading 
Democrats on the Ways and Means 
panel are expressing increasing 
skepticism about achieving tax cuts 
this year. And an influential group of 
moderate Democrats, the so-called 
Blue Dogs, also favor a balanced

budget without tax cuts.
On its face, DeLay’s comments 

appear to be at odds with the GOP’s 
pledge for significant tax relief this 
year. DeLay emphasized he was not 
retreating horn his commitment to cut 
taxes, and he would pursue tax cuts 
this year if the budget blueprint trims 
spending sufficiently.

But he conceded, “ We might have 
to wait to do it next year.’’

DeLay claimed his idea is 
receiving a positive review from the 
House leadership and others, but 
House Majority Leader Dick Armey 
and Ways and Means Chairman Bill 
Archer were hardly embracing it.

“ We will, in this year, have a 
significant and important component 
of tax relief for American families in 
the budget,” said Armey, R-Texas. 
“There will be a balanced budget and 
a significant tax reduction.”

Archer, R-Texas, also supports lax 
cuts this year. “ Because tax cuts are 
going to gel us where we should be 
at the end of the road, which is an 
even smaller federal government,”

A senior White House budget 
adviser reacted positively to DeLay’s 
remarks.

“ What’s encouraging about the 
ideas being floated is that we’re 
starting to see more people thinking 
constructively about how we can 
really put together a coalition for a 
bipartisan balanced budget agree­
ment,” said Gene Sperling, director 
of the National Economic Council.

At issue is the controversial tax 
component of the Clinton budget 
plan, which calls for $98 billion in 
middle-class tax relief over five years 
coupled with $76 billion in tax 
increases for a net tax cut of $22 
billion. Senate Republicans have 
proposed a tax reduction package that 
would cost $193 billion through the 
year 2002, but haven’t rolled out any 
corresponding tax increases yet.

House moving toward showdown
with Clinton on partial abortions

WASHINGTON (AP) - House 
Republicans are moving toward 
another showdown with President 
Clinton on a bill that would outlaw 
so-called partial birth abortions.

Republicans lost the fight last year 
when President Clinton vetoed 
similar legislation. The House voted 
to override, but the Senate did not.

On Wednesday, the House 
Judiciary Committee voted 20-11 to 
send the bill to the House floor, 
where it was expected to be taken up 
next week.

Sponsors think they have the 
momentum on their side this time 
because of the recent statement by 
abortion rights advocate Ron 
Fitzsimmons that he lied about the 
timing and reasons why women 
undergo the procedure.

Fitzsimmons, executive director 
of the National Coalition of Abortion 
Providers in Alexandria, Va., has said 
the procedure - which critics call 
partial-birth abortion - was more 
common than he originally stated and 
not always done to protect a woman’s 
health or save her life.

During the procedure, the fetus is 
partly delivered feet-first through the

birth canal and killed when its brains 
are extracted.

“ As more and more members of 
Congress learn the truth about this 
procedure ... there is growing 
consensus that we must outlaw this 
atrocity,” said Rep. Charles Canady, 
R-Fla., sponsor of the bill.

“ I don’t think anybody should 
have the choice to kill a defenseless 
human being,” Rep. Henry Hyde, 
R-Ill., the Judiciary Committee 
chairman, said Wednesday.

Democrats, who maintain that the 
bill is unconstitutional, failed at 
numerous attempts to amend it 
substantially and accused its 
proponents of waging a veiled 
attempt to undercut a woman’s right 
to an abortion.

“ The people who want to ban this 
procedure really want to ban 
abortions,” charged Rep. Jcrrold 
Nadler, D-N.Y.

Critics of the procedure say it is 
often used unnecessarily, mostly in 
the fifth and sixth months of 
pregnancy, and that a ban is needed 
to protect the healthy fetuses that are 
subjected to it.

But the bill’s opponents say it’s

unconstitutional because it would 
restrict a woman’s right to an 
abortion by targeting a specific 
procedure and won’t permit its use in 
cases where a woman’s health is at 
risk.

The bill docs include an exception 
to protect a woman’s life.

Clinton has said any proposed ban 
mustalsoincludca health provision, 
while the bill’s supporters maintain 
that one would be “ totally meaning­
less” because courts have defined the 
term too broadly.

Of the 10 amendments rejected by 
the committee, three would have 
added a health exception. Another 
amendment would have eliminated 
the threat of imprisonment for doctors 
who violate the ban.

The bill says doctors would face 
fines and imprisonment for violating 
the ban, but the amounts and length 
of terms arc not yet specified.

The panel did approve minor 
amendments offered by Nadler that 
would prevent fathers who either 
abused or abandoned the mothers of 
their children from suing if the 
women have abortions later on.

Clinton doesn't want change
in C P I as part of budget plan

WAS HINGTON (AP) - President 
Clinton has decided now is not the 
time to establish an independent 
commission that would reduce 
cost-of-living adjustments for Social 
Security and other benefit programs 
as part of the drive for a balanced 
budget. White House officials say.

A senior administration official 
familiar with the issue said Clinton 
had been inclined to embrace the 
commission idea as espoused by 
Senate Majority Leader Trent Lott. 
But the president grew reluctant after 
senior aides met fierce resistance in 
meetings with organized labor, the 
American Association of Retired 
Persons and conservative Democrats 
who said making such a concession 
to Republicans now would weaken 
Clinton’s hand in budget talks.

It also would embolden the GOP 
to seek larger lax cuts than the 
administration considers acceptable, 
said the official, who spoke only on

of the panel last month to revise the 
CPI after the Congressional Budget
Office predicted Clinton’s budget 
would continue to show large deficits 
into the next century.

Another White House official said 
Wednesday night that Clinton aides 
had spent the last three weeks 
measuring sentiment in Congress 
toward such a commission and found 
support for it among both Democrats 
and Republicans lacking.

“ If there’s going to be a CPI fix, 
it’s going to come later in the process,
not at the front end,” the official said, 
also speaking on condition of 
anonymity. “Our goal was to 
depotiticize this issue and make it 
about pure technical accuracy. But 
there was a strong reaction that taking 
the action could have an opposite 
effect and poison the well. This was 
not the right time.”

House Democratic leader Dick 
Gephardt refused to embrace the idea 
and labor stood with him, the first 
official said.

The CPI rose 3.3 percent last year, 
automatically triggering increases of 
like amounts this year in monthly 
Social Security checks and other 
federal entitlement benefits.

AUSTIN (AP) - O fficials from 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving 
pushed for a package o f b ills that 
would crack down on driving while 
intoxicated in a House committee 
hearing Wednesday.

But MADD public policy liaison 
B ill Lew is acknowledged an uphill 
battle in winning approval for the 
group’s top priority: sobriety 
checkpoints.

Twelve bills aimed at getting 
tough with drunken drivers were 
considered by the House Criminal 
Jurisprudence Committee, in addition 
to a b ill that would prohibit sexually 
oriented businesses, such as strip 
clubs, from employing anyone under 
the age o f 21.

The bills were expected to be 
referred to a subcommittee.

Of the dozen bills, Lewis said 
M ADD’s top priorities are measures 
that would provide guidelines for 
sobriety checkpoints; lower the illegal 
blood-alcohol content limit from. 10 
to .08; a ban on all open containers 
of alcoholic beverages in vehicles; 
and a “ zero-tolerance” ban on any 
detectable alcohol for minors who 
drive.

“ Research has shown sobriety 
checkpoints are more effective than 
any other single enforcement 
procedure in raising the public’s 
perception of the risk of arrest for 
driving while intoxicated,” Lewis 
said.

“ Sobriety checkpoints stop drunk 
driving.” -

Rep. Allen Place, D-Gatesville, 
chairman of the committee, has in the 
past objected to sobriety checkpoints, 
causing bills on the subject to die in 
the House panel.

“ It’s kind o f a personal rights 
issue,” said James Lampley, a 
spokesman for Place. “He just 
doesn’t think it would work correctly. 
There are the questions of who would 
set them up and where.

“ Are they going to be set up in the 
nicest parts o f town too, or just the 
low-incom e areas?

“We hear from police departments 
about how short-staffed they are and 
here we are talking about taking 
officers away from responding to 
crime to look for crim e,” Lampley 
said. “ But every session is different, 
w e’ll just have to see how things 
shake out."

Lewis said, “The soundbite that 
I’ve heard is that the Legislature just 
has a certain reverence for alcohol. 
1 don’t know that that’s the case, 
necessarily. This com mittee in the 
past has been more oriented toward 
defendants than it has been towards 
victim s.”

The zero-tolerance bill already has 
been approved by the Senate.

Under the bill by Sen. Royce West, 
D-Dallas, minor drivers found with 
any traceable alcohol would be 
subject to community service and 
having their license suspended.

Currently, state law allows minor 
drivers to have a blood-alcohol level 
of .07 even though it’s against the law 
to consume alcohol under the age of 
21.

The bill would put in place a 
“ zero-tolerance” initiative that West 
said the state must adopt by O c t 1, 
1998, or face the loss of federal 
highway funds.

Texas is one of only 13 states that 
have not yet adopted zero-tolerance 
laws, making it illegal for drivers 
under age 21 to drive after any 
drinking.

AUSTIN (AP) - Students would 
have another way out of low-perform­
ing public schools - taxpayer-funded 
private school tuition - under a bill 
proposed by Senate Education 
Committee Chairman Teel Bivins.

The bill would affect an estimated 
6.5 percent of Texas’ 3.7 million 
public school students.

Those students are enrolled at 
campuses where less than half the 
students performed satisfactorily on 
the Texas Assessment of Academic 
Skills’ reading, writing or math 
section for three straight years, said 
Bivins, R-Amarillo.

Bivins’ bill would allow them to 
use state and local education funds to 
pay private school tuition if they were 
turned down for a transfer to another 
public school.

Opponents of the tuition voucher 
program say it includes a loophole 
that also would allow thousands of 
students who already attend private 
schools to get public funds to pay 
their tuition.

Bivins said that’s not his intention. 
He said the measure is intended as a 
pilot program applying to public 
school students who want to leave 
low-performing campuses.

“ This is a way that we can test the 
theories of those who propose that 
this would substantially increase 
accountability and student learning 
and all the other wonderful claims 
that arc made about vouchers,” 
Bivins said.

There isn’t yet a cost estimate for 
the bill, according to Bivins’ staff.

The anti-voucher Coalition for 
Public Schools - which includes 
teacher, parent and school administra­
tor organizations - said Bivins’ 
measure would create a far-reaching 
and expensive program.

“ Texas can’t afford a $1 billion 
private school voucher experiment 
that would drain money from 
underfunded public schools,” said 
coalition spokeswoman Carolyn 
Boyle.

She noted that the bill applies to

children “ assigned to attend” the 
targeted public schools, rather than 
referring to enrolled students. \ 

“ We believe any student currently 
enrolled in a private school, but who 
lives in the attendance zone of an 
eligible public school, could qualify 
for a voucher for private school 
tuition,” Ms. Boyle said. . 1 ,

“ This new cost to the state and 
local school districts would force 
taxpayers to subsidize private schools 
at the expense of public schools,” she 
said. .

Bivins’ bill is based on the existing 
public education grant program, 
which allows students who are 
assigned to attend low-performing 
campuses to transfer to other school 
districts that agree to take them.

Eighteen percent of Texas’ school 
children are eligible for the current 
program, but only 53 students have 
used the grants to transfer.

The current program applies to 
students at campuses at which 50 
percent or more of the students didn’t

perform satisfactorily on the 
statewide Texas Assessment of 
Academic Skills in any of the 
preceding three years. That’s an 
easier standard to meet than the three 
straight years in Bivins’ bill for 
private-school vouchers.

To get private-tuition vouchers, 
eligible students would have had to 
be turned down in an effort to transfer 
from their low-performing campus to 
another school district.

The private-school voucher would 
be about 80 percent of the money that 
would go to a public school.

Private schools that receive 
vouchers could not discriminate 
based on such factors as race, and 
they would be subject to the same 
state accountability system as public 
schools.

Bivins said he expects some 
existing private schools to accept 
vouchers, and that he believes others 
would be prompted to start new 
schools to take advantage of the 
program.

AUSTIN (AP) - County officials 
indicted for felonies or public 
intoxication could be suspended from 
office before trial under a bill OK’d 
by the Texas Senate despite some 
lawmakers’ concerns about its 
constitutionality.

“ For some strange reason, the 
founders of this country and the 
framers of our constitution pretty 
much said that a person’s innocent 
until proven guilty,” Sen. Royce 
West said of Sen. Eddie Lucio’s bill, 
which was sent to the House on 24-7 
vote by senators.

“ What we’re moving to is a 
standard here that says the mere 
accusation and indictment by a grand 
jury is sufficient cause to remove

elected officials on a countywide 
basis,” said West, D-Dallas.

Lucio, D-Brownsville, said the 
measure was prompted by the case of 
Hidalgo County Sheriff Brig 
Marmolejo Jr., who in 1994 was 
sentenced to seven years for taking 
$151,000 in bribes for allowing a 
drug trafficker to have special 
privileges in jail.

“ We had a situation where a 
sheriff in my district was able to stay 
in office even after charges were 
brought against him with all kinds of 
evidence that was very reliable, and 
the trial proceeding continued, and he 
stayed in office,” Lucio said. “ Many 
people felt he should have been

Retail sales expand
WASHINGTON (AP) - Retail 

sales rose 0.8 percent in February, 
just half of the January advance, 
suggesting moderating economic 
growth.

The Commerce Department said 
today sales totaled a seasonally 
adjusted $213.2 billion, up from 
$211.5 billion in January. Both auto 
dealers and department stores 
reported healthy gains.

The January increase was revised 
sharply to a 1.5 percent gain, from the

department's initial 0.6 percent 
estimate. The advance was the 
steepest since February 1996, when 
sales rose 1.9 percent.

Many analysts had expected a 0.7 
percent increase last month. Retail 
sales represent about one-third of the 
nation’s economic activity.

The latest report was in line with 
the results of a Federal Reserve 
survey, released Wednesday, that 
cited improved retail sales from a 
year ago in most of its 12 regions.

Under Lucio’s bill, anyone who 
has not been convicted of a felony 
could file a petition to suspend a 
county official who has been indicted. 
A visiting judge from outside the 
county would preside over the 
suspension hearing. If the county
attorney receiving the petition 
believed it to be frivolous, the county 
attorney could ask a local judge to 
dismiss i t

Voting against Lucio’s bill were 
Sens. Duncan; West; Gonzalo 
Barrientos, D- Austin; Rodney Ellis, 
D-Houston; Gregory Luna, D-San 
Antonio; Eliot Shapleigh, D-EI Paso;

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WASHINGTON (AP) - The tax 

code gives working parents who pay 
for child care two breaks.

< Both are for children younger than 
13. The breaks also cover disabled 
spouses and other dependents, such 
as elderly parents, if  they are unable 
to take care o f them selves.

Both breaks are w ell worth the 
effort o f filling out som e extra 
paperwork. The moat lucrative - 
under m ost but by no means all 
fam ilies' circum stances • is an 
exclusion offered through many 
larger em ployers. It can shelter up to 
$5,000 from incom e. Social Security 
and Medicare taxes.

The ocher break is a credit taken 
on your tax return.

If you received dependent-care 
benefits from your employer or want 
to claim  the credit, use Schedule 2

with Form 1040A or Form 2441 with 
Form 1040. IRS Publication 503 
explains the rules.

Both you and your spouse must 
work. Or, if  only one spouse works, 
the non-working spouse must have 
been a full-tim e student during at 
least five months o f the year or could 
not take care o f him self or herself.

Qualifying child-care expenses 
include payments to sitters working 
in your home, nursery schools and 
day-care centers, after-school care 
programs, and sitters who care for 
your child in their home. Educational 
expenses, such as private school 
tuition for first grade and above, 
don’t count.

If you’re divorced or separated, the 
custodial parent gets to claim the 
credit. If there’s joint custody, the

return to the Internal Revenue Service 
w ill be as easy as picking up the 
telephone for more taxpayers this

For the first tim e, some married 
couples as w ell as recipients o f 
unemployment compensation will be 
able to use TeleFile, the IRS’ 
telephone filing system . Last year, 
onlyrsingle taxpayers whose income 
War lim ited to wages and interest 
could use the system .

To be eligible this year, taxpayers 
must receive a TeleFile booklet 
containing a personal identification 
number. They must be single or 
marked filing a joint return. They 
must have no dependents, taxable 
income o f less than $50,000, interest 
incdftie o f less than $400 and live at 
the same address as last year.

Two other methods o f electronic 
filing are available, even for 
taxpayers with relatively com plex 
returns: one through professional tax 
preparation services and the other 
through com m ercially available 
software programs for personal 
qom puters^..*.^,
L- Bui the telephone option is by far 
the most hassle-free. Calls last about 
10 minutes. Taxpayers should follow  
the steps outlined on a worksheet in 
their tax booklet and the recorded- 
voice instructions.

Using touch-lone telephones, they 
answer yes-or-no questions and enter 
their Social Security numbers, their 
em ployer’s identification number 
from their W-2 forms, their wages, 
federal tax withheld, taxable interest 
and unemployment compensation.

Tax assistance 
from IRS more 
readily available

WASHINGTON (AP) - When it 
com es to tax-filing assistance, the 
Internal Revenue Service is trying to 
persuade Americans to let their 
fingers do the walking. *

To save money, the agency last 
year closed 93 offices offering 
walk-in help and trimmed the hours 
of assistance at some o f the remaining 
442. It plans no further reductions 
this year. But the IRS still hopes 
taxpayers, instead o f dropping by in 
person, w ill use a computer or 
telephone.

Your chance o f talking to a live 
person who can answer tax questions 
Improved last year, but still isn’t 
great The IRS answered 20 percent 
o f calls, up from 8 percent.

This year, according to IRS 
spokesman Frank Keith, the agency 
w ill have more telephone lines to its 
toll-free help number, 1 (800) 
829-1040, and more service personnel 
answering calls.

You may be able avoid a call with 
a careful reading o f your tax 
instruction booklet or by looking for 
answers in the IRS’s 328-page 
Publication 17, “ Your Federal 
Income Tax: The 1996 Tax Guide for 
Individuals.” It’s the basis for most 
o f the commercial tax guides 
available at newsstands and book­
stores.

For most taxpayers, it’s as good 
as a commercial guide. It has plenty 
of examples, decision flowcharts and 
filled-oul forms. But, keep in mind, 
it reflects official IRS policy. In gray 
areas, where case law is still in flux, 
it gives the benefit o f a doubt to the 
agency rather than the taxpayer.

If Publication 17 doesn’t have the 
answer, the best time for calling is 
first thing in the morning or late in 
the day and on Thursdays and 
Fridays. And the agency is stressing 
that ithas separate toll-free numbers 
for checking the status of refunds and 
obtaining tax forms.

EMPLOYER-PROVIDEDCARR* 
This break’s value depends on your 
tax bracket. U you’re in the 15 
percent bracket, it can save you as 
much as $1,132.50 in incom e and 
payroll taxes; in the 28 percent 
bracket, as much as $1,782.50.

Your employer can offer up to 
$5,000 in tax-free care, such as an 
on-site day-care center. The aid can 
also take the form o f a "flexible 
spending arrangement” ora "salary 
reduction plan.”

Generally, an amount you choose 
at the beginning o f the year, up to 
$5,000, w ill be deducted from your 
salary, before taxes, and "paid” to 
you as you submit child care receipts.

But be careful how much you 
choose to have put into a dependent- 
care account You forfeit anything 
left over at the end o f the yegr. If you 
have $5,000 deducted from your 
salary but have only $4,000 in 
expenses, you lose $1,000.

CHILD-CARE CREDIT: For 
fam ilies with two or more children, 
it’s worth up to $1,440, depending on 
the fam ily’s income and other 
variables. For families with one child,

it*s worth a maximum o f $720.
In figuring the credit, you may 

consider up to $2,400 o f dependent- 
care expenses with one dependent, 
and up to $4,800 with two or more. 
Those figures must be reduced by any 
em ployer-provided service you 
received.

The maximum credit is 30 percent 
o f expenses. As adjusted gross 
income rises above $10,000, that 
declines gradually. For fam ilies 
above $28,000, the maximum is 20 
percent.

NANNY TAX: If you directly 
employ your care provider and his or 
her annual wages were $1,000 or 
more, you must withhold Socjal 
Security and Medicare taxes (7.65 
percent) from the provider’s w ages.. 
And, as an employer, you must match 
that amount and send both amounts 
to the IRS.

You report this "nanny” tax 
directly on line 50 o f your Form

LUBBOCK. Texas (AP) - Even 
as Texas Tech reshuffles personnel 
and policies relating lo the academ­
ic certification of athletes, officials 
will watch carefully an audit (hat 
could yield further adversity.

Four days alter forfeiting 10 Big 
12 victories and removing itself 
from consideration for the NCAA 
men's basketball tournament, the 
school on Wednesday stripped its 
compliance officer of his duties. At 
least three Tech employees also 
have k>st their positions in the wake 
of the scandal.

“I don’t think it would be appro­
priate under university policy, nor 
beneficial, to name names,’’ Chan­
cellor John Montford said. “Suffice 
it to say we have made significant 
changes over there.”

The school had certified players 
Gracen Avcril and Deuce Jones as

eligible, only to find out during the 
Big 12 tournament last week that 
the players Licked necessary credits.

Former NCAA official and Over­
land Park, Kan., consultant Kathy 
Jones will assist internal auditors in 
a deeper inquiry into student certifi­
cations, starting with athletes cur­
rently competing.

“In die weeks ahead, as we over­
haul our current system of academic 
certification, it is possible (hat we 
will find additional instances of pre­
vious certification problems,” Tech 
president Donald Haragan said.

Women’s basketball coach Mar­
sha Sharp has said her team 
cheeked out cleanly as it heads into 
a first-round NCAA Tournament 
game Saturday at Palo Alto, Calif.

Deuce Jones' father said he and 
his son are upset that the two D 's 
that rendered the point guard ineli­

gible were made public. Release of 
college grades is a violation of fed­
eral law.

“1 also hope that when he does 
get his degree in December that 
people don't associate the negative 
connotation and may cause him not 
to make X amount of dollars.” said 
Fred Jones, who discussed his con­
cerns privately with Montford on 
Wednesday.

Haragan announced the appoint­
ment of Tech attorney Victor 
Mellinger as the acting compliance 
officer, assuming the duties former­
ly held by Assistant Athletic Direc­
tor Taylor McNeel.

Montford declined to discuss the 
employment status of McNeel and 
academ ic counselor M ichele 
Matlicks. Both have been responsi­
ble for the certification program 
that resulted in the basketball dis­

qualifications.
There had been no firings related 

to the m atter as of Wednesday, 
though Montford said he expects 
some terminations once the dust 
settles. He also said there could be 
further reassignments or firings.

Montford and Haragan said the 
NCAA policies dial dictate academ­
ic eligibility issues are complicated 
and. in Haragan’s words, “difficult 
to keep up with.”

"Nevertheless, Texas Tech had 
people who were responsible for 
and salaried lo pay attention to 
every detail and directive that came 
down from the NCAA,” Haragan 
said. “And this is where our system 
broke down.”

Six Tech athletes either have lost 
playing time or eligibility related to 
university administrative mistakes 
in the past year.

NFL owners shoot down
PALM DESERT, C alif. (AP) - 

Just how precious is a timeout?
W ell, instant replay ultim ately 

failed to get enough support for a 
return to the NFL because too many 
coaches didn’t want to take a time­
out to use it.

When the league’s com petition 
committee came up with this year’s 
proposal, it tied coaches' challenges 
of officiating calls to use o f a time­
out. If the call was upheld, the time­
out w as gon e. If the ca ll was 
reversed, the timeout still was gone.

Too much o f a price to pay, 10 
teams said, voting against the pro­
posal Wednesday. That was enough 
to kill it for this year.

“We have three timeouts in the 
first half, we have three timeouts in 
the second half, and w e’ve had it 
for etern ity ,’* R aiders ow ner At 
Davis said after voting against the 
return of replay, which disappeared 
after the 1981 season because it was 
too cumbersome. “I don’t want to 
have instant replay compromising 
it.

“I don’t think th is k ills  it for 
good. We need a manipulation o f 
the process. The m ost important 
thing is to keep the three timeouts 
in a half.”

Joining Oakland in voting against 
the measure were both New York 
teams, Arizona, Buffalo, Chicago,

Cincinnati, Dallas, Kansas City and 
Tampa Bay. The proposal needed 
23 votes to pass.

This plan was similar to the sys­
tem In effect from ^ l9 |6-1991: it 
would apply to possession, out of 
bounds and scoring plays, but not 
penalties.

But a replay official o ff the field 
would not be used. Instead, the ref­
eree would make the decision after 
view ing a m onitor on the fie ld . 
Coaches could make two challenges 
a game, using a timeout to do so.

Sorry. Even some coaches who 
support replay felt they couldn’t 
sacrifice a timeout

“'The challenge system was dif­

ferent from the old system ,” said  
Packers coach Mike Holmgren, co- 
chairman o f the competition com ­
m ittee. “The idea o f a challenge 
was a little uncomfortable to some 
coach es. Then having it tied  to  
timeouts made them more uncom­
fortable.”

But the committee was adamant 
about the use o f a timeout, which 
would help avoid extending the 
length o f games.

R edskins general m anager 
Charley Casserly said a straw vote 
o f the coaches showed only three 
were opposed: B ill Parcells o f the 
Jets, Marv Levy o f B uffalo and 
Tony Dungy of Tampa Bay.

“We’d be back next year,*’ said 
Casserly, whose own proposal and 
one from the league o ffice  were 
com bined in the com prom ise on 
which the owners voted. “I’m dis­
appointed, but replay w ill not go  
away when there’s 27 o f 30 coaches 
who want it. when fans want it, 
when the players want it. The issue 
won’t go away.”

Holmgren wasn’t so sure.
“I just don’t know when it might 

com e up again,” he said. “I think 
when if does, it will be because of 
something that happened to a par­
ticular team and they get upset, and 
then it gets its own momentum.”

Valentine, who 
has said Irabu is one of the 10 best 
pitchers in the world, disputes the 
claim that the hard-throwing 28- 
year-old only wants to pitch for the 
Yankees.

“Not only don't I believe (hat 
now. I didn't believe il (he first time 
I heard it,” Valentine said. “He 
never mentioned the Yankees. I'm 

,not even sure he knew they existed. 
As a mailer of fact, our uniforms 
looked like the Yankees', and he 
never even mentioned how good he 
looked.”

If it was always Irabu’s wish to 
pitch for the Yankees, as his agent, 
Don Nomura, insists, Valentine 
says the right-hander is in for a big 
surprise.

“If that docs go through. I’ll say 
one thing,” Valentine said. “He’s in 
for a rude awakening. If it’s his 
childhood dream, and he realizes 
that dream, he’s in for a rude awak-. 
cning.”

Valentine, like almost everyone 
else in baseball, wishes he had a 
better handle on the Irabu saga.

NEW YORK (AP) -T he tobacco 
industry is playing bad guy on not 
one, but tw o TV dramas - “The 
Practice” and “ Feds.** Besides 
telling powerful stories with tobacco 
as the heavy, both shows deliver an

N ot only do cigarettes k ill, but so 
does a cigarette maker if  provoked, 

to a  story “arc** that 
begins Wednesday on CBS* “ Feds** 
(airing at 9  p jn . EST, rated TV-14).

Tobacco C o., suspected o f hiding 
from the public the dangers o f a 
chem ical added to its cigarettes.

Before the case is wrapped up 
several episodes from now, assistant 
U .S. attorney Resor (Adrian Pusdar) 
w ill find that, like the label warns, 
tobacco can be hazardous to your 
health.

A  key witness plunges from an 
upper-story window. Resor him self 
is framed for a crime and thrown into 
ja il. A  Gestapo-like arm o f the 
tobacco industry emerges, its mission 
to protect tobacco’s secrets at 
whatever cost. As Resor and his 
cohorts try to pierce what com es 
across as a Tobacco Evil Empire, the 
tone is as sinister as a Cold War spy 
novel’s.

s bad guy on
A  mom subdued storyline, but with 

the same archvillain, helped launch 
ABC’s “The Practice” last week. 
The show's struggling law firm takes 
on a client who sues a huge tobacco 
company for contributing to his 
w ife’s death after a lifetim e o f 
smoking (the series airs Tuesday at 
10 p.m. BDT, rated TV-PG).

This tale concludes several weeks 
from now, with the trial against 
fictional TJ-. M ichaels Tobacco.

“They put out a product that, 
when used as directed, causes 
cancer,” attorney Lindsay Dole 
(K elli W illiam s) tells the jury in t  
riveting monologue that lasts nearly 
eight minutes. “In the short time I’ve 
been d eliverin g  my opening  
statement, they took in another 
m illion dollars or so - and 50 more 
people d ied.”

On “The Practice” and “Feds” 
alike, tobacco proves as hissable a 
baddie as any dramatist could wish 
for. And it com es by this role 
honestly,declared “ Feds” executive 
producer Dick W olf (who also 
produces "Law A Order” and “New  
York Undercover”).

“ As villains, they’re almost too 
good to be true,” W olf said o f 
cigarette makers. “They make 
m illions o f dollars for killing 
people.”

“The tobacco industry served all

our story-telling purposes,” agreed 
David E. K elley, “The Practice's” 
executive producer. “ It's a nice, 
antagonistic Goliath for our show’s 
lawyers to go after.”

Like W olf, K elley said bashing 
tobacco wasn't the point

“If that’s a byproduct o f our 
storyline.” he added, “ we're thrilled 
to do i t ”

The awesome row er ascribed to 
tobacco oo these dramas is the same 
real-life power it can mobilize against 
networks that air stories daring to 
depict the industry in unflattering 
ways.

ABC feels that power all too 
keenly, to judge from K elley's 
experience.

W hile Dick W olf said he got no 
flak from CBS for “Feds’ *' tobacco 
storyline, ABC, said Kelley, “ was 
really skittish. Their legal counsel 
was calling us daily. They literally 
told us, 'You cannot say that 
cigarettes are addictive, because it 
hasn't been proven y e t’ ”

ABC spokesw om an Janice 
Gretemeyer responded, “We would 
never broadcast any program that 
falsely defames any particular 
industry, or misleads the public with 
false statistics for the sake of 
drama.”

For whatever reason, nothing 
about “The Practice” but tobacco

worried the network.
“On the other rtrayiines, ABC was 

great on content they didn’t 
interfere,” said Kelley, never loath 
to press hot buttons on his new show, 
or others including “ Picket Ffences” 
and “Chicago Hope.”  , '

“ We got to tell our tobacco 
storyline,” he allow ed, “ but the 
impression we got was, they (ABC 
lawyera) wore feeling the lumps from 
the (tobacco) law su it”

Kelley was referring to a $10 billion 
lawsuit against ABC from two tobacco 
giants objecting to what a network 
newsmagazine had reported about 
nicotine additives in cigarettelgarettes.

: lawsuit mInstead of fighting feelawsuit many 
observers thought ABC could have 
won, the network (then under different 
ownership) settled, and publicly 
apologized to the cigarette makers. 
That was in August 1995.

A few  months later, ABC lawyers 
were fighting K elley, even quibbling 
over how the fictional Laramie brand’s 
maseqt could be drawn for a poster 

i the courtroom. He couldn’t 
be arw n t l ,  play a musical 
instrument, wear sunglasses or flash 
a thumbs-up, K elley was told.

What viewers see instead is a 
cool-looking, cigarette-sm oking 
alligator twirling a basketball on the 
tip o f his finger. As if  it makes a 
difference.

Then he got a dose of corporate 
medicine.

Across the country, doctors like 
Shelman who feel they have lost 
control of patient care to corporate 
accountants are looking to labor 
unions as a way to collectively gain 
leverage against hospitals, clinics and 
managed care groups.

"This is not like you're talking to 
steel workers or auto workers who 
grew up with this,”  Shelman said. 
"You’re talking to people who are 
biased toward conservativism. We 
look at this like it’s our last chance.”

Shelman was among 92 doctors at 
the Thomas-Davis Medical Centers 
in Tucson, Ariz., who voted to join 
an affiliate of the American Federa­
tion of State, County and Municipal 
Employees this winter.

"The major barrier to health care 
and our success as physicians is no 
longer the patients* illnesses, but the 
system,” said Shelman, who has 
practiced internal medicine for more 
than a decade.

In recent months, podiatrists 
nationwide and physicians in New 
York also have voted to unionize, 
either directly or by affiliating 
through professional associations. 
More medical men and women from 
Philadelphia to Oregon are expected 
to join the ranks of organized labor 
soon.

The doctors say the conflict at the 
heart of the debate is obvious: A 
physician's primary responsibility is 
to the patient; a corporate executive 
is responsible for the bottom line.

"The insurers have taken control 
of patient care, and we’re trying to 
keep control,” said Dr. Raymond 
Lodise, president of the4,000-mem- 
ber Philadelphia County Medical 
Society. "We know that unions have 
tremendous influence with legislators 
and we know that unions deal with 
people who are affected by managed 
care.”

Affiliation with the labor 
movement will allow some doctors 
to bring patient care issues - such as 
restrictions on referrals to specialists 
and the amount of time they may 
spend with each patient • to the 
bargaining table when they negotiate

contracts with health care organiza­
tions.

Will unionizing help a doctor’s 
bottom line?

"Money is not the issue,” said Dr. 
Richard Osborne. “ The main thrust 
of your bargaining ... is going to be 
altering working conditions, and that 
is going to directly affect patient 
care.”

But there may be financial 
advantages: Doctors allied with labor 
will have a leg up in marketing their 
services to thousands of union 
members.

And union leaders, keen to 
increase their ranks, see fresh recruits 
and the promise of a powerful 
alliance.

Doctors and union officials 
complain that health care corpora­
tions are operating with impunity 
under the current system. Many are 
exempt from antitrust laws, and some 
can claim immunity from malpractice 
suits under laws governing employee 
benefits.

“ There are tremendous issues that 
need to be addressed in this whole 
health care arena, and the public is 
not aware of most of them,” Osborne 
said.

O sb o rn e , an in d ep en d en t 
anesthesiologist who organized the 
Tucson doctors into the Federation 
of Physicians and Dentists, said 
individual doctors who agitate on 
behalf of their patients might find 
themselves out of a managed care 
contract.

By joining forces, doctors hope to 
speak up more effectively.

" If  you’re going to provide a 
service, the patient who pays his 
premiums every month should not 
have to stand in line for care,” 
Osborne said. “They make money by 
making people stand in line for 
care.”

The National Labor Relations 
Board recognized the Thomas-Davis 
physicians’ 92-23 vote to unionize, 
but the parent company is fighting 
them in court.

In October, podiatrists from across 
the country formed a national guild 
and affiliated with the Office and 
Professional Employees International 
Union. Last month, 2,100 members 
of an independent practitioners

association on Long Island also 
affiliated with OPEIU.

Inspired by the podiatrists and an 
enthusiastic gathering of 200 of his 
members, Lodise plans a regional 
meeting today to discuss unionizing i 
as many as 16,000 medical society 
members in Pennsylvania and 
Delaware.

Doctors not employed by public 
hospitals or under a managed care group 
must form physician associations before 
unionizing in order to avoid antitrust 
laws. •

Attorneys will not seek 
delay in McVeigh's trial

DENVER (AP) - Timothy 
McVeigh’s attorneys indicated 
Wednesday they would not seek a 
delay in the Oklahoma City bombing 
suspect’s trial following Playboy 
magazine’s report on McVeigh’s 
purported confession.

“ We are in the midst of the 
biggest capital case in the history of 
this country, 20 days from trial,” 
McVeigh’s defense team wrote in a 
two-paragraph statement.

"Though some might wish it 
otherwise, we cannot put aside our 
work to respond every time the phone 
rings with tales of yet another story 
even more sensationalist than the last.

"A  jury of 12 will determine Mr. 
McVeigh’s innocence or guilt. That 
is how it should be and that is how it 
will be, no matter what is claimed or 
written elsewhere,” the statement 
concluded.

A telephone message seeking 
additional comment was not returned 
immediately.

On Tuesday, Playboy magazine 
posted a story on its Internet site 
stating that Timothy McVeigh told 
his lawyers the force of a bomb he set 
off in Oklahoma City in 1995 pushed

him against the wall of a nearby 
building as he made his escape.

The magazine said its report was 
based on documents prepared by 
McVeigh’s attorneys that it obtained 
legally.

Nearly two weeks before that, The 
Dallas Morning News placed a story 
on its Internet site that said McVeigh 
admitted driving the explosives-laden 
truck that demolished the Alfred P. 
Murrah Federal Building,killing 168 
people.

Jones initially claimed the 
newspaper’s story was a hoax, but 
said later the defense team had faked 
the purported confession to persuade 
someone else suspected of being 
involved in the bombing to talk with 
investigators.

Jones also accused the newspaper 
of stealing files from his computer. 
The newspaper denied the allegation, 
and said it used lawful techniques to 
obtain the documents.

McVeigh and co-defendant Terry 
Nichols are charged with murder, 
conspiracy and weapons-related 
counts in the April 1995 bombing. 
McVeigh is scheduled to stand mat 
March 31; Nichols’ trial will follow, 
but a date has not been act
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
