Mir crew fixes blunder; major
repair mission is postponed

MOSCOW (AP) - The Mir crew
today fixed the damagc from an
on-board blunder a day carlier, but a
major repair mission has been
postponed yetagain and will probably
be handled by a fresh crew next
month, space officials said.

All key systems on the Mir were
working well today, including the
power supply system, which was cut
off Thursday when a crew member
inadvertently unplugged a vital cable
aboard the troubled space station.

After tumbling chaoucally through
space for several hours Thursday, the
Mir reoriented itself toward the sun,
allowing its solar pancls to soak up
energy, Mission Control chiel
Vladimir Solovyov said. The batterics
on the Mir’s core modulc were fully
recharged, and batterics on other
modules were at or near lull power

Mecanwhile, the two Russians and
one American on board were
spending most of today restng
following the hectic events Thursday

Hurricane heading
toward Gulf Coast

NEW ORLEANS (AP) - An erratic
hurricane born in the marshes of
south Louisiana early today churned
slowly toward the Gulf Coast,
bringing high winds and hcavy
downpours.

Hurricane Danny, traveling
northeast at about 6 mph, sloshed into
a sparscly populated tongue of
marshland where the mouth of the
Mississippi River pokes out into the
Gulf of Mcxico, and hunkered there
for a while. From there it was
expected to move back into the Gull
and up to Mississippi and Alabama

Danny was barely strong enough
to be classified a hurricane, with
maximum sustained winds clocked
at 75 mph and gusts up to 95 mph

Before it hit the Mississippi’s
mouth, Danny crossed Louisiana’s
only inhabited barrier island, shoving
up to six feet of salt walter across it.

“Iain’t never seen water like this
before. I was born and raised here,”
said Councilman David Camardelle,
who also is president and director of

Grand Isle’s levee board

Cars and trucks were covered, but
Grand Isle is built for floods, with
houses and other butldings up on
pilings well above head height. They
suffered mostly wind damage,
Camardelle said: “If anything was
left underneath them, it was washed
away.”

An 8-footlevee along theisland
south side couldn’t protect it, because
the storm pushed water in from the
north, he said

Alderman Robert Collins
estimated that only about 40 percent
of the island’s 2,000 residents
followed orders 10 evacuate, bul
Camardelle said he thought only a
few hundred stayed

At 7 a.m., the hurricane’s center
was near lattude 29.6 north,
longitude 89.5 west - about 45 miles

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Medicare abuse, fraud,
errors cost $23 billion

Government auditors report to Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) - A home
health agency was paid $11,790 for
physical therapy and nursing care for
a patient who medical records show
had only a “small wound on the
wrist.”’

A hospital received $6,729 more
than it should have because of
exaggerations of the seriousness of
a patient’s lung disease.

In all, government auditors told
Congress that 14 cents of every dollar
spent last year by Medicare, the
nation’s health care program for the
elderly, was lost to such instances of
fraud, abuse, or simple error.

Thatamounted to $23.2 billion of
the $168.6 billion Medicare paid last
year to hospitals, doctors, laboratories

and other health care providers.

It also is the annual amount that
budget negotiators have agreed to
reduce projected spending on
Medicare to reach a total of $115
billion in savings over the next five
years.

“Itreally is outrageous given the
importance of Medicare to seniors
and given the seriousness of its
financial situation,” said Rep. Nancy
Johnson, R-Conn.

The audit was released Thursday
at a meeting of the House Ways and
Means health subcommittee.

U.S. trade deficit
shoots up in May

WASHINGTON (AP) - America’s
trade deficit shot up to $10.2 billion
in May, as higher shipments of
foreign oil and passenger cars helped
push imports to an all-time high.

The deficit with China, propelled
by a flood of toys, shoes and clothing,
surpassed America’s trade gap with
Japan for only the third time in
history.

The 17 percentincrease in the May
deficit, the biggest imbalance in four
months, was worse than expected.
Analysts had been looking for only
a slight widening from an April gap
of $8.7 billion.

The report served to underscore
that while the American cconomy is
enjoying low inflation and low
unemployment figures - the best in
a gencration th¢ onc glaring
exception to all the good cconomic
news is in foreign trade.

So far this ycar, the U.S. trade
deficit in goods and scrvices s
running at an annual ratc of S115.4
billion. Given current trends, the
shortfall this year 1s ¢xpected o
casily surpass last year’s imbalance
of $111 billion.

“We have a high and persistent
trade shortfall that is attributable in
partto the fact that thiseconomy has
been more vigorous than its trading
partners and there 1s a heavy
propensity in the United States to
import goods,” said Robert Dederick,
cconomic consultant at Northern
T'rust in Chicago

AUSTIN (AP) - Austin’s notonly
the state’s political capital.

For those that manage to keep their
doors open, the Austin cating news
offers a mixed plate

Ncarly $2 billion will be spent at
restaurants around the capital city this
year, an 18.7 percent increase. But
with more choices, researchers say
restaurants need to do more to make
themselves stand out.

“If customers don’t get what they
want, they will go somewhere else,””
said Denise Grasso, of the Texas
Restaurant Association. ‘“‘Restaurants
really have to go above and beyond
now when servicing customers.”’

Advocates for the nation’s
hospitals blame Medicare’s compli-
cated, bureaucratic billjng system.

“It’s a system designed to result
in mistakes. For us it a nightmare to
navigate,” said Dick Davidson,
president of the American Hospital
Association,

In the three decades since it was
created, Medicare has grown to serve
more than 38 million people who
generate 800 million medical bills a

year. Last year, the government spent
$441.1 million on precautions that
caught $6.2 billion in errors - $14 for
every dollar invested.

Of the 5,314 claims from 600
beneficiaries reviewed for the 1996
audit, 1,577 did not comply with
Medicare laws and regulations.

The most persistent problem found
was insufficient or no documentation
of the care provided - accounting for
nearly half of all improper payments.

Other irregularities include bills
for medically unnecessary treatment;
for treatment that Medicare does not
cover such as eye exams, hearing aids
and prescription drugs; and for
expensive services when cheaper
treatment was actually provided.

The audit report showed that the
greatest share of overpayments went
to hospitals and doctors, with each
accounting for about 22 percent,
followed by home health care
agencies, which accounted for nearly
16 percent.

Woolworth will close
remaining U.S. stores

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) - Linda
Hengst has relied on Woolworth’s all
her life.

As a child, she would go to the
store in Altoona, Pa., and beg her
grandparents to buy her a toy. As a
teen-ager, she would share Cokes and
fries with friends at the lunch counter
in Warren, Ohio.

And on Thursday, Mrs. Hengst,
50, went to the five-and-dime in
search of envelopes for her office.

“Where else do you getenvelopes,
a pound of coffee, thread if you lose
the button on your clothes on the way
to an interview? It's just awful
they 're closing,” she said.

After 117 years as America’s
general store, Woolworth Corp. said
Thursday it will close its remaining
400 U.S. EW. Woolworth stores and
change its name. Frank Woolworth
opened the nation’s first five-and--
dime in Lancaster, Pa., in 1879.

Of Woolworth Corp.’s more than
$8 billion in annual sales, $7 billion
comes from the company’s newer,
more profitable chains, which include
Foot Locker, Champs sporting goods
and Northern Reflections apparel
shops.

Woolworth stores reported an
operating loss of $37 million last year
as the chain struggled to compete
against big discounters.

For generations of shoppers,
Woolworth’s was the standard.

From hairnets to handkerchiefs,

turtles 1o tools and lipstick to lunch,

most everyone found something there
- and usually cheap.

Shoppers delighted in prowling the
narrow aisles in search of bobby pins
or dish cloths, or following the aroma
to find a bag of hot salted peanuts.

Campaign finance hearings raise
questions, provide few answers

WASHINGTON (AP) - After two
weeks of campaign finance hearings,
the public still has not found out
whether Democratic fund-raiser John
Huang was an economic spy or how
extensively he tapped foreign sources
for Democratic Party dollars.

With Huang unwilling to testify
without immunity from prosecution
and with important Democratic
witnesses sitting out the hearings
overseas, Senate Republicans have
used the infermation they accumulat-
ed to raise tantalizing questions but
provide few answers.

When hearings resume next
Wednesday, Democrats get to call
their first witnesses about foreign
contributions made to Republicans.
Among them is Haley Barbour,
former chairman of the Republican
National Commitiec. ‘

.\ Thupsd;y's Senate “hearing,
Republicans produced charts
appearing to throw a veil of mystery
around Huang's receipt of “‘raw” and
“finished” intelligence reports while
he was a Commerce Department
official.

On one of the documents, arrows
pointed from a box mentioning
Huang’s ‘“‘secret office” at a
brokerage firm, across the street from
his goverrment office, to other boxes
with sinister-sounding activities.

There were “at least 237 calls”
to Lippo USA, his former Indonesian-
-owned employer; “at least 107 calls
to Indonesia, China, Taiwan and
Hong Kong'; and ‘“‘embassy
contacts” including 35 calls” from
Chinese and other embassy officials.

There were six visits and three
other meetings with officials from the
embassy of China, a country where
Lippo has substantial investments.

One page, linking Huang (o
hundreds of thousands of dollars in
Democratic contributions from an
Indonesian family, was adorned with
computer graphics of the White
House, and piles of money. Some of
the piles had a big “X"" covering
them to signify that $450,000 of th
money was returned. -

None of this grabbed Démocrats
on the Governmental Affairs
Committee, who have slowed down

the hearings with increasingly
frequent tirades about the lack of
fairness.

Huang was *‘being, in effect, tried
in absentia right now,” ranking
Democrat John Glenn, D-Ohio, said
at Thursday's hearing after Republi-
cans had a staff attorney sit in the
witness chair ahd describe the charts
he prepared.:

One solid example of potential
illegality was produced against
Huang during the two weeks of
hearings. It was a memo written by
Huang while a Lippo employee
asking his company to “‘wire’
$50,000 to pay for a contribution of
that amount to the Democratic Party.

The memo was written in 1992,
The year is .significant, because
committee chairman Fred Thompson,
R-Tenn., keeps reminding Democrats
that the probe is supposed to cover
1996 campaign funding abuse. He has
done so every time Sen. Carl Levin,
D-Mich., has mentioned a $500,000
contribution to a Republican
presidential dinner in 1992, which
may have been an illegal foreign
donation.

Milk shortages could mean loss
of $1 million in lunch program

AUSTIN (AP) - Texans buying a
gallon of milk at the grocery store
have a 50-50 chance of getting as
much as they paid for. The odds are
worse in school cafeterias, Agricul-
ture Commissioner Rick Perry said
Thursday.

It’s just a sip here and a swallow
there - about an ounce short per
gallon on average, according 10 a
random survey - but it adds up.

If shortages found in 15 schools
hold true statewide, it would mean
more than a $1 million loss to the
lunch program alone, Perry said.
That’s the equivalent of more than 4
million half pints.

“We’re talking about more than
Jjust a drop in the old milk bucket,”
he said.

State officials are' conducting
training sessions for milk processors
1o try to ensure consumers aren’t
shortchanged in the future. If future
spot checks find similar discrepan-
cies, processors could face civil
penalties and fines, Perry said.

Texas surveyed the 15 schools and
four supermarkets in April and early
May as part of a 20-state study
requested by the Federal Trade
Commission and the U.S. Department
of Agriculture.

Nationally, more than 40 percent
of the groups of packages inspected
contained less than claimed on their
labels, according to the federal report.

Texas’ record on milk was worse:
There was nearly a 60 percent failure
rate on school cafeteria inspections,
and 50 percent in supermarkets. The
state also found some failures in
testing juice, but it was not close 1o
the level in milk containers, Perry
said.

While the state’s sample was tiny,
Perry said he believes it is accurate,
citing the similar findings nationwide.

Perry said Texas recently has
adopted national measurement
standards, and part of the reason for
the discrepancy could be stricter
testing methods.

Susan Ruland of the Milk Industry
Foundation in Washington, whose
members package about 85 percent

of the nation's milk, said the industry
is working with federal and state
officials on an education program.

“We see this as a warning light
that we're taking very seriously,”” she
said. “There’s obviously some
problem here, even though most
containers in the (national) study
passed the test.

“There’ll be a series of education-
al mailings and workshops in the next
few months 1o tighten this up and
make sure there is absolutely no
problem in the future.”

Ms. Ruland said she does not
believe buyers are being short-
changed intentionally by processors.

“From our point of view, it looks
more like neglect. There just hasn’t
been enough focus on thisarea,’ she
said.

Among possible reasons for the
problem, she said, are outmoded
quality control practices at some

plants and the size of plastic
containers, which shrink as they cool
in the manufacturing process.

Don Smith, president of the Texas
Association of Dairymen, said dairy
farmers also have a big stake in
ensuring - containers are filled
properly.

“If we have a surplus of milk in
the country, our price goes down.
And if that milk’s not going into the
Jug and going to the consumer, then
itbacks up ... to my farm, affects my
price,” said Smith, a Sulphur Springs
dairy producer.

In Texas, the nation’s sixth-largest
dairy producing state, the dairy
industry generates about $800 million
for the state economy annually.

Waco child dies ,17others
injured, visiting city park

WACO, Texas (AP) - A young girl
has died from injuries she suffered
when an aging cottonwood tree fell
on her and 17 other children attending
a festival in a city park.

Tenisha Wright, 9, of Waco, died
late Thursday at Cook Children’s
Medical Center in Fort worth. She
had been in critical condition since
being flown to the hospital by
helicopter.

Waco Fire Chief Jon Fasana said
the children were hurt about 11 a,m.
Thursday under a grove of trees at the
Bledsoe-Miller Recreation Center,
where they had gathered at a dunking
booth along the banks of the Brazos
River.

Fasana said the girl suffered a
critical closed-head injury and was
not breathing when taken from the
scene.

The children, ranging in age from
6 to 15, were among about 500
children at the park participating in
city-sponsored youth recreation
programs.

The section that fell was about 30
feet long, equal to several car lengths.
The base of the fallen section was
about the size of a bicycle wheel.

Don Williams, owner of Big
Country Tree Experts in Speegleville,
said the limb probably weighed more
than 3,000 pounds, and the tree was
more than 50 years old.

Four children remained hospital-
ized at Hillcrest today. Two suffered
broken legs, one had a lacerated liver
and a concussion and another suffered
multiple fractures, a concussion and
a bruised chest.

They were expected to be in the
hospital for several days, said Dr.
Michael Craun, Hillcrest's medical
director of trauma services,

Eight children were treated and
released at Hillcrest and five more at
Providence Health Center, hospital
officials said.

City spokeswoman Sandy Test
said the children’s names were
withheld because they are juveniles.

Clarke takes 3-stroke lead

TROON, Scotland (AP) - There
was no tempest at Troon and no
stopping Darren Clarke today in the
second round of the British Open.

With only a wisp of breeze off the
Firth of Clyde, the 28-year-old from
Northern Ireland went around in
5-under-par 66 to take a three-stroke
lead over Jesper Parnevik.

Clarke, a rising star who is fourth
in Ryder Cup points for Europe, was
at 133, tying the 36-hole record for
British Opens played at Royal Troon.
Bobby Clampett shot a 133 in 1982
when the course played to a par 72.

Royal Troon played more like a
par 76 on Thursday, when the winds
brought flags to attention and made
the closing holes as difficult as any
back nine in major championship
golf.

That wasn’t nearly the case today,
and Clarke took advantage.

He made birdies on three of the
first three holes and got to 8 under at
the turn - enough to put distance
between Jim Furyk, who shared the
first-round lead with Clarke at 67, and
enough to drop Tiger Woods out of
the plclurc

“I got my momentum going early
and just kept it going,”” Clarke said.

And while the holes going out
played a little longer without much
wind, Clarke realized he wouldn’tbe
fighting for his life when he reached
the 438-yard 10th hole, the first of
several long par 4s that traditionally
plays into the wind.

“It was perfect,” Clarke said.
“There was barely any wind at all.
There were a lot more birdie
opportunities.’

Clarke made eight birdies on the
day, offset by bogeys on both par 3s
on the front nine and on No. 10,
where he missed the green o the
right,

He saved par with a 6-foot putt on

the 12th hole, birdied the par-3 14th
from 20 feet and then holed a
20-footer for birdie on the par-5 16th
hole to get to 9 under.

Clarke, who Thursday said he only
wanted to get into contention, is
starting to believe he can stay there.

‘“Maybe come Sunday there will
be pressure, but rightnow I've got to
go play,” he said.

Parnevik, the only player to break
par on the back nine of Royal Troon
in the first round, managed to keep
up with Clarke. The skinny Swede
made eagle on the par-5 fourth hole
and holed a 20-foot birdie putt on the
126-yard eighth hole.

Furyk shota 72 and was at 139, six
strokes behind. Jay Haas was also at
3-under for the tournament with 8ix
holes left to play in the second round.

Greg Norman, Fred Couples and
Justin Leonard, who shot 69 on
Thursday, started their rounds after
lunch. The wind began to pick up
slightly, giving a clear advantage to
the early starters.

He three-putted twice for bogey
and two-putted twice for birdie, but
then fell apart trying to take off more
than he could handle.

Prison board is considering

sites for two 660-cell prisons

HOUSTON (AP) - Lamesa and
Wichita Falls will get new 660-cell
high-security prisons if the Texas
Board of Criminal Justice today
agrees with a recommendation from
a board committee.

The full prison board, facing the
mmpecl that Texas prisons will be

led to capacity by late this year or
early 1998, was considering the
recommendation at a meeting today
in Houston, Amarillo was designated
as the altemnate if the board found
problems with one of the two sites
nominated by its Facilities Commit-
lee.

The prisons, costing about $25
million apiece, are modeled after a
similar high-security unit that just

opened near Huntsville, They would
be adjacent to existing prisons in the
two communities,

These so-called administrative
segregation prisons keep inmates
virtually isolated 24 hours a day and
are designed for what authorities
consider the baddest of the bad.

Construction time was estimated
at about two years although Allan
Polunsky, chairman of the criminal
justice board, wanted prison
administrators to speed up the process
to make the new prison beds available
more quickly.

Tougher sentencing laws, greater
restrictions on parole and Texas’
growing population are cited as
reasons for the renewed bulge in the

Texas, which has spent $1.5 billion
in the past decade in an unprecedent-
ed construction program that nearly
tripled prison space, was holding
136,618 inmates as of last week, or
98.2 percent of capacity.
