WASHINGTON (AP) - Business groups are waging 
a pre-emptive strike against the Clinton administration’s 
global wanning policies, predicting economic havoc 
if the United States commits to cutting greenhouse 
gases at a December climate conference.

A number of economists and industry representatives 
were to testify at a Senate hearing today and warn of 
soaring energy prices and economic problems for U.S. 
industries if they are forced to cut carbon pollution 
to 1990 levels by the year 2010.

While Clinton has said he is convinced the threat 
of global warming must be addressed with new 
international commitments, the While House has yet 
to propose specific cuts and deadlines. It has rejected 
a European proposal to cut carbon emissions by 15 
percent by 2010.

But senators, amid heavy lobbying from industry, 
already have expressed their concern. Earlier this year 
the Senate passed by a 95-0 vote a resolution urging 
the White House to commit to no binding pollution 
cuts unless developing countries like China do likewise. 
The talks in Japan in December arc aimed at getting 
binding commitments from industrial countries and 
only promises of voluntary action and perhaps future 
commitments from the developing countries.

DOCTORS FIND MANY PATIENTS 
DON’T GET NEW AIDS DRUGS

TORONTO (AP) - While new treatments have 
revolutionized the treatment of AIDS doctors arc finding 
their seemingly miraculous benefits have eluded many 
infected people.

Just over a year ago, it became clear that a new class 
of mcdicinescalled protease inhibitors could rescue 
gravely ill AIDS patients from the brink of death. And 
it appeared possible to turn this relentlessly fatal disease 
into a chronic but treatable one.

At the time, though, many worried that the sometimes 
giddy news reports of this breakthrough glossed over 
the real possibility that the drugs’ benefits would be 
only temporary for many.

Experiences reported Monday at an infectious disease 
conference confirm that while the treatments have 
given hope where there was none, they arc hardly the 
final answer.

FED BOARD NOT EXPECTED 
TO BOOST INTEREST RATES

WASHINGTON (AP) - The economy seems so 
well tuned that little remains to be done by the Federal 
Reserve except watch and wait for something to go 
wrong.

Fed officials, as they looked over the economy in 
preparation for an inicrcsl-ralc policy meeting today, 
had to be pleased with whai they saw: plenty of growth 
and not much inflation.

As a result, most economists expect policy-makers 
to hold rates steady today. And in anticipation, the 
Dow Jones average of industrial stocks pushed 69.25 
points higher Monday to 7,991.43, its highest close 
since Aug. 20.

The question on analysis minds is. When will the 
best-of-all-worlds start to fade?

“ In a sense, this is an economy that’s silting around 
waiting for something bad to happen. We know 
ultimately it will happen but we don’t know when, 
and we don’t know to what degree,” said economist 
Robert Dcdcrick of Northern Trust Co. in Chicago.

ROY LICHTENSTEIN DIES;
POPULARIZED COMIC ART

NEW YORK (AP) - At age 38, Roy Lichtenstein 
found the inspiration that would earn him a place in 
20th century art history in the comic book images of 
his childhood.

Having failed to make a mark with abstract 
expressionist works and modern art-style depictions 
of American cowboys and Indians, Lichtenstein took 
a bubble gum wrapper comic and blew it up into a 
full-scale painting.

The 1961 work “Look Mickey, I’ve Hooked a Big 
One!!” transformed commercial art to an object of 
fine art and became a landmark, placing Lichtenstein, 
with Andy Warhol, at the forefront of the Pop Art 
movement.

Lichtenstein died Monday, at 7 3, after being 
hospitalized at New York University Medical Center 
for several weeks.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Senate bargainers have 

removed the biggest road block to a politically sensitive 
$3,072 pay increase for members of Congress, their 
first raise since 1993.

In a three-minute meeting Monday evening with 
House negotiators, senators voted to drop language 
approved July 17 by the Senate prohibiting the otherwise 
automatic cost-of-living increase. Monday’s vote was 
3-3 to reject the pay raise, but Senate rules require 
a majority to prevail.

Technically, Congress still could reject the pay boost 
in any future legislation that became law. But opponents 
conceded that support for the increase was so widespread 
hat it would be nearly impossible to stop.

The only Senate bargainer to not vote Monday night 
was Sen. Lauch Faircloth, R-N.C., who according to 
spokesman Peter Hans opposed the pay raise and would 
vote against it on the Senate floor. Faircloth didn’t 
attend the meeting because he didn’t hear about it until 
noon Monday and had commitments in North Carolina, 
Hans said.

Faircloth did not give Senate Appropriations 
Committee Chairman Ted Stevens, R-Alaska.aproxy 
that would have enabled his vote to be cast in his absence. 
Four other senators gave proxies to Stevens or Sen. 
Herb Kohl of Wisconsin, the ranking Democrat among 
the negotiators.

Fund raising: Everybody does it
WASHINGTON (AP) - While the Justice Department 

investigates use of the White House to solicit political 
donations, a trip down Pennsylvania Avenue could 
find the same activity under the Capitol dome.

Former members of Congress and staffers said such 
solicitations have occurred in congressional offices 
in the past and that they believe they still goon - even 
though they may violate U.S. criminal law and ethics 
rules that prohibit fund raising in government buildings.

“ 1 don’t think any will admit it, but it’s so damn 
hard not to occur,” said Dennis DcConcini, who retired 
in 1994 after 18 years as a Democratic senator from 
Arizona.

If lawmakers want to stay within the law and avoid 
political ruin, they can raise money legally by using 
telephones near the Capitol - in space rented by the 
Republican and Democratic congressional campaign 
committees.

One former Democratic House member who left 
Congress after 1992 said: “ It was common know ledge 
that members made calls from, and received calls in 
their offices. It wasn’t much of an issue until recently.”

It got sticky whenever donors called the lawmaker’s 
office in response to a solicitation. “ 1 would say 
something like. I’m having a fund-raiser but I’ll have 
to call you back.’ I felt that was fine,” he said.

The former lawmaker, now an attorney and lobbyist, 
is the recipient of fund-raising solicitations that 
“periodically” havcacongrcssional number left for 
a return call.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Senate Majority Leader 
Trent Lott wants to require labor unions to get written 
permission before using member dues for political 
purposes, a provision opponents say wixild kill campaign 
finance reform this year.

“ Most Americans would be shocked to learn that 
some workers in our nation arc forced to contribute 
to a candidate or campaign they don’t support (or) 
don’t know anything about," Lott said Monday.,

The Mississippi Republican outlined his proposal 
at the beginning of the second day of Senate debate 
on legislation designed to curtail the cost of political 
campaigns, including a ban on unregulated “ soft money ’’ 
in races for Congress and the White House.

Drug bills
generate
concern

Deaf Smith County employees can expect to receive 
letters soon from County Judge Tom Simons warning 
that what they pay for prescription medication could 
be going up unless the rise in claims slows.

The county commissioners on Monday rejected 
a suggestion from Jim Reagan ofRH Administrators 
that the co-payment provisions of the county’s health 
insurance coverage be increased as one way of reducing 
the county’s health insurance costs. Employees now 
pay S3 for generic and $5 for brand-name prescription 
drugs, with the county paying the balance.

Reagan had suggested changing the co-payment 
to $5/510 or $10/515 as one way of controlling the 
costs; however, the commissioners agreed to keep 
the co-payment as it is, but to have Simons send a letter 
to county employees warning that unless prescription 
drug costs moderate, the commissioners may have 
to consider increasing the co-payment.

The discussion about the increased co-payments 
was part of the commissioners’ consideration of health 
insurance coverage.

The commissioners had discussed the issue at their 
last meeting, but they had tabled acceptance of a proposal 
until receiving more information about possible cost 
reductions from RH Administrators, the Lubbock-based 
firm that handles the county’s self-insurance program.

After discussing the various proposals, the 
commissioners voted 3-1 to retain the current provider, 
Fidelity Security Life Insurance Co. Fidelity Security 
Life’s proposal was based on maintaining the current 
level of benefits.

Commissioner Wayne Bctzcn dissented. Bctzen 
was concerned about the rising costs of prescription 
medication and suggested going with a plan that would 
increase the co-payment amount.

RH Administrators presented several proposals 
from both Fidelity Security Life Insurance Co. and 
RcliaStar/Northwcstcm National Life. Each proposal 
outlined options that could reduce the coverage costs.

The plan selected by the commissioners will have 
an estimated total cost of S411,077, an amount that 
could be lower if the number of claims filed by county 
employees declines.

The specific premium, or claims up to S20.000, 
covers 119 county employees at an annual cost of about 
$55,478. The county pays for the employees’ coverage, 
and employees pay for their dependents’ coverage. 
Forty-seven dependents arc now covered under the 
plan, at an annual cost to employees of $26,863.

RH Administrators receives $12,138 per year to 
administer the insurance plan, plus another $ 1,428 
annually to handle the COBRA plan.

The total fixed costs for the insurance is $108,673. 
The aggregate costs, which would be the payment of 
claims over $20,000, is $302,404, making the total 
annual cost of the plan $411,077.

Hereford libraries haven't been targets of censors

Book banning? Not in this town!
Anyone who has listened to the news or read the 

headline* recently knows a variety of groigK aft trying 
to have certain books banned from the public school 
library shelves and even the county and city libraries.

However, Hereford Independent School District 
principals and the public librarians say they have had 
few complaints about the books being read.

Aikman Primary Principal Charles Lyles, said "I 
have some concerns with the R.L. Stein books - the 
"Goosebumps" series, but they're not about to be

i violent books, but that is because of the children’s

emotional status and maturity.
*If a parent asks us not to allow their children to 

check out a certain book, we will certainly oblige. We 
address any parent concern about what the children 
are reading,” he said.

Northwest Primary Principal George Oaks said 
it has been a, least 15 years since someone wanted 
a book banned from the school libraries, and that was 
mostly because of derogatory terminology.

The principals, school librarians and the librarian 
« the Deaf Smith County Pdblic Librery believe parental 
example and intervention is more effective than public 
censorship when it comes lo children's literature choices.

T h e  library staff cannot act as censors, nor would 
I want lo,” said Rebecca Wall, librarian at the county

library.
"I often tell parents they may want toread the book 

a child has checked out first,” she said.
"Often children have seen a movie and want to 

read the book it was based on. I let them check it out, 
because they usually bring It back the next day, just 
because h  is so far above them.”

Banning a book locally, however, takes more than 
one or two objections.

Walls said that in the last seven years, only one 
book has been pulled from the local library shelves.

According to Wall, a number of parents had raised 
objections regarding a fictional book that dealt with 
incest. After reviewing the book and finding there were 
no observable solutions offered, the bbok was removed.

"In a way we act as censors by choosing to spend

our limited money on material that most of our patrons
would enjoy, bull don't ware someone selecting what
I read and I’m not about id do that toothers; said Wall.

The school principals say just because a book has 
what is considered objectionable language, derogatory 
terms or adult situations is no reason to pull a book 
from the shelves.

Oaks. "Parents need to talk to students prior to the

STATE SCHOOL PREPARES FOR LAYOFFS

FORT WORTH (AP) - The Denton State School is preparing for layoffs 
in the wake of a loss of S4 million in slate funding.

Parents of the 648 mentally retarded people cared for there and some 
employees of the state institution fear that the cuts will lower the school’s 
standard of care.

Officials say that employees who work directly with the residents are 
assured of their jobs, but that accounts for only half oflhc school’s 1,502 
workers.

Services provided to residents should not be directed affected, according 
to Superintendent Pat Jcssee. But she said she’s not sure now how deep 
the personnel cuts will have to be to lower the annual budget from $35 
million to S31 million.

The cuts will bring to an end some of the school’s long-established programs, 
such as field trips to malls, churches and movie theaters, employees and 
relatives say.

POLICE UNION LEADER SUSPENDED
HOUSTON (AP) - A police union leader who urged his members to 

stop “ scab” United Parcel Services truck drivers during the August strike 
has been suspended for 15 days without pay.

The suspension of Terry Martin, president of the Houston Police Patrolmen’s 
Union, was announced Monday.

Houston police spokesman Jack Cato said Martin will receive no pay 
during the suspension and will not be allowed to work off-duty security 
jobs.

Martin could not be reached for comment Monday, the Houston Chronicle 
reported today. The union’s lawyers did not return calls to the newspaper, 
but the union said a statement on the suspension will be released today.

MERCHANTS BREWING OVER RESTAURANT’S BEER
KINGSVILLE (AP) - Barbecue is OK, but serving beer along with it 

has triggered a showdown among merchants in this city’s Western-themed 
downtown.

About 500 people have signed a petition opposing the Wild Horse Desert 
Saloon, saying selling beer downtown would endanger children, increase 
crime and litter, and create traffic and parking problems.

But would-be restaurateur Glenda Webb disagrees.
“ I thought beer and barbecue, they go together,” said Ms. Webb, who 

wants to open the restaurant on Kleberg Avenue, the town’s main street.
The proposal to open a beer-serving barbecue restaurant has several 

downtown merchants brewing.

HOUSE OKS EXTENSION OF IMMIGRANT PROVISION
WASHINGTON (AP) - Acting the day before tens of thousands of illegal 

immigrants lose their eligibility to remain in the UnitedStaies while applying 
for legal residence, the House has agreed to a three-week reprieve.

The Senate was expected to take up similar legislation before expiration 
of the immigration provision at midnight tonight

On a 355-57 vote Monday, the House approved a stopgap bill bankrolling 
government operations beyond the Ocl 1 start of the fiscal year. The legislation 
funds government through Ocl 23 while Congress compteics its appropriations 
process. It also extends the immigration statute through Oct. 23.

Rich get richer, poor stay uninsured
WASHINGTON (AP) - America’s 

poor stayed poor last year while the 
rest of the country saw its income 
edge up, census figures show.

But when adjusted for inflation, 
income remained below 1989 levels, 
meaning Americans have yet to make 
up everything they lost in the last 
recession, the Census Bureau said 
Monday.

Meanwhile, the gap between rich 
and poor remained wide, and 15.6 
percent of Americans remained 
without health insurance.

PresiderttCIinton focused on the 
positive news, noting that median 
family income increased in 1996 for 
the third year in a row, up 1.2 percent 
to $42,300. Income for households, 
which may include unrelated people, 
was up for the second consecutive 
year, to $35,492.

“ After years and years of stagnant 
family incomes, today’s report proves 
that America’s middle class, no 
longer forgotten, is rising fast,” 
Clinton said Monday.

The increase was fueled by rising 
incomes in the South - the only region 
to see income rise in 1996 - and 
increases among women, who now 
make 74 cents for every dollar men 
earn, an all-time high.

That was partly due to a slowing 
of men’s wages, which dropped from 
a median of $32,426 to $32,144 after 
adjustment for inflation.

Median income means half the 
people earned more than that amount 
and half less.

Clinton fnd his advisers focused 
on economic gains since 1993, when 
the president took office. As the 
economy improved, not surprisingly, 
income increased as well.

But a comparison to 1989, before 
the last recession hit, offers a more 
sobering view. In 1989, the typical 
household earned $36,575 in 
inflation-adjusted dollars - $1,083 
more than last year.

“The poor are poorer, the middle 
class has still not gotten back to 
where it was in 1989, and the

wealthier are doing better,” said 
Robert Greenstein, director of the 
liberal Center for Budget and Policy 
Priorities.

In 1996, the percentage of people 
in poverty dropped slightly to 13.7 
percent, but the Census Bureau said 
the change was not statistically 
significant There were still 4.1 
million more poor people than there 
were in 1989.

Last year saw an increase in the 
number of the very poor - those with 
incomes less than half the poverty 
threshold - from 13.9 million people 
in 1995 to 14.4 million last year.

In 1996, a family of four would 
have to have earned less than $16,036 
to be considered poor.

Rep. Clay Shaw, chairman of the 
House Ways and Means welfare 
subcommittee, said it was significant 
that poverty did not increase, given 
predictions a year ago that the new 
welfare law would drive 1 million 
children into poverty.

“ You have to say that the welfare

reform is certainly working,” said 
Shaw. R-Fla.

But while kverage income rose for 
the richest four out of five families, 
the poorest 20 percent saw their 
incomes drop by 1.8 percent

The biggest gains were recorded 
by the richest 20 percent of families, 
who had a 2.2 percent jump.

The gap between rich and poor got 
no worse in 1996, the Census Bureau 
said, but over time, the rich have been 
getting richer.
. .  In 1996, the top 20 percent of 
American families earned 49 percent 
of the money, up from 43.8 percent 
in 1967.

Meanwhile, those in the bottom 20 
percent earned j ust 3.7 percent of the 
nation’s income last year, down from 
4 percent in 1967.

The middle 60 percent - house­
holds earning roughly $15,000 to 
$68,000 a year - have also lost out 
during this period. They used to earn 
52.3 percent of the money but now 
take just 47.4 percent.

Door at Ramsey home had pry mark
BOULDER, Colo. (AP) - Newly 

released documents in the JonBenet 
Ramsey case show that investigators 
ound no clear sign of forced entry 
nto the Ramsey home • but did find 
in apparent pry mark on the doorjamb 
>f a rear entrance.

That “ demonstrates substantial 
svidence of an intruder,” said Hal 
Jaddon, an auomey for the Ramseys.

Haddon said the information, 
released Monday supports the theory 
that someone broke into the house, 
including “ pry marks on an exterior 
door, a brpken window in the 
basement and a blue suitcase removed 
(by investigators) from under the

broken window.”
Sixty-five pages of documents 

were made public detailing requests 
for four warrants to search the 
Ramsey home and vehicles in 
December 1996 and January. They 
list dozens of items seized from the 
home after the 6-ycar-old girl was 
found dead Dec. 26.

There have been no arrests.
Investigators, apparently looking 

for evidence of child pornography, 
took disks, keyboards and other 
computer materials from the house. 
Police havfc failed to turn up any 
evidence of child pornography, 
according to the district attorney’s

office.
Other items seized from the home, 

according to the warrants, include a 
golf club, a baseball bat, rope from 
the back yard and pens and markers

JonBenet was found beaten and 
strangled in the basement of her 
Boulder home, about eight hours after 
her mother said she found a ransom 
note demanding $118,000.

District Attorney Alex Hunter has 
called JonBenet’s parents, John 
Ramsey, a millionaire businessman, 
and his wife, Patsy, “ a focus” of the 
investigation, but has also stressed all 
leads are being pursued. The 
Ramseys, who moved to Atlanta this

summer, have declared they are 
innocent.

A judge ruled Friday that the 
documents could be released because 
media leaks made it unnecessary to 
keep them secret.

The documents show investigators 
first believed semen was present on 
JonBenet’s body, although further

examination by the Colorado Bureau 
of Investigation found none.

And they say Boulder County 
Coroner John Meyer told a detective 
after an initial exam that, in his 
opinion, “ the victim had been 
subjected to sexual contact”

Racist remarks earn prof paid leave
UNT professor claims misunderstanding

FORT WORTH (AP) - A remark 
that minority students have poor class 
aucndancc habits has led a University 
of North Texas professor being 
placed on paid leave.

Don Staples, a radio, television 
and film professor, made the remark 
last Friday during a forum at the 
Denton school.

He immediately issued an apology 
after the remark, but it sparked 
outrage on campus and prompted 
UNT Chancellor Alfred F. Hurley to 
issue a memo Monday that racism 
will not be tolerated.

The professor said he has not been 
told when he can return to work, but 
UNT officials said it likely will be 
after and Oct. 10 diversity workshop 
that he pledged to attend.

“ My remark was an unfair 
generalization about minority 
students enrolled at the university,” 
Staples told the Fort Worth 
Star-Telegram Monday. “ I hope 
people understand how apologetic I 
am.”

But the apology didn’t satisfy 
students, who held a protest rally 
attended by about a dozen students 
Monday at the student union building.

Students were urged by Kcbharu 
Smith, president of the university’s 
chapter of the National Association 
for the Advancement of Colored 
People, to report cases of race and 
gender discrimination.

The university has 25,026 
students, including 1,871 black and 
1,645 Hispanics.

Hurley, who was at Friday’s 
forum, wrote a memo Monday to the 
university community saying racism 
cannot and will not be tolerated.

“ We support and defend in every 
way possible the right of free speech 
here. At the same time, we recognize 
that the well-being of this community 
and our nation depends on our 
striving to speak factually and 
civilly,” the memo said.

Staples’ remark came in the last 
five minutes of a davlong forum in

which 200 faculty, staff and students 
gathered to discuss how to advance 
the university.

The professor, who has been at 
UNT since 1979, said he docs not 
recall his exact words, but he said he 
was addressing a concern raised by

a black student about contributions 
by minorities not being acknowledged 
in classroom lectures.

Staples said he tried to say that 
some of his former minority students 
had missed lectures on the contribu­
tions of various ethnic groups to film. 
UNT has scaled a tape of the forum 
at the students’ request.

The remark triggered widespread 
reaction from university employees 
as well as from students.

Cassandra Berry, assistant vice 
president and director for equal 
opportunity for the university, said 
she froze “ like an ice cube” when 
she heard the remark.

“ It was an overwhelming 
statement of shock and disappoint­

ment following a positive day of 
working toward a common goal,” she 
said. “ He made a very inappropriate 
comment about an entire group of 
people. He actually said minority 
students did not attend class.”

It was the second controversial 
remark by a Texas professor 
regarding minorities in less than a 
month.

University of Texas law professor 
Lino Graglia sparked widespread 
criticism when he said blacks and 
Hispanics arc “ not academically 
competitive with whites” because 
they have cultures that don’t 
encourage achievement.

Students, state lawmakers and 
others have called for Graglia’s 
ouster. HoweVcr, school officials said 
•hey can’t remove a tenured professor 

r expressing his opinion.

Free condoms, more sex not linked
NEW YORK (AP) - Students 

given access to free condoms in high 
school were no more likely to engage 
in sex than counterparts who did not 
have free contraceptives available, 
according to a study of nearly 13,000 
students in New York and Chicago.

The study also found that the free

distribution had a modest but 
significant increase on students’ 
condom use.

“The fear that making condoms 
available will increase sexual activity, 
a primary political obstacle to making 
condoms available to high school 
students, appears to be unfounded,”

American Journal of Public Health.

New York City’s schools in 1991 
became the first in the nation to hand’ 
out condoms. Since then, many other 
cities have followed suit. In 1994, the 
Board of Education amended its 
policy, allowing parents to notify the 
school if they did not want their 
children to receive condoms.

“ This is a very low cost AIDS 
prevention program,” said Sally 
Guttmacher, an associate professor 
at New York University School of 
Education’s Department of Health 
Studies and the principal investigator 
of the study. “ It’s true that while 
there is only a modest effect, we have 
found that making condoms available 
doesn’t do harm and does some 
good.”

A total of 7,119 students from 12 
randomly selected New York high 
schools were questioned, as were 
5,738 students from 10 high schools 
in Chicago, which does not have a 
free condom giveaway program.

It found that free condoms or not, 
the numbers of students in both cities 
admitting to sexual activity were 
virtually equal: 59.7 percent in New 
York and 60.1 percent in Chicago. 
But researchers noted that 60.8 
percent of New York students said 
they used a condom during their most 
recent sexual intercourse, compared 
with 55.5 percent of Chicago 
students.

The study was conducted jointly 
by the Academy for Educational 
Development, the Hunter College 
Center on AIDS, Drugs and Commu­
nity Health and the NYU School of 
Education’s Department of Health 
Studies.

It was funded by the Robert Wood 
Johnson Foundation, the Aaron 
Diamond Foundation, the New York 
Community Trust and the William T. 
Grant Foundation.

How a team prepares for the game 
is important, but those first minutes 
after the kickoff often set the tone for

Even if it doesn t, it can leave you 
in a hole too deep to climb out.

That’s the challenge facing 
Hereford head football coach Craig

Chapels in converted trailers help 
bring spiritual food to truckers

NASHVILLE, Tcnn. (AP) - 
Semitrailer driver David Pianczzi can 
get gas, food and other supplies when 
he pulls into a truck stop. Sometimes, 
he can even go to church.

Pianczzi was recently singing 
hymns and listening to the Rev. Doug 
Kraus preach at Prayer Heaven, a 
converted freight trailer at the 
Antioch Truck Stop of America off 
Interstate 24 in Nashville.

The Sisline Chapel it isn’t. But 
chaplains arc there 24 hours a day, 
providing everything from Christian 
services to counseling.

“ It’s a safe zone,” said Dale 
Love, a truck driver from Portland, 
Tcnn., motioning toward the paneled 
walls in the narrow trailer lined with 
chairs holding Bibles and hymn 
books.

*. Prayer Heaven is part of Transport 
for Christ, which operates 22 chapels 
in 16 states, Canada and Russia. 
There also are Trucker’s Christian 
Chapel Ministries of Enon, Ohio, and 
Truckstop Ministries Inc. of Jackson, 
Ga.

The chapels brihg the church to the

parking lot, which is about the only 
way sqme truckers can worship, said 
Kraus, who drove trucks for 27 years 
before becoming a minister.

‘‘They arc hardly ever at home to 
go to church ... When a long-haul 
trucker gets home he’s generally only 
there Friday and Saturday. He has to 
leave Sunday for a Monday morning 
delivery,” Kraus said.

It’s a lonely, isolated existence that 
is lough on marriages and families 
and filled with temptations.

“These guys live, cat and sleep in 
the truck stop for weeks at a time. It 
ceases to be a job and becomes a 
lifestyle,” Kraus said.

Transport for Christ was started in 
19S1 in Ontario, Canada, as a 
volunteer organization by the Rev. 
James Keys, a truck driver who began 
what was then a mobile ministry. 
Fifteen years later, his Trailbla/.cr 
Chapel got under way, logging 30,000 
miles a year traveling to truck stops 
around the United States.

The first permanent chapel was 
established in 1985 at Harrisburg, Pa.

The early mobile chapels held

safety meetings at trucking company 
terminals during the week and 
worship services on Sundays. As 
com panies, developed safety 
programs, the chapels concentrated 
on spiritual guidance.

Most drivers attending Sunday 
services or Bible study arc Christians 
looking for fellowship and support, 
Kraus said. But others need help with 
personal problems.

“ We do a lot of counseling,” he 
said. “Eighty to 90 percent deals with 
family stresses and marriage 
problems.”

The freight trailers arc donated and 
cost about $15,000 to convert to a 
chapel. Chaplains must then raise 
their own support through donations.

The back doors of the trailers arc 
replaced with a wall and doors, and 
windows a rc . cut in the side. 
Barc-boncs living quarters are 
installed in the front of the trailer, 
leaving about 48 feet for the chapel.

For Pianczzi, the chapels arc a 
boon: “ You can’t take a big rig and 
drive it to church.”

DEAR DR DONOHUE: I recently 
reed that thoee with e diagonal 
earlobe crease are three timee more 
likely to have a heart attack than 
people without the creaee.

I am a 59 years old and have euch 
diagonal creases. Is there any truth 
to the above? — E.D.

ANSWER It’s been 20 years since 
the observation was first made, 
linking earlobe aneasee to clogged 
heart arteries and heart attacks.

The crease is a deep indentation 
running d iagonally  from the  
attachment of the lobe to the ear 
across to the edge of the lobe. It’s 
right about the position where an 
earring is worn.

In thoee 20 years, bickering about 
the observation’s validity hasn’t 
stopped.

Proponents of the theory say that 
the crease form s because the 
earlobe’s slender blood vessels are 
clogged, and that indicates heart- 
artery blockage. O pponents 
vociferously disagree.

The theory makes sense to me, 
although I’m not certain it’s valid.

In any case, you need to put such 
information into focus. If you are not 
a smoker, if your cholesterol and 
blood pressure are normal, if your 
family history is not replete with 
heart disease, if you get daily exercise 
and if you are not overweight, I 
would put lit t le  fa ith  in  the  
significance of an earlobe crease as 
the sole sign of heart disease.

DEAR DR DONOHUE: Can you 
explain the significance of “Dottle 
bodies"? And will you explain what a 
positive VDRL teat means when 
further te sts  for sy p h ilis are 
negative? I am told that VDRLa are 
used to diagnose other illnesses even 
when syphilis is not at all suspected. 
— K.L.

ANSWER: Dohle’s bodies are 
bluish blobs found in the periphery 
of white blood cells when viewed

with a microscope. They can signal 
that a viral infection is brewing. Or 
they can indicate that there is a 
focus a t inflammation somewhere in 
the body. They are seen in conjunction 
with some cancers.

A Venereal D isease Research 
Laboratory test is a syphilis tea t It 
is not very specific; it can be positive 
when there is not a trace of the 
syphilis germ in the body. Positive 
VDRL tests  are checked by 
subnptting a blood specimen to a 
more accurate syphilis te st If the 
second test is negative, then the 
VDRL is considered falsely positive.

Falsely positive VDRLa can be seen 
w ith a fairly large number of 
illnesses. Lupus and rheumatoid 
arthritis are two examples. Aging 
often makes the VDRL positive. One 
of every 10 people older than 70 will 
have a positive test and not be 
infected with syphilis.

Where does that leave you? The 
blood test for Dohle's bodies ought to 
be repeated to see if they were 
present only transiently. The falsely 
p ositive  VDRL ca lls  for an 
investigation into the many ills that 
can produce ouch a reading.

DEAR DR DONOHUE: My 32- 
year-old daughter was diagnosed 
with anti-phospholipid antibody 
syndrome. She is now on blood 
thinners. She has had many blood 
clots and miscarriages. What do you 
know of this illness? — C.H.

ANSWER: Phospholipids are 
*ffr*f*tes of phosphorus and fat. 
They float in the blood, where they 
keep platelets from sticking together 
and forming a clot

With anti-phospholipid antibody 
syndrom e, the immune system  
produces antibodies th a t wrap 
themselves around phospholipids 
and inactivate them.
. As a result, clots form in arteries 

and in veins — a dangerous state of 
affairs. A clot in a brain artery leads

to stroke. A clot in lung blood vessels 
can destroy large portions of the 
lung.

Women with the syndrome tend to 
have repeated miscarriages.

Coumadin is employed to prevent 
blood-dot formation.

DEAR DR DONOHUE: I have been 
diagnosed as being anemic. My doc­
tor feels there is no problem unless 
my count roes lower.

I experience severe stomach dis­
comfort occasionally. Could the stom­
ach problem and the anemia be re­
lated?— KA.

ANSWER: “Anemia” is an umbrella 
word for a great many different con­
ditions that cause a drop in the num­
ber of red blood cells.

Iron deficiency causes anemia, as 
does vitamin B-12 deficiency, for ex­
amples. But those two anemias are 
quite different and call for different 
treatment.

Your doctor’s task is to find the 
cause of your anemia so that proper 
treatment can be instituted.

Could your stomach problem and 
your anemia be related? Definitely. 
An ulcer can ooze blood — which 
would produce an anemia in short 
order.

You can’t let matters stand where 
they are now. You deserve to have a 
cause found for your lack of red blood 
cells. Without that information, 
proper treatment is impossible.

Former Sen. Bob Packwood, R-Ore., said, “You 

ought to be able to make phone calls from the office 
if you put in your own line or use your own cell phone. 
You’re paying for i t "

DcConcini would call donors from a cellular phone 
while standing outside the Capitol.

“One phone was paid for by my campaign and the 
other was a Senate phone." he said. “ I hoped I didn’t 
take the wrong one."

Every so often, a lawmaker’s questionable fund 
raising becomes the subject of news stories. For example:

-Articles, quoting sources, said lobbyist Marie Siegel 
returned calls to the office of Rep. Dan Burton, R-Ind., 
leader of the House investigation on campaign finance 
abuses. A federal grand jury is investigating Siegel’s 
contention that in some of those conversations, the 
lawmaker demanded that the then-lobbyist for Pakistan 
raise at least $5,000 for Burton’s re-election.

Asked on television whether he made illegal 
fund-raising calls from his congressional office. Burton 
responded, "I can’t say never, categorically, but I 
don’t remember ever making them.*’

-Sen. Bob Smith, R-N.H., a member of the Senate 
panel investigating campaign fund-raising, left a message 
on a prospective donor’s answering machine soliciting 
a $1,000 ticket for a fund-raising event. Smith left 
his Senate phone number for return calls. He currently 
is chairman of the Senate’s ethics committee.

-Sen. Christopher S. Bond, R-Mo., when he was 
vice chairman of the Senate GOP campaign organization, 
sent a fund-raising letter and told prospective donors 
they could respond by calling his Senate office.

-Sen. Phil Gramm, R-Tcxas, was quoted as saying 
he raised money for his 1996 presidential campaign 
from his office. "As long as I pay for the calls, I can 
make calls wherever I want to call," Gramm said.

The rules for members of Congress arc stricter than 
for the executive branch. In the first step toward 
determining whether an independent counsel is needed 
to investigate Vice President A1 Gore and President 
Clinton, a Justice Department review has to sort through 
vagueness in the law prohibiting fund-raising from 
federal property.

While Gore has admitted making such calls from 
the White House and Clinton said he may have done 
so, it is not clear whether the criminal statute applies 
when recipients of the calls are off federal property.

Appropriations statutes and Senate rules close that 
loophole for lawmakers, by prohibiting use of official 
resources and expenditures for political activity - making 
it irrelevant whether an individual is on U.S. property 
when solicited. These laws and rules do not carry 
criminal penalties.

DeConcini said that as late as the 1988 campaign, 
"I remember people in the cloakroom (a lounge for 
senators just off the floor) with lists (of donors), making 
calls.

"I remember people sitting there and comparing 
lists.”

Many lawmakers have been loath lo pubbdy support 
a pay raise, which has been unpopular with many voters. 
But many members of Congress believed that following 
their budget balancing pact with President Clinton 
this summer, the political climate for increasing 
legislators’ salaries may have improved.

Further boosting the raise’s prospects has been open * 
though quiet support from the top four leaders of 
Congress: Senate Majority Lender Trent Lou, R-Mi*.; 
Senate Minority Leader Tom Daschle, D-S.D.; House 
Minority Leader Dick Gephardt, D-Mo.; and Gingrich.

Leaders helped push the raise through the House ' 
earlier this month when they Abruptly brought a bill 
lo the floor without the provision blocking the increase, 
catching opponents off guard. When opponents used 
a procedural vote last week to try anew to erase the 
pay boost. Gingrich and other leaders helped defeat 
that effort, prevailing 229-199.

Voting to allow the pay raise Monday evening were 
Stevens and Democratic Sens. Robert Byrd of West 
Virginia and Barbara Mikulski of Maryland. Voting 
against it were Kohl and Republican Sens. Ben 
Nighthorse Campbell of Colorado and Richard Shelby 
of Alabama. Mikulski, Campbell and Shelby - as well 
as Faircloth - face re-election in 1998.

Byrd, Mikulski, Campbell, and Shelby all missed 
the meeting but voted by proxy.

Monday’s decision came as House-Senate bargainers 
completed a compromise $12 billion measure financing 
the Treasury Department, Postal Service and smaller 
agencies for fiscal 1998, which begins Wednesday.

For the past four years, that measure has contained 
language blocking the raise. The measure could be 
considered by the House and Senate this week.

Clinton opposes 
private IRS panel

WASHINGTON (AP) - Amid a firestorm of criticism 
about the IRS, President Clinton said today the tax 
collection agency must be more accountable and 
professional but "we should not politicize iL”

The White House continued to assert its opposition 
to a private oversight board pushed by the Republican 
leadership and supported by some Democrats in 
Congress. The board would develop the IRS ’ budget 
and strategic long-term planning.

Clinton, in comments to reporters, spoke for the 
first time about congressional hearings last week that 
produced stories of IRS harassment and abuse of 
tax payers.'r

“ I believe the IRS is functioning better today than 
it was five years ago," the president said. “ I think 
it has to improve more. And I think we should not try 
to sweep any of these problems under the rugs.’’

He said Americans have a right tocxpcci that taxes 
will be collected fairly and that "we will not have 
any kind of abuse there."

The IRS hearings gave Republicans an opportunity 
to draw a distinction with the White House, forcing 
Clinton into the role of defending an unpopular agency.

New tests 
confirm Paul 
was drunk

PARIS (AP) - New blood tests Qn 
the driver of Princess Diana’s car 
show the strongest evidence yet that 
he was suffering from alcoholism, 
and hair analyses show he was on 
prescription drugs for months, 
judicial sources said today.

The tests of driver Henri Paul’s 
blood, ordered by Judge Hcrve 
Stephan, show "moderate chronic 
alcoholism for at least a week” 
before the fatal crash, the sources said 
on condition of anonymity.

Previous tests have shown Paul 
had more than three times the legal 
level of alcohol in his blood at the 
time of the Aug. 31 crash, and 
revealed the presence of the 
anti-depressant Prozac and tiapride, 
a drug used to combat alcoholism.

Investigators have determined 
from hair analyses that Paul had been 
taking Prozac since May and tiapride 
since July, the judicial sources said.

Investigators have been focusing 
on the driver’s alcohol level and the 
speed he was traveling at as likely 
causes of the crash.

They also are looking into the role 
of nine photographers and one press 
motorcyclist who were tailing the 
Mercedes that nighL

Investigators are planning a full 
re-enactment of the crash that will 
include the photographers and a 
dozen witnesses.

The date of the re-enactment has 
not yet been decided, and it was not 
clear whether it would be conducted 
at the high speeds the car was 
traveling the night of the crash.

Investigators brought the mangled 
Mercedes back lo the tunnel crash site 
Monday night in an attempt to trace 
the car’s trajectory. Stephan led that 
operation in preparation for a 
complete re-enactment

Police closed off traffic for more 
than five hours Monday night at both 
entrances lo the tunnel along the 
Seine River, where Diana's Mercedes 
crashed into a cement pillar on Aug. 
31 killing the princess, her compan­
ion Dodi Fayed and Paul.

FOALE LIKENS MIR TO JUMPING IN COLD WATER

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) - After 41/2 months aboard the dilapidated 
Mir space station, American astronaut Michael Foalc has a message for 
his successor: Come on in, the water’s fine.

Foalc said that before he arrived at the Russian station, he dreaded the 
mission'. It was like diving into a cold pool.

"You know it’s hard, you don’t really want to do it," Foalc said Monday, 
four days before he was to depart the station aboard the shuttle Atlantis. 
"But once you've done it and you’ve swam ... you’re really glad you’ve 
done i t "

Foalc, who traded places Sunday with American colleague David Wolf, 
moved out after a mission marked by the worst collision ever in space, 
numerous computer breakdowns and other problems that sparked criticism 
from NASA to Congress.

" If you told me that all the things that happened were going to happen, 
I’d have said *1 don’t want to do that’ because I’m a fairly sensible person," 
said Foalc, a 40-year-old astrophysicist. "But once you’ve done it and 
you’ve passed through that stage, it's very rewarding, and I’m going to 
look back on all this with great pleasure."

1 KILLED, 2 HURT IN BRIDGE ACCIDENT
NEW YORK (AP) • Scaffolding under a bridge connecting Queens to 

Manhattan collapsed under the feet of workers, killing one and leaving 
others dangling from their Safety harnesses 250 feet above the East River.

STING NETS TARGETS CHILD PORNOGRAPHY
NEW YORK (AP) - A college student training to become a kindergarten 

teacher and a school janitor were among 1,500 people suspected of sending 
child pornography over the Internet, federal and slate investigators said.

The 18-month "Operation RipCord” already has led to the prosecution 
of 31 people nationwide, state Attorney General Dennis Vacco said Monday.

"With these prosecutions, wc have pul child pornographers on notice 
that New York won’t ignore this illegal activity, which threatens the safety 
of our children," Vacco said.

Arrested last week in the sling was Christopher Black, 21, a janitor who 
allegedly used a New York City school principal's computer to transmit 
at least four pornographic images of children to state investigators.

Nathaniel Levy, 21, a student at the Slate University of New York at 
Albany studying to be a teacher, admitted in May to promoting a sexual 
performance by a child. He allegedly transmitted about three dozen photos 
depicting infants and small children engaged in sex acts in return for promises 
of a pornographic videotape.

Levy was arrested by an undercover agent posing as a UPS delivery 
man when he signed for the videotape at his dormitory room.

MIT FRESHMAN DIES AFTER BINGE
CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) - A freshman who fell into a coma after 

drinking at a Massachusetts Institute of Technology fraternity house died 
late Monday, a hospital official said.

Scott Krueger, 18, of Orchard Park, N.Y., had been in a coma at Beth 
Israel Deaconess Medical Center for three days after he was found Friday 
at the Phi Gamma Della fraternity house. Police said vomit and empty liquor 
bottles were found in his room.

The hospital spokesperson, who declined to be identified, would not 
elaborate on Krueger’s death. However, police told the Boston Herald the 
teen was removed from life support equipment laic Monday.

MIT spokesman Ken Campbell declined to comment.

POLL: TWO-THIRDS OF AMERICANS 
SAY IRS ABUSES ITS POWER

ARLINGTON, Vh. (AP) • More than two-thirds 
of Americans believe the Internal Revenue Service 
has too much power and frequently abuses it, according 
to a USA TodayfiCNN/Gallup Poll.

The survey conducted after last week's Senate 
hearings on IRS abuses found 69 percent believe the 
IRS "frequently abuses its powers," while 27 percent 
think the agency generally uses power responsibly, 
USA Today reports in today's editions.

On other topics, the poll found that:
- 73 percent believe Attorney General Janet Reno 

should seek appointment of an independent counsel 
to investigate the Democratic Party’s 19% fund-raising 
practices.

- 35 percent believe Congress should pass campaign 
finance reforms this year.

• 63 percent say they would ask a smoker not to 
smoke in their home and 60 percent say they would 
ask a smoker not to smoke while sharing a table with 
them in a restaurant

- 56 percent think there should be a ban on all cigarette
advertising.

The telephone poll was conducted among 1,006 
adults Thursday through Sunday. It has a margin of
error of 3 percentage points.

NEW HOME SALES FALL 
2.2 PERCENT IN AUGUST

WASHINGTON (AP) - New home sales fell 2.2 
percent in August pulled down by declines in the West
and Midwest.

Single-family homes sold at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rale of 800,000, down from 818,000 in July, 
the Commerce Department said today.

The August decline was somewhat larger than 
expected. Most economists had predicted a drop of 
less than 1 percent. Sales had risen 0.4 percent in July . 
and 6.7 percent in June and August marked the 20th 
consecutive month of sales above the 700,000 level, 
the longest such string since 1978-79.

During the first eight months of the year, sales are 
running 6 percent ahead of the same period of 19%. 
The supply of new homes for sale - 284,000 in August - 
was the slimmest in four years and enough to last just 

4.4 months at the current sales rate.
It’s the eighth consecutive month of a supply of 

less than five months, the longest stretch since 1971. 
That should be an incentive to builders to continue 
a healthy construction pace.

Economists said strong income and job growth have 
made buyers confident they can handle mortgage 
payments. And declining mortgage rates, at a 19-month 
low for 30-year, fixed-rate loans last week, are making 
the payments more affordable.

Sales of existing homes had jumped 3.3 percent 
to a record high seasonally adjusted annual rate of 
4.32 million.

Sales of new homes in August fell 12.6 percent . 
in the West to a seasonally adjusted annual rate of 
215,000. That followed an U.3percentjumpinJuly. 
Safes fell 4.5 percent in the Midwest lo a rate of 147JOOO. 
They rose 11 percent in the South lo 364jOOO and sowed 
15.6 percent in the Northeast to a three-month high 
of 74,000.

The median price of a new home, meaning half 
told for more and half for less, was $145,000 in August, 
down 06  percent from a month earlier but up 5.8 percent 
from a year ago.

CLINTON, CONGRESS TO TALK 
ABOUT TOBACCO DEAL

WASHINGTON (AP) - President Clinton is inviting 
congressional leaders to the White House to discuss 
changes that could increase cigarette prices $1.50 a 
pack.

Meanwhile, the tobacco industry said Monday the 
original $368 billion deal it signed with states in June 
eventually would raise cigarette prices that much anyway.

And industry negotiator J. Phil Carlton pledged 
to push Congress to approve that original deal - not 
Clinton's tougher version - even if cigarette-makers 
win a key federal court ruling next month.

The 4th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals will decide 
in October whether the Food and Drag Administration 
can regulate nicotine. There have been suggestions 
that if the 4th Circuit rules against the FDA, 
cigarette-makers would lose some incentive to settle.

"We are prepared to go ahead with the June 20 
agreement... regardless of what the 4th Circuit docs," 
Carlton said at a tobacco seminar Monday.

As forClinton’s plan to require even high tobacco 
industry payments, he said, “They have milked this 
cow dry."

Israelis, Palestinians to talk
NEW YORK (AP) - Israel and the Palestinian 

Authority scheduled talks next month to take up a U.S. 
appeal for a “timeout’’ in Israeli settlement construction 
and confiscation of Arab property. But leaders indicated 
today that progress will be difficult.

Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu said today 
ihat construction would continue lo accommodate natural 
population growth. And the Palestinians insisted peace 
negotiations cannot resume unless Israel stops all 
building. “ This is the bottom line as far as all 
Palestinians arc concerned," said Palestinian Cabinet 
minister Hanan Ashrawi.

On Monday, Palestinian negotiator Mahmoud Abbas 
said h is side also will push for a suspension of Israeli 
demolition of Arab houses on the West Bank and what 
he called “collective punishment."

Israel agreed to discuss the “ timeout" in 
U.S.-supervised negotiations with the Palestinians 
in Washington beginning Oct. 13. An earlier round 
of talks will be held in the Midcast next week under 
an agreement Secretary of State Madeleine Albright 
worked out here with Israeli Foreign Minister David 
Levy and Abbas, a high-ranking official of the Palestine 
Liberation Organization.

Today, Netanyahu said, “There is an agreement 
to discuss the concept of the timeout, and each side 
will submit its ideas... and you know we are building 
in the settlements, and making natural growth of the 
settlements possible, and I don't intend to change our 
policy."

Netanyahu said he was willing to press ahead with 
the peace negotiations, but that the Palestinians must 
first prove that they arc committed to crashing Islamic 
militant groups responsible for more than a dozen 
suicide-bombings in Israel since 1994.

Arguing the atmosphere for successful negotiations 
would otherwise be hurt, Albright initially proposed 
Israel refrain from constructing homes for Jews in 
Jerusalem and other actions that the Palestinians 
considered provocative.

The Palestinians tried lo get a time-out included 
in the agreement Monday to resume negotiations after 
a six-month lapse. Israel resisted.

With U.S. support, the Palestinians got the issue 
placed on the agenda for negotiations with Israel next 
month. And a senior U.S. official told reporters the 
time-out should last at least through negotiations on 
an overall settlement.

The negotiations would include deciding the future 
of Jerusalem, Palestinian demands for a slate, and the 
disposition of refugees. Judging by the current pace 
of talks that could take years.

Last week, Netanyahu approved 300 new apartments 
for the Efrat settlement on the West Bank and asserted 
the right of Jews to live in what the Bible calls Judea 
and Samaria.

Albright, announcing the resumption of negotiations, 
said it stopped a “ downward spiral" in Midcast 
peacemaking.
