Hears Local Farmers

Local and area farmers had the
opportunity Wednesday to voice
their problems, and to seek
possible  solutions.

Scherle told the group he was a
“dirt farmer’’ from lowa and
also conducts a cow-calf oper-
ation. ‘'l know there’s money in
cattle,”” he commented, ‘‘be-
cause I put it there.”” 1 have
been flooded out, droughted out
and grasshoppered out. Farm-
ing is my business, my occu-
pation and I don't want anything
to happen to it."”

He explained that he is pres-
ently traveling throughout the
Southwest in an attempt to find
out how farm programs are
working, the drought effects
and asked, ‘‘What do you want
in the new farm bill next year?”’

The former Senator explained
that alathough his position was
unique, he was making the tour
to personally visit with agricul-
tural producers and find out
their needs and wants, and try
to find answers to some of their
questions.

In explaining the role of con-
sumers in determining agricul-
tural needs in Washingion,
Scherle emphasized, ‘‘we don’t
need intelligence, and most of
the legislators are intelligent.
What we need is the practicality
of problems here, which are not
like problems other placed, any
more than their problems.

Scherle further explained the
import-export program and said
the United States exported
$22.5 billion in agriculture last
year. He said this represented
approximately one acre of every
three and a half acres produced
in the U.S. for the year. *‘The
export market hopefully will
remain high,’’ he added.

In response to a question as to
what price Russia pays for
grain, Scherle commented,
“‘Rusia pays the going price, in
cash, as they buy on the world
market."’

The USDA representative cau-
tioned agaisnt increasing cotton

acreage as he said the last time
cotton was overplanted, cotton
dropped to 38 cents a pound and
warned such a price drop could
easily happen again.

He also spoke briefly on fuel
and energy and said he did not
see any relief in the continuing
rise in prices for natural gas
adding, ‘*Natural Gas will con-
tinue to be expensive and
continue to be short in supply.”’

Scherle also responded favor-
ably to a question about edu-
cating the American people to
what it costs to procuce a crop.
He said although he did not
know just what it would take to
educate the public to the ex-
tremely high costs facing an
agricultue producer, he wishes
there could be some method
devised whereby they may be-
come more knowledgeable a-
bout problems faced by the
agriculture producer.

One report by a county pro-
ducer said it cost $10 per acre to
water in this county one time
and it costs $200-$225 per acre
to raise corn in this county.

At the conclusion of the meet-
ing, the USDA representative
took a list of questions posed by
local producers and said he
would find, or attempt to find
answeres for the farmers and
cattlemen. He will return to
Bailey County in approximately
two months for further hear-
ings.

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Safety Proof Young For Best Protection

It's that time of year again
when parents should attempt to
‘“*safety proof'’ their young-
sters--many of whom are enter-
ing school for the first time.

Whether walking, riding ina
bus or car, or bicycling to
school, plans should be made to
ensure the safety of every child,
reminds the Texas Department
of Health Resources.

Darting across streets without
looking, crossing at mid-block
from between parked cars, and
doing bicycle tricks in traffic are
just a few of the pitfalls to be
avoided, advises the Health
Resources Department.

Parents can caution their child-
ren about all careless practices,
and they also can show them. If
your child is starting to school--
or going to a new school--it's a
good idea to make the trip at
least once with the child.

If he will be pedaling to and
from school every day--often in
inclement weather--you'll want

to be doubly sure that your child
is observing safety rules. If
you're a motorist in the vicinity
of schools, be especially wary,
says the Texas Department of
Health Resources.

What are the trouble spots for
bicyclists and motorists? Collis-
ions between motor vehicles and
bicycles occurs about as foliows:

*Well over half at intersec-
tions.

*Seven out of
daylight hours.

*Most bicycle riders killed or
injured in traffic accidents, were
violating a traffic law at the time
of the incident.

*Half of the motor vehicle-bi-
cycle accidents involved a vio-
lation on the part of the motor
vehicle operator.

*One out of five bicycles
involved in accidents had some
mechancal defect.

Some of the most

ten during

common

traffic violations of cyclists are
(not in order of frequency):

*Failure to yield right-of-way.
(In most cases, the cyclist did
not ‘‘see’’ the car; in some cases
he intentionally infringed on the
motorist’s right-of-. way.)

*Riding in the center of the
street.

*Speed to fast for conditions of
traffic and road surface.

*Disregard of traffic control
devices--signal lights and stop
signs.

*Improper turning.

To avoid such situations as just
described, here are some safety
rules for bicyclists:

*A skillful bicycle rider always
has his bike under control. He
never drives too fast and he
never rides too far. He always
has both hands free to steer.

*The cyclist must develop skill
in balancing and pedaling to
avoid swerving into traffic, hit-
ting a fixed object, running off
the sidewalk or highway. Par-
ents have the responsibility to
be certain their child has the

skill to cope with traffic before
permitting him to ride on the
street.

*Every bicycle driver should be
familiar with the laws governing
bicycling in his community, or
the one in which he is riding.
These rules are usually avai-
lable through the school or local
police.

*Cyclists must ride on the right
side of the street with the flow of
traffic: not on the left, facing
traffic.

*Hand signal should be used
by the cyclists, and are now
commonly accepted as safe rid-
ing practice.

*Cyclist should avoid crowding
between cars at stop signs, or
between an automobile and the

curb,

Carrying more passengers
than a bicycle is designed and
equipped for is dangerous and
illegal. Two on a bike also
increases stopping distances.
The polo or “‘banana’ seat
standard equipment on the hi-
rise bike, appears designed to
carry two. Such is not the case!
*Never hold onto a moving
vehicle nor in any way attach the
bike to the vehicle.

*Always ride single file.
*Trick riding is alway danger-
ous. Drivers of hi-risers are
especially cautioned against
making the bike rear up and
riding on back on wheels only,
or jumping the bike over ob-
stacles.
