Many more
young boys and girls were found
working, but their employment fell
within the letter of the law

“You just have such weak laws
that 1t's very difficult to find illcgal
child labor,” said Ihane Mull,
excecutive dircc.orof the Association
of Farmworker Opportunity
Programs, an educatuon and advocacy
organization based in Arlington, Va

Shenoted thatexisting labor laws
have significant exemptions  for
agriculture, “‘exemptions that allow
for the minimal protection for
children.” An example from the
report:  Under  federal law, a
13-year-old cannot do paid clerical
work in an air-conditioned office, but
the samec youngster can  pick
strawberries  under  the  blazing
summer sun

Ihe draft GAO report estimates
155,000 children ages 15 to 17 may
be working in agriculture. The report
did not estimate how many of these
youngsters are working illegally

Iat overall figure, the report said,
may well be low since the data are
“likely 1o undercount  migrant
populations, those who do not live in
established residences and those who
do not have telephones - conditions
that apply to many farmworkers,”

Federal child labor laws are the
purview of the Department of Labor
Its Occupational Safety and Health
Administration, or OSHA, is
responsible for workplace conditions.

The GAO report found that the
I.abor Department’s Wage and Hour
Division, responsible for enforce-
ment, dedicated only about 6 percent
of 1ts total direct enforcement hours
in fiscal 1997 to child labor detection
inallindustries During the past five
years, about 15 percent of inspections
were devoted to agriculture

Injuries among child workers were
also examined by the GAO report
Available data, it said, indicate that
the relative number of injuries
experienced by child agriculture
workers are lower than in other
industries, but their severity may be
greater. These children “‘may suffer
a disproportionate number of
fatalities.”

Also, the report said, *‘exposure
to pesticides has also been raised as
a major concern, especially in light
of the difficulty knowing the long-term
cffects of pesticide exposure on
children. ™

reject proposal
| to ease gay ban

The nation’s largest Presbyteérian
denomination has rejected a proposal
to overturn a 10-montl. old church
law that effecti¥ely bars ordination
of openly practicing homosexuals,
The New York Times reported.

The controversial Amendment B,
adopted last June, states that any
person ordained as a minister, elder
or deacon must refrain from sexual
activity outside marriage.

In aseries of votes since October,
amajority of the 2.6 million-member
Presbyterian  Church (USA)'s
regional bodies turned down a
broadcer statcment that would have
asked ministers, elders and deacons
o “demonstrate fidelity and integrity
in marriage or singleness and in all
relationships of life,” church officials
told the newspaper.

Rev. Jeremy Grant, pastor of
Hereford's First Presbyterian Church,
said, "We are basing our decision on
our interpretation of the Bible."

"We believe this issue to be an
opportunity for transformation,” he
said.

The Presbyterians believe that all
congregations should believe as one
rather than letting each congregation
decide the matter, hence the the vote
from all congregations.

The local congregation sent Grant
and one elder to vote on Feb. 28,
1998, and even then, according o
Grant, the vote was leaning strongly
away from allowing homosexual
ministers and clergy.

"It has given the church body a
chance to address some rather hard
issues and face the fact that we have
to deal with today's issues,” Grant
said.

"There is 80 much emphasis on sex
and sexual matters we can no longer
fail to deal with the matter,” he said.

"We overwhelmingly believe the
marriage covenant should be between
man and a woman. We also believe
scxual relations need 10 be within that
covenant. We will continue to witness

Texas' settiement could go up in smoke

monelary settlement in legal history
can be canceled if modifications are
made allowing $2.3 billion in fees for
private attorneys to flow into state
coffers

Opposing groups question mercury'emissiohs

Officials need to look at more than coal burning power plants

AUSTIN (AP) - Coal-burning
power plants.in Texas cmit more
mercury than any others in the nation,
according 10 environmental and
consumer groups that are calling for
more government regulations.

An industry group says simply
looking at total emissions is
misleading.

“According to a very recent EPA
report, power plant emissions account
for 1 percent of the total global
mercury emissions,” said Gary Rasp,

a spokesman for the Center for
Energy and Economic Development,
a group of coal and utility interests.

He said it would be more accurate
to look at the amount of mercury
emitted compared with the amount of
clectricity produced.

“From that perspective, Texas
looks really good,”” he said.

Mercury is found naturally in the
air, land and water. It also is
byproduct of human activity,

including the buming of coal in

power plants,

The heavy metal can pose a health

risk-t0 some people when consumed,
mainly in the form of fish that have
been exposed 1o it.
A national study, released
Iursday by the Clean Air Network'
and several other groups, said while
all other sources of human-produced
mercury are regulated, utility
companics’ emissions are not.

In an unrelated report earlier this
wecek, consumer and environmental
groups acknowledged that Texans use
more electricity than residents in
other states.

Rasp said Texas coal-fired power
plants already use clcan-burning coal
and have more filters than plants in
other states. He said Texans’
electricity consumption plays a role
in total emissions.

“It may play into it, but the fact
remains that the power plants are the
only unregulated source of mercury
pollution,” Ms. Nied¢rman said.

I'hey also work in night clubs as
makeshift  roadies, stagchands,

Judge makes sensible decision
when sentencing drunk driver

Dear Ann Landers: [ was’
impressed by Judge Ted Poe's
handling of a drunken driving
accident. We need more like him. |
hope you will share this article with
your readers. -- Pleasantly Surprised
in Houston

Dear Houston: According to an
article by Stefanic Asin of the
Houston Chronicle, Judge Poe
ordered strict probation conditions for
a 19-year-old who had killed a father
of two and their nanny. The teenager
was a senior in high school when his
speeding car slammed into a van
driven by the 45-year-old father. The
man and he nanny, age 28, were
killed. The man's wife survived the
crash.

The teenager pleaded no contest
tointoxicated manslaughter charges,
and after serving six months in jail,
he was released on 10 years’
probation, with these conditions
imposed by the judge:

Attend boot camp.

Erect a cross and a Star of David
at the accident site, and maintain the
symbols and the area around them.

Carry a sign for five days outside
a bar that reads, “‘Ikilled two people
while driving drunk."”

Carry pictures of the victims in his
wallet for 10 years.

Refrain from driving for 10 years.

Speak to students at his high

school about his experience.

Observe an autopsy of a person
killed in adrunken driving accident.

Send $10 every week for 10 years
to a memorial fund in the names of
the victims.

Place flowers at their graves on
their birthdays for 10 years. ,

The wife of the man who died
agreed to all of these conditions and
wants the teenager to teach others
about the hazards of drunken driving.
She said he can do more for the
community out of jail than he can
inside. “‘It’s appropriate for him to
be exposed,” she said. “‘People
locked away in prison can forget
about it.”

What a sensible decision. We need
more judges like Ted Poe. Instead of
warchousing prisoners, we should
educate them and see that they
become contributing members of
socicty.

Jimmy Creech called the panel’s
decision “courageous."

He could have lost his mihisterial
credentials for disobeying the
denomination’s ban on gay rites.
Instead, Creech returned to the pulpit
as senior pastor of Omaha’s largest
Methodist church.

He was greeted by a standing
ovation inside while protesters toted

signs outside. Upset, some church
members simply refused to attend
Sunday services.

Opponents see the ruling as
isolated, while supporters see a major
change in church policy.

“Idon’tknow the implications of
theirdecision,” Creech said from the
pulpit. “But 1 believe it's the
beginning of a reversal of growing
hostility and exclusion of gays and
lesbians in the United Methodist
Church.”

critter. The acronym refers to a High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area
designation. The Office of National Drug Control Policy sets up HIDTAs to
coordinate anti-drug law enforcement efforts in designated areas that have
severe or unusual drug trafficking problems. The idea is to tailor anti-drug

efforts to local conditions.

Texas has three such designated areas already, the Houston HIDTA, the
West Texas HIDTA and the South Texas HIDTA (which in turn are part of
the Southwest Border HIDTA). These have become the centerpiece of drug

law enforcment in our state.

We are working on the designation of a third HIDTA, to take in the

. Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex. (As you might imagine, a majority of the

people in Plano favor this proposal.) And East Texas is in preparing a proposal

for the designation, as well.

HIDTAs work by pooling both resources and information. One early
success was the dismantling of one segment of the Amado Carrillo-Fuentes
Iportrunneri gang, which is known to have brought 4,000 loads of drugs
across the border in 1994 and 1995. Their favorite method of operation is to
simply run their drug-laden vehicles through the ports-of-entry in El Paso and
Ysleta without stopping — for Customs agents, pedestrians, or anyone else.
The near elimination of this practice was accomplished by a Southwest
Border HIDTA task force led by the U.S. Customs Service.

The Houston HIDTA, which was created in 1990, focused on money-
laundering. It has been successful in interrupting the smooth flow of drugs
north and money south, out of the country. Because of Houston(s proximity
to Mexico, its large illegal population, international trade status and transpor-

tation infrastructure, by the early 1990s the city had become a distribution

focal point for drugs — and drug money.

The Houston HIDTAfs comprehensive approach has had a major impact
on the money laundering business. In 1990, more than 100 igirof houses
(money wiring businesses) operated in the area. They processed more than
$450 million in wire transfers, a substantial portion of which were going to
Columbia. After a one-two punch of a HIDTA crackdown and new, stricter
regulation of the industry, the number of igirof houses shrank to eight and the
amount of money transferred annually diminished to less than $10 million.

Ilegal drugs continue to take a frightening toll on our society. And
Texas, through which more than three-quarters of the drugs coming into the
country pass, is horribly vulnerable. The battle lines in the drug war are being
drawn across our state. The casualties are numerous: 20,000 Americans died
of drugs or drug-related violence last year. We must not lose the will to fight

this war to victory.

HOUSTON (AP) - State Sen. Jeff
Wentworth is sympathetic (o a call
from newspapers that new legislation
note whether its passage would affect
open meetings and public records acts
but says it's unlikely lawmakers can
fill the request.

The next
legislature can decide to do whuever
they elect.”

Pederson, representing newspapers

from around Texas, was among about

a dozén witnesses to testify Thursday
before the panel at the fourth of a
series of public hearings gathering
comment about lems with the
Texas Public Information Act and
whether it should be amended next
yoar.
“News believe we are
acting on behalf of the public with
regard (o free flow of information,”
he said. ‘“‘More and more anti-open
government legislation slips by
unnoticed.

I would request this committee
mandate a notice in pmpooed
legislation infrin Mc
government. If the lnfomudon
Act or Public Meetings Act is
amended in any way, the amendments
would have to appear in the acts
themselves,”

Pederson said the worst problems
have occutred in legislation that was
puudandd.nedlmohwbcfmlhe
effects fully were realized.

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Clinton plans uegc to aid
relief flows to Cuba

WASHINGTON (AP) - President Clinton, responding
to humanitarian concemns, is expected to reverse a
2-year-old ban on direct flights to Cuba and on cash
being sent back to the island by U.S . -based exiles.

The proposal is drawing a mixed reaction, with
strong opposition from Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C.,
chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Commitice,
and two Cuban-born Republican congressmen from
Florida. Several Democratic lawmakers and the U S.
Chamber of Commerce expressed support.

A formal announcement was expected today.

The moves were prompted in part by the January
visit to Cuba of Pope John Paul I, who told Secretary
of State Madeleine Albright earlier this month of his
concern about humanitarian conditions on the island.

As part of the package, Clinton is expected to take
steps to end cumbersome procedures for the delivery
of medicines to Cuba and also to endorse a legislative
proposal to permit increased humanitarian relief to
Cubans.

Impeachment talk grows
louder in U.S. House

WASHINGTON (AP) - Talk of a possible
impeachment probe is quickening in the House. The
third-ranking Republican says lawmakers “may have
to act” and other leaders are drawing up plans to review
evidence that Independent Counsel Kenneth Starr
develops for their use.

“The president’s silence is a grave disservice (0
the very people who elected him,”” Texas Rep. Tom
Del.ay, the House GOP whip, said in a floor speech
Thursday.

“Iimplore the president to come forward with the
truth,”” he added. ““The charges against the president
are serious. That is why Congress may have to act
on them.”

‘The remarks by DelLay, the third-ranking Republican
in the House, were the bluntest to date by any member
of the leadership on a subject that many GOP lawmakers
have treated skittishly for fear it could boomerang
politically.

The Texan spoke out as Speaker Newt Gingrich
and Rep. Henry Hyde, R-111, said they were reviewing
scveral possible responses should Starr refer evidence
of possible impeachable offenses to lawmakers.
