Auditor warns 
HRMC about 
changes in law

I lereford Regional Medical Center 
saw its revenues decline in 1997, 
while its expenses rose, according to 
an independent auditor.

Brandon Durbin of Durbin & 
Company, a I .ubbock certified public 
accounting firm, reported that the 
hospital generated a total operating 
income of $11,777,259 in the year 
ending Sept. 30, 1997, while
operating expenses were $ 11,7X5,786 
— a net loss of $8,527.

In the year ending Sept. 30,1996, 
the operating revenue was $12.2 
million, while operating expenses 
were $11.3 million, leaving the 
hospital with a surplus of ubout 
$900,000.

llic auditor concluded the liospilnl 
had some deficiencies in its internal 
control structure. However, he noted 
this is a common situation with 
smaller hospitals, which have limited 
size of office sutff. This means the 
hospital cannot properly segregate its 
accounting responsibilities. It was 
recommended dial the administration 
"be diligent in providing additional 
separation where possible," so that 
not one individual handles a 
transaction from inccptiion to 
completion.

The auditors made several 
recommendations, primarily in the 
book keeping urea of bank balance 
reconciliation.

In an information packet, die 
auditors discussed changes in die 
home health law as part of die 
Balanced Budget Act of 1997.

These changes will mean the 
hospital w ill receive less reimburse­
ment lor its home health agencies. 
However, that could be made up 
because the new law will mean less 
competition from outside agencies, 
the auditor said.

Durbin also recommended the 
hospital contact all vendors to see if 
they are" Y2K compatible," referring 
to the computer programming glitch 
that could affect a variety of 
automated systems.

The 
audit found that Medicare discharges 
dropped by 1 percent, while Medicaid 
discliargcx rose by 179 percent. Other 
payers and self-pay discharges fell by 
60 percent.

WASHINGTON (AP) - A $217 
billion measure that designates 
special funding for ubout 1,000 road 
aiul bridge projects across die country 
won unanimous approval from die 
House Transportation Committee.

More dian $9 billion wordi of 
“high-priority" designations were 
inserted Tuesday into a bill renewing 
federal highway, bridge und mass 
transit programs. Under die measure, 
overall funding dirough 2003 would 
increase 40 percent over the six-year 
period that ended last fall.

The committee approved the 
package 69-0 Tuesday, capping u 
lengthy fight by Rep. Bud Shuster, 
R-Pu., die chairman, to boost 
spending for transportation programs 
to help stutes improve traffic safety, 
reduce congestion and promote 
economic development.

After the vote, committee 
members gave Shuster a standing 
ovation for resisting Republican 
leaders' efforts over the past year to 
spend at least $26 billion less. The 
committee deferred decisions on 
which federal prot rams would have 
to be cut to offset some of the 
highway increase.

hut they also say many parts of die 
country don’t luivc tornado spotter 
networks, nor do they liave effective 
local emergency warning systems.

“ Spotters arc tlie last line of 
defense,” said Charles A. Dotwell 
III of die National Severe Storms 
laboratory. He was among many

speakers Tuesday at a tornado 
symposium at the University of 
Oklahomu.

Donald W. Burgess, with the 
NEXRAD Operational Support 
Fad lit y/Opcnit ions Training Branch, 
said that while technological 
udvunces have made computer- and 
radar-aided forecasting much more 
accurate, it is not perfect.

For example, Burgess said, there 
were no warnings issued before a 
deadly twister ripped through 
northeastern Georgia last week.

,

Residents in North Carolina did have 
advance warning about the tornado- 
producing storm.

Thirteen people were killed in the 
two stales and more than 100 were 
injured.

Forecasters in Georgia have said 
nothing appeared oil their radar to 
indicate that a tornado had formed.

Burgess said experts are studying 
the data from last week’s storm to 
determine what, if anything, went 
wrong.

On the other hand, they want 
to see the government trimmed.

The reality, said Alan R. Moller, 
with the National Weather Service 
Forecast Office in Fort Worth, Texas, 
is that (he single largest p ub lic  
investment in a tornado forecasting 
project was $2 million spent over two 
years. Comparatively, he" said, $70 
million was spent to make the 
Hollywood blockbuster “ Twister.”

Tlie bottom line, said Doswell, is . 
that even as technology helps 
improve the accuracy andtimeliness 
of tornado forecasting, effective and 
cooperative media dissemination of 
Uic information combined with strong 
spotter networks and local emergency 
management/warning systems is key 
to saving lives.

Doswell predicted that in light of 
, the recent tragedies such as those in 

Georgia, North Carolina and Florida, 
t which three weeks ago saw more than 

40 people killed in a series of unusual 
early morning twisters, the debate 
about warnings systems wifi begin 
anew.

“ It takes a disaster to get groups 
spurred," Doswell said. “ People1 
have to die in relatively large 
numbers for anybody to want to do 
anything aboutit.’* 1

A lot of parents sacrifice extra 
money to be there for dieir children.

lax bracket). Mrs. ” 1 Showed Him” 
never mentioned what her divorce 
and newly discovered independence 
did for her children.

“ I’m pretty good,” said the 
Hall of Famer, attending his first 
spring training game in several 
years Tuesday. “ I can’t see as well 
as I like, so, as a result, I lose a

little balance. That's why I have to 
use Uiis.”

Williams, who turns 80 On Aug. 
30, made the 75-minute trip from 
his home in Hernando to watch his 
Boston Red Sox play Uic Philadel­
phia Phillies.

Although lie said “watches on 
TV all I can," Williams said it was 
die first spring training game he’d 
been to in three or four years.

ArUiur “ Buzz" Hamon, the 
director of Williams' museum and 
Hitters Hall of Fame in Citrus 
Hills, said it was probably more 
like five years since Williams had 
been to a spring training game.

Williams said he came to see 
die two players he had named the , 
Ted Williams Rookies of the Year 
earlier this spring, Boston’s Nomar 
Garciaparra and Philadelphia's 
Scott Rolen.

But Garciaparra, who played in 
an exhibition game in Tampa on 
Monday, returned to the Red Sox’s 
spring training home in Fort Myers 
after llic game and didn't accom­

pany die team to Clearwater.
Red Sox spokesman Kevin Shea 

said details of Williams’ trip to 
Clearwater weren’t clear.

“ The Phillies called us late 
yesterday afternoon and said lie 
(Williams) was coming, but that he 
was coming to talk to Scott."

Shea added, “We wish it had 
been set up dirough us and we 
would have made sure Nomar was 
there.”

Williams acknowledged he was 
disappointed at missing Garcia- 
parra, but said he was eager to get 
his first glance at Rolen.

“ He's quick,” Williams said as 
he watched Rolen at the plate.

Rolen said Williams told him,

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American critics tap British 
writer fot top fiction honor

NEW YOHK (AP) - Fora year where seemingly 
every major U.S. writer was attempting the (ireat 
American Novel, Use country's critics gave top honors 
to a major British author.

In a surprise choice Tuesday night, the National 
Hook Critics Circle gave Penelope Fitzgerald its 2 1 st 
annual fiction prize. The 81-year-old Fitzgerald, cited 
for the historical novel “ 'Hie Blue Flower," became 
eligible this year when the NBCC voted to allow 
noti-U.S. citizens to compete.

I-It/gc raid’s competition included sonic of the most 
acclaimed American fiction of 1997: "American 
Pastoral,” by two-time NBCC winner Philip Roth; 
"Underworld," Die epic-length Cold War novel by 
Don DcLillo; and "Cold Mountain," the Civil War 
novel hyfirst-time author Charles Frazier that was 
both an unexpected bestseller and winner last fall of 
the National Book Award.

”1 was on (lie losing side of tlic argument for fiction," 
NBCC president Art Winslow said after Tuesday's 
ceremony. "It was a very, very, very difficult choice."

Just as iramy famous American writer* wlto publislied 
last year failed even to get nominated, among them 
Norman Mailer, Saul Hcllow, John Updike and Ilmmos 
Pynchon, whose massive novel "Mason & Dixon" 
was thought by some to be his best.

Fitzgerald is one of Britain's most beloved writers 
and a natural choice, in a sense, for the NBCC prize. 
A critic for decades, she was in lier 60s before she 
started publishing fiction. Several of her hooks have 
been nominated lor Britain's prestigious Hooker Prize

and the novel "Offshore" won lliat award in 1979.
"The Blue Flower" is set in 18th century Germany. 

It tells the story of fl’young artist, later to become the 
poet-writer-philosopher Novalis, and his romance with 
a 12-year-old girl.

C hris C arduff, F itzgera ld 's  editor at 
lloughton/Mariner, accepted Die prize for the 
London-based author and said she had considered 
winning an "improbable occasion."

Another such organization was 
The Musical Grays’ Stock Company. 
Theirs was one of Uic first "family 
bands" to hit die vaudeville circuits 
following World War I. lltc  Grays’ 
tent outfit loured from Uic mid- 1920s 
until 1940, wiUi a territory stretching 
from Southern Missouri, OkKahoma 
and Arkansas to West Texas, New 
Mexico and Arizona.

Many repertoire troupes featured 
"Toby," a red-haired, freckled-faced 
country bumpkin, who always 
managed to out-smart Uie villain or 
"city slicker." Toby cracked jokes, 
manipulated Uic simple, folksy plots, 
ad-libbed and drew audiences into Uie 
big tents and Uicatrcs along the 
routes.

• "There were scores of Toby 
comedians crisscrossing Uie country.

but Harley Sadler helped moke 
"Toby" a household name Uiroughout 
Texas during the heyday of the 
business from 1915-1935," Gray said.

The NEW Musical Grays’ Slock 
Company, organized in 1993 by Gray 
and his wife, Dell, of Floydada was 
formed not only as a tribute to Uie 
Gray family's show business legacy, 
but also to revive repertoire theatre 
and vaudeville in Uic restored theatres 
and opera houses in Uie SouUiwest.

"One of our biggest Uirills is being 
able to perform in Uie same theatres 
and opera houses on Uie same stages 
where die original louring companies 
performed," Gray said.

Gray was bom in 1937 while his 
parents were on Uie tent show circuit. 
Making his first stage appearance at 
the age of 2, he would spend his first 
25 years with various tent repertoire 
companies.

In recent year* he lias been

involved wiUi "Harley Sadler Show" 
re-creations at Texas iccli University 
and Uic Garza Theatre in Post.

Gray, one of Uie last "tent show 
babies," follows his faUicr and 
grandfnUicr in Uie ’Toby" role wiUi 
The NEW Musical Grays. I Ils father, 
Erman, was a cliartcr member and Uie 
third inductee in Uic "Toby Hall of 
Fame" at Uie Theatre Museum of 
Repertoire Americana in Mount 
Pleasant, Iowa.

Gray serves on the Advisory Board 
of the National Society for Uie 
Preservation of Tent, Folk and 
Repertoire Theatre. He is actively 
involved in Uie League of Historic 
American Theatres.

Dell Gray, musical director and 
business manager of the stock 
company, is a professional musician, 
instructor, composer and arranger. 
She developed Uie band and 
coordinated the vaudeville for tent

show revivals at Texas Tech and Uie 
Garza Theatre for several years.

She served as musical director for 
the hiahlv-succcssful Fiddler on Uie 
Roof at the Garza in 1993, and was 
musical director for Uie Lubbock 
Community Theatre’s production of 
Oklahoma! at Uie restored Cactus

California taking aim at cigar smoking HOSPITAL

SACRAMENTO. Calif. (AP) - 
Demi Moore puffs a cigar on a 
m a g a z i n e  c o v e r .  A r n o ld  
Schwarzenegger, Mr. Freeze in 
“ Batman & Robin,’’ lights up in a 
big cloud of blue smoke. Basketball 
great Michael Jordan chomps on a 
torpedo-shaped cigar.

After years of stogies and fogies - 
think George Bums or Winston 

Churchill - cigars are cool, with their 
own bars, magazines; there are even 
tastings, like fine wine.

With Uie popularity has come 
growing complaints about health 
risks. Now California is taking action, 
beginning Uie nation's first advertis­
ing campaign aimed straight at Uie 
dramatic increase in cigar use among 
teens and young adults.

“Cigars have become the glamour 
prop of high-profile acton, actresses, 
models • even athletes," the suite 
Department of Health Services said 
in a news release Tuesday. “ As a 
result, an alarming number of teens

and young adults are taking up the 
habit ”

The agency plan to use several 
hundred thousand dollars from Uie 
suite’s 37-cents-a-pack tobacco tax 
to combat movie and television 
smoking and tobacco sponsorship of 
sports and community events.

"We’re deal ing with a very savvy 
and very deep-pocket industry that 
takes a lot of different tacUcs that we 
just have to respond to," said Carla 
Agar, department spokeswoman.

California, more than any other 
suite, has put smoking in its 
crosshairs. It has the nation’s strictest

no-smoking rules, even banning 
smokes In bars.

The backlash from bar and tavern 
owners has spurred legislators to 
rethink the part of the law that took 
effect in January.

The surge in cigar-smoking - an 
estimated 10 million to 12 million 
Americans now smoke them - caught 
young people’s interest.

Forget your grandfaUier’s cigar. 
A 1996 survey found that one out of 
four American teen-agers smoked a 
cigar in Uie past year, Uic Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention said 
last year.

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Mrs Proposal would boost competition in electricity
• - WASHINGTON (AP) • - The 

administration is proposing a $3 
billion federal fund lo promote 
conservation and continued assistance 
to low-income consumers in an 
increasingly competitive electricity 
market, according lo sources familiar 
with die plan

Die proposal is part of a 
long-awaited administration package 
fexr electricity competition lo be 
announced at a news conference 
today.

Congress has been considering

what federal legislation is needed as 
part of a growing movement in many 
suites to allow electricity providers 
to compete for customers.

Environmentalists and social 
activists have feared that while 
competition may bring lower prices, 
il also would dampen utilities' 
interest in conservation programs and 
assuring die poor gel continued 
service.

The proposals were to be unveiled 
by Energy Secretary Federico Pena 
and Carol Browner, head of the

Environmental Protection Agency.
A general outline of the proposal 

was provided late Tuesday to The 
Associated Press.
. While the environmentalists 
praised creation of a conservation 
assistance fund, they expressed 
disappointment that the administra­
tion plan apparently docs not include 
direct regulation of carbon dioxide 
emissions from electric power plants.

Some environmentalists have 
hoped that the administration's 
electricity restructuring package

would be a centerpiece of early action 
on global wanning by caUing for caps 
on carbon dioxide emissions.

Carbon dioxide, which is produced 
from burning fossil fuels, is the 
principal greenhouse gas that many
scientists say is threatening to cause 
a wanning of the Earth if not 
contained. Power plants account for 
about a tiiird of carbon dioxide 
emissions.

By not addressing the carbon 
emissions cap issue "they've missed 
an opportunity" to get utilities to take

steps on global warming, said Aldcn 
Meyer of the Union of Concerned 
Scientists. "This is not going to move 
the industry well down the road to 
achieving the Kyoto agreement." be 
added.

The global wanning agreement 
reached in Kyoto. Japan, in December 
calls for the United States to reduce 
greenhouse emissions 7 percent 
below 1990 levels by 2008-2012. It 
is subject to ratification in Congress, 
where it faces sharp opposition.

A cap on carbon dioxide emissions

from power plants reportedly had 
been a subject of some debate within 
the administration with EPA officials 
favoring a proposal to regulate such 
releases as the 'agency now does 
smog-causing chemicals.

Money for the federal conservation 
fund would come from a surcharge 
on electricity customers of 1/10th of 
1 cent per kilowatt-hour, according 
lo sources. That would bring in nearly 
$3 billion for the fund, industry 
experts estimate.
