Mosat notivity waas centered In the
northwest althaugh conditions were
favorable in the coastal rice area
and good progreas was mads In
peanut harvesting, the U, 8 Pu-
reau of Agricultural Economics re-
ported.

Bouth Texas was becoming dry
and wsome eastern and northern
counties needed molsture, Nise-
where In the state It was mostly
too wet for harvesting and prepar-
ing land.

Significant cotton harvest activi-
ties contored In the west plains
area where operations wers delay-
od the first part of the week by
waot flelda, Operations were undar
way again, and many sections wers
unabie to procesd as rapldly as
they wished becauss labor was not
avallable in desired quantities when
weathsr permitted harvest.

Aa weather and labor permitted,
corn harvest neared completion in
the central portion of the state
and was well advanced in northern
moctions. Peanut harvest was get-
ting under way In the plains coun-
tries, and was progressing in Cen-
tral Texas, All avallable peanut
threshers were operating at oa-
pacity in mouthern and southeast-
arn countles.

Combine sorghum harvest but
some delay In harvest of bundle
feed was belng experienced be-
cause of wet flelds and Inadequate
labor supply.
