Fire Prevention Week

October 9, 1928, is the fifty-second
anniversary of the great conflagra-
tion that destroyed the city of Chi-
cago. In recent times it has been
costomary throughout the United
States and Canada to observe a week
including October 8th as Fire Pre-
vention Week, and accordingly Oet.
7th to 13th has been designated as
Fire Prevention Week this year. '

The observance of the occasion
<hould be a concerted universal ef-
fort to reduce the stupendous loss of
life and property by fire. The aim
of Fire Prevention Week is to bring
to the people a realization of two
fundamental facta—that fire waste
is everybody's loss and everybody's
responsibility, and that a great major-
ity of the fires are easily prevent-
able by the exercise of common sénse
and caution. All features of Fire
Prevention Week ought to empha-
size these facts, for it is largely be-
cause these two fundamentals are not
realized that fire losses are so enor-
mous.

CAUSES AND PREVENTION OF
FIRE WASTE. _Compiled statistics
show conclusively that at least 80
per cent of all the fires that occur
are preventable. The outstanding
causes of fire are defective chim-
neys and flues, gas_natural and
artificial — hot ashes and coals,

Carelessness is re-
sponsible for most fires_carelessness
about constructing and equipping
buildings, carelessness in providing
fire protection and enforcing fire
prevention ordinances, and careless-
ness about common fire hazards.

A
clean city will have few fires.

Attics and cellars should be kept
free from combustible accumulations.

Don't deposit ashes carelessly in
wooden boxes, against wooden fences
or other combustible surfaces.

Burning trash or autumn leaves
too near buildings is dangerous.

The careless wuse of pipes, cigars
and cigarettes causes countless fires.
A lighted cigarette thrown through
an open sidewsnlk grating ix suppos-
