A Louisiana public health 
official met Thursday night 
with Deaf Smith County Hos­
pital District directors in the 
first interview for the vacant 
Hereford Regional Medical 
Center administrator’s post.

Stanley E. Hurstell Jr. of 
Mandeville, La., was the first 
of four candidates for the 
HRMC position, which has 
been filled on an interim basis 
since July following the resig­
nation of former hospital ad­
ministrator John Studsrud.

Board president Dean 
Crofford said the interview 
with Hurtsell went very well, 
and the other four candidates, 
including two local prospects, 
will be scheduled over the next 
several days.

The two local candidates 
who will be considered for the

HRMC position 
are James Taylor, 
a former financial 
director of the 
Northwest Texas 
Hospital System 
in Amarillo and 
who is now serv­
ing as interim ad­
ministrator, and 
Diane Smith, who 
is director of the 
Hereford Health 
Clinic.

The other can­
didate for the 
HRMC position is ™
Chuck Norris, a hospital ad­
ministrator in Seymour.

Since the departure of 
Studsrud, the board conducted 
a search for a new adminis­
trator; however, the search 
was abandoned last fall as 
the board considered a pos­
sible lease agreement of the

hospital. Ultimately, the board 
signed a management agree­
ment with TMSI, a subsidiary 
of the Austin-based Texas Or­
ganization of Rural and Com­
munity Hospitals.

TMSI, although the board will 
retain governing authority. 
TMSI is responsible for filling 
the vacant administrator's po­
sition, subject to board ap­
proval.

Stories bring 
nature to kids

From the clams and oysters found in the coastland 
swamps to the bear and beaver that live farther inland, 
every living thing has a place and a job In this world.

This is the message that children’s humorist and 
storyteller Lucas Miller tries to get across to young 
students.

On Thursday, Miller visited Tierra Blanca Primary 
School, bringing along his trunk of animal hand puppets, his 
guitar and music, to get his message about the importance 
of every living creature through to the students.

Miller, an environmental educator from New Braunfels, 
presented Schoolhouse Safari through song and story 
concerts.

‘‘As you can see. I’m very bizarre," Lucas said after the 
performance.

Through stories, dance routines and audience participa­
tion, Lucas brings nature to the classroom.

‘‘I try to teach kids about all living tilings and all 
kinds of environments. I don’t think kids do as much 
exploring as they used to. Seeing something on the TV 
or the computer isn’t the same as picking up a frog." 
Lucas said.

His performance is tuned to the under-9 age group and 
with humor and song, he teaches students the importance of 
animals that clean the water or feast on once living 
creatures.

Life-like hand puppets put a face to the animals that 
Lucas sings and talks about, and his comedy routines are 
used to help the school children remember the lesson behind 
the tale. Miller has been chosen to be one of 12 authors 
included in the anthology “The Rolling Stone" and has 
produced an audiocassette with several routines.

"Ultimately, I want to write children's hooks about 
animals," Miller said. ‘‘I just want kids to learn that the 
snake and the bear and the skunk and the possum all have 
a place. All living things serve a purpose."

GOP rips Clinton farm aid plan
■  Congressional Republicans say $5.8 billion falls 
short of what is needed to help the strapped farmers

WASHINGTON < AIM — Re­
publicans say the Clinton 
administration’s $5.8 billion 
package of farm assistance is 
“woefully short” and unfairly 
targets assistance to small and 
medium size operations.

The centerpiece of the 
administration's plan, which 
would be the third multibillion- 
dollar farm bailout in as many 
years, is a new “supplemental 
income" program that would 
cost $3.1 billion and be tar­
geted toward small and mod­
erate size farmers. An addi­
tional $1.3 billion is earmarked 
for farmers who participate in 
conservation programs.

‘‘I don’t think it’s going any­
where," the House Agriculture 
Committee chairman, GOP 
Rep, Larry Combost of Texas, 
said at a news conference 
Thursday The administration 
"came up with something that

is woefully short."‘
Sen. Thad Cochran, R-Miss., 

the chairman of the Senate’s 
agricultural appropriations 
committee, told Agriculture 
Secretary Dan Glickman at a 
hearing that many Southern 
producers would not qualify 
for the supplemental income 
program because of a proposed 
$30,000 cap on payments. He 
said the payments would be 
skewed toward smaller farm­
ers in the upper Midwest.

Glickman said his propos­
als should serve as an “intel­
lectual framework for what 
the emergency package should 
look like*

The supplemental income 
payments would he pegged to 
the average gross income na­
tionally over the past five 
years for eight major crops — 
corn, wheat, cotton, rice, soy­
beans, sorghum, oats and bar-

Congress has provided $15 
billion in special assistance to 
farmers over the past two 
years to compensate for low 
commodity prices and crop 
failures. Glickman had criti­
cized the way Congress dis­
tributed the money in 1998 
and 1999 but did not propose 
an alternative plan for mak­
ing the payments until this 
year

The Agriculture Department 
expects net farm income this 
year to drop $7.6 billion, or 16 
percent, barring another aid 
package from Congress. Exist­
ing government programs are 
expected to provide farmers 
with $17 billion in direct pay­
ments this year.

Glickman said it was im­
portant to direct some of the 
extra aid that Congress ap­
proves this year toward con-

servation programs, another 
idea to which Republicans have 
reacted coolly.

Federal 
grand jury 
requests 
tobacco 
records

HOUSTON (AP) — Federal 
investigators have stepped up 
their efforts to gather infor­
mation about a former Tsxaa 
attorney general’s hiring of five 
private lawyers who helped the 
state win e $17.3 billion settle­
ment from the tobacco indus­
try.

Dan Morales1 auccesior, At­
torney General John Comyn, 
haa been subpoenaed to pro­
vide a federal grind jury in 
Houston with records of his 
own internal investigation of 
the lawyers' work and how 
they were hired.

The Houston Chronicle ob­
tained a copy of the subpoena 
Thursday under an open 
records request. Although it 
was known that FBI agenta 
had begun interviewing poten­
tial witnesses several months 
ago, the subpoena is the first 
public record to reveal the 
inquiry has advanced to a 
grand jury, according to tha 
newspaper.

Cornyn'i office declined to 
comment on the subpoena or 
its own investigation. But 
Comyn has questioned Mo­
ra lesr contingency agreement 
with the private lawyers, who 
were awarded $3.3 billion in 
legal fees to be paid by the 
tobacco companies.

Among the matters Comyn 
and the federal grand jury are 
believed to be looking into are 
allegations raised almost two 
years ago by Houiton trial 
attorney Joe Jamail that Mo­
rales demanded $1 million 
fVom each of several lawyers 
he considered hiring for the 
tobacco lawsuit.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
more money msde available 
through federal student loans 
and aid, tha more it entices 
collages to raise tuitions, com­
plained aenators who contand 
atudenta and government can­
not kaep up.

”It ia incumbent on us to 
take a serious look at tha 
affect of this government 
spending on tuition rates,” Sen. 
Fred Thompson, R-Tenn., 
chairmen of the Senate Gov­
ernment Affairs Committee, 
told university officials Wednes­
day.

In 20 yaars, tuitions at pub­
lic and private schools overall 
have doubled in the past, after 
inflation. Tha increases have 
made college unaffordable fbr 
many families, despite tha an­
nual $41 billion In federal 
grants and guaranteed loans, 
Thompson said.

Senators who fear more fed­
eral aid could farther drive up 
collage coats speculated that 
states could ralaa public tu­
ition caps — figuring more 
students could afford it be­
cause of a larger loan, a higher 
grant or a potential tax break 
on thalr bill.

Senators also said private 
schools might reduce their 
campue-beaed programs in fa­
vor of students who can afford 
to pay their own way with the 
help of federal loans and tax 
deductions.

But collage officials denied 
Wednesday that they were 
driving up tuition to take ad­
vantage of Increases in federal 
aid, and said there's little gov­
ernment can do to control 
costa.

"Tuition price controls will 
not work and will be destruc­
tive of academic quality In 
higher education,” said Will­
iam Trou tt, president of 
Rhodes College In Memphis, 
Tsnn.

"It's hard to believe that 
parents would welcome a deci­
sion by the federal govern­
ment to curtail severely their 
access to loan capital," said 
David Breneman, a University 
of Virgnia education school 
dean,

Blame the soaring price tags 
on a handful of the most- 
expensive private schools ca­
tering to students who don’t 
need aid, said Harvard econo­
mist Csroline Hoxhy.

"There is no evidence that 
students are being forced to 
enroll in inexpensive college* 
thst are inappropriate for their 
level of preparedness,” said 
Hoxby. She highlighted Educa­
tion Department data which 
shows that since 1070, tuition 
at the least-expensive schools 
has actually dropped 16 per­
cent.

Private school* cost an av­
erage $16,000 per year; public 
colleges charge about $3,300 
annually. About 7 million US. 
college students receive some

"If college becomes a luxury 
that an increasing percentage 
of our population cannot af­
ford, it will expand the eco­
nomic divide between the 
higher education haves and 
have-nots and stunt our eco­
nomic growth," said Sen. Jo ­
seph Lieberman, D-Conn., the 
committee’s top Democrat.

Rising student loan debt is 
another concern, said Jamie 
Pueschel, a lobbyist with the 
United States Student Asso­
ciation who told lawmakers

that government budget sur­
pluses should be used to boost 
grant programs.

”1 have little ability to save 
money and have no idea when 
I will be able to afford a car 
let alone buy a house,” said 
Pueschel, who has a $10,000 
debt and $26,000 annual in­
come.

IRVING (AP) — The Dal- 

lat Cowboys saved a lot of 
money Thursday by releasing 
offensive lineman Everett 
Mclver, then offered some of 
the cash to Pro Bowl line­
backer Dexter Coakley.

By letting him go, Dallas 
saved nearly $950,000 in cap 
room this season and opened 
a spot for Solomon Page, who

Kaded out nearly as nigh as 
elver despite playing mostly 
when starters were hurt.

Mclver leaves Dallas with 
a permanent reminder of his 
two-year stay: a small scar 
on his neck from where 
Michael Irvin accidentally 
stabbed him with a pair of 
scissors during training camp 
in 1998. Other ir\juries lim­
ited Mclver to 18 of 32 
games.

MEverett has been a great 
citisen, a great player in Dal­
las for two years and he's 
going to take the high road 
about this," agent Stephen 
Hayes said. “Hex looking for­
ward to his opportunity to 
move on. There's a lot of 
teams out there that have a - 
need for a player of his cali­
ber."

Coakley, a restricted free 
agent, was offered $1,027,000 
for next season. He can still 
pursue a better deal fVom 
another team, but Dallas 
would have the choice of 
matching it or receiving a 
first-round pick as compen­
sation.

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Mandela opens museum
■  Extraordinary life 
honored at birthplace

MVEZO, South Africa (AP) 
— Ten years to the day after 
he walked out of an apartheid 
prison, Nelson Mandela re­
turned to his birthplace today 
for the opening of a museum 
honoring his extraordinary 
life.

Little is left of the hut 
where the former president 
was born 81 years ago in this 
tiny village in the impover­
ished Transkei region of South 
AfVica's Eastern Cape prov­
ince.

More than 500 people de­
scended on Mvezo for the mu­
seum opening, among them 
members of the royal family 
of the Xhosa people, Mandela's 
ethnic group.

Mandela arrived by helicop­
ter, and laughed and chatted 
with the throngs jostling to 
shake his hand.

"Being busy keeps you go­
ing. That really is the es­
sence of life," Mandela said in

a television interview broad­
cast today.

A stone and wood monu­
ment containing a series of 
photographs of Mandela has 
been erected near the founda­

tions of the hut 
where he was born. 
The monument is one 
of three components 
of the museum, es­
tablished by the 
country's arts and cul­
ture department with 
the hope of attract­
ing tourists and cre­
ating jobs.

The museum also 
includes a cultural 
center in the nearby 
village of Qunu and 
the museum's exhibi­
tion and administra­
tive center in the 
nearby town of 
Umtata.

The museum build­
ing in Umtata used 
to house the legisla­
tive assembly of 

• Transkei during the 
apartheid era. On dis­
play there will be sifts 

given to the former president 
and a multimedia exhibition 
about his life.

After unveiling the Mvezo 
monument, the entourage trav­
eled 38 mfles to Qunu, where

Mandela lived until he was 9. 
They then traveled on to 
Umtata.

In his autobiography "Long 
Walk to Freedom," Mandela 
wrote: "It was in that village 
... that|I spent some of the 
happiest years of my boyhood 
and whence I trace my earli­
est memories."

In Qunu, he lived in a bee- 
hive-shaped hut with mud 
walls. He recalls passing his 
childhood gathering wild honey, 
swimming "in clear, cold 
streams," drinking milk from 
the udder, downing birds with 
a slingshot and stick-fighting 
with other boys.

Mandela, who retired after 
five years as South Africa's

Eresident in June last year.
as built a house in Qunu ana 

spends short stretches of time 
there when taking a break 
fVom mediating in international 
conflicts.

Shuttle’s crew ready to begin mission
CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. 

(AP) — Buoyed by the prom­
ise of good flying weather, 
astronauts boarded Endeavour 
for liftoff today on an Earth­
mapping mission delayed five 
months by space shuttle 
trouble.

"Beautiflil day," commander 
Kevin Kregel said from the 
cockpit.

It was NASA's second

launch attempt in as many 
weeks.

During the first try, on Jan. 
31, a faulty computer kept 
Endeavour and its crew from 
lifting off on a quest to create 
the most accurate 3-D map of 
the world.

The six astronauts were ea­
ger to get going. They should 
nave tackled the job last Sep­
tember, but were kept waiting

because damaged wiring had 
to be repaired.

Shuttle program manager 
Ron Dittemore said he would 
not rest easy until Endeavour 
was in orbit and its long ra­
dar antenna is all the way out 
and thoroughly tested.

The 197-foot antenna mast 
is to be extended from 
Endeavour’s cargo bay just five 
hours after liftoff. It will be

the longest rigid structure 
ever deployed in space — if it 
makes it all the wav out.

"There’s certainly an ele­
ment of mission risk. Not 
safety risk, mission risk," 
Dittemore said.

The steel, titanium and plas­
tic mast, which has a radar 
antenna on the end, has never 
flown in space. Engineers had 
to rely on ground tests.

Computer virus 
hits e-mail system

EVERETT, Wash. (AP) — A computer virus blamed for 
more than $80 million in damage last year has scored 
another h it, th is tim e in the Snohomish County 
government’s e-mail system.

The virus known as Melissa eluded virus defenses and 
infested county computers about noon Thursday, resulting 
in shutdown of the e-mail system, said Colin Bottom, 
director of information servioes. .

The rest of the county’s computer services were not 
affected, Bottom said.

E-mail servers were "being cleaned up" and the system  
should be operating normally again this afternoon, Biottem 
said.

Melissa struck thousands of e-mail systems last March, 
disguised as an "important message” from a Mend, and 
spread around the world like an electronic chain letter. In 
December, David L. Smith, a computer programmer, 
pleaded guilty in Newark, N X  to creating the virus and 
using a sex web site to spread it through cyberepaoe.

When the message is opened, the virus goes to the 
recipient's computer address book and sends the same 
message to the first 50 e-mail addn

"It replicates itself," Bottom said.

PARIS (AP) — Roger Vadim, 

the French film director who 
launchedBrigitte Bardot's ca­
reer in the classic "And God 
Created Woman" and later 
married Jane Fonda, died to­
day after a long struggle with 
cancer, a family fViend said. 
He was 72.

Vadim died in a Paris hos-

Sital, RTL radio said. A fam- 
y fViend confirmed that Vadim 
had died, but would not give 
any details.

Vadim was best-known for 
the 1956 groundbreaking "And 
God Crested Woman" about a 
young married woman's quest 
for sexual fVeedom. The film

brought Bardot instant fame.
The scene of Bardot danc­

ing barefoot on a table re­
mains one of the most titillat­
ing scenes in French cinema.

"There was really nothing 
shocking in what Brigitte did, 
what was provocative was her 
natural sensuality," Vadim told 
The Associated Press in a 1988 
Interview.

The film defined the con­
tent and set the tone for many 
of Vadim's films, including the 
1968 "Barbarella," an avant- 
garde sci-fl romp starring his 
new blond wife, Jane Fonaa.

Vadim also earned praise as 
a producer and writer.

CBS will pick up 
Nick’s kid shows

Some of Nickelodeon's 
most popular shows for 
pre-schoolers, including 
"Blue’s Clues” and "Little 

Bill," will soon air on Satur­
day mornings on CBS under a 
deal being negotiated by the 
soon-to-be corporate cousins.

It could be one of the first 
changes TV viewers will see 
as a result of the pending 
merger of CBS and Viacom, 
which owns Nickelodeon.

CBS’s low-rated block of Sat­
urday morning children's pro­
gramming would be replaced 
by shows from the Nick Jr. 
lineup, which runs on week­
day mornings on Nickelodeon, 
according to executives from 
both companies who spoke on 
condition of anonymity.

It hasn’t been determined 
exactly which shows will air 
on CBS, though the popular 
"Blue's Clues" mystery-solving 
show and "Little B ilr  are al­
most certain. Other Nickel­
odeon pre-school shows include 
"Franklin," "Maurice Sendak’s 
Little Bear" and "Gulla Gulla 
Island."

CBS could use a lift in 
children’s programming, where 
Nickelodeon, the WB and Fox 
are generally considered the 
market leaders. ABC revived 
its own Saturday morning for­
tunes in recent years by let­
ting its parent, Walt Disney 
Co., program its kids' sched­

ule.
Many young viewers barely 

know that CBS exists. The 
arrangement will help the net­
work because Nickelodeon will 
promote CBS’s schedule within 
its schedule, and CBS will do 
the same for Nick.

Nickelodeon's own popular 
Saturday morning lineup will 
not be affected, since it is 
geared toward a slightly older 
audience.
* The change would begin this 
fall, executives said.

CBS has also been working 
with two other Viacom net­
works, the music channels 
MTV and VH1. One of MTVs 
leading personalities, Carson 
Daly, was host last week of 
the "Miss USA Pageant," which 
aired last Friday on CBS.

The show recorded its low­
est ratings since it began air­
ing in 1974, however, drawing 
1 million fewer viewers than 
the previous low last year. It 
may be an indication that 
CBS’s audience, which aver­
ages over age 50, and MTVs 
audience doesn't easily mix.

VH1 is producing a pre­
telecast program to air before 
the Grammy Awards, which 
are being aired Feb. 23 on 
CBS. The show will be aired 
on several CBS-owned televi­
sion stations across the coun­
try.

Even before the merger 
took place, VH1 had set up 
agreements with CBS to air 
reruns of concert specials first 
shown on the network, involv­
ing Shania Twain, Celine Dion 
and Ricky Martin, said VH1 
chief programmer Jeff Gaspin.

Bush officials try 
to case concerns

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
George W. Bush's campaign 
manager, in a conference call 
to soothe GOP supporters and 
fUnd-raisers, said Thursday the 
campaign had staunched "the 
hemorrhaging" after John 
McCain’s New Hampshire vic­
tory challenged their $70 mil­
lion candidate, participants 
said.

During the 3 p.m. call,

Ahead of South Carolina’s 
key Feb. 19 primary, a new 
American Research Group poll 
showed a tight race with 46 
percent of likely GOP voters 
polled supporting Bush and 39 
percent McCain.

Allbaugh assured those on 
the line th at the Texas 
governor’s two Capitol Hill 
chairman, Sen. Paul Coverdell, 
R-Ga., and Rep. Roy Blunt, R- 
Missouri, received talking 
points every day to help fight 
off friendly fire, the officials 
said.

Ventura planning to bolt Reform Parly
ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) — 

Gov. Jesse Ventura shocked 
the nation when he became 
the country's first Reform 
Party governor, but he now 
wants to drop all ties to the
party and maybe set up a 
new organization, officials 
close to nim say.

Hr scheduled a news con­
ference today at the 
governor’s resi lence on "na­
tional politics." Ventura is ex­
ported to condemn discord in 
the national party, urge the 
Minnesota Reform Party to 
leave and possibly set up a

new organization — perhaps 
called the Independence Party.

"We need to focus on a 
new direction for the Minne­
sota party, and we've been 
too distracted with the na­
tional party politics," said Min­
nesota party Chairman Rick 
McCluhan.

The Minnesota Reform 
Party central committee plans 
a meeting Saturday at the 
Capitol to consider breaking 
with the national organiza­
tion. The matter would have 
to go to a vote of 300 state 
convention delegates. Such a

vote would clear the way for 
the state party and Ventura 
to officially sever ties with 
the national Reform Party.

Ventura's spokesman John 
Wodele refused to confirm the 
reports.

Embattled national party 
Chairman Jack Gargan, who 
is aligned with Ventura, said 
the governor’s departure would 
be a loss. "However, leaving 
may be very temporary, 
Gargan said on NBC's “To- 
day, holding out hope Ventura 
would return if tne party's 
discord is settled.

For months, Ventura has 
expressed displeasure with the 
direction of the national Re­
form Party’s presidential con­
test. Ventura, a liberal on so­
cial issues, doesn't like Pat 
Buchanan, the conservative 
former Republican now seek­
ing the Reform nomination.

Ventura has been more in­
terested in Donald Trump, who 
also has expressed disgust with 
the national organization. 
Trump now is considering run­
ning for president under 
Ventura’s new party banner, 
according to a knowledgeable

official who spoke only on con­
dition of anonymity.

The official said Trump and 
Ventura discussed the possibil­
ity of a Ventura-Trump ticket.

Although Trump has talked 
of running for president, he 
has Indicated no interest in 
the No. 2 spot. He is to an­
nounce his plans next week.

"The speculation is getting 
almost irresponsible," Wodele 
said.

McCluhan shot down the 
possibility of a Ventura-Trump 
ticket.

Ventura has never been

warm to the national Reform 
Party. Founder Ross Perot pro­
vided no help in Ventura's 
1998 win, and the Ventura 
and Perot factions of the party 
have consistently disagreed.

Even as governor, Ventura 
has never shown much inter­
est in building the Minnesota 
or the national Reform par­
ties. Carleton College political 
science professor Steven 
Schier doesn’t think he would 
work very hard at building a 
new party, either.

V eteran  actor Ned 
Beatty has never had 
that nightmare actors 
get, the one where 

you're on stage and you can't 
remember any of your lines.

No, what maxes Beatty 
wake up in a cold sweat is 
the dream that he is starring 
in a play whose outcome is 
unknown to him.

"To me, acting is 
storytelling," he explains. 
‘How can you tell a story
when you don't how it ends?"

Feeling this way makes for 
tough going as a regular on a 
TV series, especially one as

i c lopen-ended as "Homicide: Life 
on the Street." For six years, 
this celebrated crime drama 
never stopped evolving, never 
stopped experimenting as it 
lurched from one ratlngs-chal- 
lenged season to the next.

No wonder Beatty, who 
played crusty Detective Stanley 
Bolander in the Baltimore po­
lice Homicide Unit, left in 
1995, after three seasons. MI 
couldn't hack it."

Now he’s back, reprising 
"Big Man" Bolander for what 
appears to truly be the end of 
the "Homicide" story. Closure. 
Curtain.

For now, at least. Even af­
ter being canceled last sea­
son, "Homicide" has cheated 
death yet again with a new, 
two-hour feature (maybe —

who knows? — the first in a 
series).

As a fitting prelude to this 
film, Court TV (which airs 
reruns of “Homicide" week- 
nights at 8 p.m. CST) will 
present the series' final two 
episodes Sunday from 5 to 7 
p.m. EST. Then the stirring, 
mostly satisfying "Homicide: 
The Movie" premieres on NBC 
at 8 p.m.

When invited to take part, 
"I kind of wanted to say no," 
admits Beatty, speaking from 
his home north of Los Ange­
les. "But my agent, God bless 
her, let me know that a re­
fusal would be completely 
without charm."

counted for, the gunman re­
mains on the loose as 
Giardello's life hangs in the 
balance.

Giardello and his fate are at 
the heart of the story. But 
equally important, as it turns 
out, is the plight of Tim 
Bayliss.

Detective Bayliss had joined 
the squad as something of an 
innocent when the series be­
gan, then matured as a cop 
under the tutelage of 
Pembleton, his partner. Along 
the way, he embarked upon a 
twisting, turning personal jour­
ney. Bisexuality. Buddhism. 
Then an all-consuming bitter­
ness.

In the series' final episode, 
Bayliss took an abrupt leave 
of absence, taking with him 
his demons and a dreadful 
secret.
