annual event

More than a ton of fish will be
stocked in the Hereford Aquatic Park
Pond next week for the 3 Annual
KidFish event.

The Texas Parks & Wildlife De-
partment will put more than 1,000
ponds of rainbow trout and 1,000
pounds of channel catfish in the
pond to improve the fishing.

Kidfish will be 9 a.m.-noon March
25. No pre-registration is required.
After the event is over, all partici-
pants and volunteers will be invited
to a cookout, with Hereford City
Commissioners Roger Eades and
Wayne Winget manning the grills.

The event will be the eighth of
the year and will qualify children
for the 2000 KidFish Class, which
will be Oct. 21 in San Angelo. Quali-
fiers for the West Texas KidFish
Classic will be the top fund-raiser,
the child catching the longest fish in
individual age groups, all children
raising $100 or more, and one child
selected randomly. The classic will
feature fishing for trophy size cat-
fish, up to 25 pounds, and a first
prize of $2,000.

Regulators attempt to curtail rapid
demand for new phone area codes

WASHINGTON (AP) The ex-
plosion of cell phones, pagers and
fax machines along with a mo
nopoly era system for allotting digits

is endangering one of the most
basic forms of personal information:
the telephone number. Federal regu-
lators today tried to fix the problem

The country could run out of area
codes within the next eight to 10
years, requiring callers to punch in
more numbers than they do now

The Federal Communications Com
mission today adopted rules that
would allow states to more efficiently
allocate and manage phone numbers,
such as taking back numbers that
carriers are holding but not using

The FCC also voted to change the
system so that numbers can be allo
cated in blocks of 1,000
10,000 to carriers. Under the ex
isting system, created before there
was competition in the phone mar
ket, competing local carriers acquire
a block of 10,000 numbers for every
billing region they wish to serve

If a carrier has only 100 custom-
ers in a given region, the remaining
9,900 numbers of the block are tied
up.

“It is high time that we revamp
this 50-year-old numbering process,”
said FCC Chairman Bill Kennard.

Some states have cessfully
implemented other methods of allo
cating numbers. Illinois, for example,

instead of

has been conducting trials of giving
out blocks of 1,000 numbers.

In Maine, regulators were told by
the administrators of the numbering
plan two years ago that they would
have to add another area code. But
when the state examined the situa-
tion more closely, it discovered that
there were 3 million numbers that
had been assigned to carriers that
were not being used.

The FCC let the state institute
measures that included requiring car-
riers to use at least 75 percent of
their number block or be within six
months of running out of their num-
bers before they can ask for more.

“We're not trying to keep people
from numbers they need,” said Trina
Bragdon, staff attorney with the
Maine Public Utilities Commission
But the state wants to make sure
the need is there before allotting
numbers.

Since May, the commission has
granted 10 states temporary author
ity to implement measures to con-
serve phone numbers. The FCC also
has been looking at steps to ensure
that carriers are asking for numbers
based on actual usage rather than
projected need.

The numbering system, which also
covers Canada and the Caribbean,
began with 84 area codes being as
signed in 1947, Sixty-four codes were
gradually added through 1994, ac-

cording to the North American Num-
bering Plan Administration, which
oversees the system.

But then the number of area codes
being assigned rapidly increased, add-
ing 23 in 1996, 44 in 1997, 28 in
1998 and 42 in 1999.

The advent of competition in the
local phone market, as well as the
popularity of new services like wire-
less, have contributed to the pres-
sure on the numbering system.

“All of that demand is racing in
and that puts us in the unique posi-
tion we're in today,” said John Man-
ning, senior technical liaison for the
numbering administration.

Regulators say they want to mini-
mize disruptions to consumers and
businesses. Each area code change
forces people to learn new dialing
patterns, and many must upgrade
equipment and reprint business
cards, stationery and advertising.
Federal regulators will continue to
review some proposals that would
require a more extensive overhaul

like charging carriers for the num-
bers or adding digits to the number-
ing system that could be imple-
mented in the future,

Inflation
rearing
its head

WASHINGTON (AP) Con-
sumer prices shot up 0.5 percent in
February, the biggest jump in 10
months, led by a record increase in
fuel oil prices and sharply higher
gasoline costs.

The big advance in the Labor
Department’'s Consumer Price In-
dex, the most closely watched infla-
tion gauge, followed a modest 0.2
percent rise in January, the govern-
ment said today. It was a slightly
worse showing on inflation than
many analysts were predicting. They
forecast that consumer prices would
rise by 0.4 percent.

Last month's increase stemmed
from a huge 4.6 percent jump in
energy prices, the biggest gain since
a 6 percent rise in April.

The 0.5 percent increase in over-
all consumer prices also was the
steepest increase since April, when
consumer prices rose by 0.7 per
cent.

“We are definitely seeing the ef-
fects of higher energy prices and
some ripple through from higher
airfares to transportation prices,”
said Michael Niemira, economist for
the Bank of Tokyo-Mitsubishi. “But
many other prices remain tame as
seen through the underlying infla
tion rate.”

Outside the volatile energy and
food categories, the “core” or under
lying rate of inflation rose a mild
0.2 percent in February after post
ing the same-sized gain the month
before, suggesting that most other
prices were well behaved,
mists said. February's core rate was
right on target with many analysts
expectations

On Wall Street, investors, focus
ing on this core number rather than
the overall inflation figure, appeared
pleased. The Dow Jones and Nasdaq
stock nverages were up 70 points at
late 1. rning. Bond prices rose, too
as yields on 30-year Treasurys fell
to 6.01 percent from 6.04 percent
late Thursday.

The Federal Reserve has boosted
interest rates four times since June
to slow the supercharged economy
and keep inflation from escalating
Many analysts expect Fed policy
makers will raise rates for a fifth
time at their meeting Tuesday and
said the CPI report would justify
such a move

Today's CPI report one
day after the government said in
flation at the wholesale level, led
by huge increases in home heating
oil, gasoline and other energy costs,
jumped 1 percent in February, the
biggest one-month surge in nearly
a decade.

Prison-wide lockdown ordered

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Some 122,000 Texas prison
inmates are confined to their cells today in a rare overall
lockdown as corrections officials try to rid the nation's second-
largest prison system of contraband.

The fatal stabbing of an inmate Thursday at the Coffield
Unit of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice near
Palestine in East Texas capped a series of high-profile incidents
where prisoners had weapons or other illegal items. Attacks on
corrections officers also are on the rise.

“When word came of the Coffield homicide, the decision was
made to lock down the entire system,” agency spokesman
Larry Todd said.

The mandate from Executive Director Wayne Scott covers 86
Texas prisons.

Earlier this week, death row inmate Ponchai Wilkerson, in
the seconds before he was executed, spit out a handcuff key
while strapped to the death chamber gurney at the Huntsville
Unit.

Wilkerson and another condemned inmate, both armed with
makeshift weapons, held a guard hostage last month for 13
hours before surrendering at the Terrell Unit near Livingston.

In December, a corrections officer was stabbed to death at
Beeville’'s McConnell Unit.

At the Coffield Unit Thursday morning, Roland Rios, 41, was
stabbed to death with a homemade steel weapon as a guard
escorted him to a shower in handcuffs, authorities said.

B Bush breaks with NRA after top official states

Clinton has ‘blood on his hands’; Texas govenor
charges gun lobby went too far in its attacks

SPRINGFIELD, Ill. (AP) —
George W. Bush, in a rare
disagreement with the Na-
tional Rifle Association, said
Thursday a top official of the
gun lobby had “gone too far”
by accusing President Clinton
og havingn'glood on his hands”
for not enforcing gun-control
laws,

The Texas governor, a long-
time gun-rights su;;gorter now
on his way to the Republican
presidential nomination, said
at a campaign stop: “There’s
ways to debate the issue with-
out casting aspersions on the
president like that. I just
think they've gone too far."

After a bitter Brimary cam-

aign in which Bush aligned
Kimself with conservative in-
terest groups, he is seeking
to move back toward the po-
litical center for the general
election. Gun control is a
popular issue among indepen-
dent-minded voters, particu-
larly suburban women, who

are being courted by both
Bush and Democrat Al Gore,

Vice President Gore, Bush's
Democratic presidential oppo-
nent, says the Texas governor
does the bidding of the gun
lobby, an allegation Bush
strongly rejects.

Bush said Thursday, in re-
sponse to a question about his
own relationship with the
NRA, “I'm distancing myself
from accusing the president of

what was said. I just don't
agree with that point of view."
Bush spoke after the NRA's

executive vice president,
Wayne LaPierre, suggested
Clinton shared the blame for
the murder of a basketball
coach because of lax follow-up
on background checks under
the Brady gun law. The presi-
dent turned that aside and
said he will press Congress
for more money to go after
gun law violators.

Vermont House
OKs ‘civil unions’
for gay couples

MONTPELIER, Vt, — Les-
bian and gay couples could be
walking down the aisle in Ver-
mont by this fall,

In a historic step Thursday,
the state House voted 76-69
to adopt a bill allowing homo-
sexuals to form “civil unions”
that mirror marriage and pro-
vide all the same rights and
benefits,

If the bill becomes law, the
state will have gone further
than any other in recognizing
same-sex couples,

“This certainly is
groundbreaking,” said Peg
Byron, education director for
Lambda Legal Defense and
Education Fund, a gay advo-
cacy group. “I think it really
sets a moral as well as a
legislative example for the rest
of the country.”

Vermont lawmakers still
sought to preserve the term
“marriage” solely for the union
of a man and a woman, adopt-
ing an amendment making
that clear. That definition pre-
viously had existed only in
the bill's preamble and not in
the text,

Fourteen Republicans, 57
Democrats, four Progressives
and one independent voted in
favor of the bill. It now moves
to the Democrat-controlled
Senate, where it is expected
to win approval by the end of
next month. The legislation
also has the support of Demo-
cratic Gov. Howard Dean,

The issue was forced on
the Legislature after the state
Supreme Court ruled in De-
cember that same-sex couples
were being unconstitutionally
denied the benefits of mar-
riage. The high court left it
up to the Legislature to de-
cide whether to allow gay mar-
riages or create some kind of
domestic partnership.

U.S. to make gesture
toward Iranians
WASHINGTON — The

Clinton administration is set
to declare it will lift a ban on
the import of luxury goods
from Iran and propose a settle-
ment of claims in a bid to
encourage reformists in
Tehran.

ity.

So far, Iran, a Persian Gulf
country that the Clinton ad-
ministration accuses of pro-
moting terrorism, has not re-
sponded to the U.S, proposal.

Even as President Clinton
this week extended sanctions
against Iran, the administra-
tion explored ways to encour-
age reformists there,

One way under consider-
ation and then approved was
to lift the ban on imports of
such Iranian goods as car-
pets, caviar and pistachio
nuts.
