They laughed at remarks 
by guest speaker Ellis Posey.

They cried at the presenta­
tion of Earl V. Stagner as 
Citizen of the Year.

In his in troduction  of 
Stagner as Citizen of the Year, 
Lions Club president Mike 
Harris recognized Stagner as 
"one person in our community 
who exemplifies the Lion’s 
Club motto of ‘We Serve.’”

A special presentation was 
made by outgoing chamber 
board president Chris Leonard 
to chamber employee Carolyn 
Jones in recognition of 25 
years of service.

G uest speaker for the 
evening was Georgetown hu­
m orist-au thor Ellis Posey.

WASHINGTON <AP> 
A m erica's record-break i rig 
economy surged into the new 
year with employers adding 
387,000 jobs, pushing the un­
employment rate down to a 
30-year low of 4 percent,

January's rate was down 
from a 4 1 percent rate in 
December and the lowest level 
since a 3.9 percent rate in 
January 1970. The January 
improvement reflected strong 
job growth in the service sec­
tor, construction and in busi­
ness services. Even employ­
ment at factories, which have 
been shedding jobs, increased.

The economy entered 107 
months of uninterrupted eco­
nomic growth on Tuesday, the 
longest expansion in IJ.S. his­
tory, heating the old mark of 
106 months set during the 
1960s.

President Clinton' boasted 
about the unemployment re­
port, saying: “Today's strong 
employment numbers confirm 
once and for all that this is 
the longest economic expan­
sion in our history," Clinton 
said. “The milestone is a credit 
to the American people, to 
their hard work. It also clearly 
highlights the need for us to 
stay on the path of fiscal dis­

cipline, overseas markets, in­
vestm ent in our people, 
that$got us to this point,”

The 387.000 jobs employers 
added to their payrolls in 
January — the biggest gain 
since September 1997 — was 
much stronger growth than 
the 250,000 jobs many ana­
lysts were expecting.

In December, 316,000 work­
ers found jobs, slightly more 
than 315,000 previously re­
ported by the government.

Average hourly earnings 
rose 0.4 percent to $13.50 in 
January, the fastest pace since 
September. That increase In 
ho"rly earnings was slightly 
higher than the moderate 0.3 
percent rise some analysts ex­
pected. In December, wages 
grew by 0.3 percent.

Last week, another Labor 
Department report showed 
that employees' wages and 
benefits surged a worrisome 
11 percent in the fourth quar­
ter, rekindling worries about 
inflation and higher interest 
rates and causing the stock 
market to plunge.

While strong wage and job 
growth is good for workers, 
economists and members of 
the Federal Reserve worry 
that the combination could re­

kindle inflation. Their shared 
concern: that employers trying 
to attract scarce workers to 
fill job openings lure them 
with higher wages and ben­
efits.

The Federal Reserve raised 
Interest rates Wednesday by a 
quarter of a percentage point 
— the fourth increase since 
June — to slow the super­
charged economy and keep in­
flation from escalating. Given 
continuing strong growth, 
many analysts Expect addi­
tional rate increases this year.

Economists said todays re­
port provides the Fed with 
ammunition to raise interest 
rates again in March.

“It’s a strong report," said 
Paul Kasriel, economist with 
The Northern Trust Co. “The 
Federal Reserve, coming out 
of its meeting Wednesday, 
thought the risks were tilted 
toward inflation. Nothing in 
this report would alter that 
view."

Financial markets appeared 
to take the report and the 
prospects of further rate in­
creases in stride.

The Dow Jones stock aver­
age was up 65 points and the 
Nasdaq about 50 points in 
early morning trading.

Few surfers shopping at local sites

Hereford is linked with the 
rest of the world through the 
Internet, but it seems to be 
used mostly for e-mail, not e- 
commerce.

Several Hereford businesses 
have created webpages adver­
tising their products and ser­
vices. However, the sites have 
generated more inquiries than 
business.

According to an Associated 
P ress repo rt, the  Texas 
Comptroller's Office believes 
the Internet could be a boon 
to rural economic develop­
ment, although the necessary

technology is slow in arriving.
Sharon St rover,a University 

of Texas associate professor, 
conducted a study of rural 
Internet opportunities. Her 
study was published in Fincal 
NoteH, a publication in the 
comptroller’s office.

“Without adequate connec­
tions to advanced telecommu­
nications infrastructure and 
services, rural communities 
may not be able to fully par 
ticipate in the emerging infor 
mat ion economy," Ms. St rover 
said.

John Moore, a consultant 
who helped set up Web sites 
for rural Texas communities,

says the Internet could revi­
talize those areas, the article 
stated. He said it can help 
create jobs, keep young people 
from leaving and develop cot­
tage industries that sell their 
wares on the Web.

The Legislature in 1999 in­
structed the Public Utility 
Commission to prepare a re­
port on emerging technologies 
and the options for expanding 
those technologies in rural 
Texas And private companies 
and some state agencies are 
reporting expansion of com­
munications network infra­
structure to rural Texas, the 
comptroller's office said.

Richard Schlabs of Ag- 
Krane/Schlabs Manufacturing 
said it is difficult to deter­
mine how much impact his 
company’s webpage will have.

“It does give you the ability 
to place a small ad in a maga­
zine." Schlabs said. “It's hard 
to say how effective it is Be­
cause of the size of our prod­
uct, it's not ‘UPS-able’. But it 
is a way to lessen your adver­
tising expense.

“Some of the farm publica­
tions can he very , very ex­
pensive for a larger ad. But

Military boosts education
Army seeks 
dropouts, assists with 
high schcx)l diplomas 
and college pursuits

WASHINGTON A I’ — Tl»< 
Army in looking for high school 
dropoutm to boont recruitment, 
but it ntill pluiih to keep stan­
dard* high by helping them 
get diploma* and iiHHinting 
those with high school degrees 
to go through a two-year col­
lege course before they serve.

Meanwhile, the Navy an­
nounced Thursday a $5,000 
signing bonus for all new re­
cruits who can head for basic 
training by May 31. Larger 
bonuses are available for ap­
plicants who qualify for cer­
tain Jobs. Both services al­
ready offer other plans to help 
pay for college.

One Army program, GED 
Pins, offers select non-gradu­
ates help in getting a General 
Equivalency Diploma, which is 
considered equal to a high 
school degree, before they go 
on active duty. Only 6,000 re­
cruits will he offered the pro­
gram,

The other new- program, 
College Plus, provides recruits 
$150 a month or reserve train- 
ing pay, depending on where 
they enlist, to complete a two- 
year college degree before 
serving, As part of the test, 
reserve service will be manda­
tory at some enlistment cen­
ters. The program has no 
limit, but officials expect it to 
attract about 5,000 college stu­
dents.

In a reverse of the OI bill, 
which rewards service with 
help In education, the college 
plan offers education upfront

Unproven 
supplements 
could pose 
clangers to 
the unborn

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
new government rule threat­
ens pregnant woman and their 
babies by allowing dietary 
supplements to treat morning 
sickness without evidence the 
products are safe, says a peti­
tion filed Thursday.

The Food and Drug Admin­
is tra tio n  "atom s to have 
thrown caution to the wind 
and appears willing to endan­
ger unborn babies," said tha 
consumer advocacy group Pub­
lic Citizen and well-known 
birth defects expert Dr. Godfrey 
Oakley of Emory University.

The petition urges FDA to 
rescind Its ruling last month

take advantage of state pro­
grams that ofrer assistance to 
young people who are too old 
to go back to high school but 
need a GED to be eligible for 
military service. Overall, tha 
two programs would cost about 
$6 million, officials said.

Many are "minority and low- 
income youth who need a sec­
ond chance, and who have the 
desire and the ability to serve 
well and faithfully as soldiers 
in our Army," said Army Sec­
retary Louis Caldera.

He said recruitment at can­
ters in such cities as San 
Antonio and Los Angelas, 
where the GED Plus program 
will be available, will use Span- 
ish-languages ads.

But Hispanics won't be the 
only target.

"There are many young 
people in African-American, 
Native American, whit# com­
munities that fail to complete 
high school and also deserve 
to have that second chance 
opportunity," Caldera said.

The new incentives can 
bring "motivated young men 
and women back into the world 
of learning and the world of 
success," said Education Sec­
retary Richard Riley, who en­
dorsed both programs.

The Army has had difficulty

reluctant to use any Incentive 
that might decrease the qual­
ity of recruits.

But Caldera and retired Gen. 
Colin Powell, who also en­
dorsed the plans, insisted that 
won't happen, because recruits 
will still have to qualify 
through strict screening and 
will go on active duty only 
when thev have the equiva­
lent of a degree.

"We should have no fear 
that in any way are we going 
to lower the standards or the 
US. Army," Powell said a t a 
Pentagon news conference.

To be eligible for help in 
obtaining the GED, recruita 
must score in the top 60 
percent on a uniform military 
eligibility exam, score well In 
a motivational test, have no 
waiver for ding or alcohol 
abuse and must have volun­
tarily left high school and be 
too old to return.

allowing dietary supplements 
to sell as treatments tor "ordi­
nary" morning sickness and 
pregnancy-related leg swelling.

The FuA rule "runs counter 
to medical understanding and 
practice," Dr. Philip Landrigan 
of New York's Mount Sinai 
Hospital wrote FDA separately. 
"This decision has tha poten­
tial to put pregnant woman 
and their offspring at serious 
risk."

Dietary supplements do not 
undergo government scrutiny 
for safety or effectiveness be­
fore selling.

Federal law does prohibit 
supplements from claiming to 
treat diseases. Tha FDA, how­
ever, ruled that morning sick­
ness and leg swelling are not 
disaasei, so supplements can 
claim to treat them.

Pregnant woman are told 
to avoid chemicals in which 
fetal safety has not bean 
proven, and these supplements 
contain untested Iruredlents, 
said Public Citizen's Dr. Sidney 
Wolfe. Some supplement in­
gredients, such as ephedrine, 
actually are considered risky 
in pregnancy, he added.

Plus, lea swelling sometimes 
signals a Tlfe threatening con­
dition, he warned.

FDA officials declined com­
ment on tha petition. When 
asked if such products are safe, 
FDA spokesman Brad Stone 
said pregnant woman should 
consult a doctor.

The controversy should not 
be conflised with prenatal vi­
tamins and folic acid, dietary 
supplements that are impor­
tant in pregnancy, cautioned 
A nnette Dickinson of tha 
industry's Council for Respon­
sible Nutrition.

On Thursday, Lockney Su­
perintendent Ravmond Lusk 
Informed tha elder Tannahill 
that he would have 72 hours 
to appeal his son's punishment 
for reflislng tha teat, which la 
the same as someone who had 
tested positive for drugs: a 21- 
day suspension from extracur­
ricular activities, at least three 
days’ In-school suspension and 
three sessions of substance- 
abuse counseling.

for a yaar. Each time he ra- 
flises, It will be considered a 
repeat offense, and tha pun­
ishment escalates.

"It will be done first thins 
in the morning," Tannahill said 
Thursday of the appeal. "Brady ;

over. ... His academics coma 
first and If they are qoing to 
leave him alone, he needs to 
stay In there and keep learn­
ing."

I had a gas wall oven in* 

stalled several months ago. Af­
ter a casserole ran over, I 
decided to try the self-clean­
ing feature. I soon noticed 
that my eyes began to burn a 
little bit, but 1 didn't think too 
much about it. Then, I heard 
my parakeets squawking in a 
way that let me know they 
were distressed. Their cage 
was in the family room, which 
was about 18 feet from the 
oven. When I checked the 
cage, one bird looked as if it 
were paralyzed. When I took 
it out, the bird died in my 
hands. Within the next two 
hours, the other three para­
keets died, also. The one I 
had trained to sleep on the 
swing was the last to go.

I was determined to And 
out what happened to my pre­
cious birds. The first thing I 
considered was carbon-monox­
ide poisoning, but the fireman 
who checked it out could not 
find any sign of it in our 
house, and neither could our 
local utility emergency service. 
The fireman then told me that 
self-cleaning ovens, when they 
are first activated, may emit 
fames tha t can be harmfal to 
birds and small animals.

This was the first time I 
had used the self-cleaning fea­
ture on the oven.

So, Ann, my message to 
your readers is this: When 
you use your self-cleaning gas 
oven for the first time, open 
the windows and doors, and

carry your birds and small 
animals to a room as far from 
the oven as possible — or 
better yet, take them outside.

Rodman signs with Dallas
DALLAS (AP) — Dennis Rodman 

finally signed with the Dallas Mav­
ericks on Thursday and to show his 
dedication he's making a huge sac­
rifice.

He's not going to the Pro Bowl.
Instead of partying in Hawaii, 

Rodman will be sweating his way 
back into playing shape after nearly 
a yearlong absence from the NBA. 
He'll make his Mavs debut a t home 
Wednesday against Seattle.

Incoming team owner Mark Cu­
ban said he's not sure whether 
Rodman will travel with the team 
for road games Saturday against 
the Los Angeles Clippers or Sunday 
against the Vancouver Grisslies.

"If anything, I might take him to 
LA just to get him with his trainer 
because hee getting that serious," 
said Cuban, who personally pursued 
the NBA's most eligible free agent 
since shortly after agreeing to Duy 
the team in early January.

The 38-year-old forward has been 
out of the league since the Los 
Angeles Lakers got tired of his act 
and cut him after 23 games last 
April. He was holding out hope that 
new Lakers coach Phil Jackson 
might give him another chance.

But after no contenders were 
interested, Rodman let Cuban start 
wooing him.

Rodman soaked up some atten­
tion last week, then bolted for Su­

per Bowl parties in Atlanta. While 
there, he floated the idea of delay­
ing his return until after the Pro 
Bowl and maybe even the NBA all- 
star game Feb. 13.

But Rodman was back Tuesday 
and by Wednesday he started set­
tling Into his new residence: the 
4,000-sauare-foot guest house be­
hind Cuban’s mansion.

Rodman passed a physical Thurs­
day and signed his contract, then 
went for his second workout of the 
day. He was not at Reunion Arena 
for Dallas' game against Charlotte.

"I'm not going to try to stop 
Dennis from being Dennis," Cuban 
said. "I'm not going to say, ‘Ooh, 
Dennis, don't go out and party. Ooh, 
Dennis, you're talking to the wrong 
girls.' No. Dennis, go out and have 
fun — be Dennis.

"Dennis has managed to be Den­
nis and be very successful on the 
court for a long time."

Cuban also is allowing Rodman 
to ride a stationary bike instead of 
practicing and giving him permis­
sion to arrive at games later than 
his teammates.

Drexler and Olajuwon were 
teammates on the University

Drexler was not highly re­
cruited out of hiah school, 
but Houston coacn Guy V. 
Lewis made him an instant 
starter.

"Clyde was he first guy I 
started from the opening day 
of practice," Lewis said.

Study find* new way to deliver Insulin

WASHINGTON — Researchers have engineered cells 
that can store insulin until a pill triggers the hormone's 
release, a technique that may one day offer a needle-free 
treatm ent for diabetics.

In a study appearing today in the journal Science, 
researchers say that experiments with mice show the 
technique can correct high levels of sugar in the blood, 
the primary symptom of a common form of diabetes.

Tim Clackson, senior author of the study and a 
researcher at Ariad Pharmaceuticals in Cambridge, Mass., 
said the technique is now being tested on larger animals 
and could be ready for human testing within two years.

Clackson said the technique causes insulin to clump 
inside a cell with another protein, forming a molecule 
that is too large to leave the cell. A drug, given as a pill, 
breaks up the clump, allowing the insulin to flow into 
the blood stream in a wav that mimics the spurt of 
hormone normally secreted ny the pancreas.

"The amount of protein (such as insulin) tha t gets 
released is directly related to the amount of drug that is 
given," said Clackson. "The more drug you give, the 
more protein gets released into circulation.

In diabetes, the technique theoretically would allow a 
patient to precisely control insulin levels in the blood by 
a pill. Many diabetics now must control insulin levels by

WASHINGTON (AP) — Mov­
ing off welfare and into the 
work force can be traumatic 
for single mothers, but their 
children can also suffer by 
receiving poor child care tha t 
provides little stimulation or 
direction from adults, research­
ers say.

"The w elfare ro lls a re  
shrinking, but the number of 
toddlers placed in poor child 
care is expanding,” said Bruce 
Fuller, co-author of a study 
examining the impact of wel­
fare reform on nearly a thou­
sand single mothers and their 
children.

Most of those receiving poor 
care spent hours watching tale- 
vision with little exposure to 
reading or educational materi­
als, according to the study 
released Thursday.

Beginning in 1994, strict 
new rules and a v ib ran t 
economy caused welfare rolls 
to shrink. The number of wel­
fare families, mostly single 
mothers and their children, 
fell from more than 5 million 
in 1994 to half as many last 
year.

During the second half of 
1998, researchers from Yale 
University and the University 
of California, Berkeley, ran­
domly selected single mothers 
who had recently enrolled in 
welfare programs. About a 
third went to work during the 
six-month study.

The families lived in or near 
one of five cities: San Fran­
cisco or San Jose, Calif.; 
Manchester or New Haven,

Conn.; and Tampa, Fla.
The researchers interviewed 

the mother*, visited their child 
care providers and studied the 
children's early language and 
social skills.

While centers receiving fed­
eral or state binding cared for 
a third of the children, most 
of the children were cared for 
in homes by family, frienda or 
baby sitters.

Fuller said tha t in the cen­
ters, 65 percent of the teach­
ers or caregivers had some 
training beyond high school, 
while in the homes only 39 
percent had higher education.

T h e  education of the adult 
the child spends his or her 
day with is one of the stron­
gest predictors of child devel­
opment,” he said.

The home care environ- f* 
m enu were also more likely 
to be disorganised, unclean 
and lacking educational mate­
rials.

The federal governm ent 
gives about $3 billion to the 
states each year for child care 
subsidies, which can be used 
for professional providers or 
even family members who take 
care of the children. But many 
families don’t  take advantage 
of the aid because they simply 
don't know they’re eligible and 
the program is often confus­
ing, Fuller said.

In California and Florida, 
the researchers found that only 
half of all eligible women stud­
ied drew child care subsidies, 
including slots in centers and 
vouchers. In C onnecticut,

where nearly four out of five 
children were cared for in 
homes, only 18 percent of eli­
gible mothers received aid.

Other studies also have found 
low participation among former 
welfare recipients in child care 
programs.

Ellen Schwentke, 41, a San 
Francisco mother who partici­
pated in the study and was on 
welfare for three years, said it 
took more than  six months to 
find child care.

"There's a catch-22. You can't 
work if you don't have child 
care and you can’t  get child 
care if you're not working,” 
she said.

Since the study* Ellen has 
married and gotten a job as 
programmer^ and her daughter 
Nicole has had steady care in 
a center.

"We have a really great life,” 
she said. "But I had to fight for 
every bit of it and 1 don’t feel 
like I got a lot of help.”

The study also found:
• The proportion of mothers 
in th t  study experiencing de­
pression was about three times 
higher than the national aver­
age.
• The researchers said they 
detected delays in the language 
development of participating tod­
dlers and preschoolers in Cali­
fornia and Florida, but these 
problems could not be directly 
linked to welfare reform.
• One in five of the mothers 
said their household includes 
one member with an alcohol 
or drug abuse problem.

"These deeper problems fac­
ing poor women and their 
preschoolers are not solely a t­
tributable to welfare reform,” 
Yale researcher Sharon Lynn 
Kagan said. "But the fact is 
that single mothers, now un 
der pressure to leave home 
and find a job, are finding only 
mediocre child care a t best.”

Russian 
tanker is 
detained

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rus­
sia today demanded the re­
lease of a Russian tanker de­
tained by a U.S. Navy ship in 
the Persian Gulf on suspicion 
th a t it was carrying Iraqi oil 
in violation of s U.N. em­
bargo.

"We imperatively demand 
the immediate release of the 
Russian tanker,” Deputy For­
eign Minister Vasily Sredin told 
the Tass news agency. “We 
shall get it back and save both 
the ship and crew.”

Iraq is banned from most 
international commerce but iw 
allowed to export up to $5.2 
billion in oil every six months 
in order to buy food, medicine 
and other essentials for its 
people, and spare parts for its 
oil industry.

State Department spokes­
man James Foley said Thurs­
day the Clinton administration 
has been in contact with Rus­
sian officials for almost a 
month about the smuggling of 
Iraqi oil.

The seizure of the tanker 
Wednesday called attention to 
the recent mushrooming of il­
licit oil sales by Iraq. Such 
exports average 100,000 bar­
rels a day, compared with 
50,000 barrels in 1998, when 
oil prices were much lower, 
Foley said.

The Navy said it planned to 
divert and retain control of 
the merchant vessel Volga - 
Neft-147, pending a decision 
on whether to seize the oil.

A P entagon spokesm an, 
Army Col. Vince Ogilvie, said 
today two officials from the 
R ussian  consu la te  in the 
United Arab Emirates boarded 
the ship, which is in interna­
tional waters o ff the coast of 
Oman, as did two American 
defense attache officers.

Ogilvie, who was praveling 
with Defense Secretary Will­
iam Cohan in Germany, said 
he had no other details, but 
the boardings by Russian and 
American officials suggested an 
intensifying negotiation over 
how to settle the matter.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Campaign strategy — so what?

A study of major media 
outlets over two weeks lead­
ing up to the Iowa caucuses 
and the New Hampshire pri­
maries has concluded that a 
large part of the news pro­
duced was of little relevance 
to potential voters.

The Project for Excellence 
in Journalism, a journalist- 
run media watchdog group, 
deemed the presidential cam­
paign coverage to be heavy 
on political tactics and light 
on policy and the candidates' 
backgrounds in a study re­
leased Thursday.

Less than 1 percent, or 
just two of 430 stories pub­
lished in five major newspa­
pers or broadcast by nine net­
work and cable news programs 
explored the candidates' past 
records in more than a pass­
ing reference, the study said. 
It also found that more than 
half of the stories, or 54 per­
cent, concerned political top­
ics, such as fund-raising or 
tactics, compared to 24 per­
cent that related to public 
policy.

Only 13 percent of the sto­
ries were about subjects that 
actually would affect the pub­
lic if any of the candidates 
were elected president — such 
as their ideas, their honesty 
or how their constituents have 
fared in the past, the study 
said

It stopped short of conclud­
ing that media outlets would 
rather predict the winners of 
these contests than provide 
the information their audi­
ences need to make informed 
voting decisions.
