Farm income likely to fall
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

U.S. farm income will likely 
fall over the next two years 
until global demand cuts into 
the big stocks of grain that 
are keening commodity prices 
relatively low, the government 
said today.

Net farm income reached 
$48 billion last year, largely 
because of a record $22.7 bil­
lion in direct government pay­
ments. Farm earnings are ex­
pected to fall to $40.4 billion 
this year and then to $34.4

billion in 2001 before turning 
back up in 2002, the Agricul­
ture Department said in its 
economic projections for the 
next decade.

The projections don’t ac­
count for the possibility that 
Congress will approve another 
multibillion-dollar package of 
farm assistance this year.

Food prices, meanwhile, are 
expected to increase at an an­
nual rate of about 2.1 percent 
throughout the coming decade, 
less than the projected 2.7-

percent-a-year increase in the 
overall cost off living. Food 
prices are driven largely by 
labor and marketing costs 

With nn economic recovery 
under way in Asia and else­
where, “global demand and 
trade are strengthening and 
gains in U.S. agvicultural ex­
ports are projected to resume 
in 2001. The buildup of global 
supplies is projected to keep 
agricultural prices under pres­
sure over the next several 
years,” IJSI)A said.

U.S farm exports are ex­
pected to remain flat this year 
at $49 billion but rise to $51.2 
billion in 2001 and then to 
$75.9 billion by the end of the 
decade.

U.S exports could be much 
stronger, depending how much 
China buys, the department 
said.

“Future trends in China’s 
agricultural trade are key in 
the global outlook for com­
modity trade and prices," 
USDA said

U.S. factory orders drop
WASHINGTON (AP) — Or­

ders to U.S. factories for big- 
ticket manufactured goods fell 
in January, led by the steep­
est decline in orders for elec­
tronic and other electrical 
equipment in 2 V i years.

The Commerce Department 
reported today that orders for 
durable goods dropped by 1.3 
percent last month, the first 
decline since October, to a sea­
sonally adjusted $214.8 billion.

That followed a sizzling 6.3 
percent advance in December 
— the biggest gain in seven 
years. The December increase 
bad been reported earlier at 
5.5 percent.

Even w ith the drop, 
January’s performance was 
stronger than the 2 percent 
decline many analysts were 
forecasting.

Economists, who were pre-

dieting a decrease, have cau­
tioned that a drop in durable- 
goods orders shouldn’t be 
viewed as weakness in the 
industrial sector. Economists 
said the underlying trend in 
orders remains firm and they 
expect manufacturers to per­
form well this year.

Orders in January were 6.5 
percent higher than the same 
month last year.

Strong business and con­
sumer spending is fueling the 
red-hot economy. On Friday, 
the government will release a 
revised e stim ate  for the 
economy’s growth in the last

three months of 1999 and 
some economists believe it will 
be much stronger than the 
5.8 percent rate the govern­
ment initially estimated.

The inflation sensitive mar­
ket for government bonds al­
ready was rising when the 
figures came out and held on 
to the early gains. Yields on 
30-year Treasury bonds, which 
fall when prices rise, dipped 
to 6.08 percent in early trad 
ing today from 6.12 percent 
late Wednesday.

Stocks headed down today. 
The Dow Jones blue-chip av 
erage lost more than 200

points in the first 90 minutes 
of trading and dropped briefly 
below the 10,000 level. The 
Nasdaq index, reversing ear­
lier gains, dropped 50 points.

In a separate report today, 
the Labor Department said 
the number of Americans fil­
ing new claims for unemploy­
ment benefits last week fell 
by 7,000 to 278.000, suggest­
ing that employers continue 
to have trouble finding work­
ers to fill job openings.

The Federal Reserve has 
bumped up interest rates four 
times since June, totaling a 
full percentage point. Even 
though those actions made 
borrowing more expensive for 
businesses and consumers, the 
higher rates still haven’t had 
much impact in terms of sig­
nificantly  slowing the 
economy.

Appeals try to stop execution

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — A 62-year-old woman’s claims 
of domestic abuse have failed to halt her execution set for this 
evening for fatally shooting her fifth husband and burying him 
in a flower garden outside her house.

Gov. George W. Bush and the federal appeals courts today 
remained the only hopes for life for Betty Lou Beets.

On Wednesday, U S. District Judge James Nowlin denied 
Beets’ request for a temporary restraining order and threw out 
a lawsuit filed bv her attorneys against the parole board and 
prison system. The suit, which said state officials were violat­
ing their own rules governing pardons, was another example of 
a prisoner attempting to delay execution at the last moment, 
the judge said.

Beets’ attorney took the case to the federal appeals courts 
while prison officials Wednesday moved her from the female 
death row at Gatesville to near the death house in Huntsville, 
about 150 miles to the southeast.

A day earlier, the Texas Board of Pardons and Paroles 
rejected the great-grandmother’s pleas for a 180-day reprieve 
or commutation of her sentence to life in prison, meaning 
Bush, under Texas law, could grant Beets only a 30-day 
reprieve. During Bush’s 51/2 years as governor, 119 convicted 
killers have been executed in Texas.

Groups honor slain workers
HOUSTON (AP) — They came clad in turbans and jeans, 

suits and fiats. They tied on black armbands and flooded a 
downtown plaza, waving signs that read: “Combat the recent 
rise in attacks against Pakistanis and Indians!” and “Prosper­
ous Houston needs safe businesses!"

Members of Houston’s Asian and Middle Eastern communi­
ties turned out by the hundreds Wednesday to honor five 
convenience store clerks gunned down during robberies in 
recent weeks.

Meanwhile, an estimated 2,000 convenience store owners did 
the unheard of: locked their cash registers, chained their doors 
and left 24-hour markets closed for business.

“I think this is the first time in convenience store history,” 
mini-mart owner Hasan Anwar said during the lunchtime rally.

Lethal Injection ordered for Hall
FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — No matter how much they 

tried to prove convicted murderer Michael Wayne Hall was 
mentally impaired and didn’t deserve to die, defense attorneys 
couldn’t overcome his videotaped confession.

Jurors who saw the video twice during Hall’s trial needed 
just three hours Wednesday to sentence the 20-year-old to 
death. That same jury, after just 20 minutes of deliberations 
last week, found Hall guilty of capital murder in the torture 
slaving of Amy Robinson.

(Jnder Texas law, Hall’s sentence will be appealed automati­
cally.

In a jailhouse interview made after his arrest in March 
1998. Hall was articulate and appeared clear-headed as he 
described in detail how he and Robert Neville Jr. lured the 19- 
year-old Robinson into their car and later tortured and killed 
her.

“I suspect that is the one thing that did not change for 
them," defense attorney Paul Conner said of the video.

The prison, owned and op­
erated by Wackenhut Correc­

1998 and is one of two 
privately run juvenile prisons 
in the state. A Wackenhut 
spokesman said the report ex­
aggerated the prison’s prob­
lems and ignored efforts to 
resolve them.

The state’s other private 
prison, the Tallulah Correc­
tional Center for Youth, was 
taken over by the state last 
year after Justice Department 
reports highlighted similar con­
ditions.

Justice Department experts 
who visited the Jena prison 
said they found evidence that 
guards use excessive force rou­
tinely and abuse, mistreat and 
humiliate the young prison­
ers.

The report noted “rem ark­
able similarities in the alleged 
manner in which security of-

Digital TV fast approaching rsallty
WASHINGTON (AP) — By 

next year, consumers should 
be able to buy digital TV sets 
that work with their cable 
system s, removing a key 
hurdle slowing adoption of the 
new technology.

An agreement between tele­
vision makers and cable op­
erators announced Wednesday 
ends an impasse over techni­
cal standards that let digital 
sets communicate with digital 
cable boxes. The industries ex- 

ct cable customers should 
e able to buy cable-ready digi­

tal sets within 18 months. 
About two-thirds of Americans 
get their television signals via 
cable.

“With these agreements, 
many more consumers will 
soon be able to access the 
wonders of digital television 
through cable,” said Gary 
Shapiro, president of the Con­
sumer Electronics Association. 
“This is yet another giant step 
forward in the transition to 
DTV.”

Digital television allows 
broadcasters to squeeze more 
video and data into existing 
channel space, offering sharper 
pictures, more channels, stock 
quotes or other data transm it­
ted to home computers.

The agreem ent includes 
specifications to ensure con­
sumers can get their cable 
signals on digital sets, said 
Robert Sachs, head of the Na­
tional Cable Television Asso­
ciation.

He said the pact should pre­
vent the need for government 
intervention, but regulators at 
the Federal Communications 
Commission said thev still may 
need to atep in if two key 
disputes remained unresolved.

The nation’s broadcasting 
lobby balked at the agreement,

saying tha t it leaves outstand­
ing issues, including the defi­
nition of what constitutes a 
cable-ready receiver.

“This is only a piece of the 
solution, and represents a 
transparent attempt by both 
cable operators and TV manu­
facturers to avoid an FCC rule 
desperately needed by consum­
ers," said Dennis Wharton, 
spokesman for the National 
Association of Broadcasters.

The first high-definition tele­
visions began selling in late 
1998, and more than 100 TV 
stations reaching 50 percent 
of the American people now 
offer the option of receiving 
high-quality digital TV signals. 
But the pictures are eroded 
through cable converters to 
quality not much better than 
traditional analog TVs. Cable 
TV customers with digital TV 
sets always have the option of 
using rabbit ears to receive 
broadcasters' digital channels.

FCC chairman Bill Kennard 
had set an April 1 deadline for 
a compromise on some issues 
and said he was circulating 
draft rules to his colleagues'in 
case the differences were not 
resolved.

On Wednesday, he praised 
the industries for deals on the 
direct connection of digital re­
ceivers to cable, and how to 
pass tuning and schedule ) 
formation through cable s) < 
terns so consumers can use 
them with on-screen program 
guides. The latter will be in­
creasingly important as digital 
service greatly expands the 
number of channels available 
to consumers.

The “industry agreement on 
digital TV technical standards 
will jump start the digital revo­
lution for television,” Kennard
said.

Two other matters still need 
to be worked out, Kennard
said:

—labeling sets so consum­
ers know whether their digital 
set connects to other digital 
appliances, such as a digital
VCR

—copy protection technology 
to prevent cable shows from 
being illegally intercepted, or 
pirated, while still letting con­
sumers make copies for their 
own use.

Until those m atters are re­
solved, FCC Commissioner Su­
san Ness warned against de­
claring “victory when the

R ichardson, Texas-based 
Lyrick Studios, the licenser of 
Barney books and videos — 
the popular purple dinosaur 
that sings — says the books’ 
publisher, Publications Inter­
national Ltd., is offering re­
placements or substitute books 
to parents who bought ones 
containing the image.

While the picture of a bare­
breasted woman massaging a 
man is not outwardly visible, 
it has turned up in the stiff­
ening material beneath a key­
pad designed to play music as 
the child reads the book, 
Lyrick spokeswoman Kelly 
Lane said.

At least one child has dis­
covered the picture.

Some of tne material, how­
ever, contains only text about 
sensual and exotic massage 
written in either a Scandina­
vian language or German, she 
said.

In the last three years, most

AP Puiitu at Wriirr

WASHINGTON (AP) — His 
cloak of inevitability in ta t­
ters, George W. Bush is now 
being second-guessed by sup­
porters who object to his cam­
paign tactics and warn that 

rival John McCain 
is a serious threat 
to the establish­
ment-backed candi­
date.

Governors, fund­
raisers and rank­
ing GOP officials 
a re  c ritiq u in g  
Bush’s campaign in 

Bush the afterm ath of 
McCain’s sweep of 

Michigan and Arizona in 
Tuesday’s primaries. The com­
plaints ranged from his deci­
sion to visit a conservative 
South Carolina university — 
which one governor called 
“stupid’’ — to the $1 million 
TV ad campaign in McCain’s 
home state. »

“I think there’s a learning 
curve happening right now in 
terms of running a national 
campaign,” said Chris DePino, 
chairman of the Connecticut 
R epublican P arty  and a 
staunch Bush supporter.

The allies said they still 
believe Bush will prevail in 
upcoming primaries. “When 
it comes down to it, and they 
actually have to choose a 
nominee and a president, vot­
ers are going to be looking 
for the guy who had done 
stuff and not just look at the 
slogans and a lot of rah,” 
Arkansas Gov. Mike Huckabee 
said “That’s when Governor 
Bush will prevail."

But their willingness to cri­
tique the campaign under­
scores a growing concern 
about the candidate they 
anointed a front-runner long 
before the first votes were 
cast.

McCain, meanwhile, crowed 
about his “overwhelming and 
phenomenal victory” during a

Washington state swing, as 
both campaigns drew up strat­
egies for a two-week stretch 
of contests in 16 states and 
four American territories.

Republicans were h it with 
the stark realization Wednes­
day that they may be in for a 
long, expensive race that could 
produce a weakened nominee.

“There’s a lot of people who 
signed on early with Gover­
nor Bush who are wondering 
why this is going on so long. 
New Hampshire party chair­
man Steve Duprey said.

The sentiment was echoed 
throughout GOP circles, as 
the fallout from the Michigan 
defeat engulfed Bush’s closest 
allies.

Several said his visit to 
Bob Jones University, re ­
nowned for anti-Catholic sen­
timents, gave McCain an is­
sue in Michigan and several 
other prim ary states with 
large Catholic populations.

“I think it was stupid,” Con­
necticut Gov.- John Rowland 
said.

O klahom a Gov. F rank  
Keating, one of Bush's closest 
allies, questioned why the 
Texan spent $1 million to air 
TV ads in Arizona. Bush lost 
the state by nearly a 2-to-l 
margin, though McCain didn't 
broadcast any ads.

“You want to play in every 
state and show that you’re a 
national candidate, but obvi­
ously a sitting senator’s home 
state is not a place you want 
to invest many resources," 
Keating said.

DePino, one of Bush’s early 
fund-raisers, sighed loudly into 
the telephone when the sub­
ject of Arizona spending came 
up. “I just wish I had a little 
more input on how they di­
rected some of this money,” 
he said.

Bush struggled to defend 
the Arizona spending, telling 
reporters, “I never expected 
to win Arizona. It was just 
part of our overall strategy."

CALIFORNIA GOP
McCain gains endorsements 
from top Republican officials

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) 
— San Diego Mayor Susan 
Golding is endorsing Sen. 
John McCain for president to­
day, saying his character and 
his command of foreign policy 
make him the best candidate 
for the White House.

French Defense Minister Alain Richard told a Pcnta-

Ron news conference Wednesday that his government 
ad approved sending 600 to 700 more troops to help 

quell the rising violence in Kosovska Mitrovica, an 
ethnically divided city in northern Kosovo. That repre­
sents about one-third of the i^sinforcements requested by 
NATO commanders.

"It is simply normal military business to decide ... to 
make the real provisions so that we take control of the 
situation there, Richard said. France already has about 
4,500 troops in Kosovo.

Defense Secretary William Cohen, appearing with 
Richard, said no decision had been made on whether 
more American troops would go. He said that would be 
decided after it was clear what NATO commanders 
needed.

"We frankly don't anticipate that this is going to be a 
long-term problem but rather a flashpoint that has 
erupted in the last few days or weeks, and that's the 
reason we think tha t a greater show of force and a 
greater capability is going to be essential,” Cohen said.

WASHINGTON — A coalition of anti-poverty group* 
said states are hoarding $7 billion in unspent federal 
fands earmarked to help poor Americans and called on 

to it tha t the money is used to assistgovernors to 
low-income families.

Seventeen states each have accumulated more than 
$100 million in unspent federal fands from 1997 to 1999. 
Other states have tens of millions of dollars they haven’t 
spent, a study by the National Campaign for Jobs and 
Income showed.

California had the most, with $1.6 billion. New York 
had the second highest amount — $1.1 billion — and 
Ohio was third, with nearly $734 million. Forty-Ave 
states and the District of Columbia had surpluses, the 
report showed.

The group’s study, released today ahead of a weekend 
meeting of the National Governors Association, added up 
state fands that had not yet been committed to anti­
poverty programs and fands tha t were earmarked for
