Farmers, ranchers OK’d 
to mow along highways

of-way in Texas, this will be a help 
to livestock producers whose hay 
supplies are dwindling due to drought 
and supplemental feeding starting ear­
lier than usual."

AUSTIN (API — To help 
cope with the drought, farm­
ers and ranchers may now 
mow and bale vegetation along 
highway rights-ot-way, state of- 
(icials announced Tuesday.

The forage may he obtained 
hy farmers and ranchers who 
have written permission from 
Texas Department of Trans­
portation district offices, the 
Texas Department of Agricul­
ture said.

“With the miles of highway 
rights f way in Texas, this will 
he a help to livestock produc­
ers whoso hay supplies are 
dwindling due to drought and 
supplemental feeding starting 
earlier than usual. Agricul­
tu re  Com m issioner Susan 
Combs said.

Texas is in the middle of its 
third major drought in four

years, with weather forecasts 
calling for dry conditions to 
continue into the spring.

Rainfall last year was be­
low normal averages in all 10 
of the state’s geographic re 
gions.

At least 95 of the state’s 
254 counties have received 
drought disaster declarations 
from the U.S agriculture sec­

retary, and that number could 
increase, TDA spokesm an 
Allen Spelce said Tuesday.

A month ago, agriculture 
officials said 71 percent of the 
state’s ranges and pastures 
were in poor to very poor con­
dition. Spelce said the agency 
is preparing an updated evalu­
ation of those conditions, add­
ing, "It’s gotten worse."

To help livestock producers, 
Texas officials have been in 
contact with other states look­
ing for available grazing and 
haying pasture and are oper­
ating a hay and grazing tele­
phone hotline.

Combs said the transporta­
tion department's decision to 
allow mowing and baling of 
rights-of-way would help with 
another drought-related prob­
lem — the growing threat of 
wildfires. The Texas Forest 
Service has classified much of 
the state in high fire danger.

“In addition to providing 
forage for producers, the po­
tential threat of wildfires is 
reduced by removing vegeta­
tion as a fuel source," Combs 
said. “This is another impor­
tant way to protect our agri­
cultural lands from wildfires."

■  Aetna now 
won’t cover 
most marrow 
transplants

NEW YORK (AP) — Aetna, 
the nation's largest health in­
surer, has decided to drop cov­
erage of bone marrow trans­
plants for women with breast 
cancer unless they are in a 
federally sponsored study, a 
spokeswoman said today.

Aetna reversed its position 
after it was disclosed earlier 
this month tl at a South Afri­
can study of the treatment 
contained falsified data.

“At this point in time there 
is no credible evidence that 
thia approach is likely to be 
better than a more conven­
tional approach," said Dr. 
Arthur Leibowitz, chief medi­
cal officer for Aetna U.S. 
Healthcare. “We now have five 
well controlled studies that 
show this thing doesn’t work."

The study was the only one 
of the five long-awaited stud­
ies that had initially found 
the treatm ent helped prolong 
survival rates. The four other 
studies released in April 1999 
found no difference in sur­
vival for breast cancer pa­
tients who underwent the ar­
duous bone marrow transplant 
therapy than those who tried 
less risky treatment.

The findings prompted top 
cancer specialists to conclude 
that, at least for women with 
advanced breast cancer, a bone 
marrow transplant was not a 
good option.

Patient advocacy groups 
such as the National Breast 
Cancer Coalition have also ad­
vised that women who don’t 
qualify for a medical research 
testing, should not try bone 
transplant therapy.

In the controversial treat­
ment, women receive ultra- 
high doses of chemotherapy, 
which destroy the patient’s 
bone marrow, followed by a 
bone m arrow  tran sp lan t. 
Thousands of women have de­
manded the procedure, believ­
ing it is their last, best hope.

Bone marrow transplants 
usually cost at least $100,000.

Insurers initially balked at 
covering the treatment in the 
late 1980s, but eventually 
most paid for it after pressed 
by lawsuits and fears about a 
public relations backlash.

U.S. housing starts soar in January
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Housing construction grew by 
1.5 percent in January to its 
highest level in a year despite 
harsh weather th a t raked 
parts of the country and a 
continued upswing in mort­
gage rates

The Commerce Department 
said today that builders be­
gan work on new units at a 
seasonally adjusted annual 
rate of 1.78 million last month, 
the highest level since 1.80

million units were started in 
January 1999.

Last month's performance 
was much stronger than many 
analysts were expecting. They 
had forecast a decline of 3.5 
percent. In Decern lie r, housing 
starts rose by a brisk 5.1 per­
cent, hut that was weaker than 
the 7.1 percent rise the gov­
ernment previously reported.

The Federal Reserve has 
boosted interest rates four 
times since June to slow the

red-hot economy and keep in­
flation from escalating. Those 
rate increases made borrow­
ing more expensive.

Many economists believe the 
economy continues to grow ui 
a too-rapid pace that probably 
can’t he sustained without trig­
gering inflation. Given that, 
they widely expect the central 
hank will hump up interest 
rates again in March.

Interest rates edged higher 
this morning on the inflation-

sensitive market for govern­
ment bonds, with yields on 30- 
year Treasurys rising to 6.27 
percent from 6.64 percent late 
Tuesday. The Dow Jones aver­
age of 30 blue-chip stocks lost 
ui' nnints in the first hour of 
trading hut Nasdaq index 
gained 12 points.

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Pet obesity: no laughing matter
NEW YORK (AP> — The 

experts recommend more 
exercise, low-fat diets snd 
fewer snacks. It can be 
tough medicine for doting 
pet owners, let alone for 
their overweight pets.

Fist cats may be celebri­
ties in comic strips, but 
rea l-life  obesity among 
America's cats — and dogs 
— is no joke. Veterinarians 
consider it the  leading 
health problem, affecting an 
estimated 30 percent of cats 
snd dogs.

"Our dogs and cats are 
eating themselves to death,* 
warns Evan Kirk of the 
Brewer Animal Hospital in 
Springfie ld , 111. "Their 
lifespan is short enough al­
ready, without making them 
even shorter by allowing 
obesity to occur/

To meet the threat, pet­
food m anufacturers offer 
diet products almost as di­
verse as those for humans. 
One company produces Nor­
wegian kelp for dogs; oth­
ers promote "holistic dog 
food" that combines grains, 
vegetables, fruits and nerbal 
supplements.

Julie Churchill operates 
a weight-loss clinic a t the 
University of Minnesota's 
College of Veterinary Medi­
cine.

"The average American 
dog these days is s couch 
potato," she says. "Our men­
tal concept of a healthy 
puppy is a roly-poly over­
weight puppy."

She advises owners to 
reduce the quantity and 
richness of treats they offer 
their pets.

Some cat owners seem 
blase about their pet's waist­
line, according to a survey 
re leased  la s t week by 
Ralston Purina, the pet food 
company.

Nearly half the 677 own­
ers d ldu t know how to de­
termine if their cat was too 
fat. About 40 percent of 
those who admitted owning 
a fat. cat also said they 
were doing nothing about 
it. *

V eterinarians say it’s 
simple to recognize too 
much weight: Pets will

Sedentary people tend to 
have sedentary pets, Kirk says, 
and owners who ei\joy high- 
calorie dieta tend to pamper 
their pets with high-calorie 
treats.

"Pets can have a lot of 
control over their owners,” he 
says. "When people feed their 
pet, they see tne response, 
and it makes them feel good."

New York City publicist Erics 
Fineberg says only one of her 
cats really needs to lose 
weight. .

“He does get his exercise, 
though," Fineberg says of Jack, 
a 20-pound Mancoon. "My other

two cata chase him because 
he's always after their food.”

In Gaithersburg, Md., Betty, 
a yellow Labrador, lost 15 
pounds following a 
veterinarian's recommendation. 
Owner Bill Deller's regimen 
for Betty included daily two- 
mile runs and a switch from 
canned to dry dog food.

"She wouldn't eat it a t first 
— she was looking for more,” 
he says. "But it was either 
that or not aat."

Like overweight hum ans, 
obese pets are vulnerable to 
health problems: diabetes, a r­
thritis, and skin, heart or uri­
nary tract diaeases. Especially 
prone to obesity are spayed 
pets, and those living in apart­
ments. *

"It’s humanly impossible for 
most dog owners to exercise a 
dog the way they need to be,” 
says Randy Klein, co-owner of 
a pet health-food store in New

York City.
She adds that even regu­

lar pet food cah keep a 
pet trim.

"It's not so much what 
people are feeding their 
pets as how,” she says. ”A 
lot of people are leavin |

Foundation pulls anti-smoking ads
NEW YORK (AP) — The 

organization behind the big­
gest U.S. anti-smoking cam­
paign is going to be watched 
bv critics and fans alike to see 
if it has lost its nerve after 
pulling two of its first four 
commercials amid complaints 
the ads went too far.

The American Legacy Foun­
dation withdrew tne ads to 
defrise a potentially distracting 
debate over whether the ads 
amounted to an improper per­
sonal attack on tobacco com­
panies or were an arresting 
way to educate teens about 
the risks of smoking.

One of the pulled ads 
showed young people stacking 
"body bags" on the sidewalk 
outside a tobacco company 
building, while the o ther 
showed teens equipped with a 
lia detector trying to get into 
a tobacco company's offices to 
quiz sales executives about 
whether smoking was addic­
tive.

The building was not spe­
cifically identified in either ad 
but the commercials were 
filmed inside and outside the 
Philip Morris Cos. headquar­
ters in Manhattan.

Philip Morris, the world's 
biggest cigarette maker, and 
some state attorneys general 
cried foul snd the CBS televi­
sion network refiised to run 
the two ads.

"It is obvious we pushed a 
number of buttons snd we are 
going to kr pushing but-

tons," Cheryl Healton, presi­
dent and chief executive of 
the foundation, said Tuesday.

But she said  th a  
foundation's board voted Mon­
day to withdraw the two ads 
temporarily after "concerns 
were raised from a variety of 
sectors.” Addressing tha con­
troversy, she said, threatened 
to divert her from her main 
mission of reducing youth 
smoking.

The ads are part of a $1.5 
billion anti-smoking campaign 
being financed with proceeds 
from the Industry's huge 1998 
settlement with the states over 
claims for reimbursement for 
treating sick smokers.

The foundation was created 
to oversee the anti-smoking 
advertising and educational ef­
forts, and last weak it began 
running its first commercials 
developed by a team of agen­
cies led by Arnold Communi-' 
cations of Boston.

The "Body Bag" ad ran on 
the USA network while "Lie 
Detector” ran on tha cable 
channel Comedy Central. On 
Tuesday, Philip Morris said it 
was pleased the two ads had 
been withdrawn.

"HopefUUy this is a one­
time incident in which tha 
tobacco companies dem on­
strate that they haven't really 
changed by threatening the 
foundation whenever it pro­
duces hard-hitting ads that put 
the tobacco industry in a bad 
light," said tobacco critic Mat­

thew Myers, head of the Cam­
paign for Tobacco-Free Kids.

He said the foundation's 
overall campaign is still hard­
hitting but adaed the "critical 
po inr will be to measure if 
the foundation continues in 
that direction.

The other two ads are paro­
dies of soft drink and sneaker 
commercials, showing one of 
three product users being un­
expectedly vaporised. The mes­
sage: "Only one product actu­

ally kills a third of the people 
who use it. Tobacco.” Other 
ads are expected to s tart run­
ning soon.

"It was not worth being dis­
tracted by one or two ads with 
others in the arsenal,” Attor­
ney General Christina Gregoire 
of Washington, who lad the 
states in the negotiations with 
the tobacco industry and chairs 
the American Legacy Founda­
tion, said through a spokes­
man.

Keyes asked, drawing a stem  
retort from McCain.

"I've seen enough killing in 
my life, a lot more than you, 
and I know how precious hu­
man life is,” McCain said. "Do 
not bring my daughter into 
it."

Bush refused to answer a 
similar question about one of 
his daughters.

Bush and  McCain also 
traded barbs over tax cuts, an 
area where McCain argues 
that Bush would fritter away 
the budget surplus with an 
overly generous proposal. Bush 
rejects that, arguing that he 
simply wants to give money 
back to the people Instead of 
leaving it with Washington bu­
reaucrats.

McCain said Bush "really 
went over the line" by letting 
an ally accuse him of aban­
doning veterans. "You're put- 

out stuff that's unbeliev­
able, George, and 
it’s got to stop," he 
said.

T h is  is prob­
ably the nastiest 
cam paign th a t 
people nave seen 
in a long time," 
McCain said. "But 
look, I'm enjoying 
it, this is a great 
and exh ilarating  
experience."

Bush said 
McCain was play­
ing the  victim .

So It went, alternating be­

They 
squabbled about abortion, on 
which they basically agree, 
with Keyes the absolutist de­
nouncing them both for favor­
ing exceptions to the ban they 
both advocate. They argued 
taxes, as they have before, 
Bush saying he wants to send 
more money back to taxpay­
ers, McCain urging a smaller 
tax cut, with more fluids to be 
used for Social Security and 
debt reduction.

Neither candidate wanted to 
be cast as the attacker, a role 
tha t can turn off voters. But 
neither wanted to let the 
other's offense go unrebutted.

As in McCain's double-edged 
retort after Bush called nls 
tax plan a  reflection of the 
We4i&4tQa'4nentallty. "It's the 
grown-up mentality, McCain 
said, the mentality that recog­
nises obligations lik<> the na­
tional debt have to be paid.

"I want to give people their 
money back. Bush said. "... 
And, John, you know, grown­
up or non-grown-up,that s kind 
or a line you’re trying to come 
across with."

Indeed it was, against the 
rival whose father, tne former

Eresident, had come to New 
lampshlre and urged people 

to vote for his boy.

WASHINGTON (AP) — House Republican leaders say that 

putting trade relations with China on a permanent basis is at 
the top of their efforts this year to promote free trade policies.

The GOP leaders, a t a news conference Tuesday, said they 
will also move ehrly this year on measures to open trade with 
sub-Saharan Africa and the Caribbean and to reassert the U.S.
leadership role in the World Trade Organisation.

The administration, also gearing up for an expected summer 
vote on China, estimated tha t a U.S.-China 
November on opening Chinese m arkets could 
exports to $3 billion annually.

Gonzalez said in the letter, 
dated Monday.
