■ House, Senate taking 
different approaches in 
dealing with fuel prices

W A SH IN G TO N  (A PI — Tax 
breaks are  still on th e  m inds of 
congressional leaders try ing  to find 
a political solution to rising  oil 
prices, bu t th e  House and  Senate 
a re  approaching th e  question  in  
much different ways.

Senate  M ajority L eader T ren t 
Lott, R-Mlss., in troduced a p a ir  of 
gas-tax bills th is  week. One would 
roll back un til J a n u a ry  the 4.3- 
cents-a-gallon increase imposed in  
1993. Tne o ther would enact a  
tem porary  "tax holiday” and su s­
pend the  18.4-cents-per-gallon fed­
era l gas tax  if pum p prices top $2 a 
gallon th is year.

House Republicans, m eanw hile, 
already have backed away from 
plans to reduce gas taxes as a
quick wav of e a sin g  th e  price 
crunch. OOP opponents said there 
were no g u a ran tees  the  m eager 
relief would be passed on to cus­
tom ers, and  e lim inating  the tax  
would take billions of dollars from 
critical road and bridge projects.

Rep. J.C. W atts of O klahom a, 
the  fourth -rank ing  House Republi­
can, outlined the new House ap­
proach in a speech Friday: a ttack  
the  C linton adm in is tra tion 's  poli­
cies as incapable of reducing U S. 
dependency on foreign oil and pass 
a package of tax  b reaks and other 
legislation to increase dom estic oil 
production.

"When America looks outside our 
borders for more and more of the 
energy it needs, when we become 
more and more dependent on for­
eign product, we slowly weaken 
our national security here at home,* 
Watts said.

The House GOP plan described 
by Watts would:

• Enact tax credits for marginal 
or low-producing oil wells, permit 
producers to expense geological 
costs and rental payments on tax 
returns and allow independent pro­
ducers five years to *carry back* 
past losses on their current tax 
returns. Other tax proposals would 
modify the way oil production is 
treated by the alternative mini­
mum tax and scrap limits on net 
taxable income.

• Open more federal lands to oil 
production in an environmentally 
responsible way, explore the poten­
tial of the vast Arctic National 
Wildlife Reftige in Alaska and re­
duce royalties where federal min­
eral holdings are expensive.

• Require the Energy Depart­
ment to report to Congress and 
President Clinton by July 4 on 
recommendations to enhance do­
mestic oil production.

In the Senate. Lott’s proposed 
gas-tax rollbacks already nave en­
countered significant opposition 
from Democrats and Republicans, 
even though revenue for highway

fprojects would bo replaced by trans- 
erring cash from the projected 

budget surplus. Sens. John Warner. 
R-Va., George Voinovich, R-Ohio, 
and Max Baucus, D Mont., oppose 
the legislation.

"It’s going to shortchange the 
American public, and it’s short­
sighted* Baucus said.

The 4.3-cent rollback has politi­
cal appeal for Republicans because 
Vice P resident A1 Gore cast the tie ­
breaking vote th a t  allowed the in ­
crease to pass the  Senate  seven 
years ago Lott would probably need 
to get 60 votes to overcome parlia­
m entary  roadblocks in the  Senate.

Doctors keep her busy

One of the busiest people nt Here­
ford Regional Medical Center isn’t a 
physician.

However, Carole Jackson stays 
busy because of doctors.

As director of the hospital's labc- 
ratory, Jackson and her staff of 10 
are kept busy conducting tests — 
coagulates, hematology, chemistry, 
drug/substance and basic microbiol­
ogy — that are requested by doc­
tors

And, few of the hospital's tests 
are sent out to other laboratories, 
Jackson said. About 3 percent of the 
tests ordered by physicians are sent 
to outside laboratories, with checks 
for hepatitis accounting for the bulk 
of these, Jackson said.

A native of Ashland. Kan., Jack- 
son earned her bachelor’s degree in 
biological science at Ft. Hays State 
University in Hays, Kan. After gradu­

ation, she received training at St. 
Joseph's Hospital in Wichita.

She was working at a hospital 
laboratory in Great Bend, Kan., 
when she met her future husband.

Jackson, a native of Vega, was 
working in Kansas. After their m ar­
riage. tne Jacksons settled in Vega, 
where he does custom farming.

They have two children , 
Stephanie, a student at Angelo State 
University in San Angelo, and 
Amanda, a student at South Plains 
College in Levelland.

Jackson has been with HRMC for 
about 7‘4» years, coming to the hos­
pital from High Plains Baptist (now 
Baptist St. Anthony’s in Amarillo*.

She also has picked up post gradu­
ate credits at West Texas A&M 
University in Canyon. However, her 
post-graduate studies have been in 
computer science, which she says is 
very important in her highly techni­
cal profession.

"I have always been interested in 
the medical field. 1 eidoy working 
with the equipment, learning as 
much as I can about all of the new 
technology,” she said, adding the 
technology seems to be changing 
every day.

"Th ere have been so m any 
changes. We have gone from ail 
manual (testing) to all automated, 
with everything interfaced through 
the computer." she said.

Also, the hospital laboratories are 
more safety-conscious than when she 
started in the field, she said.

"This- year we’ll work even more 
on safety factors — safer needles, 
shots, everything. The whole hospi­
tal will be looking at safety this 
year," she said.

One of the biggest problems she 
has to deal with as laboratory direc­
tor is keeping abreast of the federal

"We do about 200 sam ples per day. About

"But we 
do them  for quality  reasons" because tha 
taste  are necessary for the  doctor to m ake an  
Informed diagnosis of a pa tien t's  condition.

"It seems like Medicare changes its rules every 
day," she said, noting many tests th a t were billable 
last year are not th is year end some th a t were not 
billsDle lest year are now billable.

"But I really enjoy the technical part of my job, 
learning about all the new techniques and new 
technology," she said.

However, Jackson said she doesn't plan to stay 
in the laboratory for the rest of her working life.

"I would like to go into consulting. I would go 
into hospital labs, examina their procedures and 
m ake assessm ents— being a troubleshooter," she 
said. That's why she has been taking the computer 
oouraes, which would be a key elem ent or any 
consultant's job.

But until then, she intends to continue to learn 
as m uch as possible about her job, striving for 
constant improvement.

D uring  my years as an  editorial cartoon­
ist, I haven 't been m ean enough. I've 
alw ays pulled my punches, being sa tis ­
fied with ju s t  m aking a s ta tem en t 

w ithout really going for the  jugular.
Paul Conrad, the  Pu litzer Prize-w inning edi­

torial cartoonist w ith the Los Angeles Times, 
once said th a t a cartoonist has to get nasty.

H erbert “Herblock" Block, who probably has 
won more aw ards for his cartoons th an  anyone 
in history, is m ean, even m aking the  late 
P residen t Nixon's “enem ies list." Except for 
one cartoon, shortly a fte r Nixon was elected in 
1968, Herblock alw ays drew  Nixon as a scowl­
ing thug  with a dark  5 o'clock shadow.

P at O liphant, ano ther P u litzer lau reate , re ­
fuses to go to social functions w here he 
m ight m eet some of the  ta rg e ts  of his car­
toons. He said he doesn't w an t to have a 
personal rela tionship  w ith his subjects be­
cause he doesn't w an t to pull any punches.

Double Pulitzer w inner Bill M auldin, on the 
o ther hand , regularly  socialized w ith the  late  
Arizona Sen. B arry Goldwater, bu t th a t friend­
ship d idn 't stop him fVom skew ering the  sena­
to r in 1964 w hen G oldw ater was the  Republi­
can p residential nominee.

M auldin could be m ean w hen the  situation  
called for it.

P a r t of the  problem I’ve had  over the years 
in developing tru e  nastiness as a cartoonist 
was beyond my control. I often worked for 
new spapers which d idn 't really w ant to m ake 
waves, where the editor (or, in some cases, the 
publisher) w anted to be popular in the  commu-

arm s, it requires everyone to own as m any 
weapons as possible.

I guess I v e  come close to m eanness now 
and then . W hen I drew  cartoons of form er 
Vice P resident D an Q uayle, he alw ays had  a 
balloon instead  of a head. However, I never 
considered th a t to be especially m ean.

My personal opinion about political figures 
shows up  in how I draw  them . For exam ple, in 
my cartoons of form er P residen t Bush, I found 
m yself pu tting  his eyes closer and  closer 
together and raising  his eyebrows h igher and 
higher, giving him  the  look of someone w ith­
out a clue.

SEC TIO N  1. That the City o f Hereford, Texas Drought Contingency Plan attached hereto as 
Exhibit "A" and made part hereof for all purposes be, and the same is hereby, adopted as the official 
policy o f the City. (Exhibit "A " is on file  at the City Secretary's Office, City Hall, 224 N. Lee S t, 
Hereford, TX and maybe viewed Mondey-Friday, 8:30 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.)

SEC TIO N  2. That all ordinances that are in conflict with the provisions o f  this Ordinance be, 
and the same are hereby, repealed and all other ordinances o f the City not in conflict with the provisions 
o f this Ordinance shall remain in foil force and effect.

SEC TIO N  3. Should any paragraph, sentence, subdivision, clause, phrase, or section o f this 
Ordinance be adjudged or held to be unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, the same shall not affect the 
validity o f  this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision thereof other than the part so declared to be 
invalid, illegal or unconstitutional.

SEC TIO N  4. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and the 
publication o f  the caption, as the law in such cases provides.

Study finds oceans 
warm significantly

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
oceans have w arm ed signifi­
cantly  oyer the  p a s t four de­
cades, providing new evidence 
th a t  the  E a r th  m ay be u n d e r­
g o in g  lo n g - te rm  c l im a te  
change, a study  by govern­
m ent sc ien tists  says.

The broad study  of tem ­
pera tu re  d a ta  from the  oceans 
shows average tem p e ra tu re s  
have increased from one-ten th  
to one-half degree, depending 
on dep th  since th e  1950s, an  
am ount described as su rp r is ­
ing.

Thile findings, reported  by 
scientists a t the N ational Oce­
anic and  A tm ospheric A dm in­
istra tion , also m ay support 
th e  findings of com puter cli­
m ate  m odels th a t  su g g est 
m ore severe tem p era tu re  in ­
creases th an  are  show n by 
ac tual h istoric surface tem ­
pera tu re  readings.

The .com puter m odels have 
p ro d u ced  te m p e ra tu re  in ­
creases th a t  are  larger th an  
those observed by surface and 
atm ospheric m onitors, prom pt­
ing skeptics of global w arm ­

ing to . say  such m odeling — 
w hen used to p red ict ftiture 
c lim ate changes — exagger­
a te s  th e  th rea t.

B u t th e  NOAA study  has 
uncovered significant w arm ing 
over the  p as t 40 yea rs  in  the  
oceans in  dep th s  of as  m uch 
as  10,000 feet, suggesting  th is  
"m issing heat"  — as one sci­
e n tis t  cha rac te rised  it  — m ay 
explain  th e  difference betw een 
th e  cofnputer s im ulations and 
actual readings.

"We’ve known th e  oceans 
could absorb  h ea t, tra n sp o rt it 
to subsurface d ep th s  and  iso­
la te  it from th e  a tm osphere . 
Now we see evidence th a t  
th is is happening," said Sydney 
Levitus, cnief of NOAA's Ocean 
C lim ate  L aborato ry  and  p rin ­
cipal a u th o r of the  study.

Levitus and  fellow scien­
tis ts , who have w orked on the 
project for seven y ears , exam ­
ined tem p e ra tu re  d a ta  from 
m ore th a n  5 m illion readings 
a t  various dep th s in  the  P a ­
cific, A tla n tic  a n d  In d ia n  
oceans, from 1948 to 1996.

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CARA could supplement Pittman-Robertson funds for Texas
untora end anglers in Texas paid a whopping $21 million in federal

f equipment thH exoise taxes on a wide assortment of equipment that they purchased 
in the last fiscal year.

That money is designated to fend conservation and research efforts in 
Texas through the Federal Sport Fish and Wildlife Restoration program, also 
known as Pittman-Robertson. P-R's excise taxes on the manufacture of 
sporting goods are currently the nation's largest source of fending for 
wildlife conservation.

Texas' share of the $434 million in P-R money divided among all of the 
states is now $21,121,301.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife Department and other state fish and wildlife 
agencies put the money to good use for things like land acquisition, habitat 
improvement, research, and education.
Pittman-Robertson fends may be used to pav for up to 73 percent of fish and 

wildlife program oosts. A matching share from the state must come from 
sources such as lioense fees, and cant oomc from a federal source.

The Sport Fish Restoration Program will be channeling an estimated 
$12,046,000 to TPAWD for use in fisheries programs and boating access. 

Another $8,198,000 will be received for wildlife restoration, and $876,000 
will go toward hunter education programs in the state.

P-R apportionments to Texas for wildlife restoration and hunter education 
programs come from an 11 percent excise tax on sporting arms and 
ammunition, an 11 percent tax on archery equipment, and a 10 percent tax on 
revolvers and pistols.

Sport fish restoration apportionments derive from a ten percent excise tax 
on fishing equipment and a three percent tax on electric trolling motors and 
sonar fish finders,

In 1984 the tax base for sport fish restoration was expanded to include a 
portion of the federal feels tax and import duties on fishing tackle and 
pleasure boats,

More than $3.2 billion has been returned to states to use in wildlife 
restoration projects since the inception of the Sport Fish and Wildlife 
Restoration Program. Money is distributed to the states for projects 
proposed by the states, and approved by the U.S. Fish A Wildlife Service.

management, restoration, and enhancement of wild birds and mammals. 
Hunter education and public target rangos also benefit.

Roughly 200,000 acres of the state's Wildlife Management Areas were 
purchased and are operated under the restoration program. Some 30,000 
Texans are trained to be safe, knowledgeable hunters Access to more than a 
million acres is providod in the TPAWD public hunting program annually.
Survoys and management of sport fishes on 1,7 million acres of streams and 

reservoirs and 3.4 million acres of coastal waters are included in Sport Fish 
Restoration efforts. Funding from this source allows production of more 
than 300 million sportflah that are stocked annually by state hatcheries.

A total of 92 boat ramps have been constructed or repaired as these fends 
wore used to increase angler and boater access to waterways.

Congress is now considering the most significant conservation fending 
proposal since the Federal Aid in Wildlife Restoration Act of 1937. The 
Conservation and Reinvestment Act (CARA) could bring an additional 
$237 million per year to Texas.

CARA wouldn't mean new taxes, but would tap federal Outer Continental 
Shelf (OCS) oil and gas lease revenue to benefit wildlife, coastal areas, and 
parks. It would re-invest 2.8 billion from these leases through an assortment 
of federal, state, and local programs, The menu would include state-level 
wildlife conservation, ondangered species recovery, coastal and marine

conservation and restoration, land conservation, outdoor recreation, and 
historic preservation.

In Texas, CARA would provide fending for land protection without 
restricting landowner rights. With 97 percent of the land in Texas privately 
owned, private property rights arc a touchy point. Compromise legislation in 
the House contains protection for property rights including just 
compensation for the taking of private property, exchanges and oooswvsrion 
easements as acquisition alternatives, and CARA land purchases only from 
willing sellers afrer approval by Congress.

Should CARA pass, the lion's share of new fending for Tmas would likely 
go toward coastal resources including marsh restoration, erosion control, 
and securing of water rights and in-stream flows for environmental needs. 
Coastal resources support sport and commercial fisheries valued at over $1 
billion a year.

Andrew Sanaom, executive director of the Texas Parks A Wildlife 
Department, feels CARA is important.

" Texas has greater diversity of wildlife habitat and species than any stats 
except, perhaps, California," he says.

According to Sansom, CARA fending could support landowner incentive 
programs, habitat demonstration projects and sites on private lands, 
improved statewide monitoring of nongame species and aquatics systems 
and species monitoring, conservation research, and expanded urban wildlife 
assistance programs and law enforcement assistance.

Wildlife education programs like Project WILD, which has been 
introduced at some Hereford schools on a limited basis, and KIDFISH-a big 
hit with local youngsters-could also be expanded. Title m  CARA frmds 
dedicated to wildlife conservation and restoration could total $17.3 million 
for Texas, almost double current federal fending for wildlife oonservatioo. 
Title 111 CARA would enhance the Pittman-Robertson program, reinvesting 
the development of non-renewable resources into a renewable resource of 
wildlife conservation and education.

Nutritional requirements lor toddlers

My toddler doesn't eeem to eat 

very much. Should I  be worried?
N utritional requirem ents for 

toddlers are  often fewer th an  
^areriflf-th ipk  and the  am ount 
and variety  of foods th a t actually 
get past the ir toddlers’ lips are 
often g rea ter th an  they think.

To m el daily activity, growth 
and development, your toddler 
will ea t several sm all "energy

Jackets" or m eals throughout m e 
ay, instead of a few big meals. It 

may seem like your toddler 
barely ea ts  a thing. But, if you 
add up all the healthy snacks over 
the course of a day, a piece of fru it 
here...a cracker there,..a cup of 
juice...a mouthftil of milk, you 
will see th a t your toddler is 
probably eating a well-rounded, 
healthy diet.

It’s common for toddlers to go 
on food jags (eating the same food 
for several weeks in a row) or food 
strikes (refusing to ea t certain  
foods or any food a t  all).

YJ
What is a good portion sue for 

toddlers?
A good rule for toddler-sized 

portions is about 1/4 of the  
serving th a t  you’d give an  adult. 
A typical serving of vegetables 
would be two tablespoons and a 
serving of m eat would be about 
half an  ounce (about a 1 inch 
cube).

When should 1 switch my 
toddler from whole milk to the

low-fat milks the rest of the family 
drinks?

By the first birthday, you can 
switch your toddler from formula 
to whole cow’s milk. Two 
glasses of milk each day are 
recommended. Between the 
ages of 2 and 5 years, children 
can gradually m ake the tran s i­
tion to reduced-fat (2 percent), 
low-fat (1 percent), or fat-free 
(skim) milk. Along w ith fat, 
milk is a good source of calcium, 
which is im portant to toddlers 
fbr building strong bones and 
healthy teeth. If you are  not 
sure of the needs of your child in 
the area of formula and milk 
and if any ind iv idual. specific 
health  reason may influence a 
child's milk needs, always ask 
your doctor.

Does my toddler still need 
iron-fortified foods ?

Yes, iron continues to be a 
very im portant nu trien t through 
the second birthday because so 
m uch is used for rapid growth. 
Fifty percent of toddlers, how­
ever, are not getting enough 
iron.

Continuing to feed your 
toddler iron-fortified infant cere­
als until age 2 can help reduce 
the risk of iron deficiency and 
anem ia. The new cereals made 
with the ingredients of formula 
are designed especially for 
children in th is older age group 
who have left the safety net of 
iron-fortified form ulas and cere­
als and are  eating a g rea ter

variety of foods.
Why is sine important for my 

toddler?
Zinc deficiency can also be a 

concern for toddlers. Seventy 
percent of toddlers are not getting 
wnough dietary sine. U nfortu­
nately, unlike iron deficiency, 
there  are no simple tests  to 
determ ine the degree of zinc 
deficiency.

If  your toddler isn't growing as 
well as you would expect in either 
height or weight, especially if 
there  is a loss of appetite of 
frequent diarrhea, or if your child 
has frequent skin or diaper 
rashes, or recurring infection 
ta lk  with your doctor about zinc 
deficiency. As with iron, you can 
help your child to get enough zinc 
by continuing to use infant 
cereals th a t are fortified with zinc 
through the second birthday.

How important is variety to 
my toddlers diet?

Variety is very im portant. 
Toddlers can regulate their own 
energy and nu trien t intake if 
they are allowed to choose from a 
variety of healthful foods. While 
the  am ount or kinds of foods your 
toddler m ight ea t a t any given 
m eal m ight not seem adequate, 
over the  course of time, your 
child is likely eating a healthy 
diet.

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Study shows Vitamin 
C  to be harmful

SAN DIEGO lAPl — V itam in C pi Us m ay speed up  hardening  
of the  a rte rie s , researchers suggest in a  new  study  th ey  called
a disturbing surprise.

The researchers cautioned th a t more experim ents a re  needed 
to know for sure w hether m egadoses of the  v itam in  actually  
are  harm ful

StiU. they said th e  finding supports the  recom m endations of 
hea lth  organizations, which generaUy urge people to avoid high 
doses of supplem ents and to get th e ir  n u tr ie n ts  from food 
instead.

M any people load up on v itam in  C and  o th e r  n u trie n ts  on 
the  assum ption  th a t these supplem ents a re  good for th e ir  
health , even though there  is little  scientific evidence th is  is 
true. In  theory, v itam in  C and  some o ther n u tr ie n ts  m ight 
protect the  circulatory system  and o ther o rgans by suppressing  
the dam aging effects of oxygen.

"W hen you ex tract one component of food and  give it a t very 
high levels, you ju s t don't know w hat vou a re  doing to the  
system , and it m ay be adverse*  said t)r. Ja m e s  Dwyer, an  
epidem iologist who directed the study. He p resen ted  the  
findings T hursday at a m eeting in San Diego of the  Dallas* 
based A m erican H eart Association.

Clogged a rte rie s  — what doctors call atherosclerosis — are  
the m ajor underlying cause of heart a ttacks  and  strokes.

In th e  latest study, doctors looked for early  signs of th is  
process by twice perform ing u ltrasound  scans ' on vo lun teers’ 
carotid  a rte ries, once at the study 's s ta r t and  again  18 m onths 
la te r

Dwyer and colleagues from the U niversity  of S ou thern  
C alifornia studied 573 outw ardly healthy m iddle-aged m en and 
women who work for an  electric u tility  in  Los Angeles. About 
30 percent of them  regularly  took various v itam ins.

The studv found no clear-cut sign th a t ge tting  lots of v itam in 
C horn food or a daily m ultiv itam in  does any harm . But those 
tak ing  v itam in  C pills had accelerated th ickening  of the  walls 
of the  big a rte rie s  in th e ir  necks. In fact, th e  m ore they  took, 
the  faster the buildup.

People tak ing  500 m illigram s of v itam in  C daily for a t least 
a year had a 2 1 2  tim es g rea te r ra te  of th ickening  th a n  did 
those who avoided supplem ents. Among sm okers, the  ra te  was 
five tim es greater.

"If a person's physician has prescribed v itam in  C, it is 
app ropria te  to be tak ing  it.* Dwyer said "But if you a re  a  
healthy  person and  taking them  in hopes of preventing 
card iovascular disease, the  h eart association does not recom ­
m end it. This study would suggest th a t recom m endation is 
prudent."

Dr Shirik i K um anyika of the  U niversity  of Pennsylvania 
said th e  research  shows the uncerta in ties  of picking out a 
single v itam in  am ong the p lethora of n u trie n ts  in a healthy
diet.

- I t’s a challenge to sort out w hat it is in w hat people ea t 
th a t m akes them  live longer* she said. *We have to  be carefUl 
about recom m ending foods or n u trien ts , because if  we are 
wrong, we can do harm ."

In genera l, experts recom m and th a t  people get th e ir  v ita ­
m ins and o th er n u trie n ts  firom (Wilts, vegetables, whole g rains
and nuts.

W riting W ant Ads that 
really sell!

Unsure how to write a Classified Ad that will get results? Follow 
these pointers and you'll soon have an empty space in your storage 
room and cash in your pocket.

For starters, look at ads which offer the same intem/products. Get a 
sense of going rates and ideas for how to make your ad stand out. Once 
you're ready to write, begin with exactly what you're selling: "Dining 
room set, maple; six chairs."

FEDERAL LEGISLATION WOULD SEVERELY LIMIT 
STATES1 RIGHTS TO PROTECT HOMESTEADS

WASHINGTON, D,C, -  TWsas 
homeowners could lose a hard* 
fought right to protect Iheir home* 
steads from foreclosure if some 
members of Congress gel Iheir way, 

On Nov, 10, the U,8, Senate voted 
76*22 on a measure that would 
supercede slate laws and cap the 
amount of equity homeowners can 
protect from debtors to $100,(XX),

The Senate vote came barely a 
week after Tbsas voters overwhelm­
ingly approved an amendment to the 
Tbsas Constitution expanding the 
definition of an urban homestead 
from a lim it of one acre to a maxi­
mum of 10 acres,

Tbxas Sens, Kay Halley Hutchison 
and Phil Gramm are among those In 
Congress who oppose the homestead 
cap, a central par! of major bankrupt­
cy overhaul legislation, Hutchison 
supports an alternative proponal In 
the House that includes an "opt-out1* 
provision, allowing states to set their 
own homestead exemptions,

"I just think it's a matter that 
should be left up to the states,” 
Hutchison said,

The 30,000-member Texas
Association of Realtors also opposes 
the homestead cap,

"For Texans, protection of the 
family home is a sacred thing,” said

Louise Hull, chairman of the board, 
TVxas Association of Realtors, She 
added that the founders of TVsas and 
its citizens have always placed a high 
value on homeownershlp,

“ We're against this attempt in 
Congress to impose an arbitrary, 
nationwide lim it on homestead 
exemptions because it would put too 
many TVxans In danger of losing 
their homes in the event of an eco­
nomic downturn,”  Hull said,

Other critics say the federal legis­
lation does not take Into account 
varying land values among states, 
and would put farms and ranches at 
serious risk,

Proponents of the legislation, 
spearheaded by Northeastern credit 
card companies and nationwide 
lenders, contend that the unlimited 
homestead exemption In TVxas and 
Florida provides an unfair loophole 
for the wealthy to shield their assets 
and evade creditors,

Movement on the bankruptcy leg­
islation came to a standstill when 
Congress adjourned for the holidays, 
but tlw homestead cap Issue Is likely 
to heat up again after the 106tn 
Congress reconvenes in January,

Though raiaod a Lutheran, *he 
couldn't find all that *he needed in 
what the church offered, *ay» Lari* 
more, ho*t of Age of £’, a New Age 
life*tyle magazine that premiere* 
Tuesday, March 28, on Vision,
Instead, ihe looked for enlighten­

ment and peace in alternative living 
and healing practice*, including mas- 
sage, channeling, numerology and lai 
chi. "I started taking all sort* of differ­
ent classes and becoming involved in 
all things spiritual," says Larimore. an 
American then living in Australia.

Some of her new experience* struck 
a personal chord, while others did not. 
She realized she was gradually taking 
stock of a vast array of new and an­
cient expressions of spirituality be­
yond the ken of conventional Western 
thouiiht.

"I thought ull this stuff 1 was doing, 
there has to he a purpose to it, aside 
from my own selfish yearnings to find 
out where Dad went." Larimore says.

It took a forced break In the hectic 
pace of life to make her realize what 
that purpose was. After being injured 
during a performance, Larimore was 
laid up for eight months. With time on

Called Thr Aqr o f 
Aquarius, it featured Larimore Intro­
ducing prepackaged reports on a num­
ber of spiritual modalities.

When Larimore sought a bigger au­
dience for her series, she returned to 
the states and approached several net­
works. Wisdom, a U.S. specialty chan­

nel, liked the concept of the series and 
introduced her to Jim Hanley of 
Toronto’s Sleeping Client PnHluclions,

In 12 short years, Hanley and Sleep­
ing Giant have developed an interna­
tional reputation for producing uncon­
ventional television fare; thoughtful 
social documentaries, instructional se­
ries about physical and spiritual heal 
in f, and innovative, award-winning 
short dramas. The company's motto is 
"television that matters,"

Sleeping Giant's involvement in the 
new series brought a breadth of pro­
duction experience that Aquarius had 
lacked, but without compromising La- 
rimore's original intent. "Because Jim 
Hanley does such wonderful spiritual- 
type programming, I thought 'This is 
perfect,' " Larimore says.

fiarly in the development process, it 
was decided that I'hr Aur of Aquarius 
wasn't an entirely appropriate title. 
Aqr of S  seemed like a good alterna­
tive, Larimore says, because It con­
jures up most of the aspirations and 
concerns of spiritual questers; enllght 
enmenl, energy, expression, encour­
agement, ecstasy, elation.

When Ben Johnson w it stripped of 
his gold medal at the I9HM Olympic 
Qames in Seoul, South Korea, film* 
maker Martin Canell was among the 
majority of Canadians who thought the 
action was just

Johnson had tested positive for a 
banned substance He had cheated It 
was only right he should suffer the con­
sequences, Canell figured

But since studying the phenomenon 
of doping among Olympic athletes for 
the Witness documentary "Dying to 
Win," prvmicnng Thursday, March 30, 
on CBC Television, Canell's opinion of 
Johnson and the action of the Interna­
tional Olympic Committee has turned 
I HO degrees
Johnson. Canell says, was a scapegoat 

whose only mistake was gening caught 
at the wrung time "If he was caught to­
day, he would never have been sus­
pended." Canell says. "His medal 
would never have been taken away."

Why would the response be different 
today? Because drug testing it subject 
to legal challenges that make suspen­
sions difficult tp impose, Canell says,

You have to be stupid, unlucky or 
both to get caught in the IOC's faulty 
drug-testing regimen, according to "Dy­
ing to Win," because the current testing 
procedures just don't work.

While the IOC has spoken of institut­
ing blood testing at the Olympics this 
summer, il is not clear if the committee 
will follow through, Canell says,

’The IOC really doesn't want lo catch 
people It's embarrassing for them; if 
Huns sponsorship," he esplams. "They 
are afraid, if they had a consistent test­
ing program and everyone was tested

The product was distributed to the retail level in Arizona, 
Colorado, Iowa, Kansas, Louisiana, M issouri, M ississippi, 
Nebraska, New Mexico, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Tennessee, and 
Texas.
