New home
sales jump

WASHINGTON (AP) New-home sales in
March shot up a surprising 4.5 percent to
their highest level in more than a year,
suggesting that an upswing in mortgage rates
isn't sidelining buyers

Americans  purchased new single-family
homes at a seasonally adjusted annual rate of
966,000 in March, the highest level since
995,000 homes were sold in November 1998,
the Commerce Department said today.

Many analysts were expecting new-home
sales to fall by roughly 2 percent to a level
around 900,000. The 4.5 percent gain posted
in March was the biggest leap since a 6.8
percent increase 1n October

In February, new-home sales fell 0.6 per
cent, a little weaker than the government
previously estimated one month ago.

Since June 30, the Federal Reserve has
boosted interest rates five times by a quarter
point each in an effort to slow the speeding
cconomy and keep inflation under control.

The Fed's rate increases are designed to
raise borrowing costs for big-ticket items such
as homes and cars and in that way cool off
demand and keep inflation from getting out of
hand

Given the outlook for strong continuing
growth, many economists expect the central
bank will raise rates again on May 16

Even with an upswing in interest rates,
robust constriction and housing activity helped
fuel the economy’s strong growth last year

The average rate on a 30-year fixed-rate
mortgage was 824 percent in March, up from
7.02 percent for the same month a year ago

Economists expect home sales to slow this
year but still remain at healthy levels

The West posted the biggest gain with sales
rising 12,9 percent to a seasonally adjusted
annual rate of 272,000, Sales in the Northeast
rose 11.5 percent to a rate of 87,000. In the
Midwest, sales grew by 5.1 percent

Aerial spraying
contract OK'd

It didn't take very long for the Hereford
city commissioners to take care of busi-
ness, as they voted unanimously Monday
night to approve a contract with a
Plainview company to conduct aerial spray-
ing of the city.

Southwest Aerial Service will receive
$5,926 per application to spray the city
and unincorporated county areas adjacent
to the city. The funds to pay for the
mosquito-fly control spraying will come
from a $1 fee added to customer utility
bills for the months of June, July, August
and September. Deaf Smith County also
will pay one-quarter of the cost because
the spraying also targets unincorporated
areas adjacent to the city.

Four applications are expected to be
applied, City Secretary Terri Johnson said
this morning

The cost of the chemical for the spray-
ing is 63 cents per acre, with the applica-
tion cost put at 53 cents per acre. The
spraying will affect 5,000 acres. According
to City Manager Chester Nolen, the chemi-
cal used in the aerial application is a
malathion-based material that is not harm-
ful to humans or pets in the spray quanti-
ties.

“We were told, ‘You're gonna hear rounds
popping and rockets going off,’ but the first
thing that hit us was the heat. It was mid-
March and rains had been over for about a
month. The dirt was just powder,” he recalls.

Mancillas volunteered first in 1964, but
failed the physical. Then in 1965, after a
hernia operation, he was drafted and passed
the physical

From boot camp, he went to Da
Nang, where he served on a ground
support team for freight and opera-
tions

His first tour lasted 13 months.
He then returned stateside in ‘67.
In September of ‘67 he went back
and was finally discharged in 1972,

Mancillas was one of the luck
Vietnam vets who returned wit
few emotional or physical scars.

“l was a hick from a small town.
I didn't even know where it was. |
remember reading about Indochina
in school, but that didn't mean
anything to me. All the time I was
over there, I never fired my rifle. |
carried it all over the place and I

Mancillas: In Vietnam, 1969 remember hearing the gunfire.”

The gunfire was from the North

Vietnamese Army units and their

Viet Cong allies. Mancillas remembers seeing
the North Vietnam artillery hitting the city.

He said the worst of his memories are of
children tortured by the Viet Cong or of spies
infiltrating the base under the guise of civilian
personnel.

ELBERT, Texas (AP) — Unable to reach her niece by phone,
87-year-old Victoria Keeter drove 45 miles Monday from
Haskell to her tornado-ravaged birthplace.

Keeter found out that everybody in Elbert was OK, but got
a firsthand look at the damage caused Sunday by a tornado
that went through the heart of the Northwest Texas farming
community of 150 residents.

“I' figured if anything would go, it'd be this, but it held
through,” Keeter as she stood inside the Elbert Farm Store
owned by her niece.

“There are no injuries, just a lot of mess. Everybody knows
everybody here, they'll take care of their own.”
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Tobacco battle continues

HOUSTON (AP) — The
state's top lawyer is still hav-
ing trouble obtaining deposi-
tions from a lgroup of outside
attorneys who represented
Texas in its lawsuit against
the tobacco industry.

Last week Attorney General
John Cornyn asked a state
district judge in Houston to
authorize depositions from the
five lawyers.

But on Friday, one day after
Cornyn’s request, the grouﬁ
filed a notice of removal wit
a federal judge who presided
over the tobacco case.

That action automatically
moves the issue to U.S. Dis-
trict Judge David Folsom of
Texarkana, according to the
Houston Chronicle, and fur-
ther delays Cornyn's legal ac-

tion.

The attorney general, a Re-
publican, wants the lawyers to
address accusations that his

redecessor, Dan Morales, may
Kave solicited large sums of
money from litigators he con-
sidered hiring for the state’s
lucrative anti-tobacco suit.

Morales, a Democrat, and
the five lawyers have repeat-
edly denied that any improper
solicitations were made.

The attorneys were awarded
$3.3 billion in legal fees after
helping Morales win a $17.3
billion settlement for Texas
from cigarette companies in
1998.

Cornyn's petition stated he
was investigating whether the
five lawyers had breached their
duty to the state.

First lady opens conference
on helping families,

WASHINGTON — Despite
their loud sighs and complaints
about being misunderstood,
teen-agers need and want their
parents involved in their lives,
says first lady Hillary Rodham
Clinton, who today hosts a
White House conference on
helping families through the of-
ten-turbulent teen years.

“Studies are showing that for
all their protest and swagger,
teen-agers need and want the
everyday love, involvement and
discipline of their parents,” Mrs.
Clinton wrote in an article about
the conference published in this
week’'s Newsweek. “Sometimes
even modest efforts to reach
out to your teen-ager can make
a tremendous difference.”

Parents, teens, teachers,
youth workers and others were
invited to the daylong confer-
ence to discuss ways to raise
and mentor responsible and re-
sourceful youth,

Mrs. Clinton was moderating
two morning sessions, including
one on what parents and com-
munities can do to help teens
succeed. Afternoon panel dis-
cussions were to address what
can be done to make it easier
for parents to spend time to-
gether, media’s impact on youth
and parenting and what par-
ents, communities and young

ple can do to avoid risky

havior.

“Adults usually do not listen
to young people and they don't
make it their business to hele
them implement their goals,
said paneﬁst Dorothy Stoneman,
founder of the Boston-based
YouthBuild USA, which teaches
low-income young Eeople con-
struction skills by building af-
fordable housing in their com-
munities, “What happens when
you 1listen, young people get
engaged and connected and they
feel better about themselves.”

The conference also was high-
lighting recent brain research
that says the preteen years are
as important in setting patterns
for adult behavior as the first
three years of life.

U.S. warships arrive off

Puerto Rican island
VIEQUES, Puerto Rico —
Helicopters hovered overhead
and US. warships loomed off-
shore Vieques Island amid re-
ports that federal agents were
planning to evict ters from
a contested U.S. Navy bombing

range.

l‘1I€’nlloxu increased Monday
with reports that the USS Nash-
ville and USS Bataan picked up
1,000 Marines in North Caro-
lina en route to Vieques. The
Marines reportedly would se-
cure the range's perimeter once

protesters are removed.

“I'm not going to fight with
them,” said Luisa Guadalupe,
82, a protester helping to block
the main entrance to the
Vieques range. “But to get me
out of here they're going to
have to arrest me.”

Navy exercises that had been
held for 60 years on the island,
just east of Puerto Rico, were
suspended a year ago after stray
bombs killed a civilian security
guard, releasing pent-up resent-
ment in the U.S. territory.

There are 50 protesters at
several camps inside the range.
They stand in the way of an
agreement between the local

overnment and President
linton allowing the Navy to
resume limited training until
Vieques' 9,300 residents decide
in a referendum whether the
Navy should leave.

Arrests would be carried out
by federal agents in an FBI-led
operation, according to Penta-
gon officials.

On Monday, three US. war-
ships appeared off Vieques' north
coast, accompanied by two Coast
Guard vessels. The hull num-
ber on one of them was 13,
corresponding to that of the
USS Nashville, an amphibious
transport. The Bataan is an
amphibious assault ship.

Scottish authorities make

final preparations for trial

CAMP ZEIST, Netherlands —
Court authorities want to keep
the trial as routine as possible
for two Libyans suspected in
the bombing of Pan Am flight
103.

But as victims' relatives ar-
rive, their emotions will mix
with hundreds of reporters and
unprecedented security as the
trial begins in the 1988 bomb-
ing over Lockerbie, England,
that killed more than 270
people, including 189 Ameri-
cans,

“It's been a ghastly 11172
years,” Jim Swire, a spokesman
for British relatives, told Asso-
ciated Press Television News.

The long-awaited trial begins
Wednesday at a Scottish court
on Dutch soil. Dozens of rela-
tives were expected to arrive in
Amsterdam early today and
make the 40-mile drive to a
hotel near Camp Zeist, a former
U.S. Air Force base.

Scottish court authorities said
they were trying to keep the
trial as routine as possible at
the old base, converted into an
$18 million high-security court-
room and detention center.

Abdel Basset Ali al-Megrahi
and Lamen Khalifa Fhimah are
charged with murder, conspiracy
to murder and endangering the
safety of an aircraft in the Dec.
21, 1988, bombing of the U.S.-
bound flight.

Minnesota to take aim at

Holocaust-era insurers

ST. PAUL, Minn. — When
Max Goodman's father died in
Europe 60 years ago, he left
his family a life insurance policy
worth 1 million Romanian lei.

But Goodman and his Jew-
ish family were never able to
collect the money, worth about
$5,000 then or $60,000 in
today's dollars. They were im-
prisoned in a Nazi concentra-
tion camp in what is now the
Ukraine until 1945, when he,
his mother and sister were
freed by Russian soldiers.

Goodman tried to cash in
the policy after he was liber-
ated, but drorped the matter
when he realized the money
would “maybe buy 10 loaves of
bread” because of postwar infla-
tion.

Goodman eventually settled
in St. Paul, where he lives
today with his wife. More than
a half-century later, the retired
accountant hopes he will finally
get his money.

“I never thought of it that I
would be able to file a claim,”
Goodman, 76, said recently.

Insurance Claims.

Possibility of executive

privilege in e-mall case

WASHINGTON — The
White House is suggesting it
may invoke executive privilege
to prevent Congress from see-
ing some documents in the
controversy over missing e-
mails that are being sought by
investigators looking into a
range of matters from
Whitewater to campaign fund-
raising.

The White House has sent
the House Government Reform
Committee a one-page list of
documents it is not immedi-
ately turning over to investiga-
tors because they are consid-
ered covered by executive privi-
lege and attorney-client confi-
dentiality.

Among the documents on
the list, which was obtained
Monday by The Associated
Press, are handwritten notes
by White House lawyers in-
volving discussions they had
with computer experts.

The list says the notes “re-
flect mental impressions” of the
lawyers. for the White House
Office of Administration, which
oversaw the computer system

that, because of a cal
glitch,  was not properly
archiving e-mails so they could
be searched for possible turn-

over to various investigations.

Independent Counsel Robert
Ray, the Justice Department
and Congress are all investigat-
i:ﬂ whether the White House's
failure to promptly recover e-
mails and check them for com-
pliance with subpoenas.

Of his time in Vietnam,
Mancillas says the t.hing he
feared the most were the “dop-
ers, potheads and the young
anti-war Marines.”

Mancillas reached the rank

of sergeant E-5 before his dis-

charge in August 1972,

from hindsight, Viet-
nam was purely political. When
I got back, I just wanted to be
le&o alone. My biggest problem
was with the ple — these
people.” Mancillas said, refer-
ring to the people in the United
States who had changod while
he was in Vietnam. “It was a
different world. The whole coun-
try had made an about-face —
the clot.hinﬂ. fashion and re-
spect had all changed.

‘What difference does it all
make now?” he asks. “We can't
cha the past. Several men
from here died. I'm just glad it
was over there and not here.”

Mancillas, who volunteered
for military service, has little
use for “draft d rs” who

“It ope oor for
like (President) Clinton. mn't
have much respect for him or
the others” (who avoided mili-
tary service during the Viet-
nam War.)

Mancillas remembers that
