Testimony in the wrongful death 
suit against Hereford physician 
Gerald G. Payne was expected to 
conclude today, with the case to go 
to the jury.

Payne is charged with ignoring 
the request of the family of Marie 
Hutton Bowen to have her moved to 
Amarillo and not providing accept­
able levels of care to their mother.

eing afraid to make the call that 
could decide whether a team 
should win or lose.

This may not be a fear that 
most citizens worry about on a

daily basis, but for a referee the thought 
of deciding the fate of a game on a 
single, split-second decision can cause 
some unrest.

“An official doesn’t ever want to 
get into a position to where his call and 
his call alone determines the outcome of 
a game," Brent Gibbs, assistant vice 
president at FirstBank Southwest and a 
part-time referee, said. “Our job is to 
officiate, not to determine the winner or 
the loser”

Every Friday night this fall, Gibbs 
will put on his black-and-white striped 
shirt and tuck in his yellow flag while 
stuffing two bean bags in his pockets. He 
will put on his game face and his thick 
skin to call a Texas high school football 
game. His crew will neglect their home­
town teams tonight to call a game 
between two entities that they do not 
know just to get close to the action they 
love.

“Football is a very intense sport," 
Gibbs said. “The money basically covers 
your travel, but the biggest point of 
doing it is that I love sports.”

Gibbs has been an official for 
football and basketball in the Panhandle

with the Texas Association of Sports 
Officials (TASO) for two years now and 
says he loves to do it. Gibbs grew up in 
Robert Lee and played virtually every 
position on the football field in high 
school because the school was in division 
1A and being close to the football field 
gives him a chance to be close to the 
game he misses playing.

“I do it because I love playing 
sports and I love football,” Gibbs said. “I 
was never good enough to play in col­
lege, but I love watching young athletes 
go head to head and having a front row 
seat to watch it.”

Gibbs said officiating has also 
helped him remain in good physical 
condition. When he’s on the field, he said 
he has to be able to catch up with receiv­
ers and make the right call. He said he 
believes getting into position to make a 
call can be great exercise.

“My job at the bank is just not 
overly taxing in the physically depart­
ment, but as an official, you get good 
exercise running up and down the field,” 
Gibbs said. “It beats tl\e heck out of 
peddling a bicycle or going running for 
no apparent reason ”

Gibbs said the typical officiating 
crew has five members, Gibbs said there 
is a head referee (white hat), the umpire 
in the middle of the defensive line, two 
wings and a back judge. In any of these 
positions, Gibbs said the officials will

GLOBAL WARMING
Study shows Northern Hemisphere rivers, 

lakes are freezing later, but are thawing earlier

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Earth 
may have warmed by an average of 
more than 3 degrees over the past 
150 years, according to an analysis 
of the freeze and thaw records for 
lakes and rivers in the Northern 
Hemisphere.

In a study that adds fresh support 
to the theory of global warming, 
researchers say that the annual 
freeze of 26 bodies of water in North 
America, Asia and Europe shifted 
later by about 8.7 days over the last 
century and a half, while the spring 
ice breakup came an average of 
about 9.8 days earlier.

The study appears today in the*

journal Science.
“The strength of this 

paper is the robust nature 
of direct human observa­
tions,” said John J. 

Magnuson, a researcher at the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin, Madison, and 
first author of the study. The results, 
he said, “are not calculations,” which 
are subject to bias and instrument 
error, but “direct human observa­
tions of a 150-year trend of ice freeze 
and thaw" that are difficult to refute.

“It is clearly getting warmer in 
the Northern Hemisphere," he said. 
“This is v e ry  strong evidence of a 
general warming from 1845 to 1995 
in areas where there is ice cover."

The change in the ice-on and ice- 
ofT days found in the study corre­
sponds to an air temperature warm 
ing of about 3.24 degrees Fahrenheit

over the 150-year period, said 
Magnuson. An average temperature 
rise of just a third of a degree is 
enough to change the icing and de­
icing dates by one day, they said.

Other researchers said the ice 
findings are consistent with recent 
instrumented temperature readings 
and tend to support the idea that the 
Earth is getting warmer. Some sci­
entists have said readings taken by 
temperature gauges and by satellites 
are subject to interpretation errors.

“This provides independent evi­
dence that the warming we have 
seen over the 20th century is real," 
said David R. Easterling, chief scien­
tist at the National Climatic Data 
Center, an archive center of the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration.

Temperature trends are a part of

the ongoing research to determine 
if the burning of fossil fuels, such 
as coal and oil. is causing global 
warming. The theory is that carbon 
dioxide and other gases added to 
the atmosphere by industry and 
transportation are trapping heat 
from the sun and causing the Earth 
to warm up

Some scientists have contended 
the warming is not real or that it is 
part of a natural cycle unaffected by 
human actions.

Magnuson said his study does not 
address the cause of the warming 
trend, but clearly shows it is occur 
ring.

LUBBOCK, Texas < A P » — A veteran Abilene police officer, 
caught in a fireball that swept across a West Texas highway 
after a passing car ignited a propane cloud from a ruptured 
pipeline, died Friday.

Jay Hatcher, 42, a criminal investigator for the Abilene 
Police Department, died around 2:40 a.m., said Terry Martin, 
house supervisor at University Medical Center in Lubbock.

A propane pipeline, owned by Exxon Mobil Corp., was 
ruptured Thursday afternoon reportedly by a bulldozer digging 
near the Abilene Regional Airport, said Sgt. Carol Taylor of the 
Taylor County Sheriffs Office.

The pipeline spewed a cloud of propane across State High­
way 36 which was apparently ignited around 5 p.m. either by a 
semi-truck or Hatcher’s car after they stopped in the middle of 
the cloud.

Dry conditions pinch the wallet
D ro u g h t b rin g s  o n  

m a n d a to ry  w a te r  

co n se rv a tio n  

e ffo rts
Record-setting heat and 

drought, which have already 
cut into the state’s water sup­
ply, will soon start cutting into 
residents’ wallets in Texas’ larg­
est and fourth largest cities.

During an emergency meet­
ing Thursday, the Houston city 
council voted 10-1 to begin 
mandatory conservation which 
carry fines of as much as $500 
for excessive and nonessential 
water usage.

Meanwhile, San Antonio is 
scheduled next Thursday to 
adopt a regionwide ban on 
outdoor water sprinklers for 
areas that receive water from 
the eastern portion of the 
Edwards Aquifer. San Antonio 
has been under mandatory con­
servation measures, which lim­
ited residents to once-a-week 
sprinkling, since July 28.

The Edwards Aquifer Au­
thority was expected Friday to 
announce the ban, which would

affect homes and businesses 
everywhere from Uvalde to 
Kyle. The aquifer’s penalty for 
violating the ban is a fine 
ranging from $100 to $10,000 
for each violation and San An­
tonio is considering fines from 
$50 to $100.

Dallas and Fort Worth, 
Texas’ second and third larg­
est cities are under voluntary 
water conservation, while Aus­
tin is in the first stage of 
mandatory conservation.

Mayor Lee Brown called the 
emergency meeting after 
record-tying and -topping tem­
peratures blazes across the city 
over Labor Day weekend led 
to a record 583 million gallons 
of water pumped Wednesday. 
That’s over 85 percent of the 
city’s daily pumping capacity, 
the threshold for mandatory 
water conservation measures.

The council declared the city 
to be in a “serious water short­
age period” for the first time 
since 1998, when water con­
sumption exceeded 80 percent 
of the city’s daily capacity.

While voting for the man­
datory measures, some city 
council members said some of 
ihe prohibitions were exces­
sive.

Councilman Chris Bell said 
the city was “making crimi­
nals out of overzealous lawn 
waterers and reckless child 
bathers.”

Restrictions during the wa­
ter shortage period include des­
ignated days and times for 
businesses and residents to wa­
ter lawns and gardens and 
bans on decorative public and 
private fountains and nones­
sential water use, such as 
street washing, watering parks 
and golf courses, except for 
greens.

Residents also are barred 
from “wasting water” by allow­
ing water from sprinklers and 
irrigation systems to reach 
streets, sidewalks and drive­
ways, or by discharging water 
for outdoor recreation.

Customers whose water us­
age exceeds 80 percent of their 
average monthly water use 
over the previous year would 
see a conservation surcharge 
tacked on to their monthly 
bill. Businesses and residents 
also could face fines for failing 
to repair water leaks within 
24 hours.

The mandatory restrictions 
would end once water usage 
drops below a three-day aver­
age of 567 million gallons a 
day. The earliest the restric­

tions could be lifted would be 
Sunday.

San Antonio officials say 
they will likely adopt an ordi­
nance enforcing the Edwards 
Aquifer ban.

“We won’t be giving people 
misdemeanor tickets until the 
council approves it," Calvin 
Finch, the San Antonio Water 
System’s conservation director, 
told the San Antonio Express 
News in Friday’s editions. “I 
just don't think the courts 
would riccept it until we actu­
ally have the ordinance."

The eastern aquifer region, 
which includes Bexar and parts 
of Caldwell, Comal, Guadalupe 
and Hays counties, has been 
under Stage II water restric­
tions meaning only once-a-week 
sprinkling since Aug. 17.

San Antonio may face addi­
tional restrictions as the aqui­
fer level continues to drop and 
appioaches 630 feet above sea 
leve. The aquifer level Wednes­
day was 635.6 feet.

Those Stage III restrictions 
allow sprinkling seven hours 
once every two weeks. But 
the ban on sprinkling trig­
gered by the flow of the Comal 
Springs rather than the level 
of the Edwards Aquifer super­
sedes sprinkler restrictions for 
other stages.

care insur­
ance. Too 
many seniors 
refuse to dis­

cuss it.
Most senior citizens believe 

their Medicare and Medicaid 
supplemental insurance will 
take care of them if they need 
long-term care. It will not. 
Many older people feel their 
children should be responsible 
for taking care of them. How­
ever, most children cannot af­
ford to leave their jobs and 
families to care for their ail­
ing parents or take them into 
their homes.

Long-term care can cost 
from $1,200 to over $5,000 per 
month, and it is going up 
every day. Medicaid will take 
care of the bills, but only after 
all available assets have been 
exhausted, except for the home 
and a small amount left for a 
spouse, if there is one. New 
laws make it a crime to move 
assets into the names of oth­
ers in order to qualify for 
Medicaid.

People must plan ahead 
carefully to protect their as-, 
sets and their independence, 
as well as their children’s as­
sets and credit. I urge every­
one to learn everything pos­
sible about long-term care in­
surance. I f  the elderly parents 
and grandparents refuse to pay 
attention, younger relatives 
should help educate them and 
be informed. — J.S., Gulfport,

Triple digit 
temps not 
hurting sports

■  Nothing can stop 
high school football

AUSTIN (AP) — The grass 
is brown and brittle. At 112 
degrees, it’s so hot even the 
dust seems reluctant to move.

If this were Hollywood, tum­
bleweeds would be blowing 
through the end zone.

But this is Texas, where 
high school football is king 
and nothing like a few hot 
days, or even a lot of them, is 
enough to stop the game.

“It’s never too hot to play 
football,” says Connally High 
School quarterback Deron Ellis.

With the late afternoon sun 
pounding his black helmet, 
Ellis bends over for a drink of 
water from a sideline cooler. 
He blinks furiously to keep 
his eyes moist in the face of a 
fierce wind that feels like blast 
of air from an oven.

“This is bad. We usually get 
a cool breeze to help. This is 
more like a hot smack in your 
face,” Ellis says.

A combination of drought, 
low humidity and a stationary 
dome of hot air sent tempera­
tures in Austin soaring to an 
all-time record of 112 degrees 
on Tuesday, beating the previ­
ous high mark of 110 set just 
a day earlier. While Ellis and 
his teammates were running 
around a football field, it was 
cooler in Death Valley, Calif., 
which topped out at 101.

As of Tuesday, temperatures 
had exceeded 100 degrees for 
37 days in Austin. The ther­
mometer has topped the cen­
tury mark 57 days in Del Rio, 
45 days in College Station, 44 
days in Dallas-Fort Worth. San 
Antonio and Houston each 
have seen 20 days in triple 
digits.

“You look at the five-day 
forecast and everything is the 
100s,” said Connally coach Matt

Monzingo. “It’s ridiculous.”
Still, a break may be on 

the horizon. Temperatures 
across the state are expected 
to cool off into the high 90s by 
Thursday and Friday. •

The excessive heat has 
forced high school coaches and 
officials to make some adjust­
ments to protect their players 
against heat exhaustion or 
heat stroke.

Some schools have pushed 
back starting times for night 
games and even canceled some 
junior varsity and middle 
school games.

Some schools have short­
ened practice times or fore­
gone the use of shoulder pads 
during the heat wave.

“I let the kids know any­
tim e they feel weak or 
lightheaded, they need to take 
a little break,” said Dallas 
Samuell coach Steve Pierce. 
“We provide ice water and 
sport drinks and push them to 
hydrate themselves.”

“We believe the question is 
simple and direct: Where will 
the $1 trillion come from to 
protect Social Security ben­
efits?” they asked.

The move is the latest Gore 
assault over budget issues. 
This week, Gore released a 
detailed budget plan aimed at 
telling voters where he would 
take Hie nation, and sought to 
contrast that with what he 
argues are vague proposals 
from Bush.

“I f  you are making a pro­
posal of this magnitude you 
owe it to the American people 
to explain how you will pay 
for your proposal and how it 
will impact America,” the let­
ter said.

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Eminem is a big winner 
at raucous MTV awards

Eminem marched into the 
MTV Video Music Awards rap­
ping his signature song trailed 
by an army of lookalikes, 
perhaps his salute to music 
fans who stood by him de­
spite a summer on the firing 
line.

The profane rapper won 
video of the year and best 
male video for ‘The Real Slim 
Shady” on Thursday, capping 
a raucous awards show dis­
rupted by a high-altitude 
stagecrasher.

Teen favorites ‘N Sync won 
three awards for “Bye Bye 
Bye.” Soul stars Aaliyah and 
Macy Gray, veteran rockers 
Red Hot Chili Peppers and 
Icelandic singer Bjork won 
two trophies apiece.

Eminem’s dramatic en­
trance came a few hours af­
ter a gay rights group pro­
tested his violent lyrics out­
side Radio City Music Hall. 
This summer, he’s filed for 
divorce from his wife, been 
sued by his mother, been ar­
rested for attacking someone 
with a gun and saw his brutal 
lyrics widely condemned.

But he also sold six million 
copies of his latest album.

“I want to thank the fans, 
first and foremost,” he said. 
“But, really, every time a rela­
tive sues me, every time a 
critic tries to slam me in the

press, I sell more records. I 
really want to thank you 
people for making my record 
as big as it was.”

Actor Jim Carrey, who in­
troduced Eminem’s perfor­
mance, offered a lukewarm 
endorsement.

“I enjoy his music, but he 
scares me,” Carrey said. “His 
lyrics are totally socially irre­
sponsible. But I think if we 
just spend more time with 
our kids, well be OK.”

A  musician whose band lost 
its bid at an award pulled a 
strange stunt — climbing a 
stage prop and refusing or­
ders to jump — ahd was later 
arrested for assault and re­
sisting arrest.

Timmy Commerford, bass 
player for the rock band Rage 
Against the Machine, shouted 
something indecipherable * as 
he towered over the band 
Limp Bizkit, which was ac­
cepting an award for best rock 
video. He was hustled out of 
Radio City, handcuffed and ar­
rested. One of the band’s body­
guards was also arrested for 
obstructing justice.

“I hope he’s OK,” said 
Limp Bizkit singer Fred Durst. 
“ I hope he gets his head 
checked soon.”

Five men were also ar­
rested in the crowd outside 
the awards show, charged with 
sexually abusing women.

Hosts Shawn and Marlon 
Wayans and several present­
ers kept a nervous censor 
bleeping out profanities 
throughout the show. MTV 
even bleeped out a reference 
to a character on “The Sopra­

nos,” Big Pussy.
One of the night’s best jokes 

was silent: Napster founder 
Shawn Fanning appearing on 
stage in a Metallica T-shirt. 
The heavy metal band is lead­
ing the fight to stop Fanning’s 
Internet song-sharing service.

“Nice shirt,” MTVs Carson 
Daly said. Metallica’s Lars 
Ulrich, sitting in the audi­
ence, feigned sleep.

Gray, who won best new 
artist in a video for her 
breakout hit, “I Try,” confessed 
on stage that she hated mak­
ing videos.

“It’s just real tedious,” she 
said later. “It’s not my thing. 
I make music.”

With MTV airing fewer vid­
eos, the annual show has be­
come less about artistry and 
is instead a sort of Junior 
Grammys. Fueled by the teen 
pop explosion, last year’s show 
was the top-rated entertain­
ment program in cable televi­
sion history.

Throngs of fans crowded the 
streets around Radio City Mu­
sic Hall. Security was tight, 
particularly after taping for 
the Source Hip-Hop Music 
Awards was halted by a melee 
in California last month.

Before the show, members 
of the Gay and Lesbian Alli­
ance Against Defamation pro­
tested against MTV, angry at 
the network’s support of 
Eminem. They say his lyrics 
promote violence against ho­
mosexuals and women.

GLAAD said it asked MTV 
not to let Eminem perform at 
the Video Music Awards, but 
was refused.

Clinton can’t nudge 
Mideast foes to table

NEW YORK (AP) —  Presi­
dent Clinton came to a United 
Nations gathering with the 
promise of his last, best oppor­
tunity to press for Middle East 
peace. He departs today with 
much smaller gains to show 
for three days of statecraft

Clinton, however, left un­
characteristic holes in his 
schedule for today in hopes 
that Palestinian leader Yasser 
Arafat and Israeli Prime Minis­
ter Ehud Barak might yet be 
nudged to the negotiating table.

“The president is obviously 
prepared to be engaged at any 
time," Secretary o f State 
Madeleine Albright said Thurs­
day. “It’s a floating operation 
and we’re working hard and 
meeting with whomever we 
can in order to try to pursue 
the subject.”

Clinton planned to devote 
this evening to a pursuit he is 
more sure of — raising politi­
cal money. He will be the draw 
at a fund-raising reception 
among Manhattan dot-com ex­
ecutives, with the proceeds ben­
efiting H illary Rodham 
Clinton’s U.S. Senate bid in 
New York.

Clinton also was meeting 
with Chinese President Jiang 
Zemin, the last in a parade of 
world leaders who have sat 
down with Clinton during the 
U.N. Millennium Summit this 
week.

The China meeting comes 
as the Senate is poised to vote 
on a trade pact that is one of

Clinton repeatedly has 
pressed Zemin and other 
Chinese leaders to address 
human rights abuses by 
the country’s security ap­
paratus, and the United 
States has protested 
China’s crackdown on the 
Falun Gong religious sect.

The meeting with 
Zemin also comes a week 
after Clinton announced 
he is deferring a decision 
on whether to build a 
national missile defense. 
China vigorously opposes 
the shield, calling it a

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Cohen orders 
honesty from 
military brass

WASHINGTON (AP ) —  Defense Secretary William 
Cohen urged the nation’s top military leaders to speak 
honestly about strains on combat readiness but not 
“beat the drum" in hopes o f fattening their budgets.

Cohen delivered the message in a private meeting 
with the chiefs of the Army, Navy, Air Force and 
Marines as well as the commanders in chief o f the 
major warfighting comrfiands around the world, spokes­
man Kenneth Bacon said Thursday.

“Acknowledging that this is a tricky political time, 
(he) said to them that he expected them to play 
straight on the readiness issue, to give the facts, not to 
beat the drum with a tin cup in hand to try to 
generate more pressure for defense spending, but, on 
the other hand, to talk honestly about pressures they 
face," Bacon said.

The service chiefs are scheduled to testify before the 
Senate Armed Services Committee, on Sept. 27 on 
military readiness, an issue which Texas Gov. George 
W Bush and running mate Dick Cheney — who served 
as defense secretary when Bush's father was president 
— have sought to use against Vice President Al Gore.

Republicans Bush and Cheney have accused the 
Clinton administration o f running down the military by 
sending troops abroad too often on questionable mis­
sions and by spending too little on replacing older 
weaponry. The consequence, Bush and Cheney argue, is 
a military with low morale, inadequate training and 
outdated equipment.

Bacon said Cohen favors a vigorous public debate on 
military issues but wants to ensure that it be con­
ducted in a context recognizing that the United States 
remains the largest military power in the world and 
spends more each year on defense than its NATO allies 
combined. Bacon said there is a natural tendency for 
military leaders to want bigger budgets, larger forces' 
and more benefits for their troops.

“Enterprising generals and admirals will always find 
ways to spend more money," Bacon said.

The service chiefs told Congress earlier this year 
that current budgets do not meet all their needs — 
particularly for modernization — although they have 
insisted that U.S. forces are ready to meet their 
wartime missions.

Cohen, a Republican who has been defense secretary 
since the start of President Clinton’s second term, told 
reporters Wednesday in Norfolk, Va., that he wanted to 
keep the military out of the political debate over
readiness.

“I am determined not to allow the military to be 
drawn into this type of political debate during the 
course of the campaign in the final two months," Cohen
was quoted as saying.

TIGHT RACE Gore gains an edge 
over Bush on issues

Democratic presidential
nominee Al Gore has gained 
advantage over Republican 
rival George W. Bush on top 
issues.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
presidential race remains very 
close, according to two new 
polls, but Al Gore has gained 
an advantage over George W. 
Bush on top issues such as 
the economy, education and 
health care.

Democrat Gore and Repub­
lican Bush were virtually tied 
in the two new polls released 
Thursday. Gore had 47 per­
cent to 44 percent for Bush 
among likely voters in a CNN- 
USA 7brfay-Gallup poll. Both 
candidates were tied at 47 
percent in an ABC-Was/iing- 
ton Post poll of likely voters. 
Bush led Gore in polls taken 
before the two conventions.

“People have got to under­
stand it’s going to be a tight

race," Bush said in Detroit 
amid reports that Republicans 
are growing nervous.

Bush and Gore both had 
about nine o f 10 votes from 
their own parties and were 
about split among indepen­
dents in the CNN-USA Tbday- 
Gallup poll.

When people were asked 
whether they would vote for 
the Democrat or Republican 
candidate in their congres­
sional district, they split at 46 
percent for each party. The 
congressional split was about 
as close in the ABC-Washing- 
ton Post poll.

The ABC-Washington Post 
poll shows Gore has opened 
up a 50-38 advantage on edu­
cation, and has a slight edge

on managing the economy and 
Social Security. Gore has 
double-digit leads on improv­
ing the health care system 
and protecting the environ­
ment. Bush has an edge on 
holding down taxes and han­
dling national defense.

Bush retains an advantage 
on perceptions of his strong 
leadership and more appeal­
ing personality. But Gore has 
erased Bush’s advantage on 
trust, leaving the two even 
on that quality. Bush, of late, 
has questioned Gore’s trust­
worthiness on the stump and 
in ads. Gore has a healthy 
lead on the qualities of caring 
about the less fortunate and 
having the knowledge of world 
affairs to serve effectively.

DETROIT (AP) — Greg 
Simon, a senior policy adviser 
in Al Gore’s presidential cam­
paign, bounded into the back 
of Air Force Two, spread his 
arms and burst into song.

“Where is their drug plan, 
the country wonders,” he sang 
to the tune of the title song 
to the musical' smash “Evita."

With two months until the 
Nov. 7 election, the mood in 
Gore’s campaign is distinctly 
upbeat. The candidate and his 
top aides think they are on a 
roll, and polls suggest Gore 
has gained ground in his fight 
with Republican rival George 
W. Bush.

“Gore’s got that spring in 
his step because he’s seeing 
the doors to the White House 
swinging orpen,” said Larry 
Sabato, a University of Vir­

ginia political scientist.
For months, Gore faced 

criticism that he’s stiff and 
programmed, but that’s slowly 
changing. As he has gained in 
the polls, he has become more 
confident and upbeat. '

Prior to his arrival Thurs­
day night at a rain-soaked 
New Orleans rally before an 
adoring mob of 10,000, Gore 
told reporters he’d felt a lift 
in the past week.

“I’m having fun ... there’s 
been a real surge of energy," 
he said.

Swinging through tlie battle­
ground o f M ichigan on 
Wednesday, Gore headed to 
Comerica Park where the De­
troit Tigers had a game. He 
strode onto the field during 
batting practice and reporters 
shouted at him to throw a 
few pitches.

“No way,” Gore responded. 
Within minutes, the jacket 
was off and Gore was perched 
on the mound, working up a 
sweat throwing pitches and 
bouncing the first one off the 
batter’s leg.

“He has reason to be opti­
mistic,” said Andrew‘ Kohut,

of the Pew Center for People 
and the Press. “In the polls 
I ’ve seen, he’s made real 
progress. Only a month and a 
half ago he was 19 points 
down.”

Gore’s summertime surge 
is generally dated to the week 
before the Democratic National 
Convention, when he picked 
Connecticut Sen. Joseph 
Lieberman as his running 
mate.

He’s also engaged Bush on 
a series of topics, ranging from 
health care to the robust 
economy — all issues where 
polls suggest voters are recep­
tive to the vice president’s 
message.

“I think he successfully 
launched that at his conven­
tion,” said Lee Miringoff, di­
rector of the Marist Institute 
of Public Opinion. “Bush seems 
to be content with his father’s 
administration as cover. Pm 
convinced that in the end 
you’ve to be your own per­
son.”

These factors have combined 
to allow Gore to define him­
self apart from President 
Clinton.

“Historically, vice presidents 
always emerge on their own, 
it’s just a question of when," 
said spokesman Chris Lehane. 
“He’s done that earlier than 
most.”

Another factor is that the 
changing dynamic of the race 
has shifted perceptions.

“Before the convention, the 
consensus was it was Bush’s 
(race) to lose,” said Sabato. 
“The consensus has flipped 180 
degrees. It’s now Gore’s to 
lose."

To that end, Bush promised 
Thursday to retool his cam­
paign. The changes include a 
new slogan, “Real plans for 
real people," and far more 
interaction with voters.

Lehane argued that voters 
paying only scant attention to 
the election tend to be swayed 
by personalities, but ulti­
mately make a decision based 
on their self-interest.

“Ultimately people will come 
back to the issues,” he said, 
offering a cautionary note. 
“You have to remember that 
all these polls show this is a 
very, very close election.”
